Mothers needn't worry about
their boys in military service not
getting enough to eat. Mrs. Arn-
old Leach received a copy of the
Thanksgiving dinner menu serv-

ed at the U. S. Naval air station
at San Diego, California, from .
her son. Harold, this week. And
tfTP~"-4iim~r is more elaborate

than many enjoyed by the folks
back home.

“Prom soup to nuts” is no leg-
in the navy at least. The
included variety of

cream of celery “soup,
roast turkey, cranberry sauce,
apple dressing, giblet gravy,
candied sweet potatoes, creamed
whipped potatoes, a varied choice
of vegetables including creamed

end
menu
relishes,

cauliflower, peas, onions, turnips,
sliced tomatoes, and a choice of
mince pie, ice cream and fruit,

with coffee, mixed nuts and cig-
arettes.

Harold, who was graduated
from Plymouth high school in
June 1939. is studying radio
aviation. He studied first at the
Great Lakes Training school,
and has been at the San Dlego
naval station since July. He is to
graduate from there December
20 after which he will probably

be stationed in the Hawaiian
Islands.

Bulletin Lists
Items Trainees
May Take to Camp

Instructions on personal prop-
erty were issued from state
headquarters of the selective
service department this week to
registrants for selective service
training who will be summoned
in subsequent calls.

Only minimum hand baggage
should be brought by men sel-
ected to induction stations, for
there is no provision for trans-
porting or storage of trunks.
Barrack bags will be issued
when selectees arrive at their
camps.

One pair of comfortable and

serviceable shoes in a good state
of repair is essential, and men
are adv'ised to bring their own
toilet articles, towels, and a lim-
ited amount of clothlng in addi-
tion to that worn, such as shirts,
underwear, socks and handker-
chiefs. Uniforms and clothing
will be issued to selectees with-
in 24 hours after arriving at the
reception center or camp.
I Men ordered to report for
ftraining duty may drive to the
“induction station in their private
automobiles but they must pro-
vide for someone to drive them
back, for autos are prohibited at
camp.

Selectees are also encouraged
to bring any athletic equipment
they have, as well as musical in-
struments such as guitars or ban-
jos. Small photographs will be
permitted but there will be no
Blace for large pictures in camp
arracks.

Liquor is absolutely prohibit-
ed. and any brought to induc-
tion stations or camps will be
confiscated. Firearms and wea-
pons will not be permitted and
will have to be returned to the
selectee’s home at his own ex-
pense.

Facilities for hotising and en-
tertaining visitors in the vicinity
of reception centers will be very
limited, so selective service men
are advised not to plan for vis-
itors until they are established
in camp.

The safekeeping of money and
valuables will be the responsbil-
ity of each individual.

The state

li-braries and read-
ing rooms available at camps
and posts. It is suggested that

eriodicals received bv mail not

e forwarded until men are es-
tablished with their outfits. Pos-
tal cards will be furnish™ each
soldier in training at the recep-

notifying relatives and friends of
itheir arrival. Similar cards will
be furnished when the selectee
is transferred to his final station
in order that his permanent ad-
dress will be known.

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City Manager Discusses Municipal
Purchasing in National Journal

The procedure for tiie approval
of claims or invoices for pay-
ment in city administration was
discussed by C. H. Elliott, city
manager of Plymoilttr,- in an
article contained in the 'Novem-
ber Quarterly issue of_“‘unicipal
Finance.” a national*-ijpurnal.

“Some administrators, think
that this process is much
red tape, aggravating and time
consuming. Nevertheless, the pro-
cess needs to be perfected first
because of sav.ngs resul’.ing from
discounts: sec-'nd. b.t*2tist* of tne
necessity cf miur.taining quali-
tative and ouan ive standards;
third, because ih.- cjnerai public
demands busine.-.--Uki methods
in public affa'r>: and fLurlh. be-
cause the cstabh.-I'nu'nt of sound
records is the 1.g.nnirg of effi-
cient governmint and progress-
ive administration.” writes Mr.
Elliott. L

«Too frequvriiv. in our small-
er municipalities the nrovess of
approval of claims is p.t.jrlv man-
agecl. OfU'ii sevoral persons are
authorial, d to make purchases. In
such cases, no attention is given
to remaining within the budget,
nor to how and when uayment
is to bo made. A svstem in whicii
one person is charged with the
responsibility of purchasing all
materials will CSiable the small
town to oerform tiie work satis-
factorily. In this system it is noc-
essary “to use two accounting
forms, one called a requisition
and the other designated as the"
purchase order.

"The first step .n purchasing
is the determination of require-
ment needs. In our ciiv the de-
partment head must submit a

material requisition to the city
manager, who is the purchasing
agent. This requisition contains
the reason for ordering goods,
the quantity needed, when need-
ed. and the description of the
article reque'Sled. The manager
has the authority to approve or
disapprove the "purchase. Inas-
much as the manage-r must keep
all accounts within the budget,
adequate control is held over the
Durch'ases. The ourchasing order
is then filled out. Of greatest im-
portance are the terms of pur-
chase and the discounts allowed.
The administra’ion must see
that the city gels what it buys
and pays for." m

f:iy cf a cheek on ’he receiving
slip bv the city manager, for he
must be prepared to defend the
procedure of buying and inspect-
ing the purchases before liis com-
mission or council.

The Smorgasbord tradition is a
custom as deeply rooted in Scan-
dinavian tradition as the Viking
legends themselves. Connoisseurs
of Swedish food will tell you
that to them eating is more than
a routine necessity. Each meal
i> approached as if it were a
pleasant adventure. The Smor-
gasbord is symbolic of the Swed-
ish zest for life, for good living:
it brings you the sail of the sea,
the fat of the land, and the
wings of the sky.

Properly it is* not merely a
ouffet dinner, but a preface and
welcome to the meal to follow.
It has recently been adapted here
as a Sunday night buffet supper
specialty.

The essential foundation dish-
es are fish, cold cuts, and cheese.
Some of Mrs. Blomberg’s favor-
ite Smorgasbord recipes follow; |

Swedish Headcheese
3 lbs. shank of veal
1 Ib. lean pork
2 bay leaves.

A few whole allspice
5 cups water

"Boil for one hour or as long
as is necessary to cook tender.
Allow it to cool, and run through
the food chopper. Put in a pan
with plenty of seasoning, add
three cups of water, sprinkling
of wpite pepper, and ground all-
spice and let come to a boil. Pour
into a wet mold and cool.”

Ib. round ground steak
Ib. ground pork

"Make into small balls and
cook in butter in a covered pan
after they have been browned.

An-
other recipe for the same thing
includes one and a half pounds
of beef. pork, and veal in equal

roEortions, two pieces of Swei-
ack. half a cup of onions fried
brown, and one-quarter tea-
spoonful of nutmeg. This recipe
calls for crumbling the Swei-
back and soaking in three-quar-
ters of a cup of milk. Mix with
one egg. Form into balls and
steam for about 15 minutes,

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A GOOD APPOINTMENT.

Governor Dickinson ihe other day thought it advisable
to appoint some one to fill the vacancy existing in the office
of lieutenant governor. The place has remained vacant since
the death of Geveri.or Fitzgerald, altliough one of the candi-
dates for the nomination did advertise to the voters that he
was the “acting lieutenant governor." The Governor named
Mrs. Matilda Wilson of Oakland county to serve as acting
lieutenant governor until the present term ends January 1

While the attorney general has been somewhat caustic
in his criticism of the appointment. The Plymouth Mail be-
lieves that it is an excellent appointment and that the Gov-
ernor is to be commended for his action. The Governor did
not care to fill the vacancy before the primary election be-
cause of the fact that he was fearful that by doing so. he
would be giving some persrn an advantage in the primary
contest. He wisely waited until after both political contests’
were over.

Mrs. Wilson is a woman of excellent judgment. She is
keenly interested in public affairs and if occasion should
arise for her executive services. Michigan would profit by it.
We commend both the Governor for the appointment and
Mrs. Wilson for accepting the honor in the spirit that she did.

THUMBS DOWN ON THIS ONE.

Political writers for some of the Detroit newspapers say
that Wayne county Democrats are going to urge upon Gov-
ernor-elect Van Wagoner the selection of Barney Young-
blood as a member of the state liguor commission.

Let it be said immediately that Youngblood should not
be appointed by the Governor-elect. But if the Governor
fhould accede to the demand of the Democrats of Detroit to
appoint him. then the Republican state senate should refuse
to confirm the appointment. By withholding confirmation,
Youngblood cannot draw state pay.

Youngblood was deputy secretary of state under Leon
Case, who was elected to that position when Frank Murphy
became Governor. Case, a liighly respected and conscientious
Democratic official, 'nad not intended to appoint Youngblood
to the job. He had in mind the selection of a well known,
honest and competent wev-'m Michigan Democrat for the
position, but he listened to the de:n.”nds of the Wayne Dem-
ocratic job-thirsty bloodhounds and appointed Youngblood
as his deputy.

During the final months of the Case administration facts
pertaining to the conduct of some of the departments direct-
ly under the control of his deputy came to light which so dis-
traught the honest, capable and sincere Leon Case, that he
wilted under the shame and humiliation of it all and soon
died of a broken heart.

The writer met Leon Ca%e in the corridor of the capitol
near his office just a few weeks before his term was to ex-
pire, about the time Youngblood's manipulations within the
demand were coming to public attention.

“1 am crushed under this whole al.air. It is impossible to
understand how so-called friends could let one down in this
way. It had been my desire r.ncl purpose to give Michigan an
administration we could all be proud of—and now look at
what happened.” said Case to the writer. Tears came to his
eyes as he turned to go to his office.

It is known that month” and months before the facts be-
came public pertaining to what had transpired in the secre-
tary of state s office, that Leon Case had gone to Governor
Murphy about it.

It is authoritatively slated that the Governor was dis-
appointed in what had happened, and told Case that it was
unfortunate that his department had seemingly been forced
to make appcintmenis he (Case) did not approve.

This interview took place previous to the hotly contest-
ed election in which Murphy and Case were candidates for
re-election. Case never said, but it is presumed that because
of fear of public reaction just before the 1938 state election,
steps to clean up the Youngblood mess were not taken by
Case until after the election.

Then what happened? During the inquiry that followed.
