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“It's just a picture—thoM
things never really happened in
our country." the writer over-
heard a woman patron of the
Penniman-Allen theatre com-
ment the other night as a
number of patrons emerged after
witnessing the motion picture,
"Brigham Young."

The production was a dressed-
up presentation of the trials and
tribulations of the believers in
Mormonism, of their persecution
at Carthage, Illinois, and of
their flight across the plains to
Utah.

But it did happon—it happen-
ed, too. in our glorious state of
Michigan.

Some 30 or 40 miles out in
Lake Michigan from Charlevoix,
is located Beaver island, one of
the largest islands in the Great

Lakes. "It lies directly west of
Cross Village, one of the oldest
Indian settlements up on the

coast of Lake Michigan. In sum-
mer time a boat service from
Charlevoix to the island is main-
tained. After Lake Michigan
freezes over in the winter mail
service to the island is continued
by the use of dog teams, as Beav-
er island has foday a popula-
tion of several hundred people.

Some dozen years before the
Civil War when” Mormonism was
spreading throughout the Mid-
dle West and early settlers were
fighting its doctrines, a group of
Mormons in an effort to escape
public hostility and locale as far
away from other people as pos-
sible. rigged up some sailing
ships and migrated from Wis-
consin to Beaver lIsland in Mich-
igan.

For a time they were left alone
and prospered. Then the church
entered into politics and elected
a member to the Michigan state
legislature. Michigan ~ people,
like the people of other states,
did not like the activity of the
church in politics and troubles
started,
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There were religious Killings
in Michigan, just as in Carthage.
Mormons were driven from their
homes, and their property con-
fiscated in Michigan, just as in
Illinois. Some of the ‘leaders in
the church were brought to De-
troit for trial on various charges.

From the issue of the New
York Times of September 3, 1882,
is taken this accurate history of
the Michigan Mormon Kingdom.
It provides an intensely interest-
ing. but little known chapter Jji
Michigan history. The historical
sketch™ follows:

One of the most singular epi-
sodes of western frontier history
is that of the Merman Kingdom
which flourished for nearly ten
ears on Beaver lIsland, at the
oot of Lake Michigan, and was
overturned in 1856 by the murder
of its founder and the forcible
dispersion of his followers. Two
entlemen of Detroit have in the
ast few years, as leisure permit-
ted and in a spirit of cooperation
gathered together considerable
material, documentary, and oth-
erwise, relating to the Manitou
monarchy, and this fact makes
possible now a detailed narrative
of the incidents attending its rise
and fall. Henry A. Chaney, the
reporter of the State Supreme
court made Beaver Island the
objective point of his vacation
jaunt a few summers ago, and
examined the relics of “King
Strang's” reign and talked with a
score of men who were active
in the ranks of' his retainers or
his foes. The results of these ob-
servations and interviews were

Postmaster Suggests
Sorting of Mail to
Expedite Delivery

*The Plymouth post office has
increased " its staff by hiring 12
auxiliary workers to” handle the
Christmas rush of mails. The in-
creased help includes three city
and three rural mail carriers, one
derk at the parcel post window,
and five additional clerks for
sorting and dispatching mail.

The sorting of Christmas greet-
ing cards according lo geograph-
ical location is ‘suggested by
Postmaster Frank Learned as a
device to expedite delivery in
time for Christmas.

“Wc suggest that persons hav-
ing large fots of cards for mail-
ing sort them for local, state, and
out-state delivery, put a rubber
band around eac?\l pack, and hand

them in at the window rather
than putting them in the mail
slot. 'Mail = bearing Ihree-cent

stamps should be sorted from the
cenl-and—a-half class, for the
ihrce-cent mail goes faster. Bus-
iness mail should also be handed
in at the postal window to
avoid mixing with the Christ-
mas mails,” advised the post-
master.

In a further effort to help peo-
iPle' with Christmas mail, the
I post office advises that all boxes
Ishould bo wrapped with corru-
Igated paper and iicavy wrapping
lpaper and cord. All fragile ar-
ticles should be wrapped in_ a
corrugated box with = excelsior
cushioning for protection. Post
office clerks will not accept
Christmas packages for parcel
post that are insufficiently
wrapped.

subs”uently embodied m an en-
tertaining paper which Mr. Cha-
ney read to a local literary as-
sociation known as the October
club, but which has never been
published. This sketch was after-
wards turned over by its author,
with all his notes "and a few
pamphlets, to Mr. Charles K.
Backus the assistant commis-
sioner of intmigration of this
state, who examined newspaper
files and corresponded with men
who were connected or came in
contact with Strang or the sect
which he led. With the informa-
tion gathered from such a var-
iety of sources Mr. Backus pre-
pared the article upon “An Amer-
ican kln?_;' published sometime
since in Harper’s Magazine. The
story is worth telling with
somewhat more of detail, and the
writing of this letter has been
preceded by a carefi'] examina-
tion of the material still in the
pos.seasion of Mr. Backus.

The following facts as to the
early history of I7ing Strang are
given in a manuscript biography
prepared by one of his sons
(Charles J. Strang, of Lansing,
an entirely trustworthy man%,
from data furnished by his
mother, with the addition of a
few circumstances mentioned in
a letter from a surviving sister,
or recorded in the columns of
old newspapers.

James J. Strang was bom in
Scipio. New York, on March 21,
1813. but his farmer-father. Cle-
ment Strang, removed to Han-
over. Chautauqua county, in 18-
16. and he lived in that town
until his manhood. He received
only the ordinary education of
a country school,” followed by a
short term at the Fredonia Ac-
ademy. but he”as an industrious
student, carrying books with
him to his work, prominent in
the local debating clubs, and not-
ed especially for the excellence
of his memory. At 12 years of
age he joined the Baptist church,
and was for some time an active
member, At 21 he commenced
the study of law with borrowed
books, and while working on a
farm two years afterwards he
was admitted to the bar. and was
soon married to Miss Mary Perce,
who lived with him. bearing him
three children, until he adopted
polygamy. After his marriage he
practiced law at Mayville and at
Ellington, edited a paper at Ran-
dolph. worked on a farm, trav-
eled on various business errands,
and lived a somewhat roving life.
At one time he taught school,
and at another delivered temp-
erance lectures: he also held for
a short term the postmastership
at Ellington. Finally in 1843. he
emigrated to Burlington. Racine
county. Wisconsm. and there en-
tered into a JBrtnership as an
attorney wit#Mr, C. P. Barnes.
As a boy h~is described as ec-
centric. self confident and bright;
as a young'man he was ener-
geticj glib tongued. and exceed-
ingly anxious to make his name
distinguished.

In January. 1844. some of the
itinerant Mormon missionaries
aroused his interest in their
cause and persuaded him to visit
Nauvoo. where he found Joseph
Smith at the zenith of his car-
eer. Strang’s conversion was
prompt, and his promotion rapid.
On February 25. 1844. he was
baptized into the communion of
the Latter Day Saints; on March
3. he was made an Elder, and
commenced at once his work in
the Mormon ministry. In the fol-
lowing June Joseph and Hynim
Smith were murdered by the
mob at Carthage, and Strang at
once claimed to have been ap-
pointed the dead prophet's suc-
cessor. The basis of his claim
was afterward set forth by him
in a small pamphlet (Gospel
Tract No, IV.. Voree, Wis.. 1848)
entitled "The Diamond.” It de-
clares that a letter of appoint-
ment,” written by Joseph Smith
at Nauvoo on June 18 and mail-
ed there on June 19. came to
Strang in the mail at Burlington,
Wisconsin .on July 9. In those
times of irregular and slow postal
service in the west these dates
were not unnatural: their signi-
ficance lies in the fact that the
letter thus appeared to have been
written some days before and

received some days after the kill- i

ing of the prophet. It was couch-
ed in the usual phraseology of
the Morman documents, a wordy
imitation of the Scriptural style,
and contained an account of a
celestial vision which his im-
pending fate was apparently re-
vealed to the writer, and hé was
told that to James J. Strang
“shall the %athering of the peo-
ple be. for he shall plant a stake
of Zion in Wisconsin, and | will
establish it.” The. original of this
letter is still in existence, and
has a postscript which does not
appear on the printed version.
This postscript asks fbr occasion-
al reports of progress, from which
it would seem as if “the stake
of Zion” in Wisconsin was to be
«a branch of the church, and as
if the letter did not refer to the
prophetic succession. Evidently
its suppression in the pamphlet
was intentional.

On the strength of this “ap-

ointment.” which he declared
ad been foreshadowed to him
in 'a vision at the exact hour of
“lhe martyrdom of Joseph”
Strang Igromptly and vigorously
pushed his claims to the Mormon
presidency, although not even
half a year had elapsed since his
baptism. He was briefly conspic-
uous in the struggle that ended
in the triumph~ of Brigham
Young’s personal force and
shrewd strategy, but was speed-
ily driven from the main field of
the contest. Lieut. Gunnison in
his “History of the Mormons”
(chap v.). says:

“The struggle for the Seer suc-
cession followed. Rlgdon, as sec-
ond in rank, claimed promotion;
airs, by former .revelations, de-

clared himself assigned to be
their prophet. He called a meet-
ing and proclaimed his position
as head. James J. Strang con-
tended for the place of $eer, and
showed letters over the deceased
ﬁrophet's signature.  assuring
im that he should be the suc-®
cessor in the event of Joseph’s®
death. But the college of the
twelve had other views, and by
a vote on the subject they de-
clared that definite instructions
and the last will and testament
of Joseph had been delivered to
them in secret council. It revok-
ed all former designations and
devolved the clwice uixm them.
Under the management of their
sagacious chief they elected the
Peter of the aposfles. Brigham
Young‘ to the responsible station.
o . This enthronement drove
Rigdon with a party to Pennsyl-
vania. where in a short time his
influence vanished and the band
dispersed. Strang founded a city
on the prairies of Wisconsin, and
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church on a secure temporal
foundation, and could escape
that hostility of Gentile neigh-
bors which 'had proved so fata]
to Smith's settlements at the far
West and Nauvoo. Convenient
visions, duly communicated to
the fbithful for their edification
and guidance, then ordered him
not merely to gather his people
at Voree. but to also take them
to "a land amid wide waters and
covered with large timber, with
a deep, broad bay on one side of
it.” There was accordingly some
emigration from Wisconsin to
Beaver Island in 1847-8, but it
acquired considerable propor-
, tions in 1849-50. and in the lat-
ter year the headquarters of the
Primitive Mormons were remov-
ed from Voree to the neNv vil-
lage at Beaver Harbor, to which
the name of St. James had been
given in honor of its founder.
‘The Voree Herald was then suc-
ceeded by the Northern Islander,
an exceedingly creditable sp”i-

timately removed to “aver is-
land, in Lake Michigan, and as-
sumed the title of King of the
Saints, where the small kingdom
still exists. These bodies and
their leaders were excommuni-
caled by the great majority un-
der their proper Seer, as was also
William Smith, another compel-
itor for the throne, and a party
in  Texas headed by Lyman
Wight.”

In Strang’s case excommunica-
lion was accompanied by the
widespread circulation of pamph
let attacks upon his character.
Of all the aspirants he was the
only one. save Brigham Young,
who displayed any genuine qual-
ities of leadership. Defeated by
Nauvoo. he returned to Wiscon-
sin. and. maintaining his proph-
etic claims in published letters
and in sermons, gathered a body
of followers with whom he
founded the city of Voree. at
what is now known as Spring
Prairie. Wis. His disciples were
there organized into a single
community, owning all things in
common and living as one fam-
ily. They were called the Prim-
itive Mormons, and the Voree
Herald was established as_their
organ: from the same printing
establishment was also issued a
series of tracts setting forth the
new Mormon doctrines. The sac-
red books of this sect were four
in number, the Bible, the book
of Mormon. Joseph Smith’
"Book of Doctrines and (jove-
nanls.” and the "Book of the
Law of the Lord.” the latter hav-
ing been translated by Strang
from 18 metallic plates, which he
claimed to have miraculously
discovered, and which he said
were “written long previous to
Ihe Babylonish calplivny." Stran|
performed several “miracles”
this sort, closely resembling
those with which ‘Smith so suc-
cessfully bolstered up the orig-
inal imposture.

The community at Voree grew
steadily under Strang's energetic
leadership, but in 1846 he de-
termined to plant a colony on the
lake Michigan archipelago, and
in the following year he visited
Beaver Island at the head of a
prospecting party. In the face of
the resistance of the few ti'aders
already in possession, and amid
many “hardships, they thorough-
ly explored it and decided to
settle there. This is the largest
of the many islands scattered
thickly through the northeast-
ern extremity of lake Michigan,
divided into three groups, known
by the names of Manitou, Fox
and Beaver, and organized into
the coun’\lkl of Manitou by the
state of Michigan. It is 15 miles
in length by six in width, con-
tains several thousand acres of
fertile and well watered lands,
and has one of the finest natural
harbors upon the chain of great
lakes. These islands now contain
an isolated community of small
farmers, wood-cutters, traders
and fishermen, are visited only
irregularly »b?/ Eassing vessels,
andare chiefly known as valu-
able fishing stations. Thirty-five
years ago they were sparsely
inhabited by Indians and Indian
traders, and were camped upon
occasionally by fishing parties;
but little or nothing else was
known of them even at the prin-
cipal lake ports. Strang believed
that there he could establish his

Jos-
eph Smith, and all the great
and leading prophets of God
claimed that office since the
world began, namely, by an ap-
pointment by revelation and an
ordination under the hands of
angels: and as none of those per-
sons ever proposed in any way
to be king only to those who.
after a proper invesfigation of
his claims and character, chose
to receive him as such, so it was
with Mr. Strang. By virtue of
this ordination " he "claimed to
hold the conjoint, kingly, proph-
etic, and apostolic office held by
all the above mentioned person-
ages.

This adjustable claim of king-
I){ authority amounted practic-
ally to this:” Among his own peo-
ple. and despite the occasional

submitted to national and state
authority as reauired. but was
shrewd “in using the machinery
of the civil law to advance his
own ends as opportunitv offered,
The general domestic regulations
of his kingdom are thus describ-
ed in a manuscript prepared by
his wife: “The discipline of the
church in the maiter*of temper-
ance and morals was verv strict,
The use of tea. coffee, and to-
bacco as well as of bquors. was
prohibited. The temperance laws
of the state were strictly en-
forced/with especially-good” effect
among the fishermen and In-
dians Polygamy was introduced
durin'g the ‘winter and spring of
1849 "At first it was talked of
quietly and secretly 'among the
leaders and afterward publicly
and openly among tiio people.
It was not looked upo'o favorably
and there were never over 20

cases of plural marriages upon
the islands. No man had more
than three wives except Strang.
His first wife left him in 1851,
two years after he married his
Isecond: in 1852 he married a
third, and in 1855 two more. No
man was permitted to take more
than one wife unless he showed
:means and ability tp give them
abundant care and comforts,
Prostitution and lewdness were
discountenanced alike in both
sexes, and it was as necessary
for a man to be careful of his
character and reputation as for
a woman. The county and town-
ship officers required by law
were elected as in other parts
of the sutc. but those positions
wA-re not used by members of the
Mormon church, except when re-
quired by circumstances. Of
course, m dealing with those out-
side of the church it was neces-
scry to resort to the civil law.
B&/-Iaws for the kingdom were
adopted and published, and ev-

Somewhat later a Mormon
constable attempted to arrest the
Gentile brothers named Hennett.
who had assaulted an elder of
his church. They resisted and a
fight ensued, in which one of
them was instantly killed, and
the other lost a hand, while the
officer was seriously wounded.
A year or two afterwards the
Mormons elected the sheriff of

the (new) County of Emmett,
and he undertook to summon
jurors from Pine river (now
Charlevoix) on the mainland.
The settlers there treated this

as an attempt to abduct some of
their number for malicious pur-
oses, and drove the sheriff off
a fusilade from guns® and
pistols which badly wounded six
of his posse. The Tnere dread of
the andger caused by this deed
sufficed to promptly” scatter the
Pine River settlers, and the faith
of the fugitives in their own pru-
dence was soon confirmed by the
erection by the islanders upon a
convenient spot of a lofty gal-
lows bearing suggestive inscrip-
tions addressed to "The Murder-
ers of Pine river.” Minor collis-
ions and affrays were of constant
occurrence, while the Mormons
were denounced as mere out-
laws.
On the other hand, Strang in
the Northern Islander and in his
amphlets, declared that his fol-
owers were a law-abiding and
peaceable people, who were per-
secuted by gangs of dunken
desperadoes, and were held re-
sponsible for offenses never com-
mitted. or for depredations which
were, in fact the work of their
noisest accusers. He also wrote
letters to papers in New York,
Rochester, Detroit and Chicago,
defending the Mormons with no
little plausibility. Strang’s liter-
ary attainments were of fair
character. A paper of his upon
“"The Natural History of Beaver
Island, which can be found in
the ninth annual report of Ilhe
Smithsonian Institution, is writ-
ten in excellent English and with
an easy stylo. As an especially
strong point upon his side of the
argument he pointed to the fact
that although he and his follow-
ers were frequently arraigned in
the courts on charges ranging
from petty larceny to high trea-
son. in fio single case did convic-
tion follow. notable trial was
that which took place in Detroit
in the summer of 1851. In May
of that year the United States
authorities decided to proceed
against Strang and his confeder-
aes for trespassing on the public
lands, stealing timber, counter-1
feiting, mail robbing, etc. The
armed steamer Michigan was

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ceedingly effective speech to the
jury, complaining bitterly of
persecution and dramatically de-
scribing himself as a martyr to
his religious convictions. ~ The
judge’s charge was emphatic in
cautioning the jury against yield-
ing to sectarian prejudice, and
the result was a verdict of ac-
quittal. This decided triumph
greatly strengthened  Strang’s
hold upon the reverence of his
followers and increased the gen-
eral opinion of his capacity.

The end of King Strang’s reign
came in 1856. Externally the af-
fairs of the "kingdom” were then
at their zenith, but serious in-
ternal troubles had arisen. Poly-
gamy had proved a source of dis-
content. and gave excuse for re-
volt against Strang’s rigid dis-
cipline in small matters. Jeal-
ousies also sprang up at times
between him aqd the more in-
telligent of his disciples. Soon
after the occupation of Beaver
Island the most effective of his
preachers, a strolling actor nam-
ed George J. Adams, became in-
subordinate and was excommun-
icated. He failed in an attempt
to organlze a revolt and joined
the Gentiles: he made several
futile attempts to break up the
new settlement, but finally gave
up the contest. Later, the most
capable of Strang's followers, an
educated Baltimorean named Dr.
H. McCulloch, became dis-
affected. and he successfully
stimulated the hostility to the
King both on Beaver Island and
along the shore until it bore
tragic fruit. Two men named
Bedford and Wentworth had been
subjected to public discipline.
One of them had been severely
whigped, and, as he believed,
by Strang’s orders, although this
was denied. They were eager for
revenge, and determined to Kkill
the Mormon leader whenever it
could be done with any hope of
escaping the fury of his follow-
ers. The result was thus nar-
rated in the columns of the
Northern Islander of June 20.
1856:

Murderous Assault—On Mon-
day last the United States steam-
er Michigan entered this harbor
at about one o’clock p.m. and
was visited by the inhabitants
promiscuously during the after-
noon. About seven oclock Capt.
McBlair sent a messenger (Alex
St. Barnard, the pilot), to Mr,
Strang requesting him to visit
him on board. Mr. Strang im-
mediately accompanied the mes-
senger. and just as they were
stepﬁlng» on ‘the bridge "leading
to the pier, in front of F. John-
ston Si Co's store, two assassins,
approached in the rear, unob-
served by either of them, and
fired upon Mr. Stran with
pistols. 'The first shot took effect
upon the left side of the head,
entering a little back of the top
of the ear, and, rebounding,
ﬁassed out near the top of the
ead. This shot, fired from
horse-pistol, brought him down.

Shortly after
his removal from St. James a
mob of angry fishermen and
others descended upon the Mor-
mon settlement, burned the
temple, sacked the “royal pal-
ace.” and drove the subjects of
the fallen monarch from™the is-
lands in hot haste. The disper-
sion of the Beaver Island Mor-
mons was complete, and they
have since ceased to profess any
organized existence. The men (or
their successors) who expelled
the saints are still in possession
of the fruits of conquest. They
dwell in the abandoned homes,
substantial cabins of hewn logs,
vine-olad and surrounded by lit-
tle gardens.
