relief case loads, and the cooper-
ation of industry and county of-
ficials. the Michigan Social Wel-
fare commission at year’s end
considered optimistically future
problems presented bv welfare
and relief in Michigan.

Reorganization of the social
welfare department and the bur-
eau of social security, under the
direction of the commission, in
cooperation with the county so-
cial welfare boards under provis-
ions of the 1939 welfare act had
been accomplished.

Administration costs had been
radically reduced through the
efforts of the commission in con-
solidating personnel and welfare
agencies and services.

A workable formula for distri-
bution of welfare aid on the basis
of need in Broponion to ability
to pav had been put into ope'ra-
tion and welfare costs generall}/
spread equitablljy among the fed-
eral. state and county govern-
mental units.

Distinct emphasis was placed
upon the necessity of extending
rehabilitative services to welfare
families and individuals as well
as to the necessity of providing
solelv for the physical day by
day requirements of the needy.

Recognition was given to the
mounting costs of hospitalization
and infirmary care borne entirely
by the counties with a recom-

Measles Cases
Reported Here

Several cases of measles among
school children were reported in
Plymouth this week, and a
measles epidemic is general
throughout the county. Parents
are warned bv Dr. Luther Peck,
citv health officer, to keep their
children out of all crowds such
as slorc.s, public galhcY ings. and
theatres during the holiday sea-
son to prevent a spread of the
di.sease.

Cliildren with coughs should
not be sent to school. Symptoms
of tlie disease are fever, a slight
cougli. nasal discharge, any up-
per  respiralorv infection,” and
general aching.

WhiiL the number of cases of
measles in Plymouth is small in
proportion to ‘that of other cities
of similar size. Dr. Peck urges
care on the part of parents to

control the spread of the epi
domic.

Health officials point out that
measles develop commonlv at

this lime of year, and more cs-
challv thus y<‘ar is expected to
e a record vear for the disease
which recurs heavily at regular
icn-vear cycles. The last five-
vear state average renorted from
1935 to 1939 was 36.002 cases.
The measles foil in the stale last
vear was 12.948. and this year is
expected io be even greater.

Care WIll Prevent
Usual Fires of
Yule Decorations

Fire Chief Warns
Against Flammable
Materials on Trees

Christmas holidays always are
attended by fires” resulting in
property damage and tragedy be-
cause Eeople continue to use
flammable decorations, according
to Fire Chief Fred Wagenschutz.

“These fires can be prevented.”
he declares, “if care is used in
the selection of decorations and
in their arrangement. The situa-
tion is not as dangerous as it
was when many people illumin-
ated Christmas trees with
candles, but it is bad enough.

‘There are decorations avail-
able today that have been flame-
proofed knd will not burn read-
|I%/. These are to be preferred,
of course. All electric lights used

for decorating trees should be
ap%roved by the Underwriters’
Laboratories. In arranging all

holiday decorations, they should

not be hung so they come in
contact with electric light bulbs

placed so_there is danger of
their being ignited bly an open
flame from a fireplace or a

candle.

“Parents should make certain,
too. that only toys that are safe
be given to children. Nitrocel-
lulose film for motion picture
projectors and poorly designed
electric toys are dangerous.

“It is a good rule.” the fire chief
warned, “to keep a fire extin-
guisher handy even after precau-
tions have been taken. It is bet-
ter to be safe than sorry.

“The Christmas tree itself, af-
ter it has been in the house for
;several days, is a serious fire haz-
tard," the chief concluded, “since
the needles become dry and will
burn rapidly.”

The annual issue of the Tele-
phone Almanac was is«ued this
week by the American Telephone
and Telegraph company and is
available at the Plymouth office
of the Michigan Bell Telephone
company.

A compendium of information
in regard to the telephone, its
invention, development and im-
portance. with descriptive matter
as to the Bell telephone system,
the men and women who com-
pose it. and its material equip-
ment. the 32-page almanac con-
tains valuable “information for
business men. housewives, farm-
ers and students.

During the vear 1941 will oc-
cur the anniversari® of two no-
table events in the history of
communication bv the spoken
word in the Western hemisphere,
the book reports.

Sixty years ago, on June 11
1881. a submarine cable for teler
phone use was laid between De-
troit. Michigan, and Windsor,
Ontario. Canada. Although there

had been some telephone com-
munication across tlie border
prior to_that date, this was one
of the first and m”st imoprtant

events in the development of
regular service between the
United States and _the largest

of its English-speaking neighbor
countries. n
Twenty years ago. on April 11
1921. service was formaIIY open-
ed over three deep-sea telephone
cables connecting Kev West.
Florida, and Havana. Cuba—an
event of outstanding importance
in the development of telephone
communication  between  the
United States and Latin Amer-
ica. During the years that have
elapsed since these events took
lace, remarkable advances have
een made in the communication
art until now the United States
is within voice-reach of 26 other
countries, colonies or territories
in or adjacent to North, Cen-
tral. or South America.

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(Continued from po?c 1)
mendation for careful legislative
study and consideration.

Duplication of effort in the re-
habilitation and treatment of the
blind-long recognized—was made
the subject of a careful study in
cooperation w ith responsible
agencies and individuals and a
program mapped out for presen-
tation to the state legislature.

The commission found that the
laws relating to child welfare
require codification and clarifica-
tion with particular reference to
statutes relating to child welfare
services and adoption practices,
and recommended that county
welfare agents be placed within
theg’urisdiction of the state social
welfare commission or the coun-
ty social welfare boards in order
to reduce costs and duplication
of effort. o ***

After a .year of operation un-
der the new welfare act in co-
operation with the county wel-
fare boards the commission found
considerable differences as to re-
sponsibilities and duties of in-
dividual members of the boards.

While some boairds functioned
solely as policy determining
bodies, others engaged directly

in administrative activities on a
full-time salary basis. Members
of county boards served as di-
rectors assuming individual ad-
ministrative responsibility with
respect to direct relief, hospital-
ization or infirmary care. Thus,
members served in the dual ca-
pacity of making decisions as to
policy and of carrying out the
decisions in an administrative ca-
pacity.

The commission recommended
a study by the legislature as to
the desirability of establishing
uniform organization of the
boards.

The problem of the transient
or migratory worker as well as
the homeless individual unable
to meet local residence require-
ments was studied with the con-
clusion that responsibility for ex-
tending assistance was not to be
considered a local one but should
be dealt with by the state as a
whole. .

« «

During the i>eriod of adjust-
ment to the new method of re-
lief administration the commis-
sion devoted considerable time
to development of a fonpula for
distribution of direct relief funds
on an equitable basis.

The commission decided that
state funds should be advanced
on the basis of estimates but
that these advances would be ad-
justed at a later date to conform
with a percentage of the actual
net disbursements for direct re-
lief in each county. By this
method the counties were assured
that ultimately the state would
allocate sufficient funds to fin-
ance a predetermined proportion
of the actual expenses for relief.

In arriving at its conclusions
the commission took into consid-
eration the assessed valuation,
tax delinquency, and the average
annual costs for direct relief dur-
ing the last three years ift each
county.

In establishinF} the machinery
for providing old age assisf&nce,
aid to dependent children, and
aid to the blind after December
1. 1939. the commission followed
the administrative pattern prev-
iously by the Old Age Assistance
bureau' * ok Kk Kk ok ok K

The state bureau of social se-
curity was made responsible for
the formulation of policies and
procedures, for the supervision
of county bureaus of social aid.
and for “approval and disburse-
ment of assistance grants. The
count.v bureaus of social aid were
made responsible for determina-
tion of eligibiilty of applicants
and provision for continuing
services for recipients.

In a majority of the counties
the bureaus of social aid arc now
maintained separately from the
county departments of social
welfare. However, in eight coun-
ties the two organizations are
partly integrated with one per-
son serving both as supervisor
of the county bureau and as di-
rector of the” county department.

In six counties "the two or-
ganizations are integrated with
employes of both organizations
having responsibilities with re-
spect to administration of old age
assistance, aid to dependent

children, aid to the blind, and
direct relief.

In the partly or completel?/ in-
tegrated counties all employes

having responsibility for social
security cases in addition to di-
rect relief cases were, and are.
selected from state civil service
lists.

The commission faced a ser-
ious problem when it took over
administration of old age assis-
tance program. As of June 30,
1939 there were 17.127 applica-
tions pending disposition. The
biennial appropriation of $7.-
50.000 annually, supplemented
by a like amount of federal
money, was only sufficient to
meet assistance payments for the
then existing case load of 83.-
275 recipients.

The commission faced the al-
ternative of either providing less
adequate grants for all eligible
arsons or of denying the accept-

ance of pending applicants until
such time as additional funds'
should become availably. It was!
decided to take the latfer course’
rather than lower standards of
those already on the rolls.

A similar problem was pre-
sented when the aid to depend-1
ent children program was shifted
to the bureau of social security 1
in Decempe«r.*19t39«. * « Jl

The annual appropriation of
$4,000,000 was based upon a case
load of between 12 and 13 thou- i
sand cases. The commission found *
it necessary to provide grants for !
additional six to seven thousand |
cases many of which were being :
assisted locally by mothers’ pen- 1
sion paymenfs. No county ap-
propriations for mothers” pension
cases had been made beyond
December. 1

The commission had no alter-\
native but to establish grants for
recipients which in many in-j
stances were insufficient to meet m
the needs of eligible children. De 1
spite adherence to this policy!
it was found necessary to incuri
a net deficit of $266,621 for the {
fiscal year ending June 30. 1940. |

Generally the commission |
found that inadequacy of appro- 1
priations for the social security |
programs has added to local fin- |
ancial difficulties. In all counties
it was found necessary to extend J
direct relief to a large number |
of cases awaiting acceptance of
these programs, and to extend
supplemental aid to many cases
actually receiving assistance.

In January. 1940. direct relief
in an aggregate amount of $73.-
84359 was extended to 4,619
pending applicants for old age
assistance. On July 1. 1940 ap-
proximately 32,000 applicants,
many of which probably receiv-
ed direct relief, were "awaiting
acceptance on the Old Age As-
sistance program.. ',

The commission recommends
additional _appropriations for
administrative costs of extending
aid believing that more frequent
and intensive investigations may
eliminate ineligibles permitting
admission of more pendng appli-
cants as well as cutting down
the amount paid out in direct re-
lief grants. |

In addition to the functionsre-,
lating to direct relief and the so-'
cial security programs the com-
mission during the year provided
inspection of privately operated
homes for the aged as well as
juvenile detention homes and in-
irmaries. and supervised pro-
grams for rehabilitation and
treatment of the blind.

It served as the state suner-
vising agency for Civilian Con-
servation Corps selection and en-
rollment. for certification of per-
sons eligible to receive federal
surplus commodities as well as
for the distribution of such com-
modities and for certification for
Works Progress Administration
employment.

The ™ county boards of social
welfare provided hospitalization
for afflicted adults, operated
county infirmaries, and under
agreements with the state com-
mission. acted as local agencies
for CCC selection and enrollment, |
certification for surplus com-!
modities and distribution, and for |
certification for WPA. in addition ;
to administration of direct relief.

This is a “bad” year for acorn

\ and white Dine cone production,
but the forestry division of the

« state department of conservation
will have tree seed enough for
most of its usual seedings next
season, thanks to a continuing

program of seed collection and
storage.
Tree seed is something you

take when you can get it. and
save for future use. the foresters
explain. You cannot count on
the trees next season producing
seed enough for planting in the
following year.

This fall and winter more than
200 bushels of spruce, cedar and
pine cones have been put through
the roasters at Higgins lake state
nursery, and 140 pounds of seed
extracUd. The number of seeds
a D<~nd varies from 25,000 for
white pine to 300,000 for white
cedar.

Unopened cones are collected
from the trees when they ripen
in the fall. Heating at 110 to 130
degrees for as long as 24 hours or
more, for some kinds, opens the
cones. Vibrating screens separate
seeds from cones and other ma-
terial. and further agitation wears
off the “wings.”” The dried,
cleaned seed is then stored in
air-tight containers in a cool
place. It may be kept years until
needed.

Only pine seed is planted at
Higgins Lake nursery. Spruce
and cedar seed is sent to Hard-
wood state nursery, near Boyne
Falls, where seed” from 16 spe-
cies of trees and shrubs has been
prepared this fall.

Nearly three tons of fruits of
trees and shrubs have been treat-
ed already this season at the
Hardwood nursery to produce
1900 pounds of cleaned seed.
Fleshy fruits, which could not
be preserved as collected, were
mashed on a screen, and the
mash watered to float off the
pulp, while the seeds, which
sink, were dried and stored.
Chokeberry. juneberry. mountain
ash. ground hemlock, ground
juniper, black walnut, butternut,
sugar maple and winterberry are
examples of the species cultivat-
ed at Hardwood nursery for dis-
tribution as seedlings or as larg-
er stock for planting only on
such state lands as game areas,
forests, parks, about hatcheries
and along streams.

Feed the Birds
and Win Friends

Winter with its ice and snow
and recurring freezing tempera-
tures makes it difficult for the
birds, our year-round guests, to
obtain food. Everyone can help
make life easier for these cheery
little creatures by putting out a
bit of suet, seeds, or bread
crumbs for them to eat. It’s an
inexpensive way to have sum-
mer companions throughout the
winter. Simple preparations will
bring feathered folk to the win-
dow.

Black walnuts and kaffir corn
are two outstanding dietary at-
tractions offered to induce song-
birds to spend the winter here.

Cardinals, nuthatches, chicka-
dees. downy and hairy wood-
peckers are the most frequent
of the songbird visitors. Blue
jays, starlings and sparrows also
ike the food although these
birds are considered less desir-
able.

Cardinals which offer especial
winter joys because of their
bright red plumage like black
walnuts as their special food,
while nuthatches and chickadees
prefer seed and suet as their
vegetables and meat. A popular
seed mixture for winter feeding
of birds includes seeds of sun-
flowers. hemp. corn, buckwheat,
kaffir com barley and oats.

Two methods of serving these
seeds to birds are strewing them
on the feeder shelf or mixing
them with suet. The suet easily
obtained at any meat market,
is melted, mixed with the seeds,
and then allowed to cool in
cakes. Containers can be hung
on a nail driven into a window
frame or tree limb. Cocoanuts
also provide good receptacles for
seeds. Still another seed-feeder,
and perhaps the least expensive,
is half a loaf of dry rye bread.
The birds”will hollow out the end.
especially if warm suet is poured
over it. to provide their own seed
receptacle.

The_birds need help to survive
the rigors of the cold winter
months, but their cheery pres-
ence will be ample compensa-
tion for kindness shown them.

Rabbit Fever No
Cause of Alarm

Although tularemia or “rabbit
fever" has caused one death in
Michigan this fall, first in.several
years,  conservation department
game men conducting investiga-
tions of six reported cases in re-
cent weeks do not believe there
is cause for alarm.

They point to the fact that
Michigan hunters take about 2,-
000.000 rabbits each season and
cite comparative figures to prove
that Michigan is more fortunate
than other states where tular-
emia infection has caused many
deaths in recent years.

They insist, however, that re-
cent instances of tularemia in-
fection in Michigan emphasize
the need for precaution in hand-
ling rabbits and prove the de-
partment’s contention that im-
portation of wild rabbits from
other states where infection is
more widespread would be dang-
erous.

Michigan has been singularly
free from this disease, only a
few cases being reported each
year. Investigation has shown
that the disease freQuently has
been contracted outside the state.
Three of 12 reported cases in
Michigan last year actually orig-
inated in Illinois. Several hun-
dred cases have occurred in IlI-
inois. Indiana, Ohio and Miss-
ouri in the last two years. In Ill-
inois alone in 1938 there were
over 450 human cases with
about 25 deaths.

Htmters, housewives and other
persons who handle rabbits can
take precautions which will les-
sen chances of contracting  the
disease. The cottontail rabbit is
the chief offender in spreading
tularemia among humans, al-
though most game animals, at
one time or another, have been
found harboring the disease. One
Michigan case last year appar-
ently was transmitted by a mus-
krat. There is even the unusual
instance, this year, of the physic-
ian who contracted the disease
from a patient.

Hunters should be suspicious
of sickly or “tame” cottontails
seen while hunting. Examination
of the entrails may be of some
assistance, The liver of infected
animals is often covered with
tiny white spots, although some
infected animals may show noth-
ing. Rubber gloves” worn while
dressing rabbits are useful. Hands
should ~ be washed thoroughly
afterward and breaks in the skin
of the hands increase risk of in-
fection. Thorough cooking of
rabbit meat destroys all chance
of infection.

BENEFITS OF THE BOY SCOUT MOVEMENT.

The American boy’s urge to do things is largely respon-
sible for the phenomenal growth of the Boy Scouts of Amer-
ica during the last three decades, the National Council of the
organization believes. Although adults look with favor upon
the character-building aspects of Scouting, the 12-year-old is
primarily interested in joining a lively bunch of his contemp-
oraries who seem to spend most of their time hiking, camp-
ing. performing spectacular Good Turns and playing excit-
ing games.

Records of the last three decades have well established
the character values of Scouting. More than half of the
Rhodes Scholars from the United States have been former
Scouts. So have half the cadets at Annapolis and West Point.
Private organizations who hire many young men frequently
consider attainment of Eagle Scout rank as the equivalent of
two years in college. The Army and Navy Air Corps give
special preference to high-ranking former Scouts because
tley are presumed to be serious-minded, responsible and
alert.

Despite the solid basis for adult approval of Scouting,
there is good reason for the enthusiasm of the boys them-
selves. The Movement’s whole program is predicated on the
idea of “learning by doing.” To promote respect for the Unit-
ed States Flag, a color ceremony is part of Troop meetings.
and an important part of the “Tenderfoot” requirements is a
knowledge of correct Flag usages.

Self-reliance is developed on hikes in the woods, where
—under the eye of Senior Scouts and adult leaders—the be-
ginners learn to pitch their own tents and cook their own
meals. Tracking and pathfinding games are exciting sport,
and they teach the boys to be observant. Contests in first aid,
knof-tying and bridge building keep them alert and ready for
the day when their knowledge will be of serious use to the
community.

The idea of service is kept before the boys throughout
their years as Boy Scouts. The dailﬁ Good Turn is a keynote
of the program. Advancement to higher rank requires evi-
dence that the youngsters have lived up to the Scout Oath
and Law since joining.

Typical of the sort of Good Turn that appeals to the
boy’s dramatic sense is the recent distribution of Thanksgiv-
ing baskets, ushering at public functions, and assisting in
rescue work. Preparation for such tasks instills an eagerness
to perform other, less excitin é'obs. Active participation in
Scouting from his twelfth birthday until he is 16 or 17 often
has a profound effect on a youth’s adulthood.
