Service Men's club of Plymouth.
Tile founder.” of the Ex-Service
Men’s club since .soon after the
war inu rested tlicm.selves and
sponsoreci welfare work espec-
ially for the unfortunate children
in 'the community. Local char-
ities were coordinated by the
Kiwanis and Rotary clubs, the
Red Cross and the Salvation’

with the Ex-Service Men.

About four year."; ag<i the Ex-
Service Men's group turned over
to the American Legion the an-'
nual sale of papers. The Myron "'
H. Beals post then undertook the
sale of Goodfcdlow editions of
Detroit newspapers. Three years
ago a Civic committee was form--
ed of representatives of all the
organizations and clubs of Plym-
outh to coc-rdmatc activitiis and
to prevent duplication of effort.
It was liie Civic committee
which suggested a separate or-
ganization to conduct the paper
sale for raising funds for Clirist-
mas charities,

A charier book was opened,
listing the names of volunteers,
and within a few days thirty or
more citizens had gathered in
the city hall and founded the
Plymouth Old Newsboys” and
Goodfellows’ association.” At its
first meeting in the fall of
Harrv Robinsn. a charter mem-
ber of the Dt'troit Old Newsboys
and Goodfellow fund, was un-
animously elected first president.
George Howell was (-lected vice-

president and .secretary, and
Harrv  Brown was chosen as
treasurer.

Fifti-en huiulri'd copies of the
Detroit Now.s. Frer Press, and

Times and 24O copies of The
Plymouth Mail were .sold before
the dav of tiu- lirst Goodfellow
sale closi'd, and .9526.50 was con-
tributed for llu' Chri.stmas Fund.

Last year it was decided to
limit the Goodfellow paper sale
exclusively to The Plymouth
Mail and that has become the
policy of tile GiKjdfellow organ-
ization.

mendation for careful legislative
study and consideration.

Duplication of effort in the re-
habilitation and treatment of the
blind-long recognized—was made
the sub.icct of a _careful study in
cooperation w ith responsible
agencies and individuals and a
program mapped out for presen-
tation to the state legislature.

The commission found that the
laws_relating to child welfare
require codification and clarifica-
tion with particular reference to
statutes relating to child welfare
services and adoption practices,
and recommended that county
welfare agents be placed within
the iurisdiction of the state social
welfare commission or the coun-
ty social welfare boards in order
to reduce costs and duplication
of effort. P,

After a year of operation un-
der the new welfare act in co-
operation with the county wel-
fare boards the commission found
considerable differences as to re-
sponsibilities and duties of in-
dividual members of the boards.
While some boards functioned
solely as policy determining
bodies, others engaged directly
in administrative activities on a
full-time salary basis. Members
of county boards served as di-
rectors assuming individual ad-
ministrative responsibility with
respect to direct relief, hospital-
ization or infirmary care. Thus,
members served in the dual ca-
pacity of making decisions as to
policy and of carrying out the
decisions in an administrative ca-
pacity.

The commission recommended
a study by the legislature as to
the desirability of establishing
uniform organization of the
boards.

The problem of the transient
or migratory worker as well as
the homeless individual unable
to meet local residence require-
ments was studied with the con-
clusion that responsibility for ex-
tending assistance was not to be
consider™ a local one but should
be dealt with by the state as *
whole. .

During the period of adjust-
ment to the new method of re-
lief administration the commis-
sion devoted coifeiderable time
to development of a formula for
distribution of direct relief funds
on an equitable basis.

The commission decided that
state funds should be advanced
on the basis of estimates but
that these advances would be ad-
justed at a later date to conform
with a percentage of the actual
net disbursements for direct re-
lief in each counlv. By this
method the counties were assured
that ullimatelv the stale would
allocate sufficient funds to fin-
ance a predetermined proportion
of the actual expenses for relief.

In arriving at its conclusions
the commission took into consid-
eration the assessed valuation,
tax delinquency, and the average
annual costs for direct relief dur-
ing the last three years in each
county.

In establishing the machinery
for providing old age assistance,
aid to dependent children, and
aid to the blind after December
1. 1939. the commission followed
the administrative pattern prev-
iously by the Old Age Assistance
bureau. -

The state bureau of social se-
curit¥ was made responsible for
the formulation of policies and
procedures, for the supervision
of county bureaus of social aid.
and for "approval and disburse-
ment of assistance grants. The
county bureaus of .social aid were
made responsible for determina-
tion of cligibiilly of applicants
and provision for continuing
services for recipients.

In a majority of the counties
the bureaus of social aid are now
maintained separately from the
county departments’ of social
welfare. However, in eight coun-
ties the two organizations arc
partly integrated with one per-
son serving both as supervi.cor
of the county bureau and as di-
rector of the county department.

In six counties the two or-
ganizations are integrated with
employes of both organizations
having responsibilities with re-
spect to administration of old age
assistance, aid to dependent
children, aid to the blind, and
direct relief.

In the partly or complelelr in-
tegrated counties all employes
having responsibility for social
security cases in addition to di-
rect relief cases were, and are.
selected from state civil service
lists.

The commission faced a ser-
ious problem when it took over
administration of old age assis-
tance program. As_ of June 30.
1939 there were 17.127 applica-
tions pending disposition. The
biennial appropriation of $7,-
650,000 annually, supplemented
by a like amount of federal
money, was only sufficient to
meet ‘assistance payments for the
then existing case load of 83,-
275 recipients.

In addition to the functions re-
dating to direct relief and the so-
cial security programs the com-

mission during the year provided 1
inspection of privately operated m

homes for the aged as well as|

grams for rehabilitation
treatment of the blind.

It served as the state super-
vising agency for Civilian Con-
servation Corps selection and en-
rollment, for certification of per-
sons eligible to receive federal
surplus commodities as well as
for the distribution of such com-
modities and for certification for
Progress Administration
employment.

The county boards of social
welfare provided hospitalization
for affiicted adults, operated
county infirmaries, and under
agreements with the state com-
mission. acted as local agencies
for CCC selection and enrollment,
certification for surplus com-
modities and distribution, and for
certification for WPA. in addition
to administration of direct relief.

When we set out today to sell
a new ‘product or spread a new
Mea. our first thought is to se-
cure the sponsorship of prom-
inent. successful men and wo-
men.

“He makes God real to us.”

In the last century a man left
his place as clerk in"a show store
+and became the soul of a relig-
ious revival in this country.

L. Moody is only one of count-
less examples which prove that
Bethlehem is a fact in our times.

This'brings us to the question
'of Bethlehem: Why does God so
often shed His light upon a dark-
ened world by means of des-
pised races, human failures and
forgotten men. St. Paul long ago
pointed out that "not many wise
men after the flesh, not many
mightv. not many noble are
called.” Why? The answer is not
difficult. God can speak through
a man only when that man lets
God hold undisputed sway in h:s
life. The mighty arc too confident
in their own "power, the noble
are proud of their aristocratic
heritage, the wise are complacent
in their own reason. The gospel
has always flourished most
among the poor, the outcast, the
defeated, because these people,
with nothing on which to pride
themselves, can most easily turn
and follow Christ into a new
away of life.

The old legend of the Christ-
child represents this. Out in the
cold night the Chrisl-child wan-
ders. The houses of the well-to-
do arc bright with many lights
streaming through the windows.

|Inside are mirth and laughter,

warmth and good cheer. There
are no lhouP* \ «f the Chriat-
child whos* oirthday is this
night, but on.y thoughts of pres-
ents and fun and good things to

t.

To one door and then another
the shivering child goes, but
when those within see only a
ragged waif, they turn away and'
shut the door. Is there no home
in the world where he may cn-
Iter?

Here is u hut with a light in
just one room, Only a tiny fire
burns, for wood must last as
long as possible. Though the
Christma.s decorations afe make-
.shifis. there is jollity and good
cheer. At the ‘childs knock a
woman with several boys and
girls at her heels opens the door,
and seeing the child cold and
trembling, welcomes him in and
all make him comfortable. These
have known suffering enough to
be touched by it in others. They
know enough of poverty to open
their hearts to those who share
it.

Sometimes God speaks through
those of success and wealth and
prominence but more often he
goes to some Bethlehem for the
chosen Herald, because only,
those who. whatever their sta-
tion. are "poor in spirit” can let
the Christ-child in.

Docs not what we have said
suggest the promise of Bethle-
hem? It is this: Even the most
handicapped life, like that little
town in far-off Judea, becomes
glorified when it is open” as a
dwelling place of the divine.

Winter tnx collections to date
total S$25.941.88. or 29 per cent of
the total spread of the county
and school tax.

The winter taxes arc
payable until January 10 without
penalty.
