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I t’s a long road  th a t  has no 
tu rn , b u t th ere  is such a road— 
a smooth, concrete pavem ent, 
called 'the  Pennsylvania  T u rn ­
pike. which ru n s  stra ig h t for 110 
miles betw een P ittsburgh  and 
H arrisburg! C. H. R athburn . su p ­
erv isor of P lym outh  township, 
recen tly  retu rn ed  from  a five- 
day trip , sponsored by the  D etroit 
AAA club, w hich took him  over 
this latest highw ay developm ent 
of m odern engineering. He was 
one of a  group of officials fiom  
W ayne, W ashtenaw, Livingston,
O akland and M acomb counties 
invited by  th e  AAA to  inspect 
super-h ighw ay and parkw ay  d e­
velopm ents in the  East. The party, 
which also included J . M erle 
B ennett of the W ayne County 
Roads and  P arkw ay  commission, 
left h ere  Tuesday,. December 10, 
and re tu rn ed  Saturday , December 
14.

The new  Pennsylvania  T u rn ­
pike. 165 m iles in length, w ith 
110 m iles stra igh t-o f-w ay , pierces 
the h ighest ridges of the A ppa­
lachian M ountains w ith tunnels, 
a separation of all h ighw ay and 
railw ay grades, e lim ination of 
a ll en trance in te rrup tions from 
cross traffic. and by-passcs 
around all towns and cities.

‘T h e  Turnpike, a m ilestone in 
g  I transporta tion  progress, is the 
S ; f i r  s  t  long-distance four-lane 
A  j highw ay in A m erica which em - 
^  i bodies all these featu res designed 
« i for a m axim um  of convenience 
AI and safety. The pike is a toll 

highway, and m otorists pay a 
cent a m ile rate , com puted ac­
cording to weight, to trav e l on it.
The fu ll length costs $1.50 up  to 
7.000 pounds w eight.” explained 
Mr. R athburn , who was en th u s­
iastic about the  developm ent.

•‘The tu n n el passages through Sunday, and p a rt
the m ountains v ary  from  3,000 ' - • • . . . .

thorough discussion i t  was de­
cided to m ake a detailed investi­
gation of various plans in effect 
throughout the  industry, so that 
w hatever decision was m ade 
would be based on in te lligent 
thought.

If you are sick, beginning the 
fourth  day a fte r  you tak e  sick, 
you w ill receive an  amourit equi­
valent to $15.00 a week.

“If you can’t w ork because 
you’ve had an accident, this

“In o rder to  m easure  civic ed ­
ucation  the  school alone can’t  be 
considered, b u t instead the  whole 
com m unity consisting of home, 
church, school, and city  govern­
m ent. The best m easure of civic 
education  in th e  com m unity is 
the  degree to which m en and 
w'omen arriv in g  at th e  age of re ­
sponsibility  a re  able to find places 
in which th ey  can earn  an hon­
orable living, avoid conflict w ith 
social ru les (laws), and be happy 
in so doing. To take an active 
p a rt in  political activities such 
as vo ting  and being w illing to 
ren d e r service in office w hen­
ever the  com m unity honors the 
indiv idual w ith  such a  privilege: 
to sh a re  actively  in the social and 
recreational activities w ith in  the  
com m unity in  which he lives and 
to feel a sense of pride in  being 
able to co-operatively provide 
opportunities fo r boys and girls, 
who w ill become tom orrow ’s 
citizens, in his comm unity.
