Enfand, Writes Resident of Hkyle

Percy Angove Receives
Letter Telling
of War Damage

“We would be a lost nation
long before now if we had not
had help from the states,”
stated Mrs. Julia Angove of
Hayle, England, in a letter to
her brother-in-law, Percy An-
gove of Northville, well known
in Plymouth as secretary of the
Michigan Society for Crippled
Children.

Of all the intensely interest-
ing news from Great Britain,
the communication Mr. An-
gove has received from his
brother’s wife contains more
human interest, more interest-
ing bits of data than comes
from most newspaper corres-
pondents.

The letter gave every indica-
tion of having passed through
the censorship of the Empire, but
M. Angove states that nothing
in it was deleted. Mr. Angove
was born_in England and lved
there during his boyhood.

Because of its unusaaal interest,
The Mail is publishing the letter
in full. The notations enclosed in
parenthetical marks are com-
ments by Mr. AngoVe and indi-
cate his “personal Information on
the points mentioned_ in the let-
ter. The communication follo'ws:

“I know you don’t know what
to think because of m[)_( not hav-
ing written lately. Frankly, |
haven’t the heart t0 write to any-
one, especially when it is not my
intention to worry you. We have
been passing through sad and
anxious days since you left Eng-
land, many places destroyed. The
church opposite .
