Right in our own community we
imported carloads of Argentine
corn, pork and beef. That doesn't
happen to manufacturers.

“I' trust that you will do every-
thing possible fo assist the farm-
ers 'In Michigan by preventing
government Trom’ Interfering
with their business."” )

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Speaking The Truth

While a lot of Republicans are speaking in
critical terms of Wendell Willkie, we like what
he said recently in an address out in California.
He made it clear that he was not for any of
the crazy ideas of some of the New Dealers,
that he was strongly opposed to the continu-
ous New Deal grab for power, but that he did
favor unified support of the effort to *make
this country safe from aggression.

“The New Deal, in my view,” Willkie as-
serted, “has long stiught too much power, and
behind the blind of I*ational Emer|;ency is
continuing to do so today.”

Willkie declared hp was "unalterably op-
posed” to this.

“It is pointed out that our defense program
is being badly managed.” Willkie said, “that
we are not getting ahead as fast as we shoud;
that Washington is in confusion and that the
entire program is in danger. The President
has failed in the most elementary task of man-
agement—the task of delegation—the task of
calling in the ablest men in the country and
giving them power to act. It is true™ that
Washington is in confusion. It is true that our
defense program is in danger.

“But the remedy for this is not to obstruct
the defense program. The remedy is not to
liang back, or to carp, or to oppose those larger
aims which are involved in such moves as
that which we have undertaken in Iceland. No,
the remedy is just the opposite of that.

“We must—every one of us—appropriate
this defense program as our own. We must
realize that in it lies our greatest hope of free-
dom. And wc must get the kind of manage-
ment we want, not through petty criticisrh,
but through the application of the enormous
pressure of American public opinion, insisting
that a good job must be done.

“We must lift this defense program out of
jX)litics and above politics. We must press
every Congressman and every Senator to do
his or her utmost, even though it means a pol-
itical sacrifice, to make the wheels go round
and to make them go faster than anybody
thought they could go around.

“It is true that we all should have taken
alarm sooner than we did. We should have be-
gun to prepare the moment the rise of Hitler
revealed our danger. We did not. And the re-
sult is a desperate need for speed, for action.”

All of which is pretty good common sense.

Holding The Line

According to James Haswell, alert Detroit
Free Press state house correspondent. Gov-
(rnor Van Wagoner still insists that he is hold-
ing no club over the heads of Democratic
members of the legislature who might switch
their votes to override some of his vetoes.

We wonder. Mr. Haswell. if during your by-
talk with the Governor he had anything to say
about promises to members of the Detroit del-
egation concerning beer licenses? It seems
there has been quite a bit of gossiping among
‘cme Detroiters that Detroit members of the
legislature could have all the beer licenses they
wanted for their friends, if they would stand
pat and keep Pat s vetoes good. It might be a
ticklish subject to discuss with higher-ups,
Mr. Haswell. but the truth about trading beer
licenses for pro-veto votes would provide the
people of the state with an eye-opener.

Unpleasant News

The Plymouth Mail dots not like to publish
unpleasant news, news that relates of the
transgressions of individuals, but sometimes
>it is a public duty to do so. especially when
suspicions are cast upon others and when “a
public trust is involved.

Maybe it is a bit old-fashioned to regard a
public position as something entirely different
irom one in the. business *world. But we have
always held that a public responsibility is a
trust requiring the highest type of honesty,
character and integrity. Even though the pos-
ition involved may seem of rather minor im-
Hortance. nevertheless its responsibilities are
just as great and just as important as that of
a high public administrative position.

Many requests were made a few days ago
that a certain news article be left out of the
last issue of The Plymouth Mail. Of course
these requests were made with the best of in-
tent, but we could not subscribe to the idea
because of the principle involved.

Many times The Plymouth Mail has gone
cut of its w” to keep from publishing any
item which might permanently reflect upon a
young person involved in some transgression,
but this was a case of a highly responsible
public official, one holding a position of trust
and responsibility—one of mature years. It
would be unfair to the parties involved, it
would be unfair to others who 'had been as-
Asociated with him in his work and it would
have been unfair to the readers of The Plym-
outh Mail to have suppressed the item.

There is, however, a bright ray in the sky
in connection with the affair. The one con-
cerned has declared that it is his intent after
the slate has been washed clean and proper
lestitution to the law has been made, to start
anew and build again a career for himself and
those dependent upon him.

That is the right spirit and that is the hope-
ful sign of saving to the community and so
ciety a life that can be useful and beneficial
to mankind.

When it comes to help building anew a
position among one’s friends and associates,
no matter what*the past error has been, nat-

urally one cannot help but cheer and pe glad
for such a worthy decision.

The individual is the possessor of his own
place in this old world of ours. We lean let
mistakes “get us down” or we can use the
mistakes we have made as stepping stones to
a better and more useful and a more respon-
sible career.

The type of the character of the individual
is the deciding factor—and judging from
years long past, we hope that we rightfully
predict that the one involved will win for him-
self anew the respect of friends and associates.

Back in the days when Justice
Frank Murphy was Governor, Thel Mail was
somewhat critical of his numerous[vacations,
but our “busy” secretary of state seems to be
on a perpetual one—he’s never on jTie job ex-
cept when a crowd is around. But ljie goes the
present Governor one better on thp publicity
stunt—Mr. Kelly even mains a taHrsupported
employe to run around and make d|ates before
luncheon clubs and other g(roup$ for “per-
sonal” appearances of this “hard-wforking” of-
ficial. I1t’s a great game—as long as the state
pays for this luxury and the new”apers and
luncheon clubs fall for it.

It "costs nearly 10 piercent a year to carry suc.i
property. This means that having produced no in-
come,,it has cost the family in taxes, maintenance,
and cjompound interest about $5,000. The same
thing “applies to much property in the Unitcri
States and Canada.

Hence, the first renl estate_rule is to own unlv
properly w-hich carries itself. This means buy pro-
ductive real estate and sell your unproductive real
estate. Don't gamble in real estate or farms. Buy
such for use only. Moi-eovcr, except for a home or
business, buy for cash only. Avoid unnecessa_r){
mortgages as you WIQUd smallpox. Debt has kill-
ed far more people than germs ha\e.killed!

The above_ refers to land. 'Whal about huuse.s’
Except for historical or family sentiment, avoid
large houses and old houses,” Therx- are many
cascs' where the owner would be much better oif
to pull them down and save taxe.s and mainte-
nance. "WIn puiling them down, to avoid accident
liabiljly, sell them "to someone else for $100 and
let Iim do the dismantling. Realize that a house
should be "turned in” and destroyed after a cer-
tain number of years,—as well aS an auto.

| believe in everyone owning his own home
with lenough land for a, kitchen garden; but I’'m
not very Kkeen for ‘'buying land or, houses “just
to rent™ Much grief 1s connected with i-cniiu
propert)g The owner always gcLs the worst en
f the bargain; while the “family who pays rent
gets the best end. The depreciation is to0 great
and no tenant is w-jlling to pay for it.

Every city—large or small—has a best street.
This is the Street w+jiich “dow-n town" ha.' the bt's!
stored and_"up town" has the best homes. Every
such [city is also_growing fastest in some one”i'™'
rection. Often it is westerly, but it may be in some
one of the other three directions. Now, here is a
good rule to follow w-hen buying proprty:

Drive along this best street in iMNc direction
that the city is ?rowwg. Stop now and then and
ask the price of Tand. So long as the price guoted
is by the “front foot” or “square fc#t" say “thank
%/ou’ and drive along. 'When, however, you come
0 the first good location that quotes you by the
‘acre,” stop and consider carefully. That may be
the place to buy.

Today should be a good time to buy lo-\ i
property and even certain farm land. Manv_peo-
ple are’sick of their real estate investments. Rents
are low and taxes are high. Mortgage money can
now be secured at very low rates. Almast every
bank has some foreclosed property which it is
very anxious to sell. Real estate, as a w-hole, is
no\ priced low. _, .

Besides, the right kind of real estate should

benefit from INFLATION which, to some extent,
is surely ahead of us. Real estate is real property;
it can’t’ run away. In an emergency, it can feed,
shelter, and almost clothe the family. It was the
only investment w-hich our forefathers had. It is
fundamental.

Just as _farm property 8hould have fertile land
—well drained, so housé property should be built
honestly and well in.sulated. Brick houses have a
distinct’ advantage as an investment over -wooden
houses. Copper %Jtters and permanent roofing are
to be desired. Remember ‘when you buy, "you,
Tather than the landlord, must pay the” heavy
maintenance costs.

This especially applies to groves, orchards, and
other farms or fruit ﬁroper les. 'With a regular
farm you can changg”the crops from year to year
according_to demands. Or you can” reduce” the
acreage. This is not true of citrus groves, apple,
peach, or pecan orchards and certain other agri-
cultural “investments.” <

Ride through any street of your community
and hav”a good look at the grounds around the
houses. You can alw-ays pick™ out the houses in
w-hich_ow-ners live from those in_ which’ renters
live. The houses and grounds we-hich people own
and live in are -wal cared for. Ownership makes
good citizenship. )

For any community to forge ahead and bf a
.'afe placeto bring up “children; it must have good
c-hurchess. efficient schools, and civic leaders of
higli character. Communities of home owners have
those essentials. Hence, the importance of en-
couraging home ownership and farm ow-nership.

One docs not need buy the actual real estate In
order to have a hedge against inflation. There arc
many ROOd corporations wdth their securities list-
ed in - York or Toronto which have valuable
land holdings. I. have in mind certain chemical
companic.s, Certain oil _companies, certain sulphur
and " fertilizer companies, and certain steel, cop-
per. and lead companies, ]

1 &n not recommending real estate companies
which. own_onlv buildings. Avoid obsolescence.—
i"speciallv in the case of hotels and apartment
huu.ses. Look to the land rather than to the build-
ing.«. Buildings decline in value with age; but wecll
located land, which carried itself for taxes and
intcre.d. usuallv increases in value if bought right.
