Urges People
To Start Thinking

Advocates Repeal oi
Neutrality Legislation;
Armaihent Program

"The stakes in this war are
terrific; no war in history has
had so many implications. It is

to be viewed as a great war with
the outcome to determine the
future wavs of life for millions
of people,” said Professor How-
ard M. Ehrmann of the Univer-
sity of< Michigan faculty at a
public meeting of the U. of M.
club Tuesday evening at the
Plymouth high school.
Urging the American
to start thinking, the speaker
forcibly reiterated the thesis
that the situation in Europe is
critical and- the futuic welfare
of the United States is vitally
co™erned. Professor Ehrmann
sai®, “The situation is critical be-

people

cause the war in Russia con-
tinues to go against the Rus-
sians. It appears that no force

on the continent of Europe can
resist the Germans."

The speaker ayal/sed the unified
support of Piysident Roosevelt's
policy in making the United
States the arsenal of democracy
and in getting materials through'
to Britain. Russia and China.

Althougn the professor did not
advocate an actual participation
ip the war by this country, he
did express the belief that some-
thing more than Icase-lend and
deliverv of goods is necessary.
Ho emphasized that we must get
fully behind the President to
bring about the arming of ves-
sels, the repeal of the neutrality
laws and a program of armament
production.

"It isn i aid to Britain that is
impoctant; it is Beat Hitler!" he
said. “Some people don’t like the
British and that causes trouble.
Bri'tain is one of our outlying de-
fenses. The collapse of France
was the beating down of one of
of our outlying defenses," he de-
clared.

The speaKcr expressed the be-
lief that very serious consequen-
ces would result for this country
if Germany wins the war. If
Germany wins, it will leave three
great powers, the United States,
Germany and Japan, with the
United States lying between and
existing on a constant war-foot-
ing. he continued. If Germany is
victoriou.s. the audience was
told, it means the abandonment
of free trade, the extinction of
economic values and the wiping
out of human values, and also
the loss of many small countries
and their cultures and enslave-
ment of the masses of peoples.

That Great Britain will come
out of this War a second-rate
power witli the United States

rising in importance and power
was the speaker’s opinion.
Germany grew to tremendous
power after a succession of con-
cessions bv the British, he stated,
and OUT enactment of the neu-
trality ligislation gave Hillei- the
go-ahead signal: then Hitler had
a frei' Irarid for we were the one
power that c(*uld liold him, ac-
cording t> the speaker. "Our
mistake underlying neutrality
Ic'gfelalion was that another war
in Europe couldn’t matter to
us." decland Prof. Ehrmann.
Members of the U. of M. club
of Plymouth responded enthus-
iastically to tile speaker’s per-
sonality and message in the open
forum discussion which followed
his talk. The Tut.sdav night lec-
ture was the first in a series of

five weekly talks, open to the
public and .-“ponsond by the U.

nually. The original issue car®
ried an annual interest rate ot
four and a half per cent, while
the refunded bond is.suc of Nov-
ember 1. 1936. carried a gr”tui-
ated scale of interest payments
from two per cent to four and p
half percent, whicli, effective
November 1, 1941. had reached
the three and a half per cent in-
terest payment date and, from
1946 to 1966. would have requir-

ed the full origimil four and a
half per cent annual interest
payment with no provision for
retirement of principal except
through sinking fund require-
ments.

In concluding the .sale of the
new bonds the principal was re-
duced from $48,000 to $46,000 and
$3,135 in certificates of indebted-
ness were also retired. The lat-
ter amount represented the final
payment on interest in default
from the original issue, which on
November 1, 1936, amounted to
$10,440. Under the provisions of
the new plah of re-financing, it
will be mandatory to retire the
total issue within a 23-year per-
iod by sinking fund requirements
for payment of $2,000 reduction
in priiipipal annually.

The major portion of this pro-
gram has been accomplisht'd by
rigid adherence to a carefully
planned budget of both operating
and debt service expenditures,
together with careful analysis of
the requirements which brought
full allotment of slate aid as a
contributing factor toward oper--
ation of the District’s increased
enrollment, which has grown
more than one hundred percent

during the Inst five-year period.
It has not been necessary to
make any material increase in
the current tax rate, by reason
of the procedure mentidned
above, and, on comparison, :the
school district enjoys an excep-

tionally low 'school tax.

Erskine Caldwell, author 6f
“Tobacco Road,” is coming to De-
troit Town Hall direct from Mc®-
cow where he has been since the
Nazi invasion of Russia. He will
speak 'Wednesday, November 5.
at 11 ajn.

Caldwell’s news broadca”s
from Moscow over the Columbia
Broadcasting System have been
the first to come out of Russia in
several years. He also wrote daily
dispatches for P.M. and articles
for the New York Times and the
N.A.N.A. syndicate, as the only
independent newspaper corres-
pondent in Russia.

W ith his wife, Margaret Bourke
W hite, famous photographer, E!r-

skine Caldwell crossed the
Pacific, traveled to Chungking
and then journeyed in a special

plane from the Chinese capital
to Moscow on a trip around tljo
world. On the day the Nazi troops
crossed the Soviet border the
Caldwells were on a short holi-
day at a Black Sea resort sorhe
1,300 miles from Moscow. Th~y
immediately returned and made
arrangements for their daily
broadcasts to the United States.
Caldwell’s novel, ‘Tobacjro
Road,” which Jack Kirkland
made into a play and which
broke all records for long-run
performances, was one of a nuifi-
ber of his chronicles aboet
shocking conditions among the
country’s ‘“poor whites.”
