Arficle "N The right of the
people to be secure in their per-
sons, houses, papers, and effects,
against unreasonable searchers
aod seizures, shall not be violat-
ed, and no warrants shall issue,
but upon probable cause, sup-
ported by oath or affirmation,
and particularly describing the
place to be _searched, and the
persons or. things to be seized.

“The citizen” should sign no
warrant, -nor take any othér act-
jon to bring others fo judgment
before the law, but upon prob-
able cause, nor should such act-
tion or lack of action be deter-
mined by personal or family re-
lationships, or by feelings of an-
imosity or affection.”

Article V; No person shall be
held to answer for a capital, or
