Speaker Analyzes
Japan's Attack
On United States

Prof. Ehrmann Reviews
War Situation at
Woman's Club Meeting

“JaPant sudden _and unexpec-
ted attack upon this country was
not the hasty, heedless action of
a desperate government, ruled by
a military clique seeking to per-
petuate itself.” The attaCk was a
move deliberately entered into
after mature deliberation and in
close a%reement with Germany
as a part of a long-term program.
The war in Europe offered Japan
the opportunity for greater ex-
pansion. The United States is the
only obstacle in the path of the
realization of that program.”
That was the analysis of Pro-
fessor Howard Ehrmann of the
history department of the Uni-
versity of Michigan in a speech
beforé a group of members and
uests of "the: Woman’s club of
lymouth at the annual “Hus-
bands’ Night” program in the
Presbyterian church’ Friday eve-

ning.

‘%ortunately, the attack by
Japan has sérved to unite the
American people. It is a service
that the Japanese did for us rath-
er than have war break out be-
tween the United States and
Germ_an)g Japan had no hesita-
tion in_bringing the war to our
door, The war_was not precipi-
tated by the failure of diplomatic-
negotiations between the United
States and  Japan. There was
never anything like a meeting of
minds previous to, these last ne-

otiations. The time had come
or Japan to make its move. The
war on the Russian front was
still going In_favor of the Ger-
mans at the time Japan_was pre-
paring to strike in the Far East,”
asserted  Professoor Ehrmann
who_added that the character of
the Russian advance still does not
|nd|tcate anything like a German
rout.

Japan has always started its
wars in the past with swift and
precise action, the speaker ob-
served, citing the  Japanese in-
vasion of Manchuria. ' Japan was
aware of the disposition of our
defenses at Pearl Harbor and of
the location of part of our navy

in the north Atlantic, and fig-
ured that If they could, cripple “a
portion of our Pacific fleet, they

could alter the balance of power
in Asiatic waters in their favof,
the speaker declared.

Tracing the history of Japan’s
wars for expansion’ since 1895
Professor Ehrmann declared that
“Japanese expansion has gone
forward in close relationship with
the European scene and turn of
events and that since 1900, they
have found the United States'
standing consistently for preserv-
ing the integrity of the Chinese
empire.

Since 1937, Japan has been,
free to_continue her program for
expansmn. We  were engaged in
setting up an independent Phil-
ippiné lIslands, planning a ten-
,year transition, Perlod instead of
ortifying the islands. Fortuna’--
ly, President Roosevelt did in-
sist on a large navy,” the speaker
commented.
