Rather Does Not
Favor Growing
More Spring Wheat

Instead of farmcrs® growing
grpran wheat, as _su%gested by
heVPlymouth Mail two weeks
ago in an editorial. H. C. Rather,
head of the farm crops depart-
ment of the extension depart-
ment of the Michigan State col-
lege, recommends “that farmers
this year raise more navv beans,
more” sugar beets, more soy beans
with which to pr*uce oil. more
alfalfa to produce dairy products
find more corn.

The Mail recommended the
ossibility of more sprang u’hcat
eing grown _because “of the
threatened rationing of certain
food, products during liie forth®
coming year. The Xe'iommcnda-
tion was made becaus.: of the fact
that the fall planting ef wheat
in Michigan, is the smallest made
since the close of the Civil War
in . Spring wheat grown
about here 'has proved a good
crop. and the wheat is also of a
good grade, but Mr. Rather, who
IS in & position to know, declares
that it would be far oetter for
farmers to grow the crops he
suggests.

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Victory At Lost

(By ELTON R. EATON)

It has been a long fight, a fight that has continued for
nearly a decade against the elements within the Republican
party that have discredited its ideals and brought about its
defeat more than once, an element that ruleci by mob force,
trickery and deception—but the battle has finally been won.

The Republican State Central committee has decided
that Wayne county mass and bossed ruled county conven-
tions are no longer to be held and that congressional district
conventions shall prevail henceforth.

It is needless to spend much time in reviewing all of the
facts—as our victory has been won and the writer feels that
the Republican party members of Michigan can once again
go before citizens of the state with chins up and seek the
votes of the electorate without an apology for the McKay,
McKeighan and Barnard tactics.

Some ten years ago by resolutions in a county conven-
tion the writer sought to end the “boss” rule of this power-
ful, greedy clique within the Republican party. But it was
defeated. Back in 1937 an effort was again made to hav'e the
Republican state convention through one of its committees
act upon a plan to clean up the Republican party. The effort
was side-tracked by party powers. AT partial victory was
won, however, when we elected progressive, independent
James Thomson as state chairman.

Then the writer worked out a detailed plan for the hold-
ing of congressional district conventions in Wayne county.
The convention organization plan proposed made it an im-
possibility for any one to come into the convention with a
'mob ahd force upon it his selection of delegates to a state
convention.

So large and unwieldly had become a Wayne county
political convention that it was not a difficult matter for a
rioting mob to impose its rule upon the others. For nearly a
dozen years Wayne county Republican conventions have
been most disgraceful affairs, with the result that law abid-
ing and law respecting Republicans have hesitated to have
any part in these affairs.

The proposal made six conventions necessary, all to be
held at the same time, but within the boundaries of the con-
gressional districts. The plan made it impossible for any one
mob to control all of the conventions.

Unable to secure party organization action upon the
plan, the writer introduced a bill in the state legislature
Vhich rpade it mandatory for the proposal to be followed.
The bill passed the house of'“representatives of which the
writer was then a member. There was not a single Repub-
lican or Democratic vote against it.

Then the bill went over to the senate. It is needless to
recall the vicious fight put up against the measure in the
upper house by the McKay, McKeighan, Barnard clique.
Through the connivance of two or three Republican sen-
ators under McKay control and with Democratic assistance,
the measure was defeated in the senate by one vote.

At the urgent request of the writer the same bill was
introduced in the last session by a group of young Repub-
licans. This time it passed both houses, the more recent Mc-
Kay-scandals having lessened some of his power in the sen-
ate chamber. Governor Van Wagoner, listening to political
appeals, vetoed the bill. This error has proved one of the
most serious of his administration.

But the Republican organizations of Wayne county and
Michigan- have not been asleep. The Republican Wayne
county committee, the Republican state convention in its
last session, the Republican Wayne county convention, and
the Wayne County Precinct organization, all went on record
as favoring the writer’s district convention system.

As a result, the state central committee at its last ses-
sion voted to require Wayne county Republicans to select
their delegates to the state convention by congressional dis-
tricts rather than in a mass county convention.

This fall, for the first time in nearly a dozen years. Re-
publicans of Wayne county will proceed by orderly methods
to elect their delegates to the state convention. There will be
no McKay, McKeighan, Barnard mob to disrupt the pro-
ceedings of all six congressional district conventions.

And then when the delegates from the other counties of
Michigan meet in convention, they will have some part in
its proceedings, something that has been denied them in
past conventions as the result of the McKay, Barnard, Mc-
Keighan combination of delegates from Wayne, Kent and
Genesee counties.

By its action, the State Central Committee has opened
the door for a united, clean, progressive. Republican party
to function once again in the state of Michigan. We feel, too.
that possibly some credit, maybe considerable credit, should
go to the newly organized “Republican Committee of 16~
for bringing about this action of the State Central Commit-
tee. In previous editorials we have pointed out that this com-
mittee can do a world of good for the upbuilding of a new.
clean Republican party in our state, and it begins to look as
though its influence is already being felt. If the committee
can force the State Central group into some activity and
alertness it will have performed an outstanding accomplish-
ment. The writer naturally is highly elated as a result of
the victory because it has ended the bossism in Michigan
Republican politics we have fought so many years. We are
elated, too, because it means new VICTORIES for CLEAN.
