~ Of Recent Origin

Glaciers in the Sierra Nevada
mountains are very recent in origin,
mt relics of the Great Ice age as
tourists are informed by guides. Both
the gﬂauers and Owens lake are
less than 4,000 years old, according
to Dr. Francois Matthes of the Unit-
ed States Geological survey. And
4,000 years back Is “only yesterday”
in the geological time Scale.

“From its salt content,” Dr. Mat-
thew says, “it is clear that Owens
lake cannot possibly date back to
the Great Ice age. The lake ap-
pears to be the same age as"the
small glaciers of the Sierra Nevada.
It is Pro_bable that these glaciers
made their last great aidvance as re-
cently as 180. If the glaciers were
older than 4,000 years they would
have deposited much more material.

Angora Rabbits Profitable
Youngste*whose inclinations run
to pets ilCT, do exceedingly well

J
raising Angora rabbits* for wool as

ihe demand for this rabbit wool is
increasing year by year. One per-
son can care for 1,000 woolers and
this number can be housed on a
gtiarter-acre of ground.

An Angora rabbit produces from
12 to 18 ounces of wool a year and
is clipped every 12 weeks for the
2'4-inch-lcngth  wool which grades
first. The longest wool is on the
back and sides, amounting to about
seven-eighths of the entire fleece.

Clipping Angora wool rabbits is.
done with the ordinary sharp-point-
ed shears seven inches long. It takes
about 10 minutes to clip an Angora
adult and it is easy to do. First-
grade Angora wool brings as much
as $3 per pound.

Angora rabbits are fed mostly on
oats, coni, wheat, barley, greens,
roots, codliver oil and minerals, be- i
sides alfalfa hay.

Carlisle Indian School

The Carlisle Indian school operat-
ed from 1879, when 82 young Indians
arrived from the Sioux reservation,
until its close in 1918. The school
originally was an old army post
which the war department turned
over to be used as a school for In-
dians. Capt. H. R. Pratt, who later
became a brigadier general, became
interested in the idea of educating
the young Indians in non-reservation
schools, away from all influence of
their traditional tribal customs. At
the time the school was given for
that purpose it was agreed that if
needed it would be returned to the
war department. At the close of
the World war it was transferred
to the war department for use as a
field school by the United States
army medical corps.

Newly Weaned Kitten
Needs Five Meals Daily

| The newly weaned kitten needs

| five meals a day, two of meat and

| three of warm milk. This either
should be fresh milk with a little lime
water or some evaporated milk and
water, equal parts. Milk substitutes,
such as infant foods, may be used by
preparln% them just as for infants.
Or well-boiled wheat cereals and
oatmeal may be given. Crumbled
toast in milk or a well-beaten %g
in milk makes a nice change. The
kitten should be given strained to-
mato juice once a day, starting a
teaspoon at a time, increasing to a
tablespoon at the end of the third
month. )

By the end of th* third month the
kitten should have strained vege-
tables such as cooked spinach,
string beans, carrots or any other
nonstarchy vegetable with its meat
at dinner. Two of the milk meals
may be eliminated now. Raw beef
may be varied by lean, cooked mut-
ton, lamb, chicken, codfish or rabbit. ,
The bones all should be removed |
from the meat, for they splinter in|
the throat or stomach and cause ,
trouble. A teaspoon of cod-liver oil m
daily makes a good tonic and a quar- |
ter of a teaspoon of calcium lactate !
daily helps build strong teeth.

Kittens sl*uld be started on the 1
raw beef at five weeks while they
are still nursing. A very minute j
amount should be given™ at first,
scraping the meat from a good
round steak. Increasing amounts
should be given until, at eight or
nine weeks, when the Kkitten is
weaned, they are getting a good
rounded teaspoon twice a day. By
the time the kitten is this age, the
meat may be cut very fine and, as
its baby teeth develop, it can be giv-
en a thin strip of beef to gnaw.

Explanation Given for
Having Second Sight

One often hears of persons wife
have acquired “‘second Sl?ht" in old
a?e. Like most other elderly peo-
ple, they had been obliged to wear
glasses for reading, but when they
reached the age of 70 or &), they
discovered that they could read as
well —or better — without their
glasses.

Such stories tend to give the im-
pression that the sight may—and
often does—improve in old age.

What really happens is that the lens
of the eye gets harder with age, and
along with the hardening, its index
of refractions so increases that it
becomes a stronger magnifying lens
and thus is able to reﬁlace—elther
artially or wholly—the spectacle
ens used for reading. The vision
becomes better for near objects but
less distinct for distant ones; the
ggrson actually becomes nearsight-

The reason glasses have to be
worn for reading by persons with
normal distance vision, after they
pass the age of 45 or so, is that this
same hardening process of the lens
makes it increasingly_difficult for it
to focus on near objects, such as
fine print.

Suggestions on How You
Can Tell Good Furniture

_There are_two types of construc-
tion in furniture, Solid and veneer.
Veneer is just as good as solid wood
provided it is five-ply veneer done
under a hot glueing process. Much
furniture_is made with a three-ply
veneer; it is not satisfactory for it
WII|_| sepafate in time, buckle and
split.
|OObserve the drawer fronts, table
tops and other important exposed
portions of veneered pieces. If the
graining and patterns are smoothly
matched, it is a sign of high quali
cabinetwork; if carelessly matched,
it is cheap construction and the rest
of the job probably matches the bad
veneering. .
Now pull out a drawer, up-end it
and see if the ends have been dove-
tailed to the bottom, or nailed. If
nailed, it isn’t first grade. Close,
snug-fitted dovetailing is assurance
against the drawer ever coming
apart Note, too, if the drawer in-
teriors are hard or soft wood. Soft
wood will Wag) and get out of shape
as soon as damp \weather comes.

‘Black Light’

Ordinary paper can be coated
with ultra-sensitive material and
produced quickly in large quanti-
ties, according to a report on air
raid preparations just made to the
American Chemical society by Dr.
Harry E. Millson of Bound Brook.
N. J. Screens of cardboard and
other material can be coated with
luminous pigm.ents that- glow when
exposed to radiations of the ordi-
narily invisible ultra-violet light. If
power connections are disrupted
these screens give light for operat-
ing rooms in hospitals, vital tele-
phone switchboards, and otlicr im-
portant places.

Ultra-violet light, generally kiiown
as "black light.” often is used in
defense as a means of producing the
phenomenon of fluorescence irUo oth-
er substances. A fluorescent carpet,
for example, can be lighted with
weak, invisible ultra-violet rays gen-
erated from storage batteries. Even
in cases of complete blackouts per-
sons may follow fluorescent designs
to safety exits or into bomb-proof
shelters, because the light is gen-
erated with the wool fibers that
make up the carpet designs.

London vs. New York

The "Administrative County of
London," covering 117 square miles,
created in 1888. includes the City of
London and the 28 inetrojiolilan bor-
oughs. Its latest estimated ]50pu-
la™ion is 4,094.100. Greater London,
which takes in the joint areas of
jurisdiction of the mctn.-politan and
city police forces, extends over a
radius of 15 miles frcm Charing
Cross and inclades.an area of 6>
square miles. Greater London's poii-
ulation is 8015000. New ‘iork city,
covering the five boroughs, has an
area of 314 square miles and a pof'u-
lation of 7.454.995. The metropolitan
area of New York covers 251411
square miles and includes more
than 11,000.000 persons.

Neutron Eullrts

Neutron bullets liurlcd at deep
seated cancer of skin and bone,
mouth and throat, are apparently
far more cfTective tiian X-rays or
radium rays. At the National Can-
cer institute, of the United States
Public Health Service in Washing-
ton, D. C.. Dr. William A Cooper
revealed that new methods of diag-
nosis promise a new hope for Cases
of stomach cancer. Not only X-rays
and t'ne gastroscope. a lighted tube
which directly reveals the interior
of the stomach, but also a new "acid
test,” are employed to diagnose
stomach cancer as early as possi-
ble.

Toothpaste Tube Was
Invented by a ‘Yank’

Five hundred years ago John and
Hubert Van Eyck revolutionized
painting by introducing the first oil
colors that would dry on canvas sat-
isfactorily. But the oil also dried
in the jar or pot, and for the next
400 years artists grumbled and
swore while they mixed their pig-
ments a little at a time for immedi-
ate use. Then John Rand, an Amer-
ican citizen living in England, made
a lead tube that was almost a twin
of the one you got your tooth paste
out of this morning. This kept oil
paint ready for use and squirted it
out in long or short worms as
needed.

Rand patented his invention in the
United States, and the new con-
tainer was first used by a firm of
paintmakers in New York. This
firm—flourishing now—is still put-
ting oil paints into collapsible metal
tubes.

Little is known of John Rand. He
left no record of how he came to
invent his almost perfect container
and dispenser of semi-liquids. At
any rate, he was a smarter inventor
than business man. He made little
or no money out of his idea.

Not until 1870 did a Philadelphia
manufacturer forgetting about
paint, make extensive use of the
tube. And he certainly started some-
thing when he put a good old aid
to milady’s beauty, cucumber jelly,
into the first batch of tubes tliat
came from the factory.

But it was only a start.. The tube
did not really come into its own
until tooth paste became an impor-
tant household commodity.
