WE PREPARED JAPAN BUT NOT OURSELVES.

Y esterd”™ while clearing out an old clipping file in our
desk, the writer came across the following clipping, taken
from some California newspaper published on December 2,
1939 while on a trip at that time to the Pacific coast:

“Japan Qil Shipments Increase. El Segundo.—Shipments
of California” crude oil to Japan last week increased 66,800
barrels per day over the preceding week to a total of 99,000
barrels per day, it was learned here this week.”

If memory serves correctly we were exceedingly busy at
that time in building up political fences and campaign slush
funds for the forthcoming national election—in fact, we were
so busily engaged in politics that we didn't have time to think
about military preparedness. But we did have time to sell
Japan all of the war materials and supplies our own country
so sadly needs at this time.

IS A GUARDIAN NEEDED?

It seems that Frank Murphy, lieutenant governor of
Michigan, has almost an uncontrollable desire to stick his
fingers into the state treasury and withdraw as many tax dol-
lars as possible for his “services” as a member of the state ad-,
ministrative board.

It seems that the Governor approved of a plan to pay the
lieutenant governor $15 a day for services in attending com-
mittee meetings of the state administrative board, although
he is paid two salaries for the needless services of his office
at the present time. Not only did the Governor approve of
the plan, but apparently the secretary of state, who is chair-
man of the defense committee, did likewise.

Of course the legislature had no thought that defense
money would be used for any such purpose—and surely the
taxpayers of Michigan do not approve of any such a thing.

From the amazing type of news coming out of Lansing,
we wonder if the time has not arrived for the appointment of
a guardian for the present state administration.

“Politics As Usual” seems to be the prevailing rule both
in Lansing and in Washington. It would seem as though
some of these high officials would wake up to the fact that
the country is at war—and a mighty serious war. President
Roosevelt has tried to tell them. Donald Nelson has made a
masterful effort to do so, but still there is a group of officials
which regards political party affairs as dominant over every-

thing else.

It is quite apparent that every appointment which has
to do with the war program and to which a salary is attach-
ed must go to some party henchman. Of course if there is no
pay for the job and no prospects of any pay check being.) at-
tached to it. then it is perfectly O.K, to name a Republican,
or a Farmer-Laborite.

Clarence Doyle, newly appointed tire rationer of Mich-
igan, defeated Democratic candidate for the state legislature,
and defeated candidate for mayor of Dearborn, was nicely
taken care of by this $4500 appointment. Now comes the ap-
pointment of Draper Allen, recently defeated Democratic
candidate for congress from this district as Office Price Ad-
ministrator for Michigan.
