A _housewife may register and
receive a ration book™ for each
member_of her fahtiily unit.

Stamps will be re-
moved at the rate of one stamp
for each pound in excess of this
limit. War ration books will not
be issued to any person possess-
ing at the .time of registration
more than six pounds.

Last February 9lli, the nation advanced its clock- and
walclics one full hour “for the duration.” I’cojdc a’k
us —“M liat lias the adoption of Mar Time meant in
actual saving of electric power/”

seventy-five thousand kiloivatts of clcclricily — enough
lo take care of all the electric service reqiiiremcnts for
a quarter of a million average fuinilics. A single one of
tbese inachincs, conii»lcte, costs onc-and-a-balf million
dollar.®, not counting transmission or distribution equip-
ment lo handle the current it produces. Tiicsc great
generators arc put “on the line” as needed to meet
|»eak-load requirements for electric power. Prior to
February 9tb, in the laic afternoon, the,demand for
electricity from our power plants began to rise rapidly
as lights were turned on, and electric ranges started
cooking the evening meal. This simultaneous demand
for power—from liomcs, stores, and factories—resulted
in a high “peak” load, because lighting and cooking

came together.

Since February 9th — after the nation changed to
\War Time — lights arc turned on later. 1 he lionic light-
ing load has been separated from the commercial light-
ing and cooking load, and fewer machines like the one
above arc needed to meet the evening “peak.” It is
estimated that qur evening 30-minutc peak has been
reduced 50,000 'to 75,000 kiloivatts by the change to
War 'Eimc. Tliis releases valualilc generating capacity
needed by industry for the manufacture of war mate-
rials.
