The speeding wheels of large turbines like the one above
are playing a vital part in Detroit’s war industries — gen-
erating electric power for hundreds of factories, for stores
and offices and homes. Yet strangely enough, these high-
speed machines have a “low gear” so slow as to barely
“turn over”. . . a most important piece of equipment!

These small "turning gears™  developed more than a
dozen years ago — have played an important part in
preventing costly damage to the huge turbo-generators
in Detroit Edison power plants. A big turbo-generator
weighs many tons, but it is very delicately fitted — with
clearances of fifteen one-thousandths of an inch. When a
turbine is taken off the line or is temporarily not in use, the
stored heat in the turbine gradually raises the temperature
at the top of the casing, causing the shaft to distort and
“bow" upward. If a turbine were started in this condition,
the shaft might be permanently bent—resulting in damage
that would cripple the turbine for months, and a repair
bill of some $30,000. Even with a high priority, repair or
replacement might take months.

Turbines are too costly to be treated like this— and too
hard to replace. So the small "turning gear” does an impor-
tant job. It keeps the large shaft rotating slowly and con-
tinuously during shut-down periods, and prevents warping
or bowing. It olso permits bringing the turbine up to speed
again in half the time formerly required. And because clear-
ances can be set to a few thousandths of an inch, steam is
used at a slightly increased efficiency — thereby saving a
small part of the coal required to prod” ele<”city. The

A NEW'TIRST" IN AMERICA

Beginning Monday, May 18, every American citizen will
for the first time in the history of the country, be confronted

with a situation he has never before faced.

It is something

new to’this land of freedom—but something we will adopt

willingly to help our country.

On and after Monday, every retail store in Michigan
must publicly display the ceiling prices of selected “cost of
living” commodities—about 100 in number. After July 1 ev-
ery retail store must have, available to anyone upon request,

. aprepared statement of the highest prices for all commod-
'ities which the store delivered or supplied during March,
1942, which is the period adopted for the price freeze.

Uncle Sam will possess control through automatic li-
censing of all retailers and wholesalers.

Exempt from price control are insurance, real estate and
professional fees; advertising, motion pictures, wages, com-
mon carrier and public utility rates.

Although an estimated 60 to 70 percent of all food con-
sumed in the average family’s budget are included in price
control, the exemptions include eggs and poultry, all milk
products, flour, mutton and lamb, fresh fish and seafoods and
game, and dried prunes and beans.

Also excluded from price control are books, magazines,
periodicals, newspapers, precious stones, etchings,j*culptures,
used automobiles and many others.

yHo ceilings exist on food or beverages sold for consump-
tion on the premises by restaurants and hotels because of
difficulty of enforcement due to possible adjustment in quan-

tity and quality of servings.

~ Farmers may sell commodities grown and processed on
his farm to a total of not more than $75 in any one month

without price restriction.

Of course, used household merchandise is excluded.
And so are professional or skilled services.

When
the tire industry puts_upon the
market the solid cushion cotton
fibre-asphalt tire above describ-
ed. we cannot go over 30 miles
an hour. Yet, 1If we all would
how confine our driving to 30
miles, our present tires would
last for the duration. This is due
to the following statistical fact for
which I upon™my honor vouch;
If_a tire Is good for a_certain
mileage running 60 miles per
hour, "it will give double the
mileage at 40 miles and three
times™ the_mileage at 30_ miles
er hour. The tremendous impor-

ance 0" this fact cannot be over-.

emphasized. It should be pasted*
on every windshield.

Hence, if we have any sense,
we will “love, cherish, Conserve
and obey*’ our tires from this
day on! This is no threat nor
nonsense. I'm giving you the real
dope. The answer to your tire
problem is threefold: (I) Get up
a half hour earlier every day and
start each trip_earlier so you
CAN drive 30 miles per hour and
not need to hurry. (2) Avoid
sudden stops and_starts ‘as these
are very bad on tires. (3) Double
up when going to work or_to
market or anywhere else. This
means use your car less—cut-
ting down the mileage 50 per-
cent. Follow these rules and you
have nothing to_fear. Moreover,
Kou will be subject to no more
ardship or inconvenience than
you would be with iron, wooden,
or cotton-asphalt tires on your
front wheels. With them you can-
not go' over 30 miles and they
may be expensive.

One of the most harmful state-
ments on the tire situation came
from Washington s_u%gtestlng that
our good tires mi be ~com-
mandeered and taken by the
government. This caused miillions
of peaple to say: “If the govern-
ment is to take 'my tires, why try
to save them?” This attitudé ex-
plains much of the fast driving
with careless stops and starts
which we see today. Now, this Is
what | am tryir*g fo bring about:
—Have e_ver¥ co_mmumta/ ?_reatly
increase its traffic squad, financ-
ing the same 'with a"fee of 50
cents to_be paid by every driver
every time_he .is” caught goin
over- 30 miles in_cities and
miles between cities.

Keep a list of those who are
caught speeding with the under-
standing that if it ever js neces-
sary totake tires away from cit-
izens, they will be taken only
from those who have been caught
for speeding. Moreover, the first
tires seized should be from those
who have been caught the most.
Of course, the rationing of gas-
oline or a much higher gasoline
tax would_ help the fire situation:;
but it will not solve the real
yroblem. One of the best. sufqges-
ions is to_prohibit /all night and
Sunday driving without apermit.
This should be done under the
plan above described. Onlty_such
a_plan will insure the faithful
of their reward and the sinners
of their punishment. | know this
is not New Deal doctrine; but it’s
the religion | was_taught when
a boy.
