For Farms W
R O T T A O N O

great importance to prac-
tically every farmer in the
United States is an order issued
by the Office of Price Adminis-
tration and effective May 11, es-
tablishing the maximum retail
prices for farm equipment.

These prices will be based on
the manufacturer’s suggested list
prices, plus freight and handling
costs. What has been sought has
been a formula for determining
the specifia maximum prices at
approximately the levels prevail-
ing in March, 1942, when farm
equipment dealers were oper“at-
ing under a voluntary price con-
trol program. The big differ-
ence is that now price control is
mandatory.

With a universal price freez-
ing order, special cognizance
had to be taken of the farm situ-
ation. Farmers this year are
estimated to have'in sight a to-
tal income of $13,000,000,000.
With many lines of consumer
goods being withdrawn from the
market, the farmers will have
more money for the purchase of
more farm equipment.  Last
ear 34,500 retail dealers sold
950,000,000 worth of farm
equipment. But this year the
War Production Board is limit-
ing production of this equip-
ment to less than two-thirds of
the 1941 figure.

""TN regulating the retail prices of
farm equipment, the OPA has
stipulated that the dealer must
give the purchaser an itemized
invoice showing the manufac-
turer’s suggested retail price,
the freight charge, the handling
charge and the sales tax, if any.
Some dealers objected to this,
saying their trade secrets might
be revealed, but theY were over-
ruled. it being held that the
itemized invoice would enable
urchaser and government to
now whether the price-fixing
regulation was being obeyed.

The maximum price applicable
to the retail sale of any new
completed farm equipment for
which the manufacturer has is-
sued a suggested retail price
will be the sum of the six fol-
lowing:

1—The suggested retail price
f. 0. b. factory.

Government regnlatlons have established price ceilings on farm

equipment, affecting every farmer in the United States.

Produc-

tion has been limited to two-thirds of the equipment made in 1941.

2— Allowance for transporta-
tion, calculated on the basis of
the average combined' freight
rate per hundredweight from
factory to dealer for complete
farm equipment of the same gen- *
eral type.

3— The manufacturer’s han-
dling charge paid by the dealer,
if not included in the manu-
facturer’s charge for freight.

4— An allowance for dealer’s
handling not to exceed the sum
of the following:

A—Five per cent of the manu-
facturer’s suggested retail price
f. 0. b. factory up to $400, plus
2 per cent of the amount by
which the suggested retail price
exceeds $400.

B—For each truck trip re-
quired for delivery to a purchas-
er located more than 30 road
miles from the dealer, 10 cents
for each mile going and coming
outside the 30-mile zones, on the
basis of the most direct route.
Certain reductions in this are to
be made if the dealer does not
erect the equipment, install the
attachments, etc.

An Open Letter to Readers
Of The Plymouth M ail

We consider ita great honor to be able to present to the residents of this community the speech
of Vice President Henry A. Wallace, delivered to the people of this country, May 8, 1942. We
believe it will go down iIn history as one of the really great speeches delivered in this age. We
urge you to read every word and preserve this copy for future reference.

Thie Price of Free World Victory

We, who*in-a formal or an in-
formal way represent most of the
free peoplés of the world, are met
here tonight in the i7iterests of
the millions in all the  nations
who have freedom in their souls.
To my mind this meeting has just
one purpose—to let those mil-
lions in other countries know
that here_in the United States are
130 million men. . women and
children who are in this war to
the finish. Our American peo-
ple are utterly resolved to go on
until they can strike the relefnt-
Icss blmvs that will assiire a com-
plete victory, and ivith it win a
new day for the lovers of free-
dom, everywhere on this earth.

This is a fight between a slave
world and a free world. Just
as the Uiiited States in 1862 could
not remain half slave aiid half
free, so in 1942 the world must
make its decision for a complete
victory one \_Na¥ or the other.

As we begin the final stages of
this fight to the death betweeni
the free ivorld atid' the slave
world, it is. worth while to re-
fresh our minds about the march
of freedom for the common man.
The idea of freedom—the free-
dom that we in the United States
kno7V and love so well—is deriv-
ed from the Bible with its extra-
ordinary emphasis on the dignitij
of the ‘individual. Democracy. is
the only true political expresSion
of Christianity.

The prophets of the Old Testa-
ment were the first to preach
'social justice. But that which was
sensed by the prophets many cen-
turies before Christ was not” given
complete mid powerful political
expression until our nation was
formed as a Federal Union a
century and a half ago. Even
then, the march of the common

"people had just begun. Most of

hem did not yet Know how to
read and writé. There ivere 7o
public schools to which all chil-
dren could go. Men and women
can not be really free until they
have plenty to eat, and time and
ability to read and think and
talk "things oiwr. Down th e
ears, the people of the United
tates have rnoued_ steadily for-
ward in the practice of demo-
cracy. Through univer,sal educa-
tion, they now can read and
7vrite and form opinions of their
own. They have learyied. and are
still learning, the art of produc-
tion—that is. how to make a liv-
mgi. They have learned, and are
still learning, the art of self-gov-
ernment.

If we were to measure freedom
by standards of nutrition, educa-
tion and self-goveriiment, we
might rank the United States and
certain  nations of Western
Europe very high. But this would
not be fair 1o other, nations
where education = has become
wide.spread only in the last 20
years. In many nations, a gen-
eration ago. 9°out of 10 of the
eople could not read or write.

ussia, for example, was chang-
ed from an .illiterate to a liter-
ate nation within one_generation
and._in the process. Russia's ap-

jpreciation of freedom was en-

ormously enhanced. In China, the
increase during the r11)<51st 30 -
in the ability” of the people to
read and write has been matched
by their increased interest in
real liberty.

~ Everywhere, reading and writ-
ing arc’accompanied hy industrial
progress, and industrial progress
sooner or later inevitably brings
a strong labor movement. From
a long-time and fundamental
oint of view, there are no back-
tcard peoples which are_ lacking
in _mechanical sense. Russians,
Cki-nese, and the Indians both of
India and the Americas all learn
to read and write and operate
machines just as well as_ your
children and tny children. Every-
where the common people are on
the inarch. Thousands of them
are I_earnln% to read and write,
learning to think together, learn-
ing to use tools. These people are
learning to think and work to-
gether in labor movements, some
of which may be extreme or im-
ractical at first, but which even-
uall¥_ will settle down to serve
effectively the interests of the
common ‘man. )

When the freedom-loving peo-
le march — when the farmers
ave an OB ortunity to buy land
at reasonable prices and sell the
roduce of their land through
heir own organizations, when
workers have the opportunity to

form unions and bargain throu%h
them collectively, and when the
children of all the people have an
opportunity to attend schools
which teach, them truths of the
real world in which they
when these op/>ortunities. are
open to everyone, then the ivorld
moves straight ahead.

But in countries where the
ability to read and write has
been ‘recently ac<piired or where
the people have had no long ex-
perience in governing themselves
on the basis of their own think-
hig. it is easy for demagogues to
arise and prostitute the mind of
the common man to their own
base ends. Such a demagogue
may get financial help from some
person of wealth who is unaware
of what the end result leill be.
With this backing, the_demagogue
may dominate the minds of the
people, and. from whatever de-
%ee of freedom they have, lead

em _backward into slavery.
Herr Thyssen. the wealthy Ger-
man steel man. little realized

what he was doing when he gave
Hitler enough money to enable
him to play on the minds of the
German’ people. The demagogue
is the curse of the modern world,
and of all the demagogues, the
loorst are those financed by well-
meanln% wealthy men who sin-
cerely Delieve that their wealth
is likely to he safer if they can
hire men with political “it" to
change the sign }osts and lure
the people back into slavery of
the most degraded _kind. Unfor-
tunately for  the ivealthy men
who finance movi“nents of this
sort, as ivell as for the people
themselves, the successful dem-
agogue is a powerful genic who,
when once let out of his bottle,
refuses to obey anyone's com-
mand. As long ‘as his spell holds,
he defies God Himself, and Satan
is turned loose upon the world.
Throtigh the Ictulers. of the
revolution. Satan jftnv is trying
to lead the common man of the
whole world back into slaver
and darkness. For the stark trut
IS that the violence preached
by .the Nazis is the devil's own

réligion of darkness. So also is I

the doctrine that_one race or one
class is b¥ heredity superior and
that all other race$ or " lasses arc
supposed to be_slaves. The belief
in_one _Satan-inspired Fuehrer,
with his Quislings, his Lavals.
and his Mussolinjs—his "gaulei-
ters" In eiwry nation ni the world
—is the last” and ultimate dark-
ness. Is there any hell belter than
that of being a Quisling, unless
it is that of being a Laval or a
Mussolini?

In a_ twisted sense, there is
.something almost great ni the flg{-
ure of th™ Supreme Devil operat-
mg% through a human form, in a
Hitler who has the daring to spit
straight into the eye id God and
man.” But the Nazi" system has a
heroic position «for only one lead-
er. By definition _onlty one per<;on
is allowed to retain full soverign-
ty over his own soul. .-M the rest
are stooges — they are stooges
ivho . have been mentally and
FO|ItIC8.||y degraded, and who feel
hat they can get square with the
world only by mentally and poli-
tically degrading otlimr people.
These stooges are really psycho-
pathic cases. Satan has turned
loo.se upon us the insane.

The march of freedom of the
past 150 years has been a Ion?-
drawn-ou F;z)eople's, rendiition. In
this Great Revolution I'i the peo-

le. there were the American
evolution of 1775 the French
Revolution of 1792, the Latin-
American revolution® of the Bo-
livarian era. the German revolu-
lution of 1848. and the Russian
Revolution of 1918, Each .spoke
for the common man in terms of
blood on the battlefield. Some
went to excess. But the significant
thing is that the people Iv([;roped
their way to the light. ore of
them learned to think and work
together. _ _
he people's revolution aims at
eace_and kot at violence, but if
he rights of the common man
are aftacked, k unleashes the
ferocity of r, she-bear who has
lost a'cub. When the Nazi psy-
chologists tell their master Hitler
that we in the United States may
be able to produce hundreds of
thousands of planes, but that we
have no will to fight, they are
only fooling themselves and him.
The truth is that ivhrn the rights
of the American people are trans-
gressed, as those rights havb been

live— d

transgressed, the American Peo-
le will fight .ivith a relentless
ury which” will drive the an-
cient teutonic gods back cower-
ing into their caves. The Gotter-
amcrung has come from Odin

and hi's crew.

The people are on the march
Toward even fuller freedom than
the mo.st fortunate peoples of the
earth have hitherto enjoyed. No
Nazi counter-revolution will stop
it. The common man will smoke
ihe Hitler stooges out into the
open in the United States, in
Likin America, and_in India. He
will destroy their influence. No
Lavals. no” Mussolinis will be
tolerated in a Free World.

The people, in their millennial
and revglutionary march toward
manifesting heré on earth the
dignity that is in every human
.soul, hold as their credo the Four
Freedoms enunciated by Presi-
dent Roosevelt in his méssage to
Congress .on January 6, 1941
These four freedoms are the ver
core of the revolution for whic
the_ United Nations have taken
their stand. We who live in the
United States may think there is
nothing very revolutionary about
freedom of "religion, freedom of
e.vpression. and freedom from the
fear of secret police. But when
we_begin to think about the sig-
nificance of freedom from want
for the average man, .then we
know that the revolution of the
past 15Q years has not been com-
gleted, either here in the United

tates or in any other nation in
the woNd. We™ know that this
revolution can not stop until
freedom from want has actually
been atlained.

And now. as we move forward
toward realizing the Four Free-
doms of this people's revolution,
I would like to speak about four
duties. It is my Dbelief that every
freedom, every right, every priv-
ilege  has- its” price, its corres-
ponding duty without which it
can. not be ‘enjoyed. The four
duties of the people’s revolution,
as | see them today, are:

failed in our job after
World War No. I. WC did not
know how to go about it to build
an enduring world-wide peace.
IVc did not have the nerve to
follow througn and prevent Ger-
many from rearniting. We did not
insist that she “learn war no
more." W& did not build a pence
treaty on the fundamental doc-
trine’_of the people’s revolution.
We did not .strive whole-hearted-
ly t) create a world where there
could be freedom from want for
all the peoples. But by our ver
errors. we learned much, and af-
ter this war we shall be in posi-
tion to utilize our. knowledge in
building a world ivhich is econ-
omically. politically and, | hope,
spiritually sqund. .

Modern science, which is a by-

roduct and an essential part of
the people's revolution, has made
it technologically possible to see
that all of the people of the world
get enough to eat. Half in fvn and
seriously. | said the other day to
Madame Litvinoff: “The ob{ect
of this umr_is to make sure that
ever_){body in the world has the
privilege "of drinking a quart of
milk (|gday."_ She_replied: “Yes,
even half a Plnt." The peace must
mean a better standard of living
for the common man, not merely
in the United States and Eng-
land. but also in India, Russia,
China and Latin America—not
tnerely in the United Nations, but
also in Germany and Italy and
Japan.

Some have spoken of the “Am-
erican Century.” | say that the
century on which we "are enter-
ing—the century which will come
out of this war—can be and must
he the century of_ the common
man. Perhaps ‘it will be Ameri-
ca's opportunity to sugge,st free-
doms and duties by which the
common man mustlive. Every-
where the common man must
learn to build his own_industries
with his own hands in a prac-
tical fashion. Everywhere the
common. man must “learn to in-
crease his productivity So that he

and his children can eventuall

Pay to the world community all
hat they have received. ~. No
nation will have the God-given
”?ht to exploit other .nations.
OIlder nations will have the priv-
ilege to help younger nations get
started on the path to industrial-
ization, but there must be neither
military nor economic imperial-
ism. The methods of the nine-
teenth century will not work in
the people's ~century which s
now about to begin. India. China,
and Latin America have a trem-
endous stake in the people's cen-
tury. As their masses learn to
read and write, and as they be-
come productiiw mechanics, their
standard of living will double
and treble. Modern science, when
devoted whole-heartedly to the
eneral welfare, has in ‘it poten-
lalities of which we do not yet
dream.

And modern science must be
released. from German slavery.
International cartels that serve
American greed and the German
will to power must go. Cartels
in the peace to come must be
subjected to international control
for "the common man, as well as
being under adequate control by
the respective home governments.
In this wa¥. we can _prevent the
Germans from again building
a war machine while we sleep.
With  international . monopoly
pools under control, it will be
possible for imwntions to .serve
all the people instead of only
the few.

Yes, and when the [
peace comes, the citizens will
again have a duty, the supreme
duty of sacrificing the lesser in-
terest for the greater interest of
the general welfare. Those who
write the peace must think of
the whaole world. There can be
no privileged peoples. We our-
selves in the United States are
no more a master race than the
Nazis. And We ban not perpetuate
economic warfare without plant-
ing the seeds of military war-
fare.. Wc must use our power at
the peace table to build an econ-
omic peace that is just, charit-
able and enduring.

If we really believe that we
are fighting for a people's peace,
all the reSt becomes easy. Pro-
duction. lies—it will be easy to
get production without either
Strikes or sabotage: production
with the whole-hearted cooper-
ation between willing arms and
keen brains: enthusiasm, zip, en-
ergy_ geared to the tempo of
keeping at it everlastingly daP/
after day. Hitler knows as well
ns those "of us who _sit in on the
War Production Board meet-
ings that we_here in the United
States are winning the battle of
roduction. He knows that both
abor and business in the United
Stales are domﬁ a mersvVremark-
able job and that his only hope
is to” crash through to & com-
plete victory somé time during
the next six months.

Because of the urgent need for copper in war

industries, restrictions have been placed on the

building of extensions to existing electric lines.

These restrictions prevent us from
making extensions to our lines, except

as follows:

As of March 26, 1942, no extension in
excess of 250 feet may J>t made with-
out specific authorization in advance
from the Director of Industry Oper-
ations, War Production Board, Wash-

ington, D. C.

Priority preference to build does not include this

line extension. That must he applied for sepa-

rately, and we arc glad to aid you in the prepara-

tion of forms, submitting your request for the

extension to the War Production Board. Dejense

Plants, Dejense Housing and other projects di-

rectly related to war industries are given first con-

sideration by them.

Before making plans to build a house, home
builders will save themselves much delay
and maybe even disappointment if they will
make these applications as early as possible.
