Civilians To Seek
Shelter During
Practice Alarm

A daylight practice air raid
test is planned for sometime
during the next few weeks ac-
cording to C. H. Elliott, co-
ordinator of Plymouth’s civ-
ilian defense organization. The
alarm for such a daylight
practice will probably be is-
sued upon the authority of
Army officials and Plymouth’s
defense chiefs will be given
only three-hour warning from
the Wayne County control
center.

The air raid warning signal
will be sounded by a sustained
blast of the city fire siren sup-
plemented by police sirens.
All citizens should conduct
Ihcnisc'lvt'S as tiii'v would durinj;
an actual air raid and it is par-
ticulatly important that all ped-
estrians should seek a place of

shelter, the defense c(jordinator
declares.

Motorists, likewise, should park
their cars at the curb and seek
shelter in the nearest building.
The b:isernenl of the Plymouth
postoffiei' is the designated air
raid shelter for pi-rsons on the
downtowiv streets. AIll units of
the civilian d<fense oceani/.alion
should I'cpoi't imiiK'diatel V to
their posts the same as during
night hlaekout lists, with the ex-
ception of meii who are employ-
mployi'd in dtfonse industi'y or iii
otlier eities. Tile proEosed day-
light alarm will test the strength
of civilian defense units during
normal w.Orking hours and will
preriare tiie geiu ral p ipulation
in the proeidiiri' during an act-
ual daylight attack.

judge CANNOT become a candid-
ate for any other public office

other than that of the judiciary i

during the time for which he has
iieen elected as circuit judge and
for one year thereafter. Under
the constitution a judge cannot
even resign to run for another of-
tiee. This provision is found in
Stx’tiim 9 of .Article 7 of the con-
stitution. The judge who hds an-
niiunced himself as a candidate
says he intends to follow the-pro-
vision which declares he cannot
resign to become a candidate, but
not the provision which says he

cannot become a candidate. His
salary is $14,500 per year.
"Not only did the voters of

Michigan aRprove of these pro-
visions at the time they adopted
the constitution, but they made

it manifest again as late as the’

spring of 1939 that they do not
want circuit judges taking part in
partisan politics. At that time
they adoped an additional con-
stitutional restriction which took
the election of circuit judges out
of partisan politics and placed
their election upon a strictly non-
partisan ballot.

Cosmic Rays for Weather

Weather may be predicted in the
distant future throu.gh the process
of "cosmic rays meter” according
to Pref.

Production of Calcium
Gluconate Speeded Up

Calcium gluconate, valuable drug
in the care of expectant and nursing
mothers and of other persons need-
ing quick additions of calcium to
their blood, can be produced more
rapidly and cheaply as a result of
new researches by scientists of the
U. S. department of agriculture.

Until a few years ago, calcium j
gluconate could not be used in medi-!
cine because of its excessive cost. *
Then department chemists discov- |
ered that certain strains of mold, i
fed upon glucose solution, could pro- '
duce commercial quantities of glu-
conic acid at very low cost. Added
to calcium carbonate, in the form of j
common chalk, it converted that .
compound into the valuable calcium |
gluconate. i

The most practicable production'l
procedure is to grow the mold in
sheets in slowly rotating drums, |
through which air is forced, for the
respiration of the mold plants. Dif- [
Acuities were encountered when the
gluconic acid concentration piled up, |
retarding the fermentation process. !
Chalk added at this stage resulted '
in the formation of a good deal of .
undissolved calcium gluconate, clog-
ging up the drum.

The difficulties were resolved
when three bureau of agricultural |
chemistry researchers, A J. Moyer, |
E. J. Umberger and J. J. Stubbs, 1
discover” that the addition of a lit-,
tie borax or boric acid to the fer- "'
menting liquid keeps the calcium '
gluconate in solution and lets the ;
molds finish their work. Later, the j
gluconate may be separated frorr »
the solution, free from boron. |

LAMPS AND HXTURES

“Take good care of the things you have” is one of
the cardinal rules of the U. 5 Government’s Con-
sumer’s Pledge—and it applies just as much to your
lamps and fixtures as to your electric appliances.
Perhaps it is even more important, because lamps lose
their efficiency little by little, day by day, os dust and
dirt collect on bulbs and shades and reflector bowls.
The amount of light you are getting may be cut in
half before you realize it... and these days you need
plenty of good light for easy comfortable seeing,
during those extro”hours you spend knitting or sewing
or doing war work. Good light helps moke your time
more productive.

Here ore a few simple rules to aid in keeping your
lamps and fixtures at top efficiency: Wipe all lamp
bulbs frequently with a damp cloth, also the reflector
bowls and shades. Dust steals light. Replace dark-
colored shades with light shades or shades with white
linings. This may give you as much as 50 per cent
more light. Use the RIGHT SIZE BULBS in your lamps
and fixtures — not too large, not too small. Too large
a lamp may cause glare, too small a lamp gives in-
adequate light. Move your lamps closer to the point
of use, so that they shed their light more directly on
your work. Check the location of all your lamps with
this in mind. Use adapter shades and linings to mod-
ernize your present equipment. This can be done
easily and at low cost, and you obtain good light while
conserving materials.
