Conduct Survey

Experiment To Locate
Water Supply Source

The first “clcctrolosis” exper-
iment by the geology depart-
ment of the University of Mich-
igan in the stale is being con-
ducted in Plymouth under the
direction of Dr. J. T. Wilson. The
experiment is termed *“electrical
prospecting” to locate potential
sources of water supply for the
city.

The device measures the elec-
trical resistance of the ground by
passing an electrical current
through the ground-and measur-
ing the resistance to the flow of
the current. The lesser the re-
sistance of the ground, the more
likely it is that the location offers
water-bearing soil. Dr. Wilson
explains. The elcctrolosis survey
is based upon the findings t)f sev-
eral test wells conducted on city-
owned property in various loca-

tions of the city last fall. The
present experiment offers no
definite measuring stick; the

tests are relative to the findings
of the test wells.

Electrodes are placed in the
ground at the scene of the sur-
vey. located at a distance of

about 120 feet. The distance be-
tween tho electrodes represents
an equivalent depth into the
ground for water tests. The re-
sults of the lest are indicated on
various meters of an instrument
panel constructed by the geology
research department of the uni-
versity. Electrical current is sup-
plied by B batteries of 250 voff-
agc. The research project was de-
veloped under the direction of
Prof. K. K. Landes, head of the
geology department. Dr. Wilson
Is assisted by Sherman Rosen.

The water distribution problem
became acute last summer when
many residents of the northeast
section of the city were without
water supply frequently. During
the months of July and August
last year, the city water system
was pumping 900,000 gallons a
day, taxing the maximum capa-
city of the present distribution
system.

About 600,000 gallons of water
are being pumped each day at the
present time which offers no real
problem, but the city wishes to
locate an auxiliary source of
water su(%)ly with a capacity of
300 to 700 galolns a minute for
emergency needs. The problem
is further complicated by recent
government priority restrictions
of material. The new source of
water supply will have to be lo-
cated in proximity to present
water mains because of the
|shortage of pipe for long-distance
distribution. The city plans to
}'conduct another test-well in con-
junction with the elcctrolosis
survey on the site near Karmada
and Adams streets this summer
in an effort to establish the aux-

iliary supply.

Plan Survey For

Day Care Program

Study Problem Of
Mothers In Industry

The Plymouth Di'frnst' Coun-
cil at its mi‘ctinc Tuf.sday after-
noon rccommendid that. Mayor
Ruth H. Whipple and George A.
Smith, .superintendent of schools,
appoint a committee to conduct
a survey of the need for a day
care projjram for children of
mothers in defense industry.
Similar programs have been es-
tablished in other communities
to provide supervi.sion for chil-
dren and to release women
workers for war production.

The purpose of the survey will
be to determine the number of
mothers in the Plymouth area
who would work in defense in-
dustry if facilities were provided
for the care of their children, and
also lo determine how many
homes in Plymouth would be
willing lo care for these children
during the day if paid for the
service.

The local council believes that
the survey mav show there are
enough homes to care for defense
children. If so, the work of the
day care committee will be to
place the children in the avail-
able homes. If the number of
homes is not sufficient for the
need, an endeavor will be made
to provide group care for addi-
tional children. The committee
appointees for the survey will be
announced later.

The defense council also rec-
ommended the appointment of a
Consumers’ Council by the Mayor
to issue information to the public
on nutrition values and food ec-
onomy for the duration of the
emergency.

Coordinator C. H. Elliott an-
nounced at the meeting that the
letter “E” is r'>‘ t" be displayed
on any vehicles without authori-
zation from the defense council.
Air raid wardens and auxiliary
police as well as general civilians
must obtain permission before
displaying the “emergency” let-
ter on their cars. The purpose of
this restriction is to limit traffic
during blackout and air raid
emergencies.

Cantaloupe Cocktail Rings

On individual
serving plates

place inch-wide
circles of chilled,
peeled canta-
loupe. In each ring place 6 or 8 melon
balls — honey dew, cantaloupe and
watermelon. These may be cut with

melon ball cutter or a round measur-
ing spoon. Sprinkle each serving witli
2 teaspoons lemon or lime juice, 1tea-
spoon powdered sugar and  teaspoon
salt. California sweet cherries, rtxl or
black raspberries or strawberries ma
be mixed with melon balls. Gamisli
with sprigs of fresh mint.

PICKING GOOD ONES

As a rule, look for a cantaloupe with
a thick network of rounded veins liKi'
heavy lace, although all varieties do
not have this feature. A’pink flesh.ed
melon will have a tinge of yellow in the
skin under the veins when thoroughlv
riix-. and all should be firm to the toucii
and have rounded ends. Also, there
is @ musky perfume and slightiv soft-
ened feel to the blossom ends of ripe
melons.

When buying ahead, tell the clerk
when you plan to u” melons so tliat
he can pick them out accordingly.

2 cups sifted pastry flour
2 teaspoons baking powder
1i teaspoon salt
cup sugar
1 cup milk, fresh or diluted evap-
oratexi
1 eqgg, slightly beaten

Grease muffin tins and set aside.

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A CIRCUIT IUDGE AND POLITICS
(BY ELTON R. EATON)

(A statement pertaining to the reported candidacy of Cir-
cuit Judge Homer Fergu.son of Detroit for the Republican
nomination for the United States senate as it relates to
the Constitution of the state of Michigan, his oath of office
and the judicial dines of the American Bar Association,
which establishes and seeks to maintain proper and eth-
ical conduct on the part nf-all n putabie practicing attor-
neys and judges in Michigan and other states.)

In Article VII, Section 9 of the constitution of the state
of Michigan is found the following clause pertaining to cir-
cuit judges:

"They shall be ineligible to any other than a
judicial (judgeship) office DURING THE TERM
FOR WHICH THEY ARE ELECTED AND FOR
ONE YEAR THEREAFTER,"

Under the constitution, even if a circuit judge should
decide to resign from office in order to become a candidate
for ANY office, if he obeyed the terms of the constitution, he
could not legally become a candidate until one year after the
date of his resignation.

Every circuit judge before he can assume the duties of
his office must take the following oath of office, which is pre-
scribed in Article XVI, Section 2 of the Michigan state con-
stitution :

"I do solemnly swear that | will support the
constitution of the United States and the CON-
STITUTION OF THIS STATE and that I wuUl
faithfully discharge the duties of the office of
circuit judge to the best of my ability,"

To “support” the constitution of the state of Michigan
means that any one who takes the oath, pledges himself to
UPHOLD, SUSTAIN, OBEY. CHERISH, DEFEND and
BACK that constitution under any and all circumstances.
The constitution of Michigan is the fundamental law of the
state.

The American Bar Association, an organization com-
posed of the practicing attorneys of the United States, which
creates and endeavors to maintain ethical standards and prac-
tices among the attorneys of Michigan and the nation, de-
fines its rules pertaining to the conduct of circuit judges in
Canon 30 of Judicial Ethics in the following language:

"While holding a judicial position, he (the
judge) shall not become an active candidate
either in a party primary or a general election
for any other office than a judicial office. If a
judge should decide to beedme a candidate
he should resign in order that IT CANNOT BE
SAID HE IS USING THE POWER AND PRES-
TIGE of his judicial position to promote his
own candidacy or the success of his party,”

The Canons of Judicial Ethics in rule 28 also sets forth
the following political restrictions a circuit judge must obey
if he desires to uphold the ethics of his position as prescribed
by The American Bar Association;

"Partisan politics. While entitled to enferfain
his personal viev/s of political questions, and
whUe riot required to surrender his rights or
opinions as a citizen, it is inevitable that sus-
picion of being warped by political bias will
attach to a judge who becomes the active pro-
moter of the interests of one political party as
against another. He should avoid making po-
litical speeches, making or soliciting payment
of assessments or contributions to party funds,
the public endorsement of candidates for po-
litical office and participation in party con-
ventions.

"He should neither accept nor retain a place
on any party committee nor act as party lead-
er, nor engage generally in partisan activ-
ities."

Because of the power and prestige of his position and

for the other reasons set forth, a circuit judge is the ONLY

official under the Michigan constitution prohibited from be-
coming a candidate for any political office.

Farmers Should Save

Now For Crash To Come

Gloucester, Mass. July 10—
With the harvest season just get-
ting underway, attention is now
focused on the wheat belt. Crops
were never more important to the
United States, to Canada, and to
the rest of the world than they
are today. In fact, the ultimate
outcome of the war and the terms
of its peace may center more
around our farm commodities
tlian around munitions. Before
discussing our own crop outlook,
I should Ilike to summarize,
briefly, the case abroad.

First, let me say that in spite
of the necessity of supplying
other countries with grains, Ger-
many is probably not hard-up.
Certainly, her people are not
starving to death by any moans.
Hitler has held on to the Ukraine
which is the greatosl wheat pro-
ducing section in the world. In
addition to the Ukraine, Germany
ilas the fields of Rumania and
Hungary to draw upon. Partic-
ularly in Poland and Greece the
,<ituation is very bad. It is, how-
ever. possible that Greece ma>
cet some United States help.

Crop conditions in Norway,
the Netherlands, and Czecho-
.milovakia can be considered def-
initely below pre-war standards.
The people of France, Belgium,
and Yugo-Slavia are definitely
underfed and “starving in many
instances. Spain, still feeling the
effects of her civil war. is also
in a bad way. AIll European
countries can look forward only
10 further cuts in feeding. This
also applies to Italy which—be-
fore the Libyan defeat—was to
be the location of the much talk-
red of “Second Front.”

If Norway or France are in-
vaded by the United States, or
if Russia pushes the Germans
out of the occupied Ukraine, the
situation with re.spect to Ger-
many’s food question can quickly
change for the worse. Further-
more, like us in fact to some ex-
tent, much of the corn the Axis
can get must be turned into al-
cohol for industrial purposes.

In spite of recent bad news
from the war fronts, and more
may come before the pendulum

swings in our favor. | have no
fear of the uitimate outcome.
Starvation is a Kkilling process,

but it is also a toughening agent.
The weak will succumb first but
those who manage to survive in
occupied countries will be a
powerful factor in revolt against
Germany. They already look to
the United States, not only for
the liberaition of their freedom,
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but also for their stomachs’ sake.

Total 1942 wheat production is
estimated at 868 million bushels.
With an anticipated carry-over
of 630 million bushels, we should
have a supply, provided the
weather is with us, of about 1,500
million bushels. This chalks up
a new record and will provide the
greatest single source of supply
the world has ever known. Do-
mestic consumption will take
something less than half, say
around 700 million bushels for
food purpose. The only hope of
the wheat farmer lies with mak-
ing alcohol and other industrial
products.

Much depends upon the dura-
tion of the armistice. Peace in it-
self may not come with the end-
ing of physical hostilities. There
may be a long armistice of from
two to five years. During this
period our wheat supply will
come in handy when we are trad-
ing around the peace table. If
fighting is over within a year, we
can expect a drop of at least
50 percent in our supply of w'heat
holdings. If the war continues
longer, we shall have sufficient
acreage to grow an even larger
crop. In fact, in view of the im-
mense yield this year, Washing-
ton is not ingreasing the 1943 al-
lotment. Farmers are asked to
grow other crops where possible.

Certainly, farmers are sitting
pretty. They always face uncer-
tain w'cather so that item can be
discounted. This year farm labor
will be a problem, but I expect
it will be taken care of. In a real
pinch, troops can be detailed to
get the crops in. The great pa-
tron of the farmer is, of course,
the Farm Bloc. Although they,
to date, have gotten everything
they wanted; yet they are still
seeking both larger crops and
higher prices. 1 am told they will
get them; but if tfiey do, the
greater the crash will be some
time in the future. Any present
bearisli factors arc discounted by
Government subsidy, storage al-
lotments, and parity program.

Unless the boll weevil goes on
the rampage there should be an
excess of cotton which is already
selling at $10 a bale less than
earlier in the year. Corn is down
more than seven percent from its
1942 peak; oats are dowm about
18 percent; rye, 32 percent; but-
ter, seven percent; eggs, 16 per-
cent, This general farm products
price trend has been leveling out
for several months. Farmers and
the government can control pro-
duction but cannot control prices.
