Water Consumption Reaches Peak 
For Year During Recent Heat Wave

Plym outh’s water consumption reached its peak for this summer 
during the continued hot wave last week with a total of 843,9{)fl gal­
lons pumped* on Thursday. Sunday established the sccond-lrigliosl 
record for the” year with a pumpage of 826,000. The all-tim e record 
was established last year during July when consumption amounted 
to 980,000 g^illons in one day.

Last w eek’s consumption taxed the city’s distribution system  
severely with three pumps at work at the city water wells and two 
pumps at the booster station. Residents of Phoenix subdivision in llie 
northeast section were without water at various tim es last week. The 
city's problem of water distribution has become acute dui'ing the 
last two summers and city officials arc now awaiting assignment of 
a priority rating for construction of a gravel-packed well within the 
city as an auxiliary source of wafer supply. The proposed project 
will supply an additional 300-700 gallons of water per minute. The 
city's water supply is adequate but the distribution system i.s taxed 
to its maximum capacity. Additional water mains will be installed  
with the new well supply. M eanwhile, citizens arc urged to cor.servi' 
as much as possible on the use of water for lawn sprinkling and 
other non-essential purposes during periods of extrem e lieat.

Mrs. H. R. Penhale, chairman 
of the Red Cross blood donor 
unit, announces that only 20 
persons have registered to date 
and at least 120 are needed to 
obtain the mobile unit from D e­
troit during August. The dead­
line for registrations is August 
15.

When war was declared, cap­
ital and hospital ships of our 
Pacific fleet were already .‘a p ­
plied with blood plasma process­
ed through the Red Cross pm- 
gram and further supplies were 
on hand in the Philippines for 
u.se by the armed forces there. 
Lives of America-n soldiers and 
sailors arc depending on trans­
fusions of blood plasma. Even 
under the strained conditions of 
battle, this new product of mod­
ern science can be administcri'd 
to men suffering from shock re­
sulting from injuries, burns and 
hemorrhage. The Red Cross must 
supply our Army and Navy with 
hundreds of thousands of blood 
plasma units for these emergency 
transfusions.

Persons between the ages of 
20 and 60 years may volunteer 
pint donations of blood, and 
those between 18 and 20 years 
may donate w'ilh the written per­
mission of their parents. 'The Red 
Cross mobile unit which will 
visit Plymouth includes a staff of 
11 persons with doctors, nurses 
and motor corps members. The 
local canteen unit will serve re­
freshments and first aid trainees 
will assist Red Cross nurses.

Pi titions signed by 60 per cent 
ef the property owners f)fi Fra- 
liik street were recently subm il- 
teri to the city commission. The 
planning commission, after a 
Ihrei months’ study, recommend- 
(■<1 a narrower pavement with a 
parking lot adjacent. The plan­
ning commission contended that 
there i.s no need for a very wide 
pavi nienl because Fralick is not 
a through-street and is not a 
main busines.s frontage. The city 
eornmi.s.sion abandoned plans for 
the (larking lot because of e x ­
pense involved.

The propo.sed paving does not 
nece.s.sitate the purchase of any 
land. The paving of Fralick will 
I'liminale much of the unsightly 
appearance of the street and will 
also eliminate public health and 
traffic hazards. It is hpped that 
if the project is approved at the 
public hearing, the paving may 
be completed this fall.

The cilv manager was author­
ized at Monday night’s commis­
sion m eeting to purchase a 7.50- 
gallon pump and j?enerator for a 
city fire truck at an e.stimated 
cost of $650. The city manager is 
also to submit a report and rec­
ommendation at the next regular 
meeting on township fire services 
in Plymouth, Livonia and Can­
ton townships.

Veteran Of Jndion 
Battles Observes 
77th Anniversary

Society News

Frank Durham, one of P lym ­
outh’s oldest pioneers and war 
veterans who lives on Amelia 
street, celebrated two anniver­
saries this week. Thursday (yes­
terday) was the 77th anniversary 
of his birth and 59 years ago 
today on July 24. 1883, he en­
listed at the age of 18 in Uncle 
Sam's regimental army. He serv­
ed three enlistments for a period 
)f 12 and a half years.

The aged veteran was station­
ed with the Army at Jefferson 
Barracks, Misscjuri, Fort Apache, 
.Arizona arid Fort Loui.s, Colo­
rado, and liicn engaged in an 
Indian Batth' on June 15, 1884 
with the Ute Indians under Chief 
Mancus Jim. He was li'ansfeircd 
to Fort Myer. Virginia in June, 
1887 and was discharged as a 
cornoraj on July 23. 1888.

M ter re-enlisting in August, 
1888. lie was as.signed to Jeffer­
son Barracks and transfc'rrcd to 
Troop B, Si.xtii Cavalry Unit at 
Fort Mver, February, 1889. Ord­
ered west in 189Q. he was sta­
tioned in Nebraska and Wyoming 
before iie was discluirgcd with 
an ( xeelleni rcccnd for the sec­
ond time.

Tommy Morton, inmate secre­
tary of the traffic school at the 
Detroit House of Correction for 
the past two years, won his re­
lease last Friday to start upon a 
new career. A man of many 
talents and good educational 
background. ‘'Tommy” had a 
colorful and interesting career as 
newspaperman, song-writer and 
theatrical performer before he 
took up ‘'residence” at the near­
by institution.

But during the past four and a 
half years in prison, he has found 
a new usefulness and has carved 
a new career for him self in traffic 
safety and education. He plans 
to continue his work at the 
pri.^on traffic school .with officers 
of the Public Safety Bureau ev ­
ery Monday night and expects 
to begin safety patrol lecture 
work in cooperation with the D e­
troit Police department in the 
fall.

Born in New York city 45 
years ago, Morton attended 
schools in New London, Conn­
ecticut, Taft, a private Connect­
icut school, and was graduated 
from Temple U niversity in Phil­
adelphia with a B.A. degree in 
journalism in the class of 1915. 
During his undergraduate days 
at Temple, he spent summer 
months working as ship purser 
and navigation officer on the 
Yarmouth Line from Boston to 
Yarmouth, Nova Scotia. After 
graduation, he started in new s­
paper work m association w ith  
his father, Thomas F. Morton, 
who owned several w ell-know n  
daily papers .in Connecticut. He 
spent seven years writing fea-1 
ture and political stories for the ' 
Boston Post, Worcester Gazette, 
Springfield Republican, Water-1 
bury Herald and the St, Louis I 
Globe-Democrat.

Tommy Morton’s name is best 
associated though with the theat­
rical business in which he spent 
the major part of his life and 
won national fame as a song­
writer.

"Ned Weyburn started m e off 
in New York and I later joined 
Gus Edwards, famed in the 
vaudeville world. From there I 
went to Bart McHugh’s ‘Lawn  
Party’ with the D ooley dance 
team and with Pat Rooney as a 
singer and dancer. After quite a 
run with the ‘Six Songbirds’ and 
a single act, ‘Huck Finn,’ I w ent 
on tour to England and A us­
tralia. I later joined Tudor Cam­
eron, one of Am erica’s forem ost' 
comedians in the blackface act, | 
'On and Off.’ That was a great 
show which old-tim ers w ill re­
member, but Cameron became 
sick and our team broke up,” 
recalls Morton as he looks 
through a file of old clippings.

In 1931,'the singing star signed  
with Fred Waring as vocalist 
and dancer, touring the country 
and West Indies and appearing 
with W aring’s band on the Ford 
Hour program. In 1933, his first 
real hit, “I’ve Had My M oments,” 
appeared and sold over 300,000 
copies. His greatest hit, “Out in 
the Cold Again,” came out se v ­
eral months later, however, se ll­
ing over half a m illion copies 
and was voted the nation’s lead­
ing song for 1934, He acted as 
master of ceremonies in m any 
big hotels and night clubs ia  the 
country for several years.

Morton appeared with Judy 
Canova at the Michigan theatre 
in March. 1938, the night before 
his arrest in Detroit on a charge 
of "uttering and publishing,” for 
which he was sentenced to five 
years at Jackson state prison. In 
1939, Warden A. Bla^e G illies of 
the House of Correction, went to 
Jackson prison to find a suitable 
inmate secretary for the new  
traffic school here and after in­
terviewing numerous men, sel­
ected "Tommy” for the job. After 
his transfer to the city institu­
tion, he completed two six -  
m onths’ courses in highway light­
ing and . engineering at North­
western university and a gen­
eral traffic safety course from  
N ew  York university for further 
training.

'Always a m odel prisoner and 
trusted. Tommy Morton has 
used his talents constructively 
and is largely responsible for the 
success of the traffic school,” de­
clares Warden Gillies. “As head 
of the prison library, he has in­
terested m any men in reading 
good books for the first tim e in 
their lives. He has spent his tim e 
improving him self and his fe l­
low inmates.”

"Tommy” w o n  his release 
eight months before the end of 
the five-year term from the state 
parole board, on “good behavior” 
and those who know his achieve­
ments of the past and his untir­
ing work in the prison feel sure 
that he w ill make good in his new  
hfe.

Albert “Red” M iller of P ly m -! 
outh, veteran in the Navy se rv - | 
ice, writes from his station in the 
Navy yard postoffice at P e a r l! 
Harbor'this week. “A  few  w eeks I 
ago I had the good fortune of 
renewing a friendship of long 
standing. I met Donald Boyd, I 
son of Mrs. Grace Boyd of South 
Main street, an old classmate of 
mine. We talked over many 
things about Plym outh and es­
pecially what has happened since 
I left there in 1933.” Since this 
letter was written Donald has 
been transferred to Washington. 
D.C. where he is taking a special 
coiu'se in m ilitary training. “Red” 
also tells of undergoing an ap- 
pcndectom,y on May 23 with  
only a local anaesthetic so he 
could watch the operation from  
a reflector above the operating 
table. “After returning to the 
postoffice, I found out that the 
Navy Mail clerk or Postmaster 
was leaving and that I had been 
selected for the job as Navy Mail 
clerk. Navy Mail clerks and post­
masters in civilian life have the 
same kind of jobs. Besides hav­
ing a monthly postal business of 
a quarter of a m illion, we have 
to take care of m ail for over eight 
times the number of people in 
Plymouth. I have only four other 
bonded assistant m ail clerks. In 
order to keep the m ail coming 
and going w e work seven days 
a week and som etim es at night.

“This is where he dreamed a child’s dreams.
“This is where he saw a man’s visions.
“Here, in this empty room, are faded pictures of team­

mates and heroes . . . books scribbled over with notes and 
exclamations . . . the gloves and spike shoes we hung up for 
good before he went to war . . . the silver cup he won at Sea 
Bright . . . bright pennants . . . and all the careless memo­
randa, the echoes of his days.

“If fathers could only pour their hate through the hot 
barrels of smoking guns and write the records of their grief 
with bayonet steel!

“They said I was too old to fight, though I’m only 50.
“But, if I’m too old to sight and drop a stick of bombs, 

I ’m not too old to lay my money on the line for War Savings 
Stamps and Bonds!

“Maybe I am too stiff and slow to fly, but I’ve got con­
trol enough to keep my car speed under 40 . . .  so they can 
keep their fighting planes above 400!

“And if I can’t march 30 miles a day with a full pack, I 
can walk two miles to work and back to help save gas and 
rubber!

“No, I’m not bitter any more because I won’t win this 
war behind a gun or on a ship or in the sky.

ARE YOU A GOOD AMERICAN?

What are you doing to help win the war? There is some­
thing you can do. You have cleaned your attic and cellar and 
prepared to follow air-raid regulations. You gave all your old 
aluminum pots and pans. You’ve given old metal for the 
melting pot. You’ve taken all your scrap rubber to the gas 
station in answer to the President’s plea to “keep them roll­
ing.’’ You’re putting every possible dollar and then a dollar 
more into war bonds and stamps. You’re doing a lot—but 
that is not enough.

Have you a son. a brother, a husband or sweetheart 
fighting thousands of miles from home? I’ll bet my bottom 
dollar you’re already doing what I’m thinking of.

It’s the rest of you I mean—you with the sweet tooth, 
you who love your coffee or tea, you who rent;^ house down 
the street to the Smiths. You who like to go out in the eve­
ning and ride around the country.

Roger Bab son  Says .
Outlook For Newspaper 
And Advertising Good

The Twin Cities, St. Paul and 
Minneapolis, are going picnick­

That tri e wa:. planti-il 71 vears 
ago in iionor of Julius W ills’ 
birthdatc, July 14, 1871, by
Washburn B<nni tt, who lived in 
the white frame hou;->e that is 
now the site of the L. L. Ball 
studio. When the tree was set 
out. a fence was also placed 
around it .so the cows wandering 
in Kellogg park wouldn’t bark 
the young tree. Julius W ills’ 
birthplace was the old John 
Bennett home on the pre.sent site 
of ,the Masonic Temple building. 
Nekt to the house stood a black­
smith shop at the corner of U n­
ion and Penniman. Mr. Wills 
also recalls that a 23-acre county 
fairground and half-m ile race 
track was located near Maple 
and Fairground streets more 
than 50 years ago.

Julius W ills is the son of the 
late Henry and Eliza Wills. His 
father, a blacksmith by trade, 
was born in Yorkshire, England 
and came to London, Canada as 
a young man, where he shod 
horses that were shipped from 
Canada to the states during the 
Civil War. After the war, Henry 
W ills and his wife, a native of 
New York state, settled in 
Plymouth. He worked in black­
smith shops on the sites of the 
city hall and Masonic Temple.

Young W i l l s  received his 
schooling at Plymouth high and 
started working at 18 in the 
Chaffee and Hunter drug and 
grocery store in the Main street 
block of stores. At 21, he started 
working for the Pere Marquette 
railroad, then known as the D e­
troit. Lansing and Northern line. 
In 1909, he married the former 
Elizabeth Pettit of Grand Rapids. 
He spent 44 years as a fireman 
and engineer on the Pere Mar­
quette road, retiring at the age of 
63 because of failing eyesight. 
It’s a record that he is proud of 
but he is even more proud of the 
fine elm tree in K ellogg Park, 
a thriving memento of his birth­
datc 71 years ago.

Babson Park, Mass., .July 24— 
I have just been reading in a 
New York newspaper a most in­
teresting advertisement of a great 
steel company. In effect, it con­
stitutes a report of the progress 
this company has made in its 
production of steel plates for 
ships, bombs, and other war m a­
terials. This company has noth­
ing whatever to sell to the gen­
eral public, but it chooses to buy 
considerable newspaper space to 
give the people some most en­
couraging facts.

Since the “Truth In Advertis­
ing” campaign of many years ago 
which, incidentally, was inaug­
urated by members of the pro­
fession. the writing of advertise­
ments has held to high stand­
ards. Some copy is. of course, in 
the “silly class,’’’ but. generally, 
agency men have made it their 
business to avoid misleading 
statements. The public has come 
to rely upon advertisements. In 
countless instances people make 
it a practice'* to read the ads first 
and the news stories second. 
Naturally, there is some w'aste 
in advertising: but 90 percent of 
it is to the good.

Generally, the individual or 
firm which foots a bill for ad­
vertising expects his ad to "pay 
its way.” The return in m erchan­
dise sales per dollar spent for 
space is carefully watci'.ed by re­
tailers and other advertisers. In 
certain types of copy featuring 
the sale of shoes, crosses, and 
various other articles of con­
sumer goods, a merchant can d e­
termine an hour after his store 
opens for business whether or 
not the advertisement is a suc­
cess.

.‘\gcncies and newspapc'i's have 
apparently believed that the con­
sumers goods industries must 
now fall off badly. As I pointed

out recently, I cannot agree with 
this position. I feel that W ashing­
ton will find ways and means 
to supply the buying -public with 
most of its. needs. The vast m a­
chinery of manufacturing and 
distributing which makes up our 
great retail trade will be kept 
running. Both agencies a n d  
newspapers have felt the shift- 
over to war production and are 
missing the revenue from pre­
war advertising. They also have 
suffered under the Wage and 
Hour bill. But I believe if their 
em ployes w ill sufficiently co­
operate all losses can be over­
come.

The average reader accepts his 
paper gs a matter of course. 
Papers are. however, as impor­
tant to their communities as are 
municipal conveniences and ser­
vices. Probably no single item 
would be missed more from our 
daily lives than our newspaper. 
A newspaper is the greatest buy 
in the world. A ll papers, regard­
less of size, are highly educa­
tional. Unlike other great insti­
tutions of learning, however, they 
'are not endowed and must be 
self-supporting. Naturally, what 
keeps a paper going is its ad­
vertising revenue.

Sucli revenue is vastly impor­
tant not only to advertising 
agencies and to the papers, but 
to retailers, to manufacturers, 
and even to churches. All kinds 
of civic and social organizations 
rely upon free notices of their 
activities. P'or this reason. I 
would like to see all daily new s­
papers sell for five cents and 
w eeklies for ten cents. We all 
have more of a stake in the 
business of advertising a n d  
ncwwspaper publishing than we 
realize. Our papers make it pos­
sible for us to have each day 
not only our local news but in­

necessary driving. It’s really nice to walk along in the cool 
q£ the evening.

If you don’t work for your government, you are working 
against it.

ELECTRIC RANGE
In these days when "waste nothing" is a household 
rule, you can save time, effort and electricity by using 
your range efficienfly. The 5 suggestions listed below 
are not new: Perljfbp^you already follow them. If not, 
they will prove-vwtiwhile.

(1) Use LOW heat whenever possible. You can 
keep your cooking cost down by finishing most of your 
surface cooking on low heat after foods hove reached 
the steaming point.

(3) Use little water in cooking. Vegetables ore 
for more delicious and healthful when "steam-cooked" 
in only holf-o-cup of water. This conserves precious 
minerals and food values —  and you don’t waste elec­
tricity heating up a large quantity of water which is 
poured down the sink after the cooking is finished.

(4) Moke use of “stored” heat. When the cook­
ing operation is almost finished, the heat may bo 
turned completely OFF. The heat that remains in the 
unit can  be used to complete the cooking operation. 
Take advantage of this method and the extto saving 
in the use of electricity

(5) Use the thrift cooker often. If your range hos 
one, the thrift cooker is ideal for soups, stews, and for 
less tender cuts of meat. Its long, slow cooking gives 
excellent results, and its "deep well" construction and 
heavy insulation achieve economy of operation.
