Proceeds from the entire dis-
trict, comprised of Plymouth,
Northvillc and Livonia township,
will exceed $2,000 when all
funds are reported from various
chairmen, according to Sterling
Eaton, district director of the
USO campaign.

Postofiice Issues
Federal Tax Stamps

August’s issue of auto-use
stamps, covering the balance of
the fiscal year and. costing, $4.59.
are now on sale at the Plymouth
postoffice. Since the use tax first
went into effect early this year
no one has been prosecuted for
failure to purchase the Federal
stamp although in a few in-
stances revenue agents- have
warned motorists to purchase
stamps.

The Plymouth postofficc sold
nearly 5,000 of the full-year
stamps in July, returning only
$2,085 worth of the $25,000 sup-
ply. Possible penalties are a $25
fine, a 30-day jail sentence, or
both. Patriotic citizens arc re-
mindi'd that the federal tax rev-
enue is to be used' for war pro-
gram expenditures.

In fact, we don’t know many public officials who are
serving their city, their state or their nation any better or as
well as Heinie and his associates.

placeable. Your electric range must last for the dura-
tion, and to help you use it carefully and wisely, these

few suggestions are offered;

(1) Never use a stiff brush or sharp instrument to
remove spilled food from heating elements. Food spilled
on open surface units should be burned off. (Avoid
letting spilled food dry or harden on the range.)

(2) Roasting or broiling meat in the oven deposits
grease on the oven walls. When cool, wipe the inside of
the oven with a damp cloth. This should be done each

time after use.

(3) Wash outside of range with worm soapy water. On
most ranges with closed-type surface units, these may be
raised up so that the pan underneath con be removed
for cleaning.
