Consumers Power 
To Start Natural 
Gas Service

Service Men To Adjust 
Home Appliances For 
New Fuel Next Week

N atu ra l  gas will a rr ive  in 
P lym outh  M onday, A ugust 17. 
This announcem en t cam e today 
from B. G. Cam pbell, division 
m anager  of the Pontiac  division 
of Consum ers Pow er  company. •

S im ultaneously  with the arrival 
of the new fuel, a crew  of spe­
cially tra ined  service m en will 
reach  P lym outh  and b e g i n  
“changing 'over” the  gas-burn ing  
appliances of local customers.

“N atu ra l  gas will contain a p ­
prox im ate ly  1,030 heating  units 
p e r  cubic foot as com pared with 
the 530 in the present m an u fa c t­
ured  gas,” Mr. Cam pbell said. 
“This makc's it necessary th a t  all 
g a s -bu rn ing  equ ipm en t be a d ­
justed  to provide a different 
m ix tu re  of gas and air for p e r ­
fect combustion. This work will 
be done by w ell- tra ined  men, 
m any  of whom took pa rt  in the 
recen t changeover in F lin t and 
neighboring  comm unities.”

Most gas hom e appliances will 
be ad justed  at the expense of the 
company, Mr. Cam pbell said. 
Users m ay know  when na tu ra l  
gas a rr ives  a t their  homes by 
noticing the color of the  gas 
flame. M anufactured  gas burns 
w ith  a sho rt  b lue-green  flame 
w hereas  na tu ra l  gas, prior to the 
a d ju s tm en t  of the  burners, makes 
a long yellow flame. A fter  a d ­
justm ent, the  flame is a hazy 
blue.

E very  gas custom er will r e ­
ceive th rough  the m ail an in ­
struc tion  card notifying him of 
Ihe coming of n a tu ra l  gas and 
instructing  him in regard  to the 
ad ju s tm en t  of his appliances 
■pending the  a rr ival of a service 
rnan. Instructions  also a re  con­
ta ined  in an advertisem en t in this 
new spaper. A lthough the ad ju s t­
m en t  of top bu rners  on gas 
ranges  m ay  be easily m ade  by an 
inexperienced  person, following 
instructions on the card, custo­
m ers  not fam iliar  with ovens, 
w a te r  heaters  and special a p ­
pliances are requested  not to use 
those appliances, unless you are 
sure  of th e  ad justm ent, o r  until  
the  service men have completed 
the changeover at your home.

T he  "company is prepared  to 
complete the task  of changing 
over  the service to the m any 
thousands of customers with all 
speed Dossible and with continu­
ous service. It should be rem em ­
bered, however, tha t  it is im ­
possible to change to natura l gas, 
th roughou t  an en tire  city without 
some inconvenience, bu t it is 
hoped to keep it at a minimum. 
Y our  patience  and  cooperation 
will be g rea tly  appreciated. The 
cus tom ers ' in terests  and those 
of the  Gas C om pany are mutual.

School Board 
Awards Contract

T. Rheiner To Install 
New Light Fixtures

At a m eeting of the  board of 
edpeation held M onday evening 
a contract to supp ly  and install 
fluorescent lighting fixtures in 15 
selected rooms of P ly m o u th 'h ig h  
school was aw arded  to Theodore 
Rheinor, local electrical con­
tractor. on a bid of $5,520.60. 
O the r  bids w ere  subm itted  by the 
W ard  M anufac tu ring  company 
and the C orbett  Electric company 
of P lym outh .

If the  board of education is 
ab le  to obtain  p riority  rating 
sufficient to purchase the fluores­
cent tubes, the  w ork will be in­
sta lled  at once. Im proved ligh t­
ing facilities have been recom ­
m ended  by the school board for 
severa l  classrooms which part ic ­
u la r ly  requ ire  good lighting. 
F luorescent l ight fixtures will 
also be installed in the offices of 
the  principal and  superin tendent.  
W ork  on repa irs  and alterations 
in the  high school building is 
progressing satisfactorily  and it 
is expected  th e  renovations will 
be com pleted  before the  opening 
of school in Septem ber.

Officials Report 
Best" Blackout 

Test Wednesday
W ardens Report Four 
Violations In City; 
Homes Observe Test

Although four violations of 
blackout regulations were re­
ported by air raid wardens. W ed­
nesday n igh t’s 3t)-minutc test was 
declared “P lym outh 's  most suc­
cessful blackout" by local civilian 
defense officials. Floyd Eckles. 
chief a ir raid warden, stated that 
the general compliance with the 
blackout was particularly  praise­
w orthy  since the tjfhe was chang­
ed which might htive causid  con­
fusion. P lym ou th ’s residential 
sections observed a lUU percent 
blackout.

One ouUide light on a local 
factory was reported left on by 
accident but was turned  out when 
the com pany was informed by 
the sector warden. Three other 
lights rem ained on for the e n ­
tire 30-minute period in viola­
tion of the city and s ta te  b lack­
out ordinances. A closet light 
was left on unintenlionall.y at a 
local garage warehouse. A liglit 
was also left on in the second 
story of a public utility building 
and a light was found unde r the 
hood of a parked car on Penn- 
iman avenue near the Masonic 
Temple.

Clarence Shields viewed the 
city from the top of the Wall 
Wire building and reported  tha t  
Pl.ymouth was in complete d a r k ­
ness c.xccpt for a light in a d o w n ­
town building. No violations 
were reported  in P lym outh  tow n­
ship and. with the exception of 
w ar production plants, the  rural 
areas were in total darkness.

Police and air i-aid wardens re ­
ported one ■•nuisance" case. A 
group of young men were repo rt­
ed congregated at street corners 
and in Kellogg park "heckling" 
w ardens and smoking cigarettes. 
After air w'ardens admonished 
them, the young men rem a im d  
quietly  in the park  until the all- 
clear signal sounded. Police, com ­
m enting on the incident, rem ind­
ed the public that citizens are to 
conduct themselevs during  b lack­
out tests just as they would l im ­
ing a real a ir  raid. Pi'rsons ari' 
not to congregate on the streets 
but should seek shellc'i-. Local 
defense officials jo im d  those of 
W ayne county in expre.ssing the 
hope tha t  Arm v and Navy ofli-, 
cials will order blackouts for all 
war plants during  fu ture  tests.

U. S. Registers 
Plymouth Women 
For War Industry

Postal Mail Carriers 
Distribute Cards 
To All Homes In Area

Registration cards for a censu.s 
of women available for w ar work' 
have been d istr ibuted by postal 
mail carriers to 50 per cent of 
the homes in the P lym outh  area 
including the city and rura l tow n­
ship sections. All women in the 
cemimunity a ie  requested to fill 
out the voluntary  registration 
(■ar<l and return  to the U. S. Em - 
!>lovment service office in Detroit 
as soon as possible.

It is estimated tha t  during  the 
latter part  of 1942, when w ar  
production approaches its peak, 
tlu're will be a need for a p p ro x ­
imately 140,()()() industria l  cm- 
ployi's over and above the p res ­
ent labor supply. Because of this 
labor situation, it is fu r th e r  e s ­
timated that  at least 80,000 wo­
men will be needed to fill v acan ­
cies in inc’.uslrial plants by the 
end of this year. In o rder  to ob­
tain an active file of women 
available for .such employment, 
the United States Em ploym ent 
service, in conjunction with the 
W ar Production board and the 
W ar .Manpower commission, is 
d istributing registratiop cards. 
This canvass is to b>.' completed 
by next Friday, A ugust 21.

Women can and m ust be used 
I in almost every kind of work 
! found in tin? factories which are 
turning out tanks and bombers 
and o ther implem ents of war. 
.Most of them will be women with 
no pri'vious factory experience— 
women who today are housewives 
and homemakers. Lack of t ra in ­
ing or experience is no serious 
Ivarrier to obtaining w ar  work. 
Thousands of women in the De­
troit industrial area are  now be­
ing trained in schools and fac­
tories. Plans are being m ade  for 
nursery  schools and o ther  facil­
ities for the care of children o u t­
side the home so tha t  women can 
.share in the battle  of production. 
The U.S. governm ent urges ever.y 
woman over 18 years of age who 
IS able to work to fill out the 
registration card w he ther  or not 
she is now employed. Those who 
c.o not receive cards from mail 
carriers m ay obtain them  a t  the  
city hall and a representa tive  
of the U.S. Em ploym ent service 
will be at the city hall every 
W ednesd’ay m orning from 9 to 12 
o’clock to answ er questions and 
offer service.

Every Plyniouth Gas Station Owner 
Complies With Curfew Closing Order

It was one hundred  percem co-operation upon the pa rt  of every  
Plym outh  gas dea le r  when the curfew rule went into eflcct Tuesday 
n ight for the closing of all gas stations at 8 o’clock.

Not a single gas station in or about Plym outh disobeyed the order 
to close the ir  places of business at that hour. Not only did the.y close 
exactly on the hour, but all display lights at gas s ta tions were tu r n ­
ed off as well.

"We intend to do everything we can in order to keep from h av ­
ing gas rationed in this part of the eouiitry. If early closing will help, 
we are for it. even though it does cause a loss of business," stated 
one dealer.

O thers expressed the same atlitiKh . If every <lealer in W ayne, 
Monroe, Otikiand and MacomI) counties co-operates with the same 
spirit  as manifested in and about Plymouth, there  will be no question 
as to the success of the plan.

A month ago. the local salvage 
committee started  a campaign to 
inform the public of tlu- need 
for saving tin cans and d is tr ib u t­
ed 5,CH)0 ciiTulai's to ever^' hotm 
in Plymouth, The city collection 
trucks will now visit i‘\ 'ery home 
in the city August 29 to pick up 
scrap tin saved during  the past 
month. Householders are asked to 
place containers for flatleni'd tin 
cans near the curb for pick up 
and to keep tin cans separate  
from other rubbish  collections.

For the benefit of those who 
have not started  to save tin cans 
but wish to help in the salvage 
drive, the  following suggestions 
are offered bv the W ar' PriKluc- 
tion board: Cans arc to bo open­
ed completely, remove both tiie 
top and bottom: wash thoroughly 
as foreign m ateria l pollutes the 
de tinn ing  agent: rem iwc p a p ir  
labels from cans; flatten cans bv 
stepping on them but don’t h a m ­
m er them  together: food cans 
and tobacco containers are  excel­
lent for salv'agc but don ’t con­
tribute  paint, oil, varnish or con­
ical top beer cans.

Tin cans are  really  steel w ith  
a coating of tin. Not only the tin 
is reclaimed from the cans but 
also steel vitally needed for w ar 
production. S ta rt  your collection 
at home today.

.submitted to the voters for final 
approval.

Life In France

Letter Mailed To 
Mrs. Orndorif By 
Cousin Early In May

Mrs. Eugene Orndorff received 
a le tte r  early  this week from 
Mrs. A drienne  P e ry ronm et of 
,Saint-.Stienne, France. Mrs. P e r ­
yronmet, .a cousin of Mrs. O rn ­
dorff, wrote the  le tte r  the first of 
May and it had been censored 
twice bi forc its delivery  here.

In the le t te r  Mrs. .P e ry ronm et 
tells of one of her sons who is 
a French arm y prisoner in G e r ­
many. She sa^’S they find life very 
dull. The son hr^ been a G erm an  
prisoner for 18 months.

“Hero your life is difficult,” 
she wrote. “We are  rationed and 
have very  little rations. We are  
allowed not quite  a half pound 
of moat a week; onc-half pound 
of bu tte r  and a tenth of a pound 
of oil ('aeh month. As for pork,
w(- have not .seen any since------.
We do not see any ham or choc- 
late, Clothes and .shoes are also 
I'ationed. We do not buy wool e x ­
cept for baby garm ents. During 
(he sum m er we can walk barc-  
ffiolcci but now it is ton cold. We 
can buy shoes occasionally but 
they are  rare. But to be so far 
from fine anotlier is the true  
trouble. If mv two boys were 
borne all would- be well.

“Many things arc  wanting. 
Doiii.se is w orking and comes 
hack home each day. France is 
occupied and we cannot pass 
u illiout a permit. Hope you arc 
all well and I look fo rw ard  to 
liearing from you soon.”

It is the general opinion 
throughout the en tire  trade re p ­
resented at the Chicago m art  that 
clothing will be rationed before 
the end of the  year  and possibly 
before Christmas. It is not the 
intention of this forecast, he says, 
to create any unnocr.s.sary “ ru n ” 
on limited m erchandise stocks, 
but to warn the public and p re ­
pare  tiie buyers for conditions, 
which they m ust expect.

W ithin a few weeks, 
it will be chiefly gas from the 
Tc'xas Panhand le . A pipeline 
from  the Southwest, now under 

'construc tion , soon will be joined 
w ith  a pipeline from the north, 
and th e reaf te r  the  ratio will be 
approx im ate ly  70 per cent of 
Texas gas to 30 percent of M ich­
igan gas,

Wayne, N orthville  and F a rm ­
ington and environs of ail cities 
also will be •'changed over’’ to 
n a tu ra l  gas nex t week. L a te r  on 
the schedule are Clarkston, O x ­

ford. Orion, Pontiac, R oches te r , : 
B irmingham, Centerline, East 
Detroit.' Roseville, Utica, Mt. 
Clemens, Royal Oak, Ferndale, 
Hazel Park , St. Clair Shores and 
o ther communities in the  Oak- 
land-M acom b-W ayne area. To­
w ard the  end of the year.

Rates for na tu ra l  gas involve 
a saving of about 20 to 21 per 
cent for the average customer, 
but Mr. Campbell points out 
tha t  some customers m ay save 
m ore and others  less than this 
amount, the saving depending 
to some exten t on the am ount 
of gas used.

WASHINGTON’. D. C., Aug. 10.—Henry Morgenthau, Jr., 
Secretary of the Treasury, today announced the August War 
Bond Quotas for the 3.070 counties in the nation totalling 
$815.r.00.000.

The August quota for the State of Michigan is $36,750,000.
In arriving at the county quotas for August the Treasury 

Department took into consideration major factors affecting 
incomes which in turn cause significant variations in sales 
during the twelve-month period.

Hereafter actual Bond sales in the various states will be 
compared with quotas on a cumulative basis. The amount 
by which sales fall short of or exceed quotas in any month 
will be added to or subtracted from quotas for future months.

May Reduce Limit 
On Trout Catches

The question of cutting the 
creel limit on trout from 15 to 10 
is being raised by the conserva­
tion departm ent’s institute for 
fisheries research since intensive 
checking at tlie Hunt Creek ■■field 
laboratory” disclosed that less 
than five per cent of the anglers 
on censused waters catch more 
than 10 legal-sized trout.

Since the present limit is so 
seldom attained, the lower creel 
limit would have considerable 
psychological value, fisheries men 
point out. They also ask if it 
might not be more equitable to 
share the five extra fish now 
taken occasionally by the expert 
or lucky angler among the con­
stantly-increasing members of 
the angling fraternitv.

The fisheries research men say 
M limit of 10 trout also would 
be in keeping with regulations 
of several other progressive states 
in which trout fishing is an im ­
portant feature.

After 15 months at the a:r 
force headquarters in Melbourne 
and an officer training course, 
young Edney was commissiumd  
on July 12, 1941 and promoted lo 
flying officer jn January, 1942. 
The ship on which he came to 
the United States left Honolulu 
a few days before the Pearl Har­
bor attack. The landing of tlu' 
Australian troops in Hawaii 
marked the second occasion of a 
landing of Imperial forces on 
American soil and also for A us­
tralian troop travel on a U.S. 
ship.

The young Australian officer 
brouglit a m essage of significanc’ 
to Americans in his story of 
drastic rationing in Australia. 
Clothing rations have been in 
effect there since May, 1942. Tlu 
unit-system  permits the purchase 
of only one jacket, three pair.- 
of socks, one tic, one shirt, three 
handkerchiefs, pair of trousers, 
pair of shoes, an overcoat and 
a hat during a year. Australian 
women can purchase only lisle 
or rayon hose. Sugar, tea and cof­
fee arc the only articles of food 
rationed at present. The tire an .1 
gasoline situation is more drastic 
than in the United States. A l­
though there are few er auto­
mobiles in use in Australia, the 
officer reports, civilian use of 
gasoline and automobiles are 
strictly prohibited. Blackouts ar, 
a frequent occurrence and n" 
young men between the ages oi 
18 and 30 arc seen in civilian 
dre.ss on the streets of Australian 
cities. Australia, with a popula­
tion of 7,000,000. has the higlies'i 
number of men according to its 
population in the armed forces 
of any country in the war, young 
Edney claims.

portation, sponsors point out.
In grandmother’s time, sweet 

corn was dried in the kitchen 
range. Modern stoves with reg­
ulators make the process simpler. 
Oven doors are left open to pro­
mote air circulation. Some house­
w ives aim an electric fan at the 
oven door to hasten drying at 
fairly low temperatures.

Miss H ershey’s recipe for dried 
corn, in brief, suggests taking 
any good table corn, husking and 
removing any blem ishes or dark­
ened kernels. The corn is pre­
cooked, on the cob, in boiling 
water for 8 to 12 minutes. Steam ­
ing is even better than cooking 
in water, and this process re­
quires about lO minutes.

Then the corn is drained and 
cooled and cut off the cobs. The 
cut corn should be spread from a 
half to three-quarters of an inch 
deep on a tray. Temperatures for 
drying should range between 125 
and 160 degrees. Too rapid dry­
ing hardens the outside of the 
kernels while the centers remain 
too moist. Oven drying may re- 

j quire five to six hours or longer. 
Even after that the corn should 

j be dried further in the open, 
I covered with cheesecloth to keep  
out insects. Storing for winter use 

l ean be in glass jars, coffee cans 
■ or stone crocks. A strip of muslin 
dipped in hot parrafin helps seal 

! the tops of cans or crocks.

Fire Call Rales 
May Be Raised

City Manager Asks 
For Advance

Ciiangcs in fire call s.erviccs for 
neighboring townships were rec­
ommended in a report submitted 
to the city commission Monday 
night by City Manager C. H. EI- 
lio it .  The recommendations, bas­
ed on a study of the last two 
vear.s’ fire reports, provide for 
an increase in fees to the town­
ship for fire services and restric- 
t.'oii of the fire area to include 
only Plymouth township and 
part of Canton township if the 
town.ship boards wish to make 
fo r m a l  agreements with the city 
of Plymouth for the service.

;\t the present time, the city 
eiiaiges a fee of $50 for the first 
hour of a fire call and $25 for 
each additional hour. The city 
manager’s recommendation pro­
vides for fees of $100 for the first 
h.our and $50 for each additional 
lioiir. The increa.se is proposed to 
meet the city’s expense for 
equipment and labor necessary 
lor fire culls in outlying tow n- 
sin ps. .According to the citv rnan- 
ag. r. the city pays each fireman 
•S2 an hour and the total labor 
eo.-t of a single call for the 15- 
niari department is $30. It is esti­
mated also that $ 1,000 a year is 
nri drd  to build up an equipment 
I'l'lilacement fund.

It was reported to the city com- 
m i.ss ion  that tifc' city tire depart­
ment answered 23 calls within 
the city and 23 calls in Plymouth. 
ld\'onia. Canton and Nankin 
townships during 1941. There 
wore no total loss fires within the 
city and sevim total lo.sses in the: 
townships. The total fire lo.ss in  ̂
the city last year was $3,695 
which included $2,500 damages to' 
a truck, and the fire loss in the' 
townships totaled $25,975. The 
city commissioners will study the 
fire report and take action on the 
recommendations at the next 
regular meeting. i

Crop Conditions 
Best In Years

Ten Year Average 
Being Broken i

The condition of all impbrlant | 
field crops on August 1, a's re­
ported by growers to the M ich -' 
igan Co-operative Crop Report­
ing Service, was above their ten- I  
year averages for that date. E x­
cept for flaxseed, the outlook for 
crops was better than a month , 
or a year ago. The composite con- ' 
dition of 11  principal field crops 
was 89 percent of normal or 10 
points above a year ago and 16 
points above the 10-year average.

Frequent rains interfered with 
hay and grain harvesting and the 
heavy showers resulted in con­
siderable lodging of oats. The 
generally favorable growing 
weather greatly helped most late 
crops overcome the handicaps of 
late planting and other damage 
due to the heavy rains in late 
May and June.

The yield of winter wheat is 
estim ated at 23.0 bushels per acre, 
or 1.0 bushel above last year 
and 2.2 bushels above the 10- 
year average. Some low yields 
were reported in the southern tier 
of counties due to damage by 
Hessian fly and some local dam ­
age from chinch bugs. The State  
average yield for rye is placed 
at 15.0 bushels per acre. This is
1.5 bushels above last year and 
2.8 abcfve the 1931-40 average. 
The August 1 condition of the oat 
crop was the highest ever report­
ed for that date. 5’he rainfall dur­
ing most ^  the growing season 
has been more than sufficient e x ­
cept in a few  scattered localities 
and no extrem ely high tem per-

, atures were reported during fill­
ing. The yield is estimated at 41 
bushels per acre, or 10 bushels 
above the 10-year average but
4.5 bushels below the record- 
breaking crop of 1940. The indi­
cated barley yield of 33 bushels

' per acre is 1.5 bushels above the 
10-year average.

By August 1 the corn crop had 
largely overcome the handicap 
of late planting and w et weather 
at that time. The prospects were 
for a yield of 39 bushels per acre, 
seven bushels above the 10-year 
average or last year’s yield.

Rabbi ,M. N. Eisendrath of 
Toronto was guest speaker at 
the w eekly meeting of the P lym ­
outh Kiwanis club last week 
Tuesday.

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NOT A NEEDED WAR MEASURE
Sometimes it is necessary to turn to “trade journals” for 

some information as to what is going on in our nation’s cap­
ital that is intended to affect business as well as the life of 
every person in this country. No one has ever read much 
about the proposal to do away with all trademarks and labels 
or what it really means to the average person.

The following editorial recently published in The Ed­
itor and Publisher, is well worth your time to read, providing 
you are interested in keeping the American way of life:

We haven’t heard mucn iti the past few  weeks about the pro­
ject to abolish trade marks on labels and in advertising and to 
substitute for them a universal “Victory'' label—and we hope we 
w on’t hear any more. It seem s to have started with a hint from 
Donald M. N clson ^ n o  more than a hint—when the manufacture 
of non-electric cooking and heating apparatus was ordered stop­
ped, as of July 31, by the War Production Board. Mr. Nelson made 
it clear then that no final decision had been reached—that was 
about the middle of May— but some folks who look upon advertis­
ing as uneconomic whooped up the idea as a necessary war m eas­
ure.

It is, of course, nothing of the sort.
Certainly wc are going to get through the war and to winning 

it eventually without any now automobiles, refrigerators, cooking 
ranges, oil burners, and a lot of other gadgets that we like to have 
around the house. Those who have them will make the present 
equipm ent do until it falls apart should the war last that long; 
those who haven’t them, but want them,, w ill have to wait until 
our machinery sw ings away from guns and tanks back to consum ­
er production. These folks, in both classes, can provide for future 
needs by investing now in contracts for future delivery, as out­
lined in Editor &i Publisher by James L. Wick, purchasing War 
Stamps and War Bonds with their current income and being as­
sured of their desired merchandise as soon as it becomes available 
after the war ends. There have been several plans brought for­
ward, notably by the New York Journal of Commerce last Jan- 
uay, and the New York Advertising Club about two months ago, 
w ith the same end in view. We have heard of several others of 
generally sim ilar scope, some of which arc said to have the un­
official blessing of the treasury department, but none of them, so 
far as we can learn, has yet been put into operation. Why not?

Not knowing the answer, we suggest that it is probably due 
to the pre-occupation of W ashington with immediate strategical 
and construction problems, plus the fact that the country has both 
an im m ediate suJfficicncy of materials that have been restricted 
and not enough income on hand to risk future contracts. The 
bogey of inflation is real enough to cause concern, but so far the 
flow of war-created income has been into relatively few  channels, 
and the majority of people—employer and em ploye alike—have- 
less, and not more, money to spend today than they had a year 
ago July. That trend may change as the money paid into war in­
dustries trickles into trade channels, but. in our humble judg­
ment, it has so far benefited retail trade to an infinitesimal degree.

K nocking-out of trade reputations that have been decades in 
the building will not contribute any hor.so-powcr to the war effort; 
it  will, on the other hand, immensel.y retard the recovery of busi­
ness after the war. And unless we ace prudent and foresighted, 
the-im m ediate post-w ar period may be harder for our structure 
to bear than the strains of war. It should not be, to be'sure, but it 
w ill be if the foundations of our pi-ace-time economy are shot 
from under us by crack-brained doctrinaire thinking now. N o­
body with any sense expects the w orld-after-the-w ar to look, 
act, or feel like the world we know in 1939.. but we do e.xpect it 
to have roughly recognizable foundations upon which wc can 
make a new- start.

If our m ilitary victory is to be achieved at the cost of de­
stroying our civil liberties and our commercial institutions, it will 
be costly beyond anything in human history. The Huns were 
beaten at Chalons in the fifth century and Europe moved slow ly  
toward civilization. The Thirty Years’ War dragged itself to an in­
conclusive end in slaughter and plague that crippled Europe for 
more than a century, but after Napoleon’s dow nfall (following 20 
years of almost continuous war) Europe went forwara in peace 
and with a growing appreciation of democratic ideas for a cen­
tury. Unless we arc willing that this war should end in exhaus­
tion as did the fanatical .struggles of the seventeenth century, 
we iruist ke,pp our eyes not o*nly on victory in the field but on our 
ability to move forward after the guns are silenced.

(Never permit left-over cfdiee t<» >L'iid in 
the eoffee maker.) Clean and rin-e filter i lolh thor­
oughly after using. Keep filter cloth in cold water 
between usings.

YOUR FOOD MIXER—Alwav'.s remove heaters or 
attachments imniediately after using, \\ash with warm 
water, rinse and. dry. Clean hody ol mixer with soap 
and water, being careful not to get water into tlie 
motor. Follow manufacturer's directions as to oiling, 
operation, etc.

■ YOUR WAFFLE IROX-Wii»e off grids with a d r y  
c lo th  after use. Lsc a stiff brush to remove any parti­
cles that stick.
