Issues Report of
Year's Activities

Summary Presents
Outline of Defense
Units, Personnel

A report of the first year’s ac-
tivities of Plymouth's civilian de-
fense organization wa# submitted
to Coordinator C. H. Elliott this
week by Arno Thompson of the
locM defense council.

“On September 22, 1941, the
Mayor called an organizational
meeting and confirmed the ap-
pointment of a civilian defense
council for the city of Plymouth.
Plymouth was one of the first
communities in the state to set
up a defense organization and
council. At its second meeting,
preparations were started for the
general registration of civilian
volunteers for community service
and during November and Dec-

ember a total of 1200 citizens
were registered for specialized
duties. A classified file was set

u-p and the registrants w'ere div-
ided into 110 classifications. With
the Coordinator and the council
working in close relationship
with county and state councils,
and with the Mayor as liaison of-
ficer. the. planning .stages of a
protective defense force were un-
derway by the close of 1941, re-
views Mr. Thompson.

“Training for air raid wardens,
the auxiliary police and auxiliary
firemen was started early in 1942
and other protective services
were organized for road repair
and public utility repair by
March, 1942. The medical divis-
ion of the defense corps establish-
ed, first aid stations which were
fully equipped with supplies, in-
struments and medicines through
the generosity of the Red Cross
chapter in Plymouth, and physi-
cians and nurses were assigned
to medical units. Red Cross activ-
ities were in full operation for
war service before the defense
council was authorized. The local
chapter has cooperated with the
defense council and volunteer
registration committee, taking
on many additional duties re-
quired by civilian defense.

“The Red Cross 'offered classes
in  knitting, sewing, bandage
rolling -and first aid. Following
these primary courses the chap-
ter framed plans for the second-
ary program of civilian defense
to provide for the shelter, feed-
ing and emergency treatment of
the civilian population in case of
disaster. In cooperation with the
school authorities and medical
service unit, the Red Cross

“Early in 1942, the defense
council recognized the necessity

of an overall salvage program arid
a local salvage committee wa.s
appointed to supervise the col-
lection of scrap metals, rubber,
paper, rag.s. grease and glass.
This committee has perfected an
organization with area and block
captains to cover the entire ter-
ritory.

There is no appeal on a class-
ification determined on the basis
of physical condition, it is ex-
plained.

Any deferment
granted merely affects the order
of a registrant’s induction.

D. U. R. Inlerurban Line on Main St.

Another of Plymouth’s historic relics of former days is to be re-
moved. The city commission viAed Tuesday niglit to remove the rails
of the old D.U.R. interurban I5ae from Main street between Fralick
and Mill streets.

It is estimated that the 2400 feet of double tracks from the old
street-car line will yield 72 tons of rail. The city will .sell the salvage
material through an agency of the War Production Board to aid in
the war effort.

The tracks were originally laid by the Detroit, f’lymouih and
Northville line in 1898 and the enterprise was later consolidated as a
part of the Detroit United Railways. Manv of Plymouth's old-timers
served on the interurban which operated between Wayne and North-
ville. The line became inoperative nearly 30 years ago.

REPLACEMENTS can be macleeI

If you need a new part for any domestic appliance, and if that part
contains copper, brass, bronze, rubber or any other critical material,
duuices are that the old part will have to be turned in before a new
part can be issued.

A nuisance? Yes, but a necessary one. The supply of critical
materials is insufficient to meet all war and all civilian purposes. In
order to make sure ~*hat the supply available for civilian use is stretched
as far as possible, the manufacturers of many appliances, working in
cooperation with the Government, now issue a replacement part only
if the old part is turned in.

The purpose is two-fold: To make siirc that the new part is actually
xised for replacement, and to assure the recovery of critical materials
contained in the old part.

This rule applies not to a few items but actually to thousands of
items. Even parts which contain a comparatively small percentage of
copper, brass, bronze or rubber are included.

O So if something breaks or wears out in your range, refrigerator or
water heater or other appliance, you may save yourself disappoint-
ment ifyou keep the old part handy, ready to be turned in if necessary.

TREATMENT

To HELP YOUR 'WASHER stand up under the big load
it faces for the duration, keep in mind tlicsc few

simple rules:

(1) Drain washer and rinse tub tliorougbly after each
washing. Remove agitator or suction cuj)s and rinse.

(2) Wipe dry with a soft cloth to remove any soap
curd or lint that may remain. If your washer has a
spinner dryer, this too should he cleaned, rinsed and

iped dry.

(3) Don't try to force thick, bulky articles through
your wringer—and vsitecially don't run tlirough belt
buckles or other hard objects that might cut the rolls.
They arc rubber, and precious!

(1) Release tlie"*Bssurc on wringer wlicn not in use.
Tliis saves the spring and the rubber, and prevents the
rolls from becoming flat on one side.

(3) Don't overload your uasher. Cramming in too big
a wasli siinply' puts a strain on tlic motor, and results

in a less satisfactory job.

(6) When you finish washing, dry the wringer thor-
oughly, also dry the connecting cord and wind it up
carefully. Leave cover off washer to prevent it from
becoming musty.
