Maybe automobile drivers in
the rest of the country are not
complying with suggestions to
cut down on the use of gas and
tires, but auto drivers in Plym-
outh and vicinity are complying
most religiously with the sugges-
tion.

It is true that a few of the
youngsters about town are skid-
ding around corners and "'burn-
ing ’em up” on the highways but
these are rare exceptions.

All motorists in the non-rat-
ioned areas of the country were
asked by Price Administrator
Henderson to observe the same
rules in using their cars that are
enforced in the rationed Eastern
area, as a means of conserving
rubber tires until a national gas-
oline rationing plan can be put
into effect. That request is being
complied with generally in
Plymouth. He said it will be sev-
eral weeks before coupon ration
books can be printed to carry out

the nation-wide gas rationing
recommended by the Baruch
rubber committee. Unless the

nation’s 27,000,000 motorists cut
their driving "to the bone,” Mr.
Henderson said, “we’re likely to
coast right into Hitler’s lap.”

The White House issued a
chart prepared by the Society of
Automotive Engineers showing
that the normal life of a tire is
doubled when the aevrage driv-
ing speed is reduced from 40 to
20 miles an hour, or from 50 to
30 miles an hour. 'The President
said he thought the chart should
be brought to the attention of
the country as a persuasive argu-
ment for slow driving.

The Baruch rubber committee
recommended that motorists be
curtailed to a general average of
5,000 miles a year. The commit-
tee also recommended a national
speed limit of 35 miles an hour
and compulsory periodic tire in-
spection.

Jap Beetles
On Decline Here

Poison Program
Proves Effective
In This Section

A reduction of almost 50 per
cent in the number of Japane.se
beetles trapped in southeastern
Michigan this past summer is re-
ported by C. A. Boyer. Director of
the orchards and nursery division
of the state department of agri-
culture.

The program, which was car-
ried on in Wayne, Oakland, Gen-
esee and St. Clair counties, re-
sulted in catching 123 beetles, or
111 loss than were trapped in the
1941 season. Predominance of the
beetles was greatesj in the Flint
region, where 80 were caught.
Next was Detroit with 32. while
the range in the communities of
Birmingham, Melvindale. River
Rouge. Dearborn and Lincoln
Park, was from one to five each.

The soil in the areas where
Phe beetles were - trapped has
been treated wit harsenate of
lead at the rate of 500 pounds to
the acre. The poison, supplied by
the municipalities, provides an
effective safeqguard against the
beetle grubs for a perod of eight
or nine years.

The nursery division set out
more than 7,000 traps. Boyer
said that the record for the
season was Vverw encouraging
and indicated success in retard-
ing the progress- of the beetle,
which is destructive of practi-
cally all forms of plant life.

Color Change of Egg Yolks

Egg yolks with richer shades of
yellow are due lo increasing the
amount of yellow com and green
feed eaten by the chickens. Too
much green feed tends to give the
yolk a brown or green “ofl tint.”

The “Buy a Tank” drive
pamphlets were delivered to
some 27 key community distribu-
tors in Wayne county, whose job
was to allocate them to Troops in
their communities. Each Troop
then makes a house-to-iiouse dis-
tribution in their own Troop
Service Territory.

Would Increase
Size of Park

First Steps Taken
In Development

Legal steps in the acquisitipn
of the nine-hundred-acre tract
for the proposed Belleville Lake
Park in western Wayne County
near Belleville and Ypsilanti have
been taken by the Huron-Clinton
Metropolitan Authority with the
filing of condemnation proceed-
ings in Wayne County Circuit
Court, according to H. B. Ear-j
hart, Chairman of the Authority,
who said the case probablv would
come before a jury in about six,
weeks.

The proposed park, which will;
be the first of several along the
Huron and Clinton Rivers, will
extend from the north shore of
the Lake to the newly completed
Chase road and from Rawson-
ville road on the west to a point
six hundred feet cast of Hag-
gerty road, a distance of approxi-
mately five miles with over
eleven miles of lake shoreline.
The eastt'rn entrance of the Park
will be twenty-two miles from
the eitv hall in downtown Dc-

The new Expre.ssway, now
under eonstructinn by the State
Highway Department, will extend
from Michigan Avenue at Wyom-
ing and MoGraw and connect with
the e.istern end of Chase road,
providing a safe, non-slop, limiu'd
access highway directly into the
park from the centem of popula-
tifjii in the metropolitan district.
In addition, the proposed park
will be easily accessible by way
of Kcfirse road, Michigan Ave-
nue Superhighway. M-56, and
various other roads in the dis-
trict.

"No doubt the members of the
hoard of commissioners of the
Authority will take due cog-

Declares Flowers
As Important
As Vegetables

Victory Gardens for food are
important in the civilian war ef-
fort, but flower gardens for pub-
lic health and morale have an
important place as well and the
National Victory Garden Com-
mittee has strongly urged that
flow’er gardens be continued.

In line with this policy, the di-
rector of Victory Gardens for the
Michigan Council of Defense, has
compiled information for storage
of summer bulbs and tubers, that
there may be as little difficulty
as possible for flower growers!

next season. Storage of bulbs and |

tubers, such as dahlias, canna and
.gladiolus, which must be lifted
from the ground, is a problem
for gardeners whose homc.s hav('
healed basements.

An unheated cellar with a dirt
floor, which will keep apples and
potatoes in good condition during
the winter, will serve for bulbs
and tubers as well. Lack of hu-
midity. excessive temperature' and
lack of air must be guarded
against in winter storage. A tem-
pc'raturc of 50 degrees is ideal.

It is possible, however, to store
bulbs and tubers in a heated
basement, he points out. if tht'y
are protected by a covering of
earth or peal mos.s. which should
he moistened occasionally.

Dahlia tubers may be placed in
bushel baskets or boxes filled
with peat moss and stored in the
cool ('St corner of the basement. If
a little water is sprinkled on th('
m(5ss once a week they should
come through the winter very
well. Canna tubers do well under
the same treatment.

Gladiolus bulbs are even easier

to keep in good condition. Th<
principal causes of trouble with
them are extreme humidity and

poor v(>ntilation. They sliould not
be piled into a basket or box nor
enclosc'd in airtight l)ags. Glad-
iolus bulbs should b(" cle.an and
the tops pulled off for storagi'.
but thi' husks should not k' ih'-
moved. If il is desired that var-
ieties be kept separate they may
b(" placed in kraft paper bags and
stored with the mouths of th.:
bags left open to the air. wiili-
out piling up. Bulblcts adhering
to the bulbs should not be sep
arated until lime to plant in the
.spring.
