Scientists Send 
Clothing From Here

Mrs. K atherine  Hughes, C ha ir­
man of the Christian  Science 
W ar Relief Comm ittee of First 
Church of C hrist  Scientist of 
P lym outh reports that  a shipm ent 
of clothing, bedding, and other 
articles, nearly  all of *them hand 
made from now materials, was 
forw arded recently  to the general 
headquarte rs  in Boston. Mass., 
whence the articles will be sent 
overseas for the relief of war su f ­
ferers abroad. Two hundred  cases 
were shipped from Boston during  
the past week.

Besides the need for civilian 
clothing, kn itted  garm ents for the 
men in the  services of the United 
Stats are being supplied. The Bos­
ton office received a request r e ­
cently for 4.000 pairs of socks. 
1.500 .sweaters, 1.500 helm ets and 
as m any gloves as could be sup ­
plied. One of the  most useful a r ­
ticles in knitted  w ear is a pair of 
m ittens with a trigger finger 
knitted  onto one of them.

The mo.st needed clothing in 
G reat  B rita in  includes wool 
sweaters, undervests, underpants, 
overcoats, pajam as, socks, s tock­
ings and boys' shorts, for ages 
from six to sixteen. The need is 
g rea ter  for boys than  for girls.

Mrs. Hughes states th a t  the 
work of the local committee has 
continued all summ er, and now 
that vacations are over, an effort 
will be made to increase the n u m ­
ber of kn itted  articles, as well as 
the  items of clothing so urgently  
needed in devastated  districts of 
England and Scotland.

One of the  f irst shipm ents to 
a country  o ther  than  to England 
was onne of 40 cases of warm  
clothing sent to Russia. Men and 
women who fled from Singapore 
to South Africa w ere  supplied 
with needed clothing by the 
Christian Science W ar Relief 
Com m ittee of Sou thern  Rhodesia.

Quietly and w ithout ostenta­
tion of any kind, the beautiful 
Villa St. Felix, motherhouse of 
the Feiician Sisters, located on 
& hoolcraft road. Just east of 
Plym outh, is being m ade ready 
for hospital services in  case w ar 
brings about tha t necessity.

Not only are the Sisters being 
trained for special w ar services 
in case the big institution should 
be converted into w ar hospital 
use, bu t they have been taking 
courses in  first aid training, as 
air raid w ardens and for other 
special w ar activities.

Rev. M other M. Tarcillia, head 
of this province, which includes 
the states of Michigan, Ohio and 
Indiana, and F ather A. J. Kop- 
rowski, who is assigned to this 
great educational institution, say 
that if and when the em ergency 
comes, St. Felix will be ready.

All building activities which 
had been planned two or three 
years ago a t Villa St. Felix have 
been abandoned, and chief activ­
ities are now confined to war 
work.

Some m onths ago a Polish 
refugee who had 'escaped from 
Poland, spent several m onths at 
the institution. All of the horrors 
reported by new spapers as being 
inflicted upon the people of that 
country by Hitler, were confirm­
ed by this interesting visitor. 
She declared that the y^orld will 
never know how bru tal are the 
conquerors of Poland.

The Feiician Sisters of the O r­
der of St. Francis, the largest con­
gregation of the Franciscan Sis­
ters in the United States, began 
their labors in this country in 18- 
74.

The congregation of the Fei­
ician Sisters was established at 
Warsaw, Poland, in the year 18- 
55. The com m unity of the Third 
Order of St. Francis of Assisi, 
which Popes Pius IX and Leo 
X III have approved under the 
name of the Feiician Sisters, is 
so called from its patron saint, 
St. Felix of Cantalice, the first 
canonized sain t of the Capuchin 
order.

The community was founded 
by M other M ary Angela Trusz- 
kowska of Kalisz, Poland. Her 
parents. J o ^ h  and Josephine 
Truszkowski, brought up the ir 
child w ith the greatest care and 
gave her a liberal education. In 
a famous boarding school in W ar­
saw, the fu tu re  foundress devel­
oped m any adm irable tra its  of 
mind and heart, which a fte r com ­
pleting her studies, she d isplay­
ed as an auxiliary m em ber of the 
Society of St. Vincent de Paul | 
and la ter in various functions a s ' 
S ister M ary Angela, the  first su- | 
perior of the new com m unity of | 
Feiician Sisters.

Led by deep affection toward 
the poor and abandoned children, 
Sophia Truszkowska ren ted  two 
rooms w here the neglected chil­
dren  w ere gathered, and taught 
under her care. The people began 
to be interested in her pious 
work, and soon generous offer­
ings poured in which enabled her 
to ren t a larger building for the 
accommodation of the ever in ­
creasing num ber of children. 
W ith other pious noble women 
who now  joined her, she a t­
tracted the attention of the  Ca­
puchin Fathers of W arsaw, es­
pecially the saintly Bishop F ran ­
cis Benjam in Szymanski, who 
apiwinted the Rev. H onorat Ko- 
zminski, sp iritual d irector of the 
new ly established institution. He 
drew  a set of rules to govern 
the life of the  young women and 
invested them  w ith  th e  holy 
habit of SL Francis of Assisi. 
From among them  Sophia ’Trusz- 
kowska, now Sister M ary A ng­
ela, was appointed first superior. 
M aterial help was e x t e n d i  the 
n e w l y  f o r m e d  community 
through th e  generosity of a group 
of Polish counts and nobles. The 
num ber of m em bers gradually 
increased and the aim  for which 
the com m unity w as founded, 
namely, to render service to hu ­
m anity through th e  acts of char­
ity, and to educate the young 
was faithfully  carried on.

In 1874, the Rev. Joseph Dom-

browski, a Polish pioneer priest 
in  the United States found the 
early Poles here in d ire need of 
both spiritual and educational 
help. To m eet the situation^ he 
solicited the aid of the superior 
general, then M other Mary Mag­
dalen, who gladly sent five Sis­
ters to America in October, 1874. 
They arrived at Polonia, Wiscon­
sin, where Father Dombrowski 
was pastor. This was the first 
mission of the Feiician Sisters 
in the United States. The com­
m unity grew and spread so 
rapi(Ry that today it is the larg­
est “Polish com munity in the 
United States. There are sjx 
provinces in the United States 
w ith M otherhouses in Plymouth, 
Buffalo, Chicago. Loci, N.J.. Cor- 
aopolis, Pa., and Enfield, Conn. 
There are 3250 Sisters in the 
U nited S tates who conduct 203 
elem entary schools, with 95,006 
pupils; 24 high schools, 13 public 
schools, seven homes for chil­
dren, 45 pre-schools, three nu r­
series, one home for the aged, 
two homes for working girls, one 
school for colored children, two 
Jun ior colleges, one Normal 
school for teachers. Saturday 
schools in religion—95, vacation 
school, 51 and six. evening .schools 
for adults. In addition, there are 
three provinces in Poland, in 
Cracow, Lemberg and Warsaw 
with 800 Sisters.

The present superior general is 
M other Mary Pia of Chicago, 
w ith headquarters in Cracow. 
Poland.

Babson Park , Mass., Sept. 25. 
An interest rate is a money fee 
paid by those who have less than 
they  need of money, to those who 
have more than they can use. The ■ 
ra te  at which money will be lent 
during  the coming inflation will 
depend upon the relative status 
of two elements: (I) the eager­
ness of those who have insuffi­
cient money "to have or do things 
Which require  money: (2) The 
eagerness of those who .have  
am ple funds to loan money for 
an interest revenue.

Inflation means th a t  there  is 
plenty of money of a kind. In 
some cases, inflation takes on the 
characteristic  of an apparen t  shor- ' 
tage of purchasing power. In G e r ­
many in the 20’s since the huge 
increase in the  -supply of money 
was placed to  the benefit of a 
small clique, the  rest of the  n a ­
tion suffered a severe shortage 
of money. Prices would go up 
faster than  this flood of money 
would reach the public and most

businessmen. This advance was 
caused both by a decreasing de­
sire to hold onto money and by 
an increasing demand for ta n ­
gible goods.

If inflation should take  the 
shape of a huge expansion of 
currency, or a sudden increase in 
the use of currency, there  m ight 
be g rea ter  assurance tha t  in te r ­
est rates  would go up during  in­
flation. In this country, however, 
inflation is taking the form of 
slow bank deposit inflation. So 
m any people use checks to spend 
their  bank deposits tha t  we are 
not immediately th rea tennd  with 
radical currency inflation.

Inasm uch as the  governm ent 
now controls the Federal R e­
serve Board, the  in terest rates 
which are  accompanying the 
present slow inflation are  a m a t­
ter  of governm ent policy. One 
m ust not forget tha t  ever since 
the banking system -w-as invented, 
the  supply of m onetary  funds, 
w hether  as credit or currency.

Today most of the money lies 
in the  coffers of the  banks and 
big corporations. The w il l in g ­
ness with which they have been 
lending money to the governm ent 
is because they want to hang onto 
the privilege of lending. They es­
pecially fear competition from 
the governm ent which has show'n 
it’s readiness to assure a large 
supply of lendable funds if banks 
are  not willing to do so.

Recent s ta tem ents em anating 
from governm ent quarte rs  ind i­
cate that the Com ptroller of the 
Currency, when exam ining banks, 
will tend to consider the govern­
m ent bond portfolio of such banks 
as a non-risk  clem ent in the 
bank’s earning assets. On this 
basis, banks may be perm itted  to 
continue the purchase of govern­
ment bonds regardless of their 
financial s tatem ent. Consequeiit- 
ly. banks are engaged in the 
wholesale purchasing of govern ­
m ent bonds.

During the war. we should con­
tinue to witness low interest rates. 
Deposits, however, will so in­
crease that, no tw ithstanding  low 
rates, banks should be able to 
earn  dividends during  the war. If 
allowed to m ake higher service 
charges, they may even accept a 
lower ra te  of in terest on their 
governm ent bonds. The deposits of 
the average bank increase to 
about 75% of its increase of gov- 
e rnm en i bond holdings.

In the post-w ar period, there  
will develop a resum ption of in­
ternational trade which should 
cause a renew ed dem and for 
funds for the purpose of rehab ili­
ta ting  devastated regions and in­
ventories. This will come just at 
the tim e when individuals and 
businesses will be subjected to 
most severe  income taxes which 
thy may not have the money to 
pay. Due to increased wholesale 
prices much more capital will be 
requ ired  to carry  adequate  in ­
ventories. Hence, m any m ust go to 
the banks to borrow. Individuals 
will then w ant cash in their w ar 
savings bonds so that  the gov­
ernm ent may also have to borrow 
from the banks to get the money 
toy pay them.

•This cashing in of governm ent 
securities held by individuals 
will not be sufficient to replenish 
the coffers of such individuals or 
business firms. It is likely, t h e r e ­
fore. th a t  despite the inflation of 
the post-w ar period, much of the  
money supply will be frozen. 
Banks will experience a ra the r  
heavy demand for loans, thus p e r ­
m itting  them to charge higher 
interest rates  than  can be thought 
of today. Furtherm ore , from fear 
of a decreasing value of money 
due to inflation, lenders will w ant 
a higher interest ra te  due to the  
increased risk involved.

’When we come to housing loans, 
it is likely that the  present low- 
in terest rates m ay be a perm anen t 
feature; but for loans to m er-  
chant.s, we must visualize a s i tua ­
tion when the lend-lease policy 
may have drained our huge s u r ­
plus of most goods, — not only 
foods. It is well to rem em ber that 
the need for commercial loans 
arisfes p rim arily  from the c rea ­
tion of goods and crops. When 
commercial loans shift from p ro ­
ductive activity  to inven to ry ­
holding it is u.<?ually about the 
end of the  business boom. T h e re ­
fore. lend-lease is an instrum ent 
which, in the pos t-w ar period, 
might cause a renew ed industrial 
boom at high prices when most 
firms find their cash resources d e ­
pleted.

The outlook for banks is p rob ­
ably more hopeful now on such 
a long-term  view- than it ever 
has been since 1926. A .small in ­
crease in interest ra tes  should 
greatly  add to a bank 's profits. 
Of course, politics en te r  into the 
problem. Social reform ers a l­
ways enjoy t inkering  with some 
in triguing toy which they don’t 
quite  understand. We. however, 
have had so much social uplift 
in the last decade tha t  perhaps 
voters arc getting tired of it. 
Hence, to bond buyers I say— 
avoid long term, low yielding 
corporatoin bonds but buy bonds 
m aturing  w ithin five to ten years  
when they probably then can bo 
exchanged for a be tte r  security­
paying a h igher ra te  of interest.----- 0-------------
