"It has come to the attention of Michigan
Stale Headquarters for Selective Service that
the members of Wayne County Local Board No.
6L located in Plymouth, have been made objects
of attack by certain self-serving or malicious
sources. Charges have been made that certain
or all board members are under investigation,
that they have been suspended, that they have
been indicted" for this or that, and other derog-
atory circumstances have been rumored.

These charges have been investigated by the
Detroit office of the Federal Bureau of Investi-
gation and Mr. John & Bugas, Special Agent in
charge, has authorized me to say thai such
charges and rumors are vuifounded and that
there is no evidence on hand of any irregular-
ity in the Plymouth draft board.

"Mr. Bugas further indicates that the source
of such charges an™ rumors is known and that,
if necessary, action will be taken by Federal au-
thorities. I may adid th.'tf 1. too, know the per-
son or persons responsible and that such asper-
sions may best be judged by the community
reputation of such person or persons."

So critical has become the rooming situation in Plvmouth that
the directors of the Mayflower hotel have under consideration the
question of closing the Crystal dining room and making it into a
sleeping dormitory.

Manager Ralph Lorenz has .already converted the popular
President’s room into sleeping quarters and at the board of directors
meeting Tuesday n(X)n he asked the directors to give consideration
to the possibility of conversion of the Crystal room into sleeping
quarters.

"Wc turn away every night from a half dozen to 25 or more
people who come here seeking a place to sleep. There have been
times when we have permitted people to renuyn in the lobby over
night. No one outside of the hotel business knows just how serious
is the situation in Plymouth” stated Manager Lorenz yesterday.

“We have any number of army men stationed near here'who
cannot find sleeping quarters. Men who come here for the govern-
ment in connection with affairs at the Kclsey-Hayes or at some of
the Ford plants, just cannot find places to sleep”, he stated.

“The situation is so serious that we must do something about it
in the near future and that is why | have suggested that our big
dining room be turned into sleeping quarters.”

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Parking Problem
Discussed By
City Planners

Makes Excellent
Report to Officials
Of The City

In a caiffuiiy pri‘parod report,
the City Planning commission
has recommended to city officials
parallel parking for Pimniman
avenue between Main and Har-
vey streets and has suggested to
the city officials tliat at some
time in the future, consideration
be given to lowenng the side-
walk and curbing certain
downtown sections.

The report complies with gen-
eral public sentiment on these
matters, and again ca'is atten-
tion to the congested parking sit-
uation in the downtown area.

While the new eix’ic parking
area back of t.ie business blocks

in

has somewhat relieved the sit-
uation temporarily. the city
planning officials say that the

matter cannot go for long with-
out additional consideration.

In part the exe'leni report
pertaining to the duwntow:i
parking problem follows;

“A most serious traffic
now exists be"au:'C of angle
parking on the south, side of
Penniman avenu(> from the
Penniman-Allen theatri to .-\nn
Arbor Trail and on thi' north
side of Ann Arbor Trail from
Penniman avenue to Main street.
Many accidents have occurred
because of someone backing out
of an angle parking position. This

iiazard

also greatly reslriets the lanes
of travel causing undue traffic
congestion.

"The width of pavement be-
tween curbs on Penniman ave-
nue. between Main stri'Ot and
Harvey street. ;s 40 feel, witii
the exception of about flO feet

from Main street to the mar of
Conner’s hardware, wliich is 42
and a half feet between curbs.
About six and a iialf ft'ct is used
for parallel parking on the north
side and 14 and a half feet for
angle parking on the south side.
When cars a»; parked on both
sides of the street, as they are
throughout thi' cay and until late
in the evening, more tiian half
the pavement, or 21 fiat, is actu-
ally used for parking. This leaves
only 19 feet of fi'eo pavement for
two-way traffic and for backing
out of angle parking positions.
“In backing out of an angle
parking po.shion. one car will use
more than half the pavement
width, or it is backed well over
the ce?iterline of the oavemt'nt,
at least three or four feet, in

order to straighten out in the

regular traffic lane. This stops all
traffic on tiU' opposite side of the
pavement as well as on liie side
of angle parking. This occurred
in almost every instance <luring
the several observations made
while studying this traffic prob-
lem. Actual measun'inents were
made of parked cars and of space
required for backing out of angle
parking positions. Tiierc -“as lit-
tle or no difference in tiie amount
of space used by diffiTent makes
or models of cars.

With all angle parking spaces
filled on the south side of Penni-
man avenue from Main street to
the Penniman-Allen tliealre. a
distance of about 255 feet. 17 cars

am-
ounts to about 15 feet p<r car.
In 225 feet of parallel parking on
the opposite side of Penniman
avenue at the same location. 11
cars were accommodated, which
is about 20 feet per car. Actual

conditions, therefore, show tiiat
only four fewer ears would be
oarked in lids distance of 255

feet if it were restricted to par-
allel parking. In adciilii'ii to tins,
only I'i 'eer o; -h." 4u-fii,t pa'.’e-
ment wouid be usod for p,.iri<oia
if both sides were rt'striefed to
parallel parking. This would
leave 27 feet for traffic in t’le
center, instead of 10 ft'ef as now
exists.

"This would eliminate practic-
ally all traffic congestion b( cause
cars moving out from a parallel
parked position arc* not back.'d
out as they are from an angle
parking position, and whihe they
are backed in. tiiey are proceed-
ing out I'f t:ie traffie lanes and
not into them. Tiie value of par-
allel parking over angle parking
along ihi.s section of Penniman
.avenue in safety alone to pedcs-
Itrians as well as automobile dri-
vers appears to far o-.-erbalanco
the loss of parking facilities foi'
but four cars.

tread, one foot wide, a 10-inch
curb from this step, and 11 and
a ivalf fet't of usable sidewalk.
Tie widest car door, various tu-
dor models were measured, is
about four feet. Parked parallel
witli tiie curb and allowing space
for fenders and tires, the door
would require a space of about
tiiree and a half R'ot in which
to opi n tind discharge passengers
safely.'Tins means that the usable
walk width of 11 and a half feet
would need to be reduced to nine
feet wincii acctirding to obser-
vations made of pedestrians at
tlv' peak traffic from the Penn-
;man-Ailen theatre, would seem
to be adequate.

"The bottom of the lowest car
door measured would clear a one-

foot curb, but estimating the
slope in the pavement which
could tilt the door downward

wlum opened, a maximum Six-
inch curb only could be used. By
raising the four-inch curb to six
inches, widening the step to
three and a half feet with a one-
inch batter.> and sloping the side-
walk one inch to the curb, mak-
ing the riser eight inches, the
difficulty of the high sidewalk
would be ov'ercomc at no incon-
venience to cars parked in a par-
allel position, or to pedestrians.

"In view of the great improve-
ment to present serious safety
conditions, the relief of traffic
congestion, and the added con-
venience to motorists, the Plan-
ning Commission recommends
that angle parking on the south
side of Penniman avenue from
the Penniman-Allen theatre to
Main street be changed to par-
allel parking an” the necessary
changes in the sidewalk made to
conform with such parking.

The situation is about the

same except for the sidew'alk on
the south side of Penniman ave-
nue from Main street

"Arbor Trail.

There is a 52-foot
pavement between curbs from
Main street to the Penn theatre,
hut from there to Ann Arbor
Trail the width is only 41 feet.
Traffic hazards and traffic con-
gestion is sufficiently serious
liere to waiTant recommenda-
tion by the Planning Commi.ssion
that angle parking on the south
side be changid to parallel park-
ing.

"The Zame rrcomnii'ndation is
also made for the parking on the
north side of Ann Arbor -Trail
from Main .street to Penniman
avenue. Tiie pavement width
here bi'twecn curbs is 42 feet.

"Angle parking, on Main street
between Penniman avenue and
Ann Arbor Trail is not sufficient-
ly hazardous, or the cause of suf-
ficient trafftf congestion, to rec-
ommend a change to parallel

, parking at this time due to the

exceptional width of pavement,
which is 57 feet between curbs
at Penniman avenue, and 78 feet
between curbs at Ann Arbor
Trail. This, however, may be
necessary at some future 'time,
although it is not recommended
now.

should be mailed during the period beginning October 1

and ending November 1, 1942, the earlier the better.

effort will be made for delivery in time for Christmas.

SIZE AND WEIGHT—Christmas parcels shall

not exceed 11

pounds in weight, or 18 inches in length or 42 inches in

length and girth combined.

However, the public has been

urged to cooperate by voluntarily restricting parcels to the
size of an Ordinary shoe box and the weight to six pounds.
USE CARE IN PREPARATION—Remembering the great distance
this mail will be transported and the necessary storage and
frequent handling, it is absolutely necessary that articles be
pocked in substantial boxes or containers and bo covered
with wrappers ol sufficient strength to resist pressure of other

mail.

Each parcel is subject to censorship and delay inoy

be minimized by securing covering to permit ready inspec-

tion oi contents.

NEW YORK CITY, October 9.
With all this talk about INFLA-
TION there are yet too many in-
vestors who do not know what
to do. A recent trip to Wall
Street convinces me that inves-
tors arc not fearful of losing the
war. but are afraid of losing the
peace. In short, they are worry-
ing about what will happen to
their money after the war but
are doing nothing about it. This
explains why stockbrokers are
starving and banks are bulging
with money.

People who today are free from
debt and yet hide their jnoney in
the bank are like the proverbial
ostrich which hides his head in
the sand. Both are trying to meet
impeding changes by inaction and
refusing to think. Readeis should
consider their children and
grandchildren. The possession of
money is a trust and this trust
cannot be avoided by letting the
purchasing power of one s nioney
melt away by lying idle in the
banks.

This does not mean that yo'ir
tonk will be unable to pay you
alter the war. Banks are sirongcr
today than ever before. Every
dollar you have in the hank will
be paid back to you when you
need it. But the purchasing power
of these dollars is melting™
away every month. The dollars
which you have in the hank now
will not buy, after the war, what
they will buy today.

"Then whaf shall I ciu with my
money” you ask. The> usual an-
swer to this question hs to in-
vest: first, in a good home w'th
enough land for a vegetable gar-
den; second, in other properly lo-
cated revenue-producing real es-
tate; and third, in good stocks.
When asked what 'good™ means.
I reply "stacks of companie.s with-
out debts and which hold large
reserves of raw materials and nat-
ural reserv{e's such as oil. timber,

metal, ore. natural gas, coal,
chemicals, etc”. My favorite oi
all natural resources is an hon-

e.stly acquired good water power.

Even such good companies have
one worry, namely Uires. They
arc subject not only to income
taxes, excess profits taxes, and
all the other Kkinds of taxes to
which every corporation is sub-
ject, bnt they will bare big real
estate taxes to pay in addition.
These real c'state taxes will go up
as the value of the dollar goes
dt'wn.

My own policy is a half-way

compromise. | do not leave much
money in the bank, but keep it
rather closely invested. On the
other hand, | do not now try to
beat the Inflation Race by buying
steels, oils or even the popular
chemicals. To me, the chain stores
—especially the good grocery
chains—look best. They buy at
fixed, or market, prices and
quickly sell at fixed, or market,
prices whatever those prices may
be. People must eat and they pay
these stores cash. These stores,
moreover, do business at such a
very small per unit profit, no one
can complain. They surely are the
friend of both the poor and the
well-to-do.

Many of my friends arc rooting
for the railroads as investments
to meet inflation, but I don’t see
it. If we are in for a long war,
their advice is temporarily good.
Those who buy "rails" today,
however, arc gambling on the
length of the war and | do not
believe in gambling. | had rather
buy even the stocks of certain
utilities which arc now being .s0
unmercifully persecuted. Rome
day they will receive justice; thej’
arc in a growing business; and
they arp not *“tied, bound and
.shackled™ by labor unions as util-
ities require comparatively little
labor.

Of course, the safest policy of
all is to diversify your invest-
ments among many companies and
manj- industries. Don’t get
"hipped™ on anything or anybody.
The United Nations will win this
war. The f)rcscnt economic sys-
tem, witli private property as a
base, will continue. The ration-
ing, price-fixing, labor catering,
etc,, which may be necessary to-
day ,are ultimately to result in
the New Deal’s downfall. The
surest bet of all is that .some day

the Republicans will return to
power with a landslide!
My father wused to have a

printed card on his desk reading:
"The time to buy is when no one
el.se wants to buy™. This—in my
judgment—especially now ap-
plies to timid American investors.
This is no time to rush to the
banks and leave them vyour
money just l)ccause others are
doing it. This Is a cowardly thing
to do. | believe it is more patri-
otic, more profitable and more
safe to pul this money lu work;--

bnt diversify and keep out of
debt.
