Salvation Army

|opportunity to aid the work of

the army in this city.

The report for last year shows
that needy people were provided
with 2684 garments, that 148
pairs of shoes were given to peo-
ple unable to buy them, 34 were
given furniture, 57 were provided
with dishes and utensils, quilts
and pillows went to 24 distressed
homes and 24 families were pro-
vided with fruit fars. The total
cost of these items amounted to
$1153.

There were 44 families in ser-
ious distress that were provided
with aid.

Outside of its religious and
charitable activities in Plymouth
the Army maintains regular re-
ligious services at the Detroit
House of Correction. Last year
fruits and gifts were provided for
all of the inmates of the institu-
tion at Christmas time. Weekly
meetings are held at the prison.

Another new work has recent-
ly been taken j>n by the army.
In addition to aiding transients
who are in distress, the members
o€ the Army are now hewing to
provide the Plymouth Canteen
club with gifts for departing sol-
diers. So far this year the Army
has expended $194.86 on canteen
work.

The so-called "killer instinct”
of the common weasel is not
without its worth to the land-
owner.

Plymouth are worrying these days
because they can’t buy as much
coffee as in past recent years.

Plymouth grocerymen say there
is more complaint about the cof-
fee shortage than there is any-
thing else.

Odd. isn't it?

Coffee only became a real
"necessity™ in American homes
during the present generation, ac-
cording to William Gayde, son of
a pioneer Plymouth groceryman.

“When 1 was a young fellow
and worked in my father’s gro-
cery. the only coffee we ever had
to sell Was green coffee beans,”
said Mr. Gayde the other day
when talking about the coffee
situation.

“We kept it in baskets on the
counter. There were various eol-
ors of thc green coffee. People
had to take it home and roast the
coffee in their ovens. That was
some job. They had to keep con-
stantly turning it so that
wouldn’t burn. They could roast
it dark or light, just as they pre-
feri‘cd it.

“Then after they had roasted

Everybody
didn’t have one of those little
hand coffee grinders, so some
mothers had to grind their cof-
fee under a rolling pin.

He also warnea against mailing
anything which might through
breakage damage other mail.

Mailers are al.so urged by Post-
master Irwin not to send food or
clothing. The force.s are amply
supplied with these articles and
such matter sent in the mails only
increases the burden ‘-f limits .i
shipping facilities. Suer, .irtick-."
as soft candy, cakes, cookies, pas-
tries, meats not tinned, nuts and
dried fruits are liable to become
melted, mouldy, rancid, or other-
wise spoiled and are not accept-
able for the forces overseas, how-
ever, they may be sent to any des-
tination within the United States.
Among the food articles that may
be mailed with reasonable assur-
ance of receipt in good condition
are hard candy, syrups, fruit,
vegetables, meats, fish, potato
chips, pop-corn, pretzels, cracker
jack, peanut butter, jam. jelly and
honey, all of which must be pack-
ed in sealed glass or metal con-
tainer.s.

Gifts of money should be sent
in the form of Money Orders. In
many foreign place.s where lhv
boys are located United States
currency is prbhibited and could
not be used if received.

Transportation  facilities are
such that air mail is limited to
two ounces when addres.scd to
military forces overseas and the
rate for such matter is six cents
per half ounce.

All mailers are urged to lend
every possible aid to the Army,
Navy and postoffice departments
in making a Merry Christmas for
the forces serving their country
and us.

torpedoed U. S. Tanker Beats Raging Fire WidBllilig of Part

Of Main Street
IS Recommended

Mam street, from Fralick ave-
nue to the bus turn-out near the
high school, will be widened
wnen the city jonce again takes
up street improvement problems,
providing the city commission
should approve of the recommen-
dations of the city planning com-
mission.

Main street can be widened at

least ten feet between these two
points without the removal of a
single one of the big trees that
line the street, states the city
planning board.
m The portion of the recommen-
dation made by the city plan-
ners pertaining to the widening
of the street follows in part:

Traffic conditions on  Main
street from Fralick avenue north-
easterly to Mill street have been
the object of considerable study.
This section of Main street has
a 30-foot pavement between curbs
with the exception of an addi-
tional five feet on the w'est side
from the Perc Marquette rail-
road tracks to Amelia street. Very
little serious congestion was
found here except as trains held
up traffic, particularly at times
when workers were going to and
from plants.

Safety conditions appear to be
far more serious here than traf-

fic congestion. This is due to the {Starkweather avenue

narrow pavement, which permits
only three lanes of traffic, plus
the add(d hazard of parking on
one side. Traffic experts agree
that a 30-foot pavement is far
more dangerous than a 4U-fooi
pavement because of only one
traffic lane which can be used for
passing in both directions.

The paving of Union strecn
from Main street to Penniman
avenue, recently completed, will
probably slightly relievo traffic
on this section of Main street, aJ-
though Union street can mwer
be of great help because it is not
a tlirough street. Parking is now
prohibited on the east side of
Main street from the city hall
north to Mill street and on the
west sice from the city hall south
to Fralick avenue to keep a lane
open for a lire route. It is recom-

W QMEN -

mended that parking also be
prohibittx] on the opposite sides
throughout the same
This would’allow three full lanes
for travel.

The widening of Main street
from Fralick avenue to Mill
street will ultimately need to be
done as a necessary safety meas-
ure. The rate of increase in traf-
fic or an increase in hazards or
accidents will detciTnine t”c
time more definitely.

This portion of Main street is
planted with many large trees
and consideration should be
given to these in planning future
widening. 'Widening the pave-
ment five feet on each side,
making a total width of 40 feet
'between curbs, would provide the
additional traffic lane so vitally
needed and necessitate the re-
moval of comparatively few trees.

It IS recommended that this
be done in sections as found nec-
essary in the future. The follow-
ing sections are recommended for
widening in this manner and in
the orcer named: (1) Fralick
Tavenue to bus turn-out opposite
the school: (2) Union street to
'Amelia street: (3) Starkweather
,avenue to Mill street: (4) Amelia
;street to Starkweather avenue:
and (5) from the bus turn-out to
Union street.

In some cases, the sidewalks

,would have to be rebuilt and
Ilight standards, utility poles,
and fire hydrants moved, but this
is generally true in all cases of
pavement widenings and the cx-
, pense is relatively small compar-
ed with the total expense involv-
ed. The retaining wall ba-tween
and Mill
streets would need to be rebuilt,
or better still, r(>moved altogether
and the grade lowered.
I In order to avoid a sudden
change in the character of Main
street at the lime it is widened,
it IS recommended that new trees
be set out as soon as possible
back of the sidewalks and within
the limits of the establishtxi
building line, to take the place
of those that will need to be re-
moved later at the time of widen-
ing.

mfiiese trees would be growing
and therefore would slow the
transition of t'ne street from res-
idential to business and maintain

its attractiveness over a long
period of time. The Planning
Commission  should determine

the number, size, species, and lo-
cation of trees to be planted.

Roger Babson Says . ..

Crop Outlook Is

Encouraging To Nation

Babson Park, Mass., October 23.
It now looks very much as though
we would enjoy the greatest crop
yields in history. What these
mean to the farmer, to the rank
and file of our people, and partic-
ularly to our war effort may be
summed up as follows:

Harvesting is under way and
much wheat is already in the bag.
It may reach the impressive total
of 984,000,000 bushels. 'This com-
pares with last year’s total of 945,-
000,000 bushels. Last year’ carry-
over of 633,000,000 bushels brings
our total supply to the largest
level in history. This is more than
enough to meet our domestic
needs for two years. We must
consider, however, that we are not
alone concerned with domestic re-
guirements but that our exports
will be heavier than ever.

The corn crop will also reach
an all-time high. Yield is now es-
timated at 3,132,000 bushels com-
pared with a crop last year ol
2,672,500 bushels. Soy beans and
peanuts, important as foods but
also having particular industrial
value, show impressive gains. The
peanut crop alone is estimated at
over 2,900,000 pounds compared
with about 1,470,000 pounds last
year. Sugar-beets are up some
2,600 tons, while the fruit crop
comprising apples, peaches, pears,
grapes, and pecans is well above
a year ago.

When discussing wheat, oats,
barley, rye, hay, flaxseed, or rice,
farmers are still concerned with
completing their harvesting with-
in the season. Weather and farm
labor are the two factors which

could still retard the present
most favorable prospects. Farm-
ers are working day and night to
get crops out of the fields and
under cover. A wet fall or early
winter would be bad news. Al-
ready, because pf. rain, some
wheat, oats, arid barley are being
graded as “tough” and are lower
in quality than earlier harvested
crops.

Early frosts have damaged some
sorghums and hastened the ripen-
ing of hay. This latter, together
with the drawing of farm hands
into armament plants, is caus-
ing a serious shortage of labor.
One plant has reported that 60%
of its workers have had farm ex-
perience. Factory workers in
some sections are being asked to
volunteer for farm work during
their off shifts. Another year some
of these may be let off a day or
two a week for farm work. Older
men now being released from the
army as incapable of standing
hard campaign life may also be
forced to seek farm employment.
Perhaps certain of the 18-year-old
boys may after induction be re-
leased for a “toughening up” year
of farm work.

Supported by coccel'lent pros-
pects of large yields, by the ac-
tions of the still powerful farm
bloc in preventing the fixing of
price ceilings “without adequate
weighting,” and by unprece-
dented demands for both home
and foreign consumption, farm-
ers are to have a most prosperous
year. True, higher income tax
schedules will, for the first time,
hit many small farmers with rel-
atively low cash incomes. How-
ever, as no farmer can now
spend much on repairs and im-
provements, he should have more
cash on hand when present crops
are sold than ever before.

Coming months will piovide a
good opportunity for bankers to
get loans to farmers off their
books. Mail order and department
stores catering to the require-
ments of farm women should en-
joy good sales. Town and county
taxes on farm properties should
be paid more promotly. In effect,

The food
situation in Poland and Greece
has grown more desperate. Hitler
has announced that regardless of
the rest of Europe his people will
be fed. Hence, Norway, Holland,
Czechoslovakia, Belgium. France,
Yugoslavia, and to some extent
Spain and Italy will have a bad
winter.

| see continued prosperity for
most farmers as long as the War
lasts. Along with organized labor,
they are now in an enviable posi-
tion. Even if operating in wholly
free markets, the farmer today
would be better off than usual.
The farmer may also gain in the
post-war period by having a
promised floor under farm prices
and by having his labor expense
kept low. It, however, is now too
early to discuss this fantastic
hope.

Farmers have the War rather
than their own efficiency and
management to thank. Hence,
despite their Administration, pat-
ronage, they should remeriiber
first that some day the Wav will
be over and second, that .some
day we shall have a Conservative
again in the White House! If I
were a farmer and someone of-
fered me a profit on my invest-
ment, 1'd be tempted to take it!

It's Selective Service
Boards Soys Exchange

“Lo, the poor Selective Service
board member—he is damn” if
he does and he is damned if he
doesn’t,” says George Draut, a
staff writer for the Meadvillc,
Pennsylvania Tribune, in a recent
article of commiseration written
after a personal investigation of
the trials and tribulations of
members of Crawford County lo-
cal board No. 3, which has its
offices at Meadville.

“The pre-Pearl Harbor days,
when there were more men who
wanted to go than there were
guotas to fill, have been, passed,”
this writer observes “and head-
aches have multiplied for the Sel-
ective Service board members.”

He specifies and comments;

"They have long since found
that they carry their selective
duties with them everywhere

they go in the county, even after
they step out of the Selective
Service Board Headquarters.

“John Doe, a Crawford county
farmer, stops them on the street;
and tells them he doesn’t know
how he’ll ever be able to run his
farm if his son. whose number
has comp up, is called in the draft.

They
aren’t even a half-block away
from the Selective Service office,
and James Doe stops tltem. He
wants to know if his number is
up .vet and when he’ll go.

‘athere are hearings after hear-
ings on individual cases.

“There are regular board meet-
ings.

‘There arc special board meet-
ings.

“There are surly registrants
who damn them as ‘persecutors’
and refuse to listen to iron-clad
regulations laid down by National
Selective Service Headquarters
and Congress.

“Therp are ‘dense’ registrants
who will have everything ex-
plained to them in detail. They’ll
nod their head in assent and say:
‘1 don’t get it.’

“There are registrants who
will angle for every possible de-
ferment clause in the regulations
when their number cqmes up.

“All of these lads arc the ex-
ception; but there are hundreds
of registrants, and there are
enough of them to pile up head-
aches in every direction.

HOME LIGHTING

Enjoy better lighting in your home and save money
doing H It’s easy if you follow the three suggestions

listed here:

FIRST— Get as much as 25 per cent more lighf by keep-
ing your lamps and fixtures clean. Oust and dirt rob

you of the light you pay for

. Dust collects on bulbs and

inside reflector bowls, cutting down their efficiency and

wasting electricity . .

. exactly as if you were buying

electricity for four lamps and only getting light from

three. Wipe all lamp bulbs

frequently — also reflector

bowls and ceiling fixtures. Dust your lamp shades inside
and out. Remember that dust collects insidiously, day by

day — stealing ligh™ before you realize it.

SECOND — Dark colored lamp shades soak up light
like a thirsty sponge absorbing water. A lighf colored
shade is far more efficient because it reflects more lighf

into the room where it can do some good. If you have

a dark shade and want to

increase its usefulness, try

fitting it with a white lining. The difference in the amount
of light reflected will surprise you!

THIRD— Use the right size bulbs in your lamps and fix-
tures. Too large a bulb can result in just as poor lighting
as too small a bulb.
