Carbon monoxide is deadly 
when one-tenth of one percent

less and tasteless and being 
lighter than  a ir it will rise into 
a house from a  fau lty  furnace,

I heater.

Safeguards against carbem m o­
noxide in the home call for in ­
spections to see th a t chimneys 
are unclogged, th a t furnace and 
stove doors fit tightly, tha t there 
are no cracks in the  fire domes 

i of furnaces and stoves and tha t 
dam pers are not perm itted  to 
close drafts  completely. One of 
the  best ways to find leaks in 
furnaces or stoves is to throw  
sulphur on the fire. The te lltale 
odor of th e  burning su lphur w ill 
indicate the source of danger.

Hog Cholera Is 
Found In County

W arning Issued 
By County Agent

According to reports coming to 
the county agricultural agent’s 
office it seem s that hog cholera 
is taking its toll from the herds 
of W ayne county farmers.

In the present em ergency and 
vitol need for meat, it is imper­
ative that th e  farm'ers take steps 
to protect the health o f their  
hogs.

The farmers are being asked to 
increase their pork products for 
spring about 10 percent. In order 
to obtain th is goal every brood 
sow and every litter of pigs must 
receive extra care and attention.

Hog cholera is a highly conta­
gious disease of sw ine caused by 
a virus v^hioh is present in the  
blood and secretion of the eyes  
and nose of a  hog affected with  
the disease.

The S3rmptoms of hog cholera 
m ay differ in different hogs and 
in different herds. As a  result of 
'these v ^ ia tio n s  the disease has 
been said to exist in tw o forms; 
acute and chronic. In the acute or 
severe type hogs sicken and die 
quickly. In the chronic, or less 
severe type, hogs m ay be sick for 
weeks or months before they die. 
Usually not all hogs become sick 
at once but only a few , or or two, 
may refuse-^to come out to feed. 
The sick ones when driven from  
their nest may come out with  
their backs arched and they may 
appear cold and shiver. As the 
disease progresses the sick hogs 
become gaunt or tucked-up in the 
flank and have a weak staggering  
gait, the weakness being the most 
noticeable in the hind legs. Con­
stipation which is commonly 
present in the early sta'ges of the 
disease is generally followed by 
diarrhea. As the disease reaches 
its heighth red or purplish blot­
ches m ay appear on the skin of 
the ears or belly and th e  inner 
surfaces o f the legs. The temper- 
aiture w hich is  norm ally 101 to 
103 F m ay range  from 104 to 107 

■A'cgrees or higher. Temperature 
m ay fall below  normal in the late

stage of the disease.

Trim Trees. Urges 
City Manager

Cut Low Branches 
Hanging Over Walks

City Manager Clarence Elliott 
ii'3s made a special request that 
owners of property trim branches 
frem all trees that hang low over 
many of the sidew alks in the city.

“We have had numerous re­
ports that there are branches of 
some trees hanging so low that it 
is necessary for people to  walk  
around them or stoop down to 
keep from having their hats 
knocked off. These trees are lo­
cated inside th e  sildewalks and 
are cn personal property, there­
fore it is up to th e  property ow n­
er to trim them ,” stated Mr. El­
liott.

“There is going to be lots more 
walking on the part o f .people 
from now on, and we should do 
everything w ithin our power to 
make it- not only good walking  
but safe walking.

“The city has recently replaced 
and repaired m any of the broken 
sidew alks about town. We do not 
know as w e can fix every walk  
in the city  before it fi*eezes up, 
but w e are trying to repair as 
m any as we can. We have fixed 
up a good F>ortion of Main' street 
and have placed the walks in 
better condition than they have 
been for a number of years. We 
now ask property owners to trim 
the low’er branches off trees that 
hang low over sidew alks.’’

Good Prices Are 
Offered For Furs

Trapping of muskrats, mink, 
badgers, skunks and opossums 
began in Michigan Novem ber 1 
with good prices for fur in pros­
pect and a new wartim e duty for 
trappers on the schedule—the 
salvage of fats for explosives, 
from carcasses of burbearers that 
once were discarded.

Plym outh trappers are already 
busy, and are reporting good re­
sults.

The Novem ber 1 season open­
ing is state-w ide only for skunks, 
badgers and opossums. Muskrats 
and mink may be trapped N ov­
ember 1-30 in the Upper Penin­
sula, Novem ber 15-December 15 
in the northern half of the Low­
er Peninsula, and December 1-31 
in the southern half of the Low­
er Peninsula, with another month 
of ’rat trapping allowed in the 
Mcnrce marshes.

Hunting of raccoons begins in 
the Lower Peninsula November 1 
and continues for six  weeks, but 
’coon trapping is restricted to 
Nov'ember 15-December 15 in 
northern lower Michigan and 
from December 1-15 in southern 
lower Michigan. Nocturnal hunt­
ers w ith their full-voiced dogs 
ordinarily take five tim es as 
many ^oons as trappers get.

Trapping of wild furbearers is 
a $2,000,000 a year industry in 
Michigan, according to conscr\'a- 
tion department records. While 
some muskrat carcasses are sold 
as “marsh rabbit,” it is believed  
that most of the 700,000 fur- 
bearers taken annually can be 
turned over, after being pelted, 
to rendering plants for extrac­
tion of the glycerin-producing 
greases needed for making e x ­
plosives.
