Tireless P lym outh  h u n te rs  who 
chase ’coons on frosty  n igh ts  to 
the  “.music" of w ell tra in ed  
hounds arc likely  to find the 
raccoon.s m ore num erous th is se a ­
son than  last in the  creek  b o t­
tom lands and lake m a rg in ^  ac­
cording to the  signs, as consJ^rva- 
tion d ep artm en t gam e m en rea d  
them .

P re-season  liv e -trap p in g  at 
both Sw an C reek  and Rose Lake 
w ildlife experim en t s ta tions has 
indicated a g rea te r abundance 
this season of these an im als im ­
p o rtan t bo.th for spo rt and as 
fu rbearers . R ela tively  good crops 
on im portan t n u t trees, such as 
tlic blackoak-s, give a.ssurance the  
’coons w ill be w ell fa tten ed  and 
in good condition. In  farm land  
areas they  fa tten  on w aste corn 
left in fields also.

The ’coon season got off to a 
.‘jIow s ta rt in som e p a rts  of so u th ­
ern M ichigan w here h u n te rs  may 
bo w aiting  for colder w eather. 
’Coon h u n tin g  is rep o rted  good 
west of P lym outh , Cass county, 
and as fa r n o rth  as C raw ford  
county som e unusually  large 
’coons have been tak en  already .

Suggestions of P. H. Bow ser, 
vegetab le  g a rd en in g  specialist on 
th e  M ichigan S ta te  College e x ­
tension staff, indicate som e of th e  
jobs.

E x tra  vegetab les shou ld  be p u t 
in to  p ro p er storage fo r w in te r  
consum ption. Root crops ought' to 
be dug. A house basem en t w ith  
no heat, ho tb ed s o r cold fram es, 
btimied b a rre ls  o r  ou tside  p its  and 
trenches ca n  be u-tilized fo r s to r­
age. M ost vegetab les, B ow ser e x ­
plains, keep  best w h en  sto red  b e ­
tw een  34 and  40 deg rees  F a h re n ­
h e it in m oist cond itions w ith  
som e ven tila tion .

O nions req u ire  a cool, d ry , 
s to rage w ith  good ven tila tion . 
O nly m a tu re  an d  sound  onions 
should  be stored.

F or 1943, B ow ser suggests p re p ­
a ra tion  now’. If g a rd en s w ere 
bo thered  by insects and  disease, 
crop rem n an ts  should  be cleaned 
up. If possible, a new  garden  spot 
should be selected  fo r n e x t year.

F e rtilize r s fp p lie s  are  to be 
curta iled . M any gardei% rs can 
store  up an e x tra  p la n t food sup­
ply by m ak ing  eompYOst p iles  of 
leaves, m an u re , s traw , tan k ag e  
and peat. Com posts m ixed  w ith  
m an u re  can  be m ixed  u p  th is  fall 
w ith  superphosphate  a t th^. ra te  
o f one pound of phosphate  to  10 
pounds of m anu re , p lus the  com ­
posting m ateria l. N ex t sp ring  th is 
m ate ria l ca n  be sp read  over the  
garden  soil a t  the  r a te  of one 
pound to 10 sq u are  fee t of garden- 
surface.

If Eng­
land were not conlrolled by 
labor unions, no Germans or 
Italians would today be in 
Africa. We are probably justi­
fied in giving our 18-and-19- 
year-old boys to help England; 
but England should help her­
self by curbing labor unions.

unions .«hou!d lielp llic subm erg- 
td  foreign labor by striv ing  to 
e lim inate  th.e Colonial System  
wi'icii W endell W illkie is so v ig ­
orously denouncing. This would 
hasten  w erid  peace. Besides, if 
the poor people of India. P ersia  
and the Dutch East Ind ies were 
free to sell th e ir  oil. ru b b e r  and 
m inerals  to any nation, th en  Hi\- 
icr, Mu.s.soUni an-d Tojo w ould be 
unable to hold th e ir  arm ies long­
er. T heir only logical com plaint 
would be answ ered  and th is  also 
would liclp us win the  W ar,

The sim ple truth is that Eng­
land and America, .shackled by  
labor unions and bamboozled 
by labor leaders, are trying to 
lick Germany, Japan and Italy 
which are entirely free from 
these handicaps. Of course, we  
w ill w in sometim e, but it w ill 
not be until England and 
America suspend the labor un­
ions “for the duration" and re- 
orgcinize the Colonial System .
Of course. I will i)e flooded 

w ith letters from  paid  labor union 
, officials as to la-asons why they 

siicjuld not be in te rfe red  w ith. 
O iher peivon.s w ill w rite  me te ll­
ing !iow certain  bankers, fire in ­
surance officials and industria lists  
a re  abusing th e ir  powers.
