To reduce the  d ry ing  
tim e from  eigh t hours to  five 
m inutes, eng ineers have devised 
a ne tw ork  of ru b b er tub ing  fof 
a ttachm en t to the  jigs in which 
th e  w ings are  assem bled. C on­
tacting  the w ing s tru c tu re  a t those 
points w here glue has been a p ­
plied. the  ru b b er tub ing  is sw ol­
len by steam , d ry ing  the  jo in ts by 
heat and pressure.

A no ther production aid is a f ix ­
tu re  for quick gluing of the rib  
m em bers to the spar by com bin­
ing a p ressure  clam p w ith  an 
e lectrically  heated platen .

For con tour m olding of the  p ly ­
wood wing surfaces, a heavy, 
easily -m ade concrete die was d e ­
signed. Lined w ith steel p ip ing 
for the  passage of steam , the  dies 
serve as w ell as steel ones they 
H'place.

In o rder to pu t the m otorless 
ship into production. Ford eng i­
neers supervised the  designing of 
more than  4.000 tools, a num ber 
of th('m  giant fix tures.

M anufacture of the  tools was 
divided betw een the  Ford Rouge 
p lan t toolroom  and 30 too lm ak­
ing concerns. To avoid costly de­
lay. toolm akers w ere first invited 
to inspect b luep rin ts before they  
accepted orders.

Crop Harvest

Labor Shortage 
Also Plagues Farmers

T em pera tu res w ere about n o r­
m al du ring  O ctober b u t p rec ip i­
ta tio n  w as above no rm al in m ost 
areas of th e  S tate. H eavy rains 
occurred  around  the  m iddle and 
a g a in ,a t  the  end of th e  m onth. 
H arvesting  of a ll fall crops is 
beh ind  schedule, pa rticu la rly  
sugar beets .because of the  labor 
shortage. F req u en t ra ins reduced 
th e  num ber of w ork ing  days be­
fore  th e  ground  freezes, m aking 
a critica l s itua tion  m ore c r it i­
cal. H igh school and college s tu ­
dents, as w ell as m any civic o r ­
ganizations, a re  ren d e rin g  in v a l­
uab le  and du ring  th is period of 
em ergency.

The ind icated  average yield  for 
th is y e a r’s corn crop of 42.5 b u ­
shels p e r acre  is the h ighest on 
record . The to ta l estim ated  p ro ­
duction for the  S ta te  of 66,980,000 
bushels is also the  largest on re -  

icord. A considerable  acreage of 
I late  p lan ted  corn w as nipped by 
■freezing w eather late  in S ep tem ­
ber. Much of th is soft corn will 
be d ifficu lt to keep and is of in ­
ferio r feeding quality . Silages 
w ere filled  from  few er acres than  
usual th is  year. B uckw heat p ro ­
duction  of 438,000 bushels re p ­
resen ts  an  increase of 68 percen t 
over the  1941 crop.

If w ea ther p e rm its  the  com ple­
tion  of harvest, w hich is doubtful, 
the ind icated  1942 sugar beat crop 
in M ichigan of 1,292,000 tons is 
above both the  1941 and the  10- 
y ea r average  production. The es­
tim ated  y ield  of 10.5 tons is also 
above average, despite  excessive 
m oisture  and d ifficu lt w eeding 
operations in m any fields.

The soybean crop is spotted . 
Most early  field.s arc  good and 
producing high yields, w hile  late  
fields w ere frozezn before m a tu r i­
ty. Since m ost of the  late  fio’ds 
still rem ain  to be harvested , it is 
too ea rly  to  get an  accurate  p ic­
tu re  of the  dam age resu lting  from  
the  freeze. Th eindicated  p ro ­
duction  of 3,456,000 bushels is 
the  largest on record  and is 2V;> 
tim es the  1941 production.

Dear Editor:

I w ish to thank you for the 
copies of The Plym outh M ail that 
have been so kindly sent to me. 
A soldier far aw ay from home 
really appreciates new s from  
home and your paper does that 
very well.

I w as reminded today of w rit­
ing to you by the fact 'Ihe P lym ­
outh Mail did not arrive. At 
Santa Ana where I w as stationed  
up until last Sunday I received  
your paper always on Tuesday. 
When it didn’t com e today I 
really m issed it.

W hen I left Detroit to join the 
air force I was sent to K elly  
Field, Texas. I spent about three 
weeks there being classified and 
waiting for a new  class to start. 
Suddenly quite a few  of us pilots 
were sent to Santa Ana, Cal­
ifornia for pre-flight school. We 
arrived there on Friday and 
started school on Monday. Eight 
w eeks later we finished our 
schooling and were sent here to 
Thunderbird Field No. 1 at 
Glendale, Arizona for our pri­
mary training.

We only were here for slightly  
over one day before w e strapped 
on our parachute and clim bed in­
to the rear cockpit of a P.T. 17 
or Sterman airplane. What a 
thrill to fly in th is beautiful 
country. These m ountains a few  
m iles off make beautiful scenery, 
that is if I ever get a good chance 
to look at them. I’m very busy 
when I’m in the air and m y eyes  
areiiuscd m ostly to look for other 
airplanes. So far I’ve only gotten  
glances of the country around 
here.

I know that you would like to 
know a little about what I have 
done since I joined the Navy  
December 12.

Babson Park, Mass., Nov. 20—  
As we draw near to Thanksgiving  
Day it seem s to me that this year, 
of all recent seasons, w e have  
much for which to be thankful.

3. Now that th e  Thanksgiving 

season finds us in the m idst of 
our greatest War w e should be 
thankful for the CRYSTALIZA- 
TION OF WAR EFFORT ON 
THE PART OF* OUft PEOPLE. 
Remember that we are a dem oc­
racy and thus unused to regi­
mentation, to controls over our 
individual w ills, likes and d is­
likes. But our people have rallied  
and are cooperating m agnificent­
ly  w ith tihe rules and regulations 
that the Administration h a s  
thought necessary to the times.

4. Whether Republicans or 
Democrats, w e should be thank­
fu l that w e could enjoy an ELEC­
TION this month. Here is tangi­
ble evidence of the continued ex ­
istence of our country as a true 
democracy. The people have  
again spoken. The two-party sys­
tem still lives. Political control is 
not to lie  in the hands of a few  
but in the hands of many.

5. In view  of the intensity of 
the fighting action in which our 
armed services have participat­
ed throughout the world, w e at 
hom e should all be grateful 
and thankful for the MORAL 
AND PHYSICAL COURAGE 
that our m en and wom en have 
shown. Our fighting forces be­
lieve, first, that they are en ­
gaged in a great moral crusade, 
and, second, they have the 
courage to back up their be­
liefs. This is giving them  vie-

6. A short time ago w e w ere in

W hile it  is, unfortunately, a  re­
sult of our entry into 'War tfie 
bulk of our people are now  
thankful for FULL EMPLOY­
MENT AND FAIR WAGES. N o  
one capable of lifting a finger 
need be w ithout a job today. As 
a result, old debts are 'being set­
tled and, to the joy of the retail­
er, large sales are being rung up 
on cash registers.

7. Those who 'believe in the 
free enterprise system  should be 
thankful that values have kept 
up so w ell. Our rulers at W ash­
ington are showing more justice  
and less prejudice. They are be­
ginning to realize that people  
should be encouraged to save as 
w ell as to ^ e n d . The capital 
gains tax, w hile not low, is also 
more attractive to those whom  
w e need to take risks in  order 
that the rest of us m ay enjoy em ­
ployment.

8. We should be thankful 
FOR OUR NEW SPAPERS and 
the evidence their pages con­
tain o f oiur c o n t in u e  right of 
free speech; o f the privilege  
that every  Am erican has to 
w rite his editor and, if worthy, 
get his letter published. W ithin 
the lim its of censorship, our 
papers are doing a w oi^ erfu l 
job of reporting. More than the 
peoples of any other nation, 
w e are being kept informed as 
to what is going on. The m od­
em  newspaper is a remarkable 
intellectual an d ) mechanical 
achievem ent. Editors and pub­
lishers stand high': on & e rolls 
of integrity.

9. Our EDUCATIONAL IN­
STITUTIONS represent a part 
of our national life  that has be­
come alm ost commonplace. Too 
often they are taken for granted. 
We should all be grateful to our 
teachers and those educators who  
are seeing the l|Eht. They are 
now w illing to g iv f  our boys and 
girls at least som e degree of 
practical training to fit them  for 
the hardships and responsibilities 
of life.

10. Last, but by no m eans 
least, w e should be thankful 
FOR OUR CHURCHES. There is 
today, in accord with our more 
serious thinking, a deepening of 
i n t e r e s t  in spiritual affairs.J

An  IMPORTANT BOOKLET entitled “Plant Efficiency,”* 
containing ideas and suggestions on how to increase 
production in war plants, has just been released hy the 
War Production Board. The booklet opens with a two- 
page section on the importance of good lighting. Here 
is a partial quotation from this WPB booldet:
