City Manager Clar­
ence Elliott, who checked the 
loads as they came into the city 
warehouse, stated that he be­
lieved there was probably five 
times as much tin collected in 
last Saturday’s drive as on 
previous collection^ ’ i

The results should not be 
surprising however, when it is 
known t h a t  Mrs.- Russell 
Powell, Plymouth township 
chairman, took one of her hus­
band’s biggest dump trucks, 
and with a driver, saw to it 
that every nook and corner of 
the township was covered.

Not only did Mrs. Powell 
bring back every tin can that 
could be found in the township, 
but she added somb 80 or 90 
pounds to the silk stocking pile 
in the Taylor & Blyton store.

It has not been possible 
to reach prisoners in the Far 
East.

Warns Against 
Gas Storage

C h i e f  W a g e n s c h u t z  
T e l l s  o f  R e g u l a t i o n s

Fred Wagenschutz, chief of the 
Plymouth fire department, has 
just received a warning notice 
sent out by Michigan State P o­
lice against gasoline hoarding.

To supplement the four-gallons- 
per-w eek supply in prospect when 
rationing is effective, many mo­
torists are requesting special de­
liveries and storages of gasoline, 
state police have learned.

Commissioner Olander. as fire 
marshal of the state, declared such 
practice constituted a violation of 
stale laws. Further, such action 
invalidates fire insurance con­
tracts, he said.

"Michigan should profit by the 
expc-riences of the east, where 
ga.soline rationing has been in 
effect several m onths.” Com­
missioner Olander said. “Many 
accidents and explosions have re­
sulted from the attempt there of 
a few motorists to hoard a supply 
of motor car fuel. In one instance, 
several barrels of gasoline were 
found in a residence w'here an 
explosion occurred, causing two 
fatalities and injuring several 
firemen.

"Any quantity of gasoline that 
might be n>a.sonably stored after 
all represents but a few addition­
al miles of tra\’cl. The safety of 
one's family and property should 
be a greater consideration.”

Arnold Renner, chief of the 
state police fire division, pointed 
out provisions of the state law in­
volved in attem pting storage. In 
the first place, he said that plac­
ing gasoline in any container other 
than a metal container painted 
red and having the word ' ’gaso­
line" plainly lettered upon it was 
a violation of regulations drafted 
March 12, 1942, upon authority of 
the state legislature, to control 
storage of flamable liquids.

Tells How To 
Care For Shoes

S t a t e  C o l l e g e  G i v e s  
R e c o m m e n d a t i o n s

Putting your best foot forward 
was never more v ita l than this 
year, but look to your shoe care 
to be sure it is your best, advises 
Marjorie Eastman, extension spe­
cialist in clothing at Michigan 
State college.

Shoe conservation begins w ith  
buying. Properly shoes
wear longer. Notice where shoes 
wear out. If they wear in spots on 
the soles or heels, says Miss East­
man, they probably aren’t right. 
If possible have two pairs Of 
shoes for general w ear so that 
each pair can rest betw een wear- 
ings.

Moisture, mud and sudden in­
tense heat are shortcuts to the  
ruin o f shoes, whether they be 
farm work shoes o r ,o f the dress 
variety. Wipe mud off- w hile it is 
still wet if possible or use warm  
water to remove caked and dried 
mud. A rubbing with a good oil 
or grease to put back some of the 
oil lost from th e ' leather is  next 
in order. Castor oil m ay be used 
on all kinds of leather shoes as 
it permits the use of polish after- 

j wards. N eat’s foot oil and tallow  
j arc excellent for work shoes and 
I the high tops worn by m any men 
I and boys in M ichigan as these  
soften and waterproof the leather. 
Warm the tallow  or wool grease, 
spread on shoes with a soft cloth 
and rub in  well.

Shoes should be protected by 
rubbers or overshoes in rainy 
and snowy weather. If shoes do 
get wet, stuff them w ith soft, 
crumpled paper to keep in shape 
and dry slow ly away from direct 
heat.

Cleaning and polishing o f foot­
wear depends on the material. 
Kid, calf, reptile and kangaroo 
rnay be cleaned with cream or 
liquid: suede or napped leather 
surfaces are revived with a bristle

brush or rubber sponge; fabric 
shoes clean up with regular dry- 
cleaning fluids; mild soap suds 
and water are best for patent 
leathers. W hite shoes need fre­
quent cleaning but excess water 
or strong alkali or dry cleaning 
solvents may dp^ the leather and 
harm the finish. Wash lightly  
with cloth wrung from neutrak 
soap suds. I^ry well. Polish to 
restore the luster.

The kitchen supply closet has 
additional aids to good shoe care. 
The saddle soap which cleans 
old Dobbin’s harness, the baby’s [ 
shoes or m other’s purse, is ex ­
cellent for all leather shoes. Wax 
that m akes the kitchen linoleum  
gleam  also shines the family 
leather shoes and helps to w a ter -! 
proof them too.

not providing sufficient nests. 
The average henhouse has a nest 
for each 10 hens,— one for every  
five hens m akes a better propor­
tion, according to tests. The extra 
nests, not lighted up as w ell as 
the feeding Hoors, help keep e x ­
tra hens from crowding into nests 
already occupied.

Laying records at the college 
indicate from 60 to 75 percent of 
the eggs are laid before noon. 
That not only is an indication of 
need for plenty of nests, but 
m eans that the gathering periods 
often should be adjusted.. If eggs 
can be gathered at feast four 
times daily, the gathering should 
be at about 9:30 and 10 a.m., 
noon and at night.

Nesting m aterial needs to be 
adequate. .Professor Card sug­
gests attention to the nesting m a­
terial to prevent breakage of 
eggs. This prevention, in turn, 
would prevent hens from eating 
m any of the eggs that they nor­
mally do eat.

From there on, it's sim ple arith­
metic. With the annual egg crop 
worth approxim ately 25 million 
dollars in Michigan, the saving 
of every 25th egg ought to mean 
a m illion dollars a year for the 
effort. Right now, he sa3’.s. that 
m akes a good combination of ec­
onomy and patriotism.

Investors will soon be seeing  
newspaper reports about the gov­
ernment getting after Fire In­
surance companies. The trouble 
started with a grand jury inves­
tigation at A tlan^ , Georgia; it 
w ill probably be pushed by the 
departm ent of justice until it 
reaches the supreme court. The 
governm ent has already investi­
gated Life Insurance companies 
and they came through with a 
good bill of health. Now the gov- i 
ernment is after the Fire Insur­
ance companies. It seem s as if 
w ith Germans, Japanese and 
Italians on our 'backs, the d e­
partment of justice could wait 
until after the war.

Insurance stocks m ay roughly  
be divided into four groups:— 
(1) Life (2) Health and Accident 
(3) Fire and Marine 4) Casualty. 
The L ife Insurance companies al­
ready have governm ent com peti­
tion  in the form of “Social Se­
curity” and w ill probably have 
more. On the other hand, it 
should be m any years before | 
there w ill not be a field for Life 
Insurance companies. There w ill 
alw;ays be a demand for policies ! 
which the governm ent w ill not 
wish to issue. j

F i r e  Insurance companies , 
w ill probably be forced lo  re­
organize their sales methods. It i 
is costing too much to sell all 
kinds of insurance. In fact, 
soiTO N ew  Dealers are .said to i 
believe that "selling'’ fire in- ' 
surances should be elim inated ' 
by the adoption of automatic 
compulsory fire insurance equal '

to the assessed value of one's 
buildings. T h i s ,  however, 
should not harm the good and 
independent companies w hich  
would still be needled to carry 
the insurance, make inspections 
and adjust losses. I further 
think highly of the stocks of 
w ell-established, independent 
Fire Insurance companies as 
inflation hedges. Such c o m p l ­
ies have an advemtage in being  
able to raise their rates to m eet 
any emergency,— a privilege  
not enjoyed by Life Companies.
The future of Health and Acci­

dent companies is not so clear. 
Most of their policies are now for 
sm all amounts with ■w'orking 
people. If Social Security is en­
larged to include health and ac­
cident. these companies may suf­
fer. The wise ones are already 
hedging by taking on other lines. 
The Casualty group are the new ­
est in the field. Thus far they  
have been very successful: but 
how they will survive the war, 
only the future can tell. The gov­
ernment already owns one of the 
largest in the field.

The insurance business has al­
ways appealed to me as ^ jn o s t  
honorable business. It comesHhe 
nearest to Christian Teaching of 
any big business. Through insur­
ance, when a fam ily loses its 
father by death, or its  hom e by  
fire, or its em ploym ent by illness, 
or gets involved in an unfortu­
nate lawsuit, all the “neighbors” 
chip in and help pay the loss. 
The loss, which would otherwise 
fall on one family, is spread over

thousands of families. Money in ­
vested in an insurance company 
can do a lot of good, be fairly 
safe and return a good income. In 
fact, due to their experience and 
set up. insurance companies have  
an opportunity of becoming lead­
ers in the new Co-operative Com­
m onwealth ahead. I

But w hy this governm ent in ­
vestigation? The answer is that 
too m any insurance companies 
have gotten into the hands of 
Wall Street and' of.ier financiers 
or are being operated as help­
less members of "fleets." Of 
course, the difficulty is that the 
reputations of good, independ­
ent companies, which are not 
m ixed up w ith "fleets" or Wall 
Street, m ay suffer w ith  the 
weak ones.
'The Fire companies which 

should come through this inves­
tigation best are the m edium ­
sized ones located outside of 
New York City free from certain 
"fleet" entanglem ents and not de­
pendent upon any other company 
for business. Among the better 
ones are the following: Boston 
Insurance, Providence-W ashing- 
ton. Security of New Haven, 
Springfield Fire and Marine, A g­
ricultural Insurance. New Hamp­
shire Fire, Glens Falls. St. Paul 
Fire & Marine, Northwestern  
National Insurance and the Hart­
ford Fire. j

Of course, a successful com­
pany must have a good group of  ̂
loyal and active agents. Most | 
necessary of all, however, is an j 
honest m anagement which is 
working solely for the stockhold- I 
ers and has no conflicting outside | 
interests. Such men should be , 
good business-getters, conserva- i 
live investors and experienced  
underwriters. Insurance com-1 
panics should insist upon th o r -, 
ough investigation both as to i 
risks and investments. P o licyh o l-' 
ders, how'ever, have nothing t o ' 
fear.—wherever a company is lo- j 
cated, w hether independent or a 
fleet member. Nothing is safer' 
than fire insurance policies.

1 advise readers lo  show  their

lists of insurance slocks lo  an 
honest broker, asking him lo  
mark the ones which are being 
operated independently and are 
not depending upon some New  
York '“daddy." These should be 
O.K. The value of "fleet m em ­
bers" depends largely, how ­
ever, upon whether they are 
being operated so lely  for the 
benefit of the fleet stockholders, 
or are being opereiled, under a 
m anagement contract, partly 
for the benefit of some other 
company.
Especially ascertain whether 

the directors of the company in 
which you hold slock are ciieck- 
ing their investm ents, undenv'rit- 
ing, agents, etc., or arc blindly 
leaving these important matters 
to others.

Every company, whetner or 
not a member of a "fleet.” should 
keep in touch with iLs own agents 
and policyholders. Then, if at any 
time tile m anagement contract is 
cancelled by the big company, the 
little company would not be left 
high and dry as a mere shell. 
Tlvs can be avoided if the d i­
rectors of the little companies 
will insist on proper up-to-date 
information and personal super­
vision. I go further and say that 
small companies which are m em ­
bers of “fleets” .w ill ultimately 
survive or perish according to 
the character, independence and 
aggressiveness of their own local 
board of directors.

Excellent progress is being 
made by the Ford Motor company 
in the production of new style  
32-ton tanks for Uncle Sam ’s 
arniy, according to information 
provided to Paul Wiedman of the 
Plym outh Motor Sales company 
by the Ford company.

Scheduled for constantly in­
creasing production, these land 
dreadnaughts are being con­
structed almost wholly from  
equipment and materials manu­
factured in Ford plants. Two great 
factories, including one turning 
out tank armor plate, are pouring 
finished parts and sub-assem blies 
into the assembly building.

The number of tanks being 
made daily cannot be revealed, 
but more than one assembly line 
is operating where the first as­
sembly line operated years ago.

Contributing to the speedy 
mass production of the steel 
monstej's are Ford innovations. 
Distinctly revolutionary is their 
method of making non-buckling  
armor plate. This formula not only 
elim inates the use of considerable 
equipm ent but sharply reduces 
production time.

Another feature of the new 32- 
ton ju ggern au t-^ n e that w ill be 
heartily endorsed by tank crews 
—is the increased accessibility of 
vital parts. Even the tough, com ­
pact engine can be lifted out and 
replaced or repaired with comi- 
parative ease. Re-designing of the 
final drive, engineers point out, 
cuts machining tim e and speeds 
up the assembly of the tanks. In 
the field, where m inutes may 
mean the difference between v ic­
tory and defeat,\ American fight- 
rs will be able to service the craft 
with greater speed than ever be­
fore.

methods they used is found at one 
plant, where approximately 85 
per cent of the equipm ent in use 
is the same vyhich served to turn 
out motors for Ford cars.

Salvaging of this machinery 
was made possible, the engineers 
said, by designing the tank ;inii 
to be manufactured with facili­
ties already available. To tool up 
the plant for war production, it 
was only necessary to shift m a­
chines and equip them with new  
fixtures.

Ford engineers, who regard a 
bottleneck as som ething to be 
re-designed rather than broken, 
approached every phase of pro- ' 
duction with the same idea of 
using available equipment. Re­
sult of this altitude has been 
.speeding up in production of a 
number of parts going into the | 
tank construction.

Another illustration of the

IN  NEW GUINEA WHERE THE 
BOYS ARE DOING THINGS

W hen Uncle Sam ’s fighting 
lads go right into the heart of the 
jungles of N ew  Guinea to k ill the 
sneaking Japs, The Plym outh  
M ail is right there to cheer the 
youthful patriots on— to tell them  
w hat the “home folks” are doing 
to help them win their smashing 
victories, to tell them about their 
friends in the armed forces in 
other parts of the world.

A  letter m ailed to The P lym ­
outh Mail by  Albert Drake on 
Novem ber 8 from som ewhere in 
N ew  Guinea, w ay dow n on the 
other side of the earth, reached 
Plym outh in just 12 days from  
the tim e it was m ailed—a most 
remarkable accom plishm ent on 
the part of U ncle Sam ’s mail 
aecvices.

“A l” as he is best known to 
his host of Plym outh friends, 
who enlisted in April, 1941, has 
seen some pretty tough fighting 
downi in N ew  Guinea, if one can 
rea'C. between the lines in 'his let­
ter.

One paragraph says:
