As the Plymouth postoffice; 
mail truck was skidding about * 
the slippery streets Tuesday 
forenoon, being driven here I 
and there with loads of mail, 
the engine suddenly went 
“poof-poof” and the mail truck 
came to a dead stc^ right ain fro n t' 
of the Hotel Mayflower.

The driver couldn't get it 
started. Suddenly he happened ; 
to think that the gas tank 
m ight be empty.

He looked—and there was 
"narry" a drop of gas in the 
tank.

The postoffice was called for 
help.

The accommodating officials of 
Uncle Sam who look after the 
m ail business of this busy little  
city, directed him to go to a gas 
station and buy som e gas.

Up to a gas station he went, to 
get a gas can filled to take down  
to the truck.

‘'Where's y o u r  rationing 
book?'' asked the gas man who  
had stood id ly  by his pumps 
all Tuesday morning waiting  
for a customer w ho had an A,
B or C card.
“That’s Uncle Sam ’s car. .He 

doesn’t have to have a rationing 
book,” said the gentlem an who 
works for Uncle Sam.

“No gas rationing book—no 
gas,” declared the idle gas pump­
er. “You are not going to get me 
in a jam w ith Uncle Sam on the 
very first day of gas rationing 
evep though it’s Uncle Sam who 
is out of gas,” retorted the gas 
man.

It seems that some mothers 
who have been , driving their 
cars to the schools to pick up 
Dick, Mary, Bob, Susie, Sam
and other youngsters have made 
it a practice to toot the horns of 
their cars to attract the attention  
of their youngsters.

In the days before many Plym ­
outh fathers became day sleep­
ers because of night work, it was 
not so bad. But there are many, 
many men who are now req u ir^  
lo sleep during the day time be­
cause they work nights in war 
munition factories.

This “horn lootin’,” according 
to police reports, greatly disturbs 
many of these night workers and 
it is for that reason that the Chief 
has requested a discontinuance 
of automobile horn blowing 
around the schools.

As a matter o f fact, says Chief 
Thumme, there is too much auto­
mobile horn blowing down in the 
business section of the city at 
night times, and unless it is stop­
ped there m ay be some warrants 
issued charging disturbances of 
the peace.

No Juvenile 
Delinquency Here

O f f i c i a l s  P r a i s e
Y o u t h  S t a n d a r d s

According to a report made by 
Chief of Police Charles Thumme 
Tuesday afternoon at the regular 
meeting of the city defense coun­
cil. there is practically no juve­
nile delinquency in Plymouth.

In fact, records show, stated  
the Chief, that the conduct of 
youths in and about Plym outh  
is of the highest type it has 
ever been.

Help A id  War by 
Cutting Long 
Distance Calls

P l y m o u t h  O f f i c e  
S h o w s  T r e m e n d o u s  
P h o n e  U s e  I n c r e a s e

The Michigan Bell Tele­
phone company today offered 
evidence as to why it is urging 
the general public to restrain 
its use of long distance serv­
ice by pointing to an increase 
of nearly 31 per cent in the 
daily volume of toll calls orig­
inating at Plymouth since 
Pearl Harbor.

John R. MacLachlan, man­
ager for the company, said the 
rate of increase in long dis­
tance traffic at Plymouth since 
America entered the war is 
among the largest in the state.

MacLachlan attributed the in­
crease almost entirely to war 
calls. The public, he said, is g iv ­
ing a gratifying response to the 
company’s plea for less use 
of the telephone in order that 
war calls get the right-of-way.

MacLachlan said the volume 
of long distance calls placed at 
Plym outh Is averaging nearly 
1,320 a day compared w ith  
slightly over 1.000 a day just 
before Pearl Harbor.
The number of local calls here 

is up nearly 14 per cent over pre- 
Pearl Harbor days, with an aver­
age daily volum e of 9,500 against 
8,.350 a year ago.

To handle fhe increased calls, 
the company has added seven  
operators in its traffic depart­
ment here.

“In normal lim es, telephone 
facilities would be expanded 
sufficiently to meet all increased 
traffic demands but materials re­
quired for such expansion are 
now going into weapons of war, 
where they belong,” MacLachlan 
said. “That is why we are urging 
the -general public lo restrain its 
use of both local and long d is­
tance service, particularly to out- 
of-state points, and to make all 
calls as brief as possible.”

Women Work 
Long Hours to 
A id  Autoists

S p e e d  E f f o r t s  
T o  K e e p  C a r s  R o l l i n g

To the credit of Mrs. Kath­
erine Henderson and her 78 as­
sistants, Plymouth applicants 
for B and C gasoline rationing 
cards have not been required 
to wait for days or even hours 
as applicants have in many 
places about the state, to se­
cure their necessary allotment 
of additional gasoline.

By working 12 hours a day, 
sometimes longer, this patri­
otic group of Plymouth wo­
men, assisted by many from 
Rosedale Gardens and sur­
rounding territory, have been 
able to process the gasoline ra­
tioning cards w ithout delay.

Chairman W illiam Wood of the 
Plymouth rationing board, stat­
ed yesterday that the work of 
the Plymouth comm ittee was of 
the highest type.

“It is possible, of course, that 
some errors might be found and 
that some corrections m ay have 
to be made later, but on the 
whole, the work of Mrs. Hender­
son and her com m ittee has been  
outstanding and Plymouth car 
drivers owe these workers a real 
vote of thanks,” said Mr. Wood 
yesterday.

Not only did Mr. Wood express 
high praise for the work of the  
Plymouth comm ittee, but he e x ­
pressed similar appreciation'for  
the splendid cooperation given  
the rationing board by the North­
ville committee of workers. A 
group of Northville ladies served  
most efficiently and devoted the 
same long hours to this important 
task as did the Plymouth com­
mittee. Forrest Doren, the North­
ville m em ber of the rationing 
board, devoted his tim e and effort 
as w illingly and as enthusiasti­
cally as did Mr. Wood in P lym ­
outh.

These long days of work, 
preceded by other long days of 
study in preparation for the  
task they assumed to assist the 
governm ent and automobile 
drivers, w ere served' without 
one cent of pay for their efiorts. 
Their only compensation lies in 
the know ledge of the fact that 
their tim e and effort has been  
spent in the services of their 
country.

He is anxious to serve his pa­
tients efficiently, and he can if 
they w ill co-operate w ith him  
and place their calls properly. 
The doctor needs rest just as e v ­
eryone else does and, w hile he 
is eager to respond to necessary i 
night calls, experience has ta u g h t, 
him that 90 percent of them are | 

j unnecessary. j
I Don’t call at night without at 
least describing the situation

clearly, thus giving the doctor a 
choice of delaying his call if it 
appears safe. During the day an­
ticipate a possible restless night 
and call early. Don’t insist that 
the doctor come “right aw ay’’ for 
every call as he m ay have others 
to make. too. If he is not in when  
the call is made, leave enough in­
formation to guide him on what 
to do, and he w ill not fail. When 
calling it is always safer to give 
some pertinent date about the 
illness. Some instrument or some 
medication not habitually carried 
in the doctor’s  bag m ay be added 
with consequent saving of time 
and effort.

Don’t insist on talking to the 
doctor personally. Those whom  
he trusts to answer his phone

can be relied upon to transmit 
any m essage faithfully and to ef­
ficiently serve the patient’s in ­
terests.

Tells of Peace 
Plans After Wa

In today’s world so somber 
with lies, bloodshed, and the 
fear of death, there are still men  
who dare to draw blueprints for 
an honest, strong, gentle, laugh­
ing mankind of the future.

What has given them courage 
for such planning has been v ic­
tory like that partly won against 
tuberculosis. Now the backs of 
all death fighters— not excepting  
those against the w hite plague— 
are to the wall. The call is for 
more death, and more, and we  
are all too likely to forget that, 
to kill our enem ies efficiently, 
we cannot relax our fight for life. 
This is made especially plain by 
the condition of our battle 
against tuberculosis.

This year bids fair to find our 
vaunted national conquest of the  
disease at a standstill for the 
first time since World War I. The 
sinister sickness is beginning to 
flame high again. It gnaws at 
the vitals of America’s produc­
tive power. It k ills more and 
more Americans under the new  
strain of work in defense of our 
nation’s life. The year 1940 saw  
an upsurge of the tuberculosis 
death rate in m any of our lead­
ing cities. What m ay happen if 
we relax our war against this 
form of m ass murder is shown  
by ominjsus warnings from across 
the ocean. In 1939, England, 
Wales, and Scotland w ere pretty 
well satisfied with only 29,000 
annual deaths. Then cam e their 
strain of all-out war production 
effort. ‘The W hite P lague’s toll, 
1941, was w ell up in the 30,000's 
on ^hat embattled island.

The m oney, given so ungrudg­
ingly by m illions of Americans, 
since 1907, to the Christmas Seal 
Campaign of the National Tuber­
culosis Association, has been the 
most powerful single factor in
our half-successful fight against 
the white terror.

This year, with the grim need 
for us to keep our men on the 
industrial front in top physical 
condition, and with their peril
from tuberculosis greater be­
cause of the strain under which  
they work, it is especially impor­
tant that all of us do our utmost, 
buying 'Christmas Seals w ith ev ­
ery spare nickel, dim e and dollar.

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Michigan Potato 
Crop Slumps

Start Efforts To 
Increase Yield

Searching for some of the lost 
M ichigan potato acreage which  
has caused a drop to 182,000 acres 
in 1942 from the 1931-40 average 
of 278,000 acres has been recom- 
n e n d ^  as a M ichigan farm con­
tribution to the war effort.

Rain and blight put a dent in 
th e  1942 total production, esti­
mated at 17 m illion bushels, far 
below  the 27 to 30 m illion bushels 
that used to be turned out an­
nually w ithin the state.

Growers are  urged to start 
checking now  bn 1943 seed sup­
plies. H. C. Moore, potato spe­

cialist of the M ichigan State Col-1 
lege staff, points out that approx- | 
im ately 4,000,000 bushels of s e e d ! 
w ill be needed in planting potato ; 
fields next spring. !

Normally, out-of-state potato 
growers take a large share of the 
Michigan certified seed. This de­
mand likely will increase through 
the winter, Moore says, indicat­
ing the importance of Michigan 
growers locating a seed supply 
earlier than usual. Out-of-state 
orders usually are placed in Jan­
uary and February.

One* of the protections p rov id -' 
ed potato growers lies in the 
seed certification service su p er-! 
vised by the college. Growers in 
40 counties have seed supplies 
certified for variety and freedom  
from disease. Larger crops of 
better quality come from use of 
the better seed, Moore rep>orts.

Lists of growers who have c e r -1 
titled seed for sale can be obtain- I

ed from the M ichigan Crop Im­
provement association, in care of 
Michigan State college, East Lan­
sing.

Varieties available include 
Russet Rural, White Rural, Green 
Mountain, Katahdin, Irish Cob­
bler and Pontiac. The Russet Ru­
ral constitutes approximately 60 
per cent of the certified seed sup­
ply, with the Chippewa next in 
importance by volume. Both va­
rieties are considered w ell adapt­
ed to Michigan conditions. Coun­
ty agricultural agents and m em ­
bers of the college farm crops de­
partment have pledged aid to 
growers attem pting to locate 
suitable seed supplies.

Rev. Richards 
Writes of Florida

Says State is 
"War Conscious"

“We are all war conscious 
down here, being surrounded 
with army camps, and air and 
naval bases on the Indian river.” 
writes Rev. W illiam Richards, 
w ell known retired Methodist 
m inister from hi3 winter home at 
Scottsmoor. Florida, to The 
Plym outh Mail.

'T h e  H alifax and Indian 
rivers are being used as inland 
wafer w ays to escape sub­
marine loiVMs out in the ocean. 
Airplanes and bombers are 
continually over our head, but 
how thankful w e  are that they  
are not enem y planes," he 
states in his interesting letter.
“The weather is perfect here 

aivl we are thoroughly enjoying 
the warm sunshine and the beau­
tiful evenings.”

Rev. Richards served as pastor 
of the Northville Metnbdist 
church for ten years. Then he 
was assigned to the church at 
Belleville and following several 
years of service in that commun­
ity he was retired. ‘

Friends in Northville ourchased 
and presented to him tte  orange 
trees that are growin^Oh'his lit­
tle winter ranch in Florida. His 
permanent home is on the Seven 
Mile road just east of Northville.

Annapolis, Maryland, D ecem ­
ber 4— I have attended recently 
a Sunday Morning chapel service  
at what 1 consider the best college 
in America,— the U. S. Naval 
Academy. Incidentially, it sets a 
good exam ple to other colleges 
by having it compulsory that ev ­
ery student attend Divine Wor­
ship at some church EVERY Sun­
day morning. Out of over 3,000 
men nearly 2,500 were at the 
service which I attended.

The sermon was entitled, “A  
Challenge To Be Real”: it was 
both practical and inspTVational. 
It was primarily an appeal, for 
honest thinking, but the preach­
er had the courage to beg the 
m idshipmen to let liquor alone 
and to beware of “smokes.” He 
also gave them some sound ad­
vice about women, saying, “check 
the man w ho does not look you 
in the eye; but beware of the w o­
man who does look you in the 
eye!” Regarding business, he 
said that only as more is produc­
ed is there more to divide.

The new N a v a l  Academy 
chapel is most dignified anji im ­
pressive. Its beautiful stained  
glass w indows are significant of 
Peace. There is nothing to re­
mind one of war or to arouse any 
feelings of hate against any 
group or nation. The closing  
words of their closing hymn w ell 
express the creed of this great 
college. These words are: “In 
peace which only Thou canst 
give. Oh Master let me w ith Thee 
live .” In m y talks with the stu­
dents, I found a seriousness and 
religious fervor that exists on 
few  college campuses. Unlike av­
erage college men, upset by long­
haired radical economic profes­
sors, these Annapolis boys know  
where they are going and that 
they m ust struggle to get there. 

But w hy should I begin this 
financial column by writing of 
this U.S. Naval Academy? The 
reason is that tw o diam etri­
cally  opposite philosophies 
about Peace are being taught 
by the colleges of the United  
States. The State Universities 
are teaching that Peace is a 
m eans to an end,— that is, only  
Peace w ill bring prosperity. 
This Naval Academ y is teach­
ing that Peace is not the means 
to prosperity, but radher that 
Peace can be found only at the 
end of a long, long, road. They  
believe that only prosperity 
brings Peace.
Every businessman and in ­

vestor should decide whether the 
state universities or the Naval 
Academ y is teaching the truth. 
The length of the War, the u lti­
m ate victory and conditions after 
the War depend upon whether 
our lead'PfS In politics, industry, 
and edueation are. thinking 
soundly, or sleeping soundly. We 
see the evils of the Germans and 
Japanese worshipping war; and 
we know what befell France and 
her northern neighbors for w or­
shipping Peace. We cannot safely  
ride two horses when they are 
going in opposite directions.

Most State University pro­
fessors are talking about “w in ­
ning the Peace”; but the A n­
napolis professors expect a 
World Federation after World 
War II which w ill enable the 
U.S. to disarin and live  in  
Peace for evermore. The A n­
napolis professors teach that 
this is a goal to work for, but 
w e w ill 1^ at least 100 years • 
more in reaching it. They be­
lieve, in accordance w ith  the 
above-m entioned hym n, that 
Peace can come not throuah 
treaties, leagues, or even  the  

- m ilitary, but only through the 
peoples of the world follow ing  
Jesus' teachings.
Our armed force.s have definite 

ideas as to “kecping-the-Peace” 
after World War II. They claim  
that either the English-speaking 
peoples must police the world 
or else that Germany m ust be 
turned over to the Russians and 
Japan turnc-d over to the Chinese. 
This lines up with the subject 
of that Sunday morning sermon 
that church people should be 
realistic as w ell as idealistic; 
that businessmen should, after 
the war, depend for protection on 
armed forces rather than on forc­
ed tariffs.

I wonder if the United States 
would not be better off if all ed­
ucational institutions would fo l­
low the lead of the U.S. Naval 
Academy. Nothing bombastic is 
taught there: no glorification of 
war is apparent; yea, not even 
nationalism per so is talked

about. Certainly, one hears muoh 
more of jingo doctrines at a N a­
tional Cham'ber of ----------------
Convention.

An earnest effort is made to 
leach the fundam entals of liv ­
ing. Most of all, the men are 
trained. K nowledge can be 
purchased: but habits come 
only through training, d isci­
pline, and self-control. These 
m idshipmen are taught that 
life alw ays has been a struggle 
and alw ays w ill be. To let any  
young people get the false idea  
that "security"—either national 
or personal—can be bought or 
legislated is a wicked crime, 
condemned by both God and 
history.

Naturally, I tried to ascertain 
from officers and others whom I 
met their ideas as to the length  
of the war. The consensus of 
opinion is that we w ill know no­
thing definite until Christmas. 
If Germany, during 1942, breaks 
through to contact Japan, the 
war w ell m ay last for five years 
more. If, on the other hand, Ger­
m any is held back at the*'Cau­
casus a n d  com pelled to go 
through another w inter without 
more oil. rubber, and other sup­
plies, the war w ell m ay end in 
1943. But w henever it ends, w e  
will be living in a different world 
and wise are those businessmen, 
wage workers, ' and investors 
who now  change their plans ac­
cordingly.

Wyngarden took lessons orig­
inally ^om a Japanese woman 
and for six years has been cred­
ited with an average of 98 to 100 
per cent accuracy.

Japanese have been put into 
army service, into internment 
camps and some have just dis­
appeared, the hatcherymen using 
them report.

process by the Japanese. Pullets 
and cockerels <ee separated by 
handling and keen eyes. The sex- 
ed chicks then are sold to those 
poultrymen who demand pullets 
alone or who purchase the lower 
priced cockerels just for meat 
Durposes. An increase in the lay­
ing flock can be obtained with 
no increase in brooding equip­
ment if the poultrymen buys 
only pullets.

Possibilities for the profession 
are found in the fact that 'an in­
creasing number and percentage 
of baby chicks are being sold af­
ter sexing. EstimaiS’s indicate 
possibly a third of the total of 33 
million baby thicks hatched in

Michigan in 1942 were sold after 
determining sex.

Pay for the work is seasonal 
but exceptionally high. Sexers 
work at rates that range from a 
half cent to more than a cent per 
chick, yet they- handle 800 or 
more an hour and work night 
and day at times during a 10 
weeks to three months season.

Some of the details for the 
course already have been work­
ed out at the college. The poultry 
department will obtain 5,000 
chicks per student for training 
ourposes and this cost will be one 
of the principal expenses which 
the student will be asked to 
share. Persons interested in tak­
ing the instruction can contact 
hatcheries out in the state or the 
short course or fioultry depart­
ments at the college.

To Start Chick 
Sex School

State College To 
Aid Poultrymen

Chick sexing, once a Japanese 
dom inated profession, gets a 
more American slant w ith an an­
nouncem ent by Michigan State 
College officials approving a baby 
chick sexing school to be con­
d u cted ’on the campus January 18 
to February 12, just ahead of the  
1943 commercial hatchery season.

A limit of 30 students qualified 
by eyesight and w illing to bear a 
large share of the cost of' con­
ducting the school has been set 
by the short course and the poul­
t r y  husbandry departments. 
Dw ight Wyngarden, Zeeland, one 
of'th e  nation’s most expert baby 
chick sexers, w ill serve as in ­
structor, with the aid of college 
talent.
