Hereafter All Boys 
Must Register When 
They Become 18

Plymouth boys w ill be am on g; 
the 25,000 Michigan youths who  
w ill be reg is ter ^  in the sixth  
and probably the last general 
Selective Service registration to 
be conducted by local boards dur­
ing the period beginning today, 
Friday, Decem ber 11, and con­
tinuing through December 31, it 
has been announced by Col. E. 
M. Rosecrans, state director.

Men w ho became 18 during 
July and August this year w ill 
^  registered on<any day dur­
ing the w eek beginning todlay, 
Friday. M en w ho becam e 18 
during September and October 
w ill be registered during the 
w eek comm encing Friday. D ec­
ember 18: and those w ho be­
came 18 during N ovem ter or 
December w ill be registered  
during the period l^ in n in g  
December 26 and ending D ec­
em ber 31.

Hereafter men born on or after 
January 1. 1925, w ill register on 
the day they become 18. If their 
birthday falls on Sunday or a 
legal holiday, they w ill register  
on the follow ing day. Registra­
tion w ill take place generally in 
the offices o f the 192 local boards 
in Michigan. In certain instances 
the local boards may designate  
other places of registration in 
the community.

Men subject to registration 
should register at the local board I 
having jurisdiction over their 
residence address. Persons away 
from home at the tim e of regis­
tration m ay register at the office 
of the nearest local board.

In every inftance the resi­
dence address g iven  by the 
registrant w ill determ ine the 
local board that w ill alw ays 
have jurisdibtion over him. Per­
sons outside the United! States 
w ill register im m ediately upon 
their return. Iitmates of state  
institutions w ill register at the 
tim e they are released.

More than 1,800,000 men have 
already been registered by the 
Michigan Selective Service S ys­
tem, Colonel Rosecrans indicat- 

in one of the most complete 
inventories of manpower ever  
accomplished. This includes all 
men in Michigan between the 
ages of 18 and 65. All men be­
tween the ages of 1 and 45 have 
been d e c la r ^  by  Congress to be 
liable for m ilitary service, if  not 
otherwise deferred by their local 
boards.

Plymouth Lad 
One of Few Saved 
From African 
Sea Attack

Held Prisoner at 
Casblonca For 
Three Days — Has High 
Praise For French
For three days a prisoner of 

the French at Casablanca in 
French Morocco and now fully 
recovered from slight shrapnel 
cuts received November 8 
when shelled by a French de­
stroyer, James Mulholland. son 
of Mr. and Mrs. James Mul­
holland of West Ann Arbor 
Trail, one of the survivors of 
the “lost squadron,” arrived 
h o m e  Wednesday morning 
from Africa on a nine-day 
leave from the navy.

The Plymouth high school 
graduate of 1941 was the eng­
ineer of one of the landing 
boats caught under the direct 
shell fire of a French destroyer 
while the American lads were 
looking for the Fedhala land­
ing beaches north of Casa­
blanca on the morning of the 
African invasion.

“It was some experience. 
There wasn’t a chance for our 
boys who were on the landing 
boats. My boat was about 75
feet back of the destroyer when 
the French cut loose on the boat 
ahead of us,” declared James, 
one of the 71 survivors of the 
attack.

“There were four boats in our 
landing party. Two of us were 
right close to the French d e ­
stroyer. We thought it was an 
American boat until they opened 
fire on us with shells and m a­
chine guns. The men in the boat 
ahead of us tried to tell the 
French who we were, but they 
kept on firing just the same.

"Our engin* caught fire from  
the shelling. Som e of the sol­
diers w e w ere taking to shore 
were killed. W hen our engine 
began burning up, the lieuten­
ant ordered us to jump. They 
even  gunnedi us w h ile w e  were 
in the water. There was flying 
places of shrapnel everyw here  
in the air. I got a slight cut un­
der m y right eye and another 
spent piece of shrapnel hit m y 
shoulder. Fortunately it caus­
ed only a m ighty sore apot for 
a few  days.
“Finally they picked us up and 

we were taken to Casablanca. 
There we were told that it was 
the German officers in charge of 
the French boats who ordered the 
firing that killed and wounded 
some of our boys. The French on 
shore were m ighty good to us. 
Some of the French in the town 
went without food .so that we 
who were held prisoners would 
have enough to eat.

“After being held three day.s, 
we were released and went back 
to our transport anchored out in 
the harbor. The first night I was 
back on the big transport, a Ger­
man submarine torpedo just 
missed us by a few  rods. I saw  
some of the empty transports and 
other boats when they were sunk 
that night by the submarines.

‘'I'll never forget how good 
the French were ^  u t w hen w e  
were held prisonem. TTiey gave  
us everything they had. It was 
a great experience, and I'm 
ready for m o r e," declares 
Jimmy.
The young m an’s return home 

Wednesday morning_was a great 
surprise to his parents as they  
had no idea he was back this 
side of the ocean.

He brought with him the dam­
aged watch that his parents had 
sent him for Christinas and 
which he had received just be­
fore he sailed for Africa. His 
mother plans now to keep it as a 
souvenir for him.

He had it on his wrist when 
he jumped into the ocean and the 
salt water damaged it beyond 
repair.

James enlisted in the navy 
February 17 and declares that 
he has thoroughly enjoyed his 
many and vaned experiences in 
the past ten months as one of 
Uncle Sam’s fighting naval Jfids.

to Detroit and then is parceled 
out to the other communities in 
this part of the state. '

According to Detroit state­
ments, when the Washington of­
ficials issued the order which re­
sulted in closing the Detroit 
packing houses, they did not take 
into consideration the fact that 
the population of Detroit had in­
creased by more than 325,000, 
and that every community in 
the metropolitan area had added 
many thousands to their number 
of residents. i

tween now' and the first of the 
year—and that this entire lo-1 
cality faces a very serious short­
age of meat over the ho lid ay!

Reed’s rest­
aurant, out at Jake's or any of 
the other eating places in or 
around Plymouth?

If so, the operators of these 
places must count every meal you 
cat from now on and at the end 
of the month report it to Leon 
Henderson.

Not only must the number of 
meals you eat be counted, but 
the hotel and restaurants must 
report at the end of the month 
the exact amount of flour, cheese, 
butter, canned goods. beans, 
soups, ice cream, the various 
kinds of meats and all other food 
oroducts they have used during 
the month.

On top of that they must also 
report the amount paid for ev ­
ery serving.

Even lh(' di’ug stores that 
serve lunches must also make 
similar reports.

From such information as can 
be secured as to the purpose of 
this additional record-keeping it 
is believed that the OPA wants to 
do some checking on its ration­
ing program, and provide som e­
thing for Us vast army of regi- 
mentators to do.

New Rationing 
Book Due Soon

Will be Ready After 
First of Year

Word has bcch received at the 
Wayne County Extension office 
that a War Rationing Book No. 2 
will be available to everyone 
soon after the first of the year. 
H owever the office of price ad­
ministration warns that no one 
may receive war rationing book 
No. 2 unless they have registered 
for war ration book No. ]. com­
m only known as the ‘Sugar 
Book.’

The last day for registering for 
war ration book No. 1 is Dec­
ember 15. On or before that date 
everyon e. must have registered 
even though they may have on 
hand excess stock of sugar. If 
there is an excess stock of sugar 
on hand, sugar stamps will be 
torn from the book.

After December 15 only the 
following groups of people will 
be permitted to register for war 
ration book No. 1.

First, those who vA'rc out of 
the country at the time of first 
registration. Second, those in 
military service who have left 
an organized mess. Third, those 
who have been in a hospital or 
other institutions and have been 
released. Fourth, n e w  born 
babies.

Persons in these four groups 
have 30 days in which to apply 
for registration for war ration 
Book No. 1.

B. A. Hodge Tells of ! 
His Own Neighborhood j

I

spread that butter pretty thin o n !

farmers or the dairymen. Just | 
blame the mess we are in, plus j 
W ashington bungling. [

B. A. Hodge, w ell known Base 1 
Line farmer livdng over east of 
Northville, was in Plymouth  
early this week. Mr. Hodge is a 
former Iowa farmer, and he grew  
up in the same neighborhood 
with the Wallaces. He knows 
much about the "farming” ideas 
of Vice President W allace as 
they are reflected down through 
the N ew  Deal. ]

“Well, how do you expect to | 
have butter? Right in m y neigh- j 
borhood over on the Eight ’M ile 1 
road, there are 50 or 60 less dairy j 
cows being kept by farmers than 
a year ago. They just can’t g e t ; 
help, and feed prices are w a y ' 
high, so they have had to sell 
their cows. There w ill be more 
dairy cows sold in the next few  
months and there w'ill be less 
butter than there is right now ,” 
said Mr. Hodge.

Back in May, Claude R. Wick- 
ard. United Stgtes Secretary of 
Agriculture, outlined the farm  
production quotas for 1.942. These 
war food quotas must be met if 
we expect to supply the food re­
quirements of our own and allied 
civilian and soldier populations.

Mr. Wickard summed up the 
food production position of the 
farmer in his statem ent. “Food 
Will Win the War and Write the 
Peace.”

Responsibility
How' extrem ely vital food is to 

America's war effort cannot be 
over-emphasized. Upon the shoul­
ders of the American farmer 
rests the responsibility of in ­
creasing his farm production in 
the face of diminishing m an­
power for labor and housing m a­
terials and equipment.

Increases in milk and egg pro­
duction should be brought about 
through the em ploym ent of bet­
ter m anagement and better feed. 
During war time when the poul­
try and dairy industries should 
be geared to the highest state of 
efficiency, there is no room for 
the poorly fed and poorly m an­
aged flock or herd.

Livestock Populations 
It w ill not be possible to take 

care of the asked for increases in 
the production of pork, milk and 
oggs at once solely through in­
creases in poultry, dairy and 
swine populations. For exam ple 
—although individual dairymen 
may be able to increase their 
nurnber of milk cows, sufficient 
to increase their herd milk pro­
duction eight per cent, the na­
tional increase in cow numbers 
this year m ay contribute approx­
im ately only three' per cent in­
crease in m ilk production.

I This means that the remaining 
i five per cent increase w ill have  
j to come from herds now in pro- 
I duction by increasing the produc­
tion of the individual members of 
each herd by five per cent. This 
can be accomplished only through  
BETTER MANAGEMENT AND  
BETTER FEEDING.

Practical Approach 
That better feeding and better

management is the most prac­
tical approach to increased pro­
duction 'in this em ergency needs 
little elaboration—but to em pha­
size the point, consider the three 
avenues open to incfcased milk 
production. <

In the case with dairym en they 
may obtain increased production 
by;

(1) Buying more cows.
(2) BrctKiing.
(3) Better feeding and man­

agement.
Buying more cows is not the 

.solution— because for one thing it 
does not in all truth represent an 
increase in milk production but 
more accurately m erely a sh ift­
ing of the sources of m ilk sup­
ply. In addition—the dairyman's 
labor problem at this time is such 
as to discourage any m ove tend­
ing to require additional labor.

B re e d in g ?
Breeding Ls not the immediate 

solution. A llowing for the period 
of conception and the develop­
ment of the heifer would lake too 
long to produce the extra milk 
needed NOW. Furthermore there 
is only the 50-50 chance that a 
cow with calf will give birth to a 
heifer calf.

Better feeding and better m an­
agement at this time then, be­
comes the only practical quick 
approach to increased m ilk pro­
duction. The average herd’s milk 
prfxluction can be substantially  
increased within a relatively  
.short time, varying from a few  
days to a few  weeks, depending 
of course# upon the condition of 
the herd and how nearly ideal is 
the application of a better feed­
ing and better m anagement pro­
gram.

Illustration
As an illustration—U n i t e d  

States Department of Agriculture 
figures show that for some 600,- 
000 cows included in cow testing  
associations in 1941, m ilk produc­
tion per cow averaged 8,225 
pounds. This figure is nearly 
double the agricultural depart­
m ent’s estimate of 4,742 pounds 
m ilk production per cow for all 
m ilk cows in 1941.

However, Mr. .-.^Gbarles Staff, 
Director of General M ills Larro 
Research Farm e.stimates that the 
cow testing a.ssociation’s figure

Ford Produces 
Army Gliders

Big Factory "'Up In 
Woods" In Operation

Som ewhere in Upper Michigan 
—Thousands of woodworkers of 
this picturesque Upper Peninsula  
town today are soldiers on the 
war production front.
'j After im patiently waiting for 
fnonths to add their skills to de­
mocracy’s fight, the craftsmen, 
m any of them men in their 70s, 
now are working to produce 
Ford-made giant transport g li­
ders.

Working in the same huge 
plant where once they construct­
ed the Ford station wagon, the 
old-timers are fashioning count­
less glider parts. Soon they w ill 
be assembling air carriers with  
the same speed and ease that 
characterized their peace-tim e 
efforts.

Back at fam iliar m achines af­
ter a work lapse 'brought about 
by the out>^reak of war, the w o ^ -  
workers voiefe a promise that 
they will exceed any scheduled 
output,

“Scores of us are beyond the 
draft age,’’ one said. “For months 
w e’ve wondered whether w e  
would be able to get back into 
industry and do our share toward 
winning the war.

“Now that w e are beginning 
to build gliders, every old-timer

on the job feels that he has been  
given the break o f his life—a! 
chance to make weapons for t h e ' 
eventual collapse of the Axis. If 
painstaking care and long time 
skill can m ake our gliders a little 
better, then you can depend on 
us to do it.”

The W aco-designed air trans­
port w eighs approximately 3,000 
pounds an d . is built to carry 15! 
combat-clad soldiers. The glider’s 
wings have a spread of 84 feet j 
and sweep out from a fuselage i 
52 feet in length.

Skeleton of the fuselage is a 
sturdy tubular steel framework. 
Other parts consist of aircraft 
spruce and mahogany plywood. 
C)uter surface or skin is covered 
with close-weave, long-fiber cot­
ton fabric.

Fixtures being used in assemb­
ling the gliders were designed  
by Ford engineers in Dearborn 
and then shipped here after they  
had been used in building the 
first Ford flight-test ship. This 
work was dqpe at a Ford air­
frame plant.

Before production got under 
way here, Ford engineers design­
ed and had built more than 4,- 
000 special tools. The plans from  
which these w ere made later 
were put at the disposal of other 
concerns so they, too, could 
speed glider production.

Originally a m ining commun-1 
, ity, this town of some 10,000 per- i 
1 sons first became wood conscious i 

in the days of the Model T. In re-1 
i cent years it had been the home I 
' of the Ford station wagon.

Get Vitamins the Natural Way
(By Elaine De Planche)

When you are cooking vege­
tables save your vitam ins and 
don’t throw them away. You 
paid for them so why not use 
them?

After cooking your vegetables 
don’t throw away the juice; you 
would be surprised to find the 
vitam ins that it contains. The 
liquids can be used in making 
gravies and soups. You can make 
m any dinners perk up by adding 
the liquids of these vegetables 
to your gravies and soups.

To get your vitam ins from veg­
etables do not over-cook them. 
They m ust be cooked quickly 
and only until tender. Vitamins 
and minerals wash out in cook­
ing. If vegetables are cooked 
long, they also lose their color 
and this, too, is an important 
factor that must be kept if you  
want to get vitam ins that you 
paid for. If is always w ell to leave 
the skin of your vegetables on, 
w henever possible. This helps 
keep in the vitam ins and m in­
erals.
■ From your garden you can get 
vitamins, too. A ll the vegetables 
that grow there are rich in vita­
mins as well as the ones you buy 
in the store.

Serve raw \’cgetables three or 
four tim es a week. Cabbage, 
carrots, turnips, and onions make 
delicious salads and are usually 
cheap all year round.

Raw vegetables contain vita­
min “C’’ needed to protect against 
scurvy and to keep teeth and

Proves of Benefit 

I In Food Emergency
Plym outh deer, duck a n d  

pheasant hunters are among the 
large number of Michigan nim- 
rods who have helped to alleviate  
the meat shortage in this state 
by adding tons and tons of fresh 
wild meat to the regular market 
supply of beef, pork and m ulfon.

Enough gam e for an estimated  
IS m illion m eals in the last 12 
months has come out of the woods 
and farm fields harboring Mich- 
!^an's w ild gam e as rabbits, deer, 
pheasants and other legal game 
birds and animals unintention­
ally contribute to the war effort.

That is the estim ate placed on 
the 1942 harvest, running para- 
lel to 1941, according to R. G. 
Hill, extension specialist in game 
management, em ployed by Mich­
igan State college and the State 
Department of Conservation.

Wifh 1941 as a guide, deer 
alone added some six  m illion  
pounds of dressed ouf meat. 
Rabbits come second, in a sea­
son that ends December 31, 
w ith three and a half m illion  
pounds of m eat. Pheasants are 
third for their addition of two  
and a half m illion pounds.
Deer dress out an average of 

80 pounds of meat. On 75,000 
deer, that gives the six  million  
pounds of meat.

Other gam e added to deer, says 
;tiill, makes enough meat to equal 
♦ra t produced in a year in the 
form of pork, beef, lamb and 
poultry on 5,000 average Mich­
igan farms. Wartime factors that 
increase the importance of the 
game meat include the need for 
variety in the average human 
diet, the need for recreation and 
the approach of meat rationing.

Rabbits numbering 2,6889.- 
181 w ere reported killed in 19-

41. At an average of one and* a 
Ihird pounds, this produced 3.- 
585,554 pounds of meat. Pheas­
ants numbering 1,254,725 dress­
ed out at two pounds to contri­
bute 2,509.450 pounds.

Fox squirrels at a pound each, 
dressed, made 539,308 pounds of 
meat. Gray squirrels, a pound 
each, 29.632; grouse, one pound 
each. 365.774; prairie chicken, at 
one and a fourth pounds, 25,748 
pounds; raccoon, at five pounds, 
216,745; muskrat sold as marsh 
rabbit, at one and a half pounds, 
899,481: ducks, at a pound each. 
510.432: geese, at four pounds 
each. 23,684; and woodcock, at 
four ounces each. 8,888 pounds. 
Totaled, this amounts to about 
7,000 tons of meat.

Unfortunately some of this 
meat never reaches the table due 
to lack of knowledge of its prep­
aration and misunderstanding of 
its food value. This is especially  
true of muskrat and raccoon. 
Both these animals furnish nu-
