The scho(”™ is located at 188
Norlh Mill street.

Along with the praise heap-
ed on"the school itself in the
addresses at the dedicatory
exercises was praise for Lieut.
Marie House of the Salvation
Army, who will have charge of
the school.

Mayor Ruth Huston Whip-
ple, speaking on behalf of the
city government, told the
guests at the nursery school
that there were three reasons
for the success of the venture.

First, she said, it filled a
definite need in Plymouth;
second it will prove itself to be
more important in the months
to come as more and more wo-
men arc taken into war plants,
and third, it provides adequate
training for pre-school young-
sters in wholesome surroundings.

Mrs. Whipple said that she had "

been impressed by Lieut. House
when she first broached the pos-
sibility of a nursery school.

“She knew what she wanted,”
said the mayor, “and she made it
e plain that she intended to have it.

You see here the result.”
- The mayor explained that she
believed the school would reveal
itself to be most important to the
defense council.

“In the months to come,” she
said, “more and more women
will be taken into industry, draft-

ed if necessary. Many of them
have small, pre-school children.
They can leave their children

here in perfect safety.

“lI must tell you that the coun-
cil is about equally divided as to
the need for this or any similar
school. We have argued with the
unbelieving members, and they
still do not see. For that reason

we welcome this school as an ex- -

periment and a test to convince
them of the value.”

The dedicatory program was'

opened with a hymn led by Ma-

jor George Hunt of Detroit, who '

presided at the program.

The Rev. Leonard Sanders, pas-
tor of the Methodist church gave
the invocation, and was followed
by the reading of the scripture;
greetings from Fred Schrader,
chairman of the Plymouth Salva-
tion Anny advisor>' board, and a
solo by Mrs. James Hebert.

After Mrs. Whipple spoke,
Lieut. Col. James Murphy, div-
isional commander of the Sal-
vation Army for the eastern dis-
trict of Michigan gave the dedica-
tory address, in which he also
praised Lieut. House for the work
she has done in renovating and
decorating the nursery school.

Col. Murphy pointed out that
the nursery school here and in
other cities is another manifesta-
tion of the work the Salvation
Army is doing in the war pro-
gram.

Following in the wake of the
severest early winter weather
this part of Michigan has ever
experienced, Plymouth and the
rest of southeastern Michigan
was Tuesday morning blanketed
with a sheet of ice that disrupted
all highway traffic, piled auto-
mobiles, trucks and buses in the
gutters along highways and made
foot traffic a real hazard.

Circular Advises
Ways to Benefit Most |

Distribution of 500,000 copies of
a United States government’
leaflet which explains why and
how housewives should “Sharel
the Meat for Victory,” was
started this week in Plymouth j
and other parts of Wayne county. '

The Wayne County Council of;
Defense has organized distribu-1
tion of these leaflets which are
based on *“99 Ways to Share the
Moat,” a new pamphlet of the
United States Department of Ag-
riculture.

Men, women and children
over 12 years old are allowed
"two and a half pounds per week
of beefAveal, lamb, mutton, and
pork, including canned meats
and sausage, made from these |
meats. Children from six to 12
years are allowed one and' a
half pounds per week and
children under six years old,
three-fourths of a pound per
week.

“Voluntary sharing of the meat
is essential if we are to meet the
needs of our armed force and
allies,” Robert H. MacRae, chair-
man of the Wayne County O.C.D.
pointed out. ‘This pamphlet will
help housewives share the meat
by listing alternate main dishes
which may be substituted for
meat.”

The pamphlet points out that
the two and a half poUnds per
week allowed adults is figured
with  “bone in” and “fat on.” O
Poultly, fish, and a variety of
meats such as kidney, liver,
Jbrains, sweetbreads, tongue—
need not be counted in the two ¢
and a half pounds and may be
used freely.

Cheese, eggs, dry beans, soy-
beans, peanut butter and peanuts
are listed as alternate main dish-
es and recipes are given for their
preparation in the pampbhlet.

Ford Keeps 'Em
Rolling for U. S.

Labor Up-Sets Do
Not Stop Progress

In spite of strikes, slow-downs,
fights, wrangles and disputes,
that have infested his plants dur-
ing the past year or so, Henry
Ford keeps'the wheels turning for
Uncle Sam and grinding out bad-
ly needed supplies and materials
for the fighting boys in the Unit-
ed States army and navy.

His latest accomplishment, ac-

cording to Paul Wiedman, for
nearly a quarter of a century,
Plymouth Ford dealer, is the

completion of the new aircraft
building, .where production of
Pratt and Whitney airplane mo-
tors is under way. Special class-
rooms and laboratories have
been set aside for navy use, and
900 of the service school students
are learning, through both the-
oretical study and practical ex- ,
perience, details of airplane-,
engine maintenance. In the class-,
room they learn aircraft engine
fundamentals, purposes of the
various parts and their function ~
in ine engine's operation. ;W

In another department where I
the 400 machinists-mate aspir-'"
ants study lathes, mills, drill-
presses and shapers, the Navy has
instituUd a unique method of in-*
struction. Two men work to-
gether at a machine. One has
had a month’s experience. The
other is new. The oldster in-
structs the youngster for onei
month and then departs when his:
pupil is ready to take his turn as 1
teacher. An average of one shop 1
instructor for every 10 students |
is maintained, and he keeps in1
close contact with their progress'
and instructs each in all phasesj»
of the work. 'w

An advanced two-month course
in Diesel engineering is givOn to m*
machinist's and electrician’s 1>
mates who show particular talent,”
during the first 120-day period, y
Throughout the rooms devoted to ”s;
this study are cut-away models |/
of Diesel engines, Showing the
functions of the various parts.
Other complete models serve as
experimental engines .which the
students tear down and build up
to learn construction.

Bull-dozers started to level
the ground. As fast as this was
done, workmen followed, some
digging holes into which stripling
trees were placed gnd then guy-
ed with wires. Stil? others began
laying and rolling the squares of
sod. much of it smooth as a golf-
green.

All through the night and well
into the following day this con-
tinued. It was shortly after noon .
that the crew finished. "What hadi*®
been a barren area, had become
a landscaped vista, in less than
48 hours. The admiral was pleas-
ed. (So was the Commanding
Officer.)

'That kind of pa-
trol work reflects credit on all
CAP members of Utah and the
Civil Air Patrol all over the na-
tion."
