NEW ALLOYS w ith  
m arvelous strength and light­
ness; HARNESSING THE SUN.

powerhouses; ATOMIC POW­
ER; NEW MILITARY ARM A­
MENTS and COMMERCIAL 
AVIATION. Big profits are pos­
sib le for alert businessm en  
and investors.

During 1943 our w ives w ill be­
gin to use dried eggs, dehydrated 
vegetables, frozen m eats and 
other innovations. This does not 
mean that canned goods w ill be 
displaced, but I do forecast a rev­
olution in connection with pre­
fabricated houses, using plywood, 
aluminum, plastics and rubber; 
the buying, preserving and use 
of foods. .

There w ill be more experi­
m ents in  national plaim ing w ith  
Government guarantees, but 
w ith the return of the R ^ u b -  
licans to power after this Glo­
bal War, We shall see less, 
rather than more, rationing, 
price fixing a i^  regulations. 
Som e tim e it w ill daw n upon  
the American voters that the  
Government cimnot g ive the 
people anything that it does not 
first or last take aw ay from  
them. There cannot be a leve l­
ing of living standards w ith ­
out a lowering of liv ing stand­
ards.

N ineteen hundred and forty- 
th r ^  w ill see more changes in 
c iv i» n  life than any year since  
the Revolutionary War. W ise are 
those who are first to prepare for 
these changes. When one studies 
the tremendous purchases which  
the Government is m aking, they  
m ake one shudder. For instance, 
the army recently purchased 30 
million pounds of salt, four m il­
lion pounds of mustard and two  

I m illion pounds of black pepper, 
i sim ply to fill a few  m onths’ re- 
1 quiroments.

Farm ­
ers. manufacturers and other 
em ployers m ay bo obliged to 
go to the UJS. Enq^loymetel 
Service w hen  desiring addi­
tional help w h ile e m p t o ^  m ay  

subject to the sam e ragute- 
tkms w hen desiring to  eheage  
jo b s .'

Certainly w e are entering 1943 
with, a touch, better political sit­
uation than existed a year agd. 
This does not m ean that the new  
Congressmen are conservative—  
jsome are more Tadical in  certain 
ways than their predecessors—  
but they w ill combine w ith the 
conservative Southern Democrats 
on questions of- taxation am i war 
matters. Looking back oVec 1342, 
it becomes evident that, the tax  
situation was the m ost upsetting  
feature on business and < ihvest­
ments. The m arkets w ^  at their 
worst directly after the Morgen- 
thau recom m endation o f  a KS per­
cent normal tax., W hen the House 
voted ff 45 perctent tax  business 
began to pick up and even secur­
ity  prices had a real m bve when  
the Senate dropped the rate to 
40 percent.

Recent visits to Wariiington 
convince m e that the Treasury 
has* temporarily lost its influence 
with Congress and that the 1943 
tax bill w ill be -written by Con­
gress itself and. w ill  be fairly  
conservative. I am m uch inter­
ested in reports that Honorable 
Jam es Byrne, the new  Economic, 
Dictator, is to be put in charge;' 
For the first tim e, it  is reasonable' 
to hope that a sa les  ta x —perhapi’ 
under some other nam e—w ill 
enacted in  1943. The farm eri 
w ill continue to have as m uch in­
fluence in the 1943 Congress ajs 
heretofore, but the honeym oon of  
the labor and other blocs is tern'-' 
porariiy a t an end. N ineteen hun­
dred and forty-three w ill see  
very few  w age raises and certain 
labor leaders w ill be put in the 
dog-house.

There m ay be a slight increase 
in short-term m oney rates during 
1943; but there w ill be little  or  
no change in the rates that banks 
charge their customers. M oney 
rates are now  m anaged by the 
Governm ent even m ore closely  
than the prices o f  commodities. 
The idea, however, that money! 
rates w ill alw ays continue low  is 
just as foolish as w ere the fore^' 
casts of ten years ago that m oney  
w;ouki perm anently rem ain on a 
high basis. T he pendulum  has 
alw ays sw ung and it w ill cofi- 
tinue to sw ing after World War 
II is over. W hether or not banks 
should borrow from the Pederri 
Reserve in order to buy Gbverri- 
m ent bonds w ill be debated ditt- 
ing 1943. Banks that d o  this vrill 
tem porarily m ake a profit, bttt 
whether this w ill work out.as^a  
profit or loss jin the end ^  qdite- 
tionabie. In the' long n in , v e ^  
few  banks, corporations or in ­
dividuals m ake m oney by bor­

rowing.'m oney.
" T h e o o o d e d  debt of the Federal 
Governm ent is now  $90 billions, 
or an increase o f $67 .billions 
since the R oosevelt Adminlstra- 
tKMi <^me into power. B y  the end  
<jt 1943, this debt m ay stand at 
about $150 billions. Som e of it, 
of course, w ill be raised py, se ll­
ing additional Victory Bonds to 
the public and institutions. The 
amount w ill largely depend upon 
Whether or not compulsory sav­
ing is adopted. I forecast, how ­
ever, that the major i»rtion  of 
th is m oney m ust bfe'raised from  
the banks and chiefly from the 
large banks. This, o f  course, 
m eans inflation sooner or later.

W ith netm al -weather condi- 
iioBB Ihar# is  evezy . reason to 
belie-re that m ore crops w ill be 
raised in  thisf country in  -1943 
than in  1942 jsnd that farmers 
should benefit accordingly. On 
th e  other hand, there alw ays is 
the possibility o f bad weather  
Gonmtions i^ u d in g  droughts 
and floods. The large amount of 

' w heat, com  and o th ef grains 
in  storage, how ever, should  
help ofbet' h a y  crop failure in  
1943.
The wheat yield for 1942 w ill 

be about one billion bushels, sec­
ond only to , the crop of 1915, 
w hile the com  crop for 1942 w ill 
bteak all records, amounting to 
about 3,250,000,000 bushels. The 
cotton crop for 1942 amounts to 
only 13,400,000 bales, but this is 
perfectly satisfactory considering 
the large am ount of cotton in 
storage. W ithout doubt, the the­
ory of "winning the' peace with  
food” is sound. Farmers have a 
legitim ate reason for expecting  
good treatm ent , during the re­
m ainder of the war. A fter the 
w«ir, their celebration w ill be 
over. . ' 1

Reeders w ill remem ber that 
our . war production w ill not reach 
its  height until w ell into 1943. 
The plants m anufacturing big 
botobers ore  not yet completed, 
shipbuilding is ju st  getting into 
its istride a n d . thousands of fac­
tories are still re-tooHng. N ine­
teen  forty-three however, should 
w itiiess a transition from con­
struction to  production. I, there­
fore, visualize a drastic i^-shuffle 
of sub-contractors, of labor and 
of com m im ities in general.

This m eans hardships for 
m anagem ent and for the m en  
and w o m m  workers. Som e 
communittee now  doing w ell 
w ill becom e ghoet towns; w hile  
other s le w in g  cities w ill be­
com e busy beehives.

Taking a ll in all, industrial pro­
duction should clim b into new  
tox)und diuring 1943, averaging  
about 210 percent of the 1935-39 
jtevel. This would leave only  
Ifbout $70 billions for dom estic 
ccMisumer goods, compared with  
about $78 billions in' 1942. This 
m eans that only about 1 0  percent 
of the output of the durable goods 
industry and 60 percent of the 
cutput o f the non-durable goods 
industry w ill be available for 
civilian use in 1943. This estim ate 
is on a per unit basis w ith  no 
allow ance for price inflation.

Business failures I n - 1942 am­
ounted to $105 m illions' and I  
fear these w ill be increased 
during 1943. If so, ij w ill be due 
to manufacturers being upable to 
secure necessary raw m aterials 
or substitutes and m erchants 
being unable to get a supply of 
goods. In addition to the: nonhal 
casualties and those additional 
ones due to the War, I expect a 
certain “birth-control m ovem ent” 
in business.

The Gtevermnent m ay reqoire  
new  businesses, fanners desir­
ing lo  increase acreage and es­
pecially em ployers desiring lo  
increase Iheir 'sales forces to 
get permits. Sales organizations 
would be the first to be treated  
to "birth controL" We m iy  also 
expect to see in  1943 experi­
m ents in "zoned markets" by  
lim iting the distance that goods 
can be shipped. ,

The paid leaders of the f'ann 
groups are fighting ceiling prices 
on farm products, but I believe  
the farmers would be, wilUng to 
have a ceiling provided' they  
could ,als6  be aSsured a floor. I 
am certa in ‘that farmers are more 
reasonable and far i^ r e  pa­
triotic than the lobbyists in 
Washingtpn who pretend to rep­
resent them. There w ill be nb 
decline in purchasing power. 
Men, and especially wom en, iifl 
the farm ing and m unitions d is­
tricts, w ill have more m oney  
even after the paym ent of taxes 
than they have ever had before. 
The delivery of goods should be 
easier in 1943 than in 1942 due to 
an improved tire and gasoline sit­
uation. 1

It m ust be realised that a 
great improvement in the re­
sources of the A xis powers has 
taken place during 1942. Where 
they were short of raw m ater­
ials they now—^with the excep­
tion of a very few  comm odifies ‘ 

have a surplus aum>ly. For 
instance, in 1939 the A xis pow ­
ers had no rubber and today 
they have 90 percant of the 
world's supply; in 1925 they  
had only 25 percent of the  
bauxite, seven percent of the  
iron ore. nine percent o f the 
tin ore, 1 0  percent o f  the m an­
ganese ore, eight percent of the 
lead ore and six  percent of the  
world's flax. Today the A xis  
powers have 6 6  percent of the 
bauxite, 44 percent of the iron  
ore. 73 percent of the tin. 35 
percent of the m anganese. 2 1

. percent of the t e ^  35 pareant 
of the flax and percent­
age of the world's oU. These  
figures show  that tim e is not 
necessarily on our side. The 
success of te e  United Nations 
depend more on m aking every  
sacrifice.

The best '-opinions are thaf 
Germany wiU. be brought to her 
knees, probably through the lack 
of oil, in late 1943 or early in  
1944 and that it w ill take an­
other year to finish Japan. As 
Germany does not w ant to see 
Japan a world i>ower, she may 
endeavor to join the United

A ssum ing aoil one pound of 
glycerine w as needed for ex- 
plogiree—and) this is only an 
assumption—a trem endous am ­
ount of glycerixM could be con­
verted to anti-freese for our 
Arm y trucks—our tanks— our 
planes, not only in this coun­
try but in Alaska, Russia, Can­
ada, and England.

Glycerine is used in the ex ­
plosives that enter into shells, 
bombs and-so forth. Dupont and 
other manufacturers of explo­
sives can verify this if  you doubt.

Fats which can be saved are 
pan drippings from roast ham, 
beef, lamb and poultry; broiler 
drippings from steaks, chops, veal 
and bacon; deep fats, whether 
lard or ' vegetable shortening, 
from fried potatoes, fish dough- 
,nuts, etc.

It is best to put w aste fats into 
a , w id e-m ou th ^  can, as a coffee 
or vegetable shortening can. Be | 
sure that the can is spotlessly I 
clean. And strain fats as they a r e ’ 
poured in, so that m eat particles 
and other foreign m atter are 
moved. ,

Keep in a refrigerator or cool 
place until at least one pound 
has been collected, then take to 
m eat dealer who is cooperating 
patriotically in this drive. He 
w ill weigh it, pay the established  
price, and start it on its w ay to 
the war industries. Frozen food 
locker plants w ill also accept 
salvaged fats.

1 Four things not to do should 
be told so that the condition of 
salvaged product is the best pos­
sible and the collection operatioji 
itself is efficient:

Don’t take less than one pound 
at a tim e to the m eat dealer and 
don’t take them on w eek-ends if 
it can be avoided. Help him by 
returning them early in the week. 
Don’t take fats to the m eat deal­
er in a glass or paper container. 
Don’t let fats stand so long that 
they become rancid as this re­
duces the glycerine content. And 
point out that no returned fats 
are used as foods.

chandise is very low, w ith no 
immediate prospect of replenish- 
nient.

Mr. Blyton said h  would be 
two to ten weeks before new  
supplies of staple merchandise 
would be r e c e iv ^ . There w ill be 
no more novelty merchandise for 
the duration.

Housa furnishings, uuluding  
drapes and curtains, are includ­
ed in curtailed item s, he said. 
The N ew  York show of house 
decorations has been abandon­
ed entirely, and the Chicago 
show is not expected to attract 
a great deal of attention.

Manufacturers of decorations 
have been lim ited to 12 designs 
and not more than five colors. 
Shortage of dyestuffs and cotton 
is blamed Tor the curtailment.

Mr. Blyton sa id 'th a t although 
we have just had the biggest 
Christmas buying in history, it 
is probably the last for m any 
years. Certainly it w ill be the 
last for the duration, for the sup­
plies w ill not be available next 
Christmas, even if the war ends 
during 1943.

He explained that if the war 
does not end in 1943, the sup­
plies of merchandise w ill be lim ­
ited, although the government 
may make some item s available 
as a matter of morale.

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No Stalling in 
Red Russia

Dave Nichol Says They 
Work from Dark to Dark

There are no “rest periods,” 
no time out for “sm oking,” no 
fooling, no stalling, no sabotaging 
in Russian war m unition factor­
ies—and the work day is eleven  
hours for both men and women 
who are mdking frantic efforts 
to m eet the tremendous demands 
for R ^  Army supplies.

This is the information one 
gains from reading one of the 
first dispatches David M. Nichol, 
former Plymouth lad, has sent to 
The Chicago News from Moscow, 
Russia, where he was recently  
sent by the Chicago publication.

Dave has been located in Lon­
don for severed, months. It is 
understood that he w ill probably 
be in Russia for the next year 
or so— and one of his first articles 
from Russia tells  of the long 
hours of toil, from dark to dark, 
on the part of Russians who man 
the factories of that country. He 
comments that he has been amaz­
ed at the large number of Rus­
sian women who are working in 
factories.

‘Tour abreast, almost shoulder 
to shoulder in endless lines, peo­
ple are going to work,” he writes.

“This is written seven days be­
fore Christmas. • * * Certainly 
there is no ‘hoiday spirit’ in the 
sense that the Western world has 
come to know this term. Moscow  
is too busy doing other things, 
and almost the only item that 
looks at all like Christmas is the 
snow-decked row of young ever­
greens that flanks the Red square 
along the Kremlin w alls,” said a 
paragraph in one of his articles.

16,060 Wofflen in 
His Factories

Phoex̂ jx Experiment 
Results in its 
General Use

iJenry Ford’s original exper- 
Um ent at the Phoenix plant, lo­

cated on the north side of the  
city of Plymouth, in running a 
factory almost exclusively with  
women em ployes, has proved so 
successful that he is now  em ploy­
ing nearly 10,000 wom en in his 
various factories in the Detroit 
area. /

Som e scoffed at his idea w hen  
som e 15 years ago he started 
the operation of the Phoenix  
plant w ith  exclusive wm nen  
help, nearly all of them  res­
idents of Plym outh and vicinity. 

But now even the government 
finds that Ford was right and 
that women, make as good, -and | 
in m any cases better, factory 
workers than men. In the For^ 
plants about 9,000 are running 
machines, operating cranes, weld­
ing joints—carrying on the jobs 
which have been regarded as be­
ing entirely within the male 
bailiwick.

No wom an is hired on  her 
looks. Not how she appears, 
but what she can do and, e s­
pecially. w hat training she has 
had, determ ine her em ploy­
ment. Girls at W illow Run 
abandoned all dresses and put 
them selves in slacks. This w as 
voluntary, and even  the color 
of the slacks was set by their 
own rule. They m ust be blue. 

More than self-discipline af­
fects fem inine appearance. In the 
Highland Park plant a sepret m a­
chine is being turned out. Toler­
ances in its gears are less than 
one ten-thousaridth of an inch. 
So finely do these m esh that 

fl^eoms in which they are fitted 
"Sre air-conditioned so that even  
fine particles of dust m ay be ex>- 
c lu d ^ . Girls working ii)| this d e­
partment do not e n ^  these  
workrooms until their nair has 
been covered with a cloth or 
something which, w ill confine it.. 
Their nails must be clipped short 
so they w ill not preak off; they  
can wear no finger-nail polish, 
experience having taught the 
company that even  chips of cell­
ulose hexanitrate w ill mar fine 
m etal parts. Should bits of finger­
nail., a strand of hair, or even a 
bit of nail polish get into the 
gears, they would be thrown so 
far out of true as to be useless.

Most of these girls are high  
school graduates. Many are col­
lege graduates. A few  even have 
Master’s degrees. That m akes no 
difference now. Side by side 
they do the same work w ith their 
sisters who m ay be immigrants 
from A llied countries and can! 
hardly speak English.

According lo  som e Ford fore­
men, w om en are far more ca­
pable of doing most fine work, 
than men.

“Remember,” said one, “all 
their lives, most girls have been 
trained to do fine and delicate  
things.

“Take tatting, knitting, dainty 
sewing of all sorts. These things 
call for. infinite patience and read­
iness to follow  m inute d e ta il., 

jThat is just the sort of thihg we  
need when it comes to boring a 
tiny hole in a delicate gear, 
where the slightest' deviation  
from the true m ay m ean scrap­
ping an expensive piece. The 
girls m ake few er m istakes than 
some men. Moreover, they are; 
usually, infinitely neat and pains- i 
taking. Little particles of dust or | 
dirt are wipc>d aw ay w ith a i 
thoroughness few  men : could i 
match. We find them perfectly | 
suited to the work.” I

At W illow Run there are, of | 
course, the girl crane operators j 
who run the huge overhead d e r - ! 
ricks transferring heavy parts* 
about the shop. Here again, pre-*‘| 
cision and steadiness of nerves 
are of great importance. Operat-1 
ing a powerful crane is not dis-j 
sim ilar to running a combined' 
locom otive and derrick. Yet, these  
girls are interested in opening 
dress shops, operating beauty 
parlors, singing over- th6 radio. 
Running a crane is not the only  
thing in life. Two of theni, in­
cidentally, are married and have  
children.

Today there are girl workers 
in the shops of every Ford plant 
in the Detroit area. These include  
Phoenix, Dearborn, Highland 
Park, Lincoln, March Lake and 
W illow Run. J

They have learned and She 
practicing team work. They have  
taken to uniform outer garments. 
But, within, they preserve their 
personalities.

This came to light recehtly  
when a women's m agazine quer­
ied some of the girls on what 
they Wore beneath their blue 
slacks and shirtwaists. The an­
swers were m any and varied^—as 
might have been expected. Frank-' 
ness—abnosi m asculine in  char­
acter—came forth also.

One girl, when asked what she 
wore “w ithin” spoke to the point. 
‘'Birthday clothes” she said.. i
