onds or Stamps.

Sometimes workers who find
it impossible to get up town to
the postofBce or banks, will
give Mrs. Swadling a roll of
bills and ask her to convert the
money into war bonds.

With the help shortage, there
i5 no place busier these days
than a Plymouth restaurant, but

*TBert” or Mrs. Swadling « are
never too busy to go up town
and convert the money entrusted
to them into war bonds for their
customers.

“Well, maybe you think we
did a pretty good job during last
year,” Mrs. Swadling told The
Plymouth Mail yesterday, “but
wait and see what we do this
myear. We hope to make a much
better record.”

In connection with the use of
low cost foods, one store keeper
pointed out that in the future, a
comparatively small amount of
fine meat would be available for
the general public. AIll of the
available good meat which can
be shipped is being sent to the
army and navy, he said,

At the same time, this store
keeper and others interviewed
said that there was an inclina-
tion on the part of a large num-
ber of housewives to buy all of
the available material they can
get.

Some housewives, he said,
are buying Ihe same canned
goodk day after day. Others are
obeying the request of the Sec-
retary of agriculture Wickard
that they not make a rush to
buy canned goods which are to
be rationed, effective in Feb-
rurary.

While all of the grocers have
enforced a system of rationing
of their own by Ilimiting the
amount of goods of a given type
which may be purchased, it was
pointed out that many house-
wives are shopping from store to
store, buying the same or sim-
ilar merchandise at each store.

This is a violation of the
spirit of advance notice of ra-
tioning. And from reliablo
guarters, it was learned that a
strict cheek on the supply of

foodstuffs will be made by the .

Office of Price Administration
when rationing starts.

Inasmuch as ea”™h person reg-
istering for rationing must state
the amount of any given material
on hand, there iIs but little in-
centive to make overheavy ipur-
chases at this time. For all stocks
on hand must be registered, and
failure to correctly list the sup-
ply will result in severe punish-
ment.

There .were many
who stored away sugar and cof-
fee and perhaps made a few
errors in their application® -for
gasoline and oil. i

There were others who made
honest mistakes when they ap-
plied for the same commodities.
For the most part, the honest
mistakes are being rectified.

But there were those who felt
that though the government said
they could heat their houses
only to 65 degrees, they as sjjecial
cases could get by with the cus-
tomary 70-75 temperatures.

And it is now becoming certain
that such is not true. It is be-
coming increasingly evidentifrom
the facts at hand that the jrules
were made to be obeyed. IThat
local rationing boards halte no
choice in their decisions; th~t the
boards must stick to the rules
or they as individuals will find
themselves in hot water.

Rationing is here to stay until
the end of the war. That now
seems certain. And there will be

an ever increasing number of
products rationed because :they
are scarce.

And while each new product
will in itself offer new probjlems.
