George Smith explained that the |
resolution provided for an
crease based on the basic salary, i
because that is the only portion |
of a teacher’s salary which is
based on the cost of living.

Under the rules adopted by the
board of education, a teacher

with a bachelor of arts degree is
employed at a salary computed
on three principles: cost of liv-
ing, length of tenure and extent
of education.

Under this system, a teacher
with an A.B. degree receives a
basic salary of $1,200 a year for
cost of living, to which is added
salary based on length of exper-
ience, and another addition based
on whether he has a part of a
master’s degree, or the entire de-
gree.

The increase in wages will
mean an increase in the city
school budget of about $10,000

a year. Mr. Smith said, but
added that on the basis of a
supreme court decision handed
doym January 5. the Plymouth
school district will receive
about $8,000 additional finances
from the state’ under the slate
aid plan.

The increase means a boost of
between three and nine percent
in the checks of the teachers, with

an average of about five percent, .

Plymouth Soldier
Lad Instantly Killed,
Relatives Advised

“He died in action without a
bit of suffering. 1 was within
three feet of Don when he was
shot, but there wasn’t a thing
I could do to help. He died in-
stantly, wrote Corporal Dick
Million, who stood beside Don
Passage, a Plymouth lad who
gave his life for his country
wherr American troops invad-
ed Africa early in November.

The letter of Corporal Mil-
lion to the widow of Soldier
Donald Passage, now living in
Dearborh, and sent to Donald’s
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Glen-
more C. Passage, U607 Hag-
gerty highway, is the first in-
formatibn that ha™ come to rel-
atives and friends'about the way
Don met his death. The war de-

partment announcement simply
said he had died in action.

The letter from Corporal Mil-

lion, who is' located somewhere
in Africa, to Mrs. Passage, fol-
lows in full;

“This is undoubtedly the hard-
est letter I've ever undertaken to
write, but | will make a start and
go direct to the point.

“Perhaps the war department
has already notified you of Don’s
death, but | want you to know
that he died in action without a
bit of suffering.

"We each took the other’i
home address and agreed to
notify our people back home in
case one of us became a casu-
alty.

“l was within three feet of Don
when he was shot, but there
wasn’t a thing | could do to help.'
He died instantly.

“In behalf of myself, the squad
and Sergeant Anderson, | want
to offer you our deepest sym-*
paThy. Don had. my highest re-
spect. He was liked by every one
who knew‘him. He was one of my
closest friends and no one here
misses him more than | do. "

“Once again | want to say how'
sorry I am, and when and if |
ever get home, I will come and
see you.”

The letter was dated November
13. Don was killed in actioh on
November 8.

It is a thrilling stoiy tli-at Har-
old Leach tells of his experience
the day that his ship went down.

” | had left the Hornel at 8
o'clock on the morning ot Oct-
ober 26 with my pilot to bomb
a Jap carrier. We hit it square
with a thousand pounder and
returned to our own ship about
1-o'clock in the afternoon to
diiscO'yer that it had been mess-
ed-up by some Jap fliers. We
dropped down to about 50 feet
above the deck and saw that
they were taking men off, so
we flew to another ofie ot our
carriers some 20 milez away/*
Harold said yesterday in tell-
ing ot his escape.

“That was a good hot fight, but
our losses were nothing as com-
pared to theirs. From all that I
have heard we didn’t lose very
many men on the Hornet.

"Four Jap planes dove to the
Hornet's deck where they ex-
ploded and burned up. but did
not set the Hornet on tire.
Those Japs will do anything.
And don't let any one tell you
that they are not good fighters."*

Harold, a graduate of the
Plymoutli high school with the
class of 1939, lost all of his world-
ly possessions when the Hornet
went down.

“In fact all of my pay for
months back was in my locker.
The only ihing | #aved was the
clothing 1 had on when 1 was up
m the plane,” he satd.

He enhsted in the navy jn
April, 1940 ajid was assigned to
the Hornet when it was first

launched. He served on no other
boat up until the timiy the Hornet
was sunk.

“We’ve been down m the Pa-
cific ever since last summer, and
I wish | was back there right
now. The weather is fine. The
Hornet was like home to me. |
hated to see her go down. It was
a CTeat boat and it carried a lot'
of men.

“We were landed in San Diego
about Christmas time, where we
were outfitted with new clothing.”

Harold will be home until 5ie
last bf January when he expects
to return to the Pacific coast and
be assigned to sbme station along
the coast.

, Clifford Maddox, as far as
known, was probably on the car-
rier during all the time that it
was being bombed by the Japs.
He was a gunner’s mate and
without question saw plenty of
action, although In none of his
letters to his parents written
since the sinking of the Hornet
did he rnake reference to what
had happened.

mate! that the Victory tax will raise
approximately $2,000,000,000. Every
person receivinjg more than $12 per
week must pay the Victory tax upon
that part of his income ovier and
above the $12. For example, a mar-
ried man with a salary of $50 per
week, with two dependents;, would
make only a net payment of $10G
per week after allowance for post-
war credit.

The Government has made every
effort to make the impact of the
new tax as light as possible. The
law, in effect, provides that in the
case of married persons whose sole
income is from wages or salary, 40
percent of the Victory tax paid (up
to a maximum of $1,000) plus 2 per-
cent for each dependent (up to a
noaximu'm of $100) may Idc used as
3 credit against whatever Federal
mncome taxes the individual may owe
at the end of the year—provided he

has purchased certain War Bonds>
or paid old debts or paid life insur-
ance premiums equal to the amount
of this credit. In the case of single
persons this credit will be 25 percent
of the Victory tax paid (up to a
maximum of $500). Should the Vic-
tory tax credit exceed the individu-
al’s Federal income tax, the unused
portion of the credit may be refund-
able to the taxpayer.

Even with the Victory tax, the
1943 income tax, and all other taxes
paid by individuals, the average
American will have more money
with which to buy War Bonds than
he has ever had before. Here are
the statistics which explain that
statement:

In 1940 the total income payments
made to the American people
amounted to about 76 billion dollars.
In that same year the total personal
taxes paid. Federal, Stale and local,

were roughly 25 billion dollars,
leaving 734 billion dollars of dis-
posable income. Cjjring 1943 total
income payments are expected to-
rise to 125 billion dollars and total
personal taxes under existing reve-
nue legislation will be 15 billion dol-
lars—leaving 110 billion dollars of
income at our disposal as against
only 73.5 billion dollars in 1940.

Our Fi.ng-
lish allies invest an additional iO
perctnt of national income in ]\nr
savings. Our Canadian allies Invest
an additional 1 percent of national
income in War savings. Wei Ameri-
cans, to match the record of our Ca-
nadian neighbors, would have to in-
vest this year 20 percent of our na-
tional income' in War savings. To
match the English record we would
have to invest 23 percent of national
income in War savings.

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WHAT’S THIS?

One of the major legislative questions to be
considered soon by Michigan’s law-makers
will be a request of the new Governor that the
executive office be granted extraordinary em-
ergency powers. He is asking for more au-
thority than ever possessed by any other gov-
ernor who ever served the state to “meet war-
time problems that may arise.*’

Let us see—are we not the same Repub-
licans who have berated and damned congress
for giving unto the President “extraordinary
emergency power”? Haven’t we called cong-
ress every vile name we could think of for hav-
ing surrendered its “rights’ to the executive
office?

Are we not the same Republicans who ap-
plauded congressmen eight or ten months ago
when they took the bits in their teeth and de-
nied to the President additional executive au-
thority?

And didn’t we slap down a lot of congress-
ional “yesrmen” in the last election because
they did not have the gumption to stand up
and demand that congress assert its rights and
not delegate to some official or bureaucrat a
lot of extraordinary powers because of the
war?

The Michigan constitution gives the Gov-
ernor a right to convene the legislature in im-
mediate session on “extraordinary occasions.”
That means the Governor can call the legis-
lature into extra session at any time an emer-
gency may arise.

If necessary to enforce existing laws, sup-
press insurrection or repel invasion, he can
use all of the military and police powers of the
state.

A Governor of Michigan has tremendous
powers under the present constitution and
present state laws, probably more than in
most other states of the umon.

For more than a quarter of a century we
have known personally most of the members
of Michigan legislatures. They have been out-
standing patriotic citizens; men who have
given freely of their time, abilities and efforts
to serve their state well and faithfully. Of
course in such a large group as makes up a
state legislature, now and then there will be a
few misfits and unfits, but on the whole, Mich-
igan legislators have been and are a high type
group of citizens.™ Their collective judgment
has generally been abbve par.

W hy tjien take away the benefit of their
judgment and their abilities at a time when
they are of the greatest value to the state?

If some extraordinary situation should
arise as a result of the war demanding unusual
action, members of the legislature would in-
stantly and gladly answer a call to go to Lan-
sing and help solve any situation that might
arise due to the war or other causes.
