City Manager Clarence E llio tt' 
is imperturbed about questions j 
raised in the city over the w a ter ! 
supply available from a new  test, 
w ell driven by the Layne North- ] 
em  company, near the booster j 
plant on N orthville road. I

“We have nothing to lose,” said I 
Mr. Elliott. “Under our contract j 
with the Layne Northern com-i 
pany, they agree to deliver to the 1 
city a minimum of 300 gallons of  ̂
water a m inute over a one-year' 
period, or we do not have to pay 
them anything on their contract. 
We have nothing to lose.”

However, Mr. Elliott pointed 
out that the engineers o f the 
Layne Northern company, one 
of the ouastanding well drillers 
in the middle west, are con­
vinced that the supply ot water 
at the booster station will 
reach at least 700 gallons a 
minute and perhaps 1.000 gal­
lons.
The water was discovered in a 

bed of gravel at .a depth of 70 
feet. The gravel bed extends an­
other 50 feet, and it is believed  
that th is is a water bed fed by 
an imderground stream.

Engineers also believe this is 
the source of water now  used 
by the Ford Motor company, and 
by the Burroughs Adding Ma­
chine company. The Ford com­
pany w ell tested 1,000 gallons a 
m inute.

A t the present time, the test 
w ell has a four-inch pipe sunk 
into the grojmd, and thus far it 
has been used only for a few  
m inutes. H owever, the water 
came to within seven feet of the 
Surface in the pipe without 
pumping when it was drilled. 
The final pipe to be sunk to the 
water supply w ill be 38 inches in 
diameter.

Faced with the almost im­
possible task of inspecting the 
tires of every motorist in the 
nation by January 31, the OPA 
has extended the date for hold­
ers of “A” gasoline ration 
cards to March 31. Thereafter, 
holders of “A ” cards m ust have 
their tires inspecSted once each six  
months.

Holders of “B ” and “C” cards 
have until February 28 to have 
tires inspected. Thereafter “B ” 
ration card holders m ust have 
tires inspected once each four 
months.

To Prevent Axis From 
Getting Iniormotion

“EXCISED AT THE BORD­
ER” is not a now surgical tech­
nique. It is a 24 hour wartime 
operation deemed necessary to 
protect our soldiers and sailors 
from the Axis. Actually, the 
dictionary defines “excision— 
the act of cutting out or off.” 
That is what happens to a lo ­
cal newspaper in transit from  
the publishing office to the 
nom e-town boys seeking news 
of the community in their far- 
off posts off duty. Postal cen­
sors at Border Control Stations 
are obliged to use their scis­
sors on all printed items which 
disclose troop m ovem ents and 
locations. The recipients are 
pftep puzzled about the clipped 
items. They usually assume it is 
som ething/ v!tal deliberately 
kept from their eyes when it is 
nothing more than their exact 
addresses and unit identifica­
tion.

These government examiners 
know that a seem ingly insig­
nificant news item or a com­
plete m ailing address when  
considered alone is not impor­
tant .information to the G en­
eral Staff at Berlin or Tokyo. 
However, when these tiny 
pieces of m ilitary and naval 
data are pieced together the re­
sulting mosaic provides a pret­
ty  go<^ picture of the strength  
and weakness of American 
forces. Of course. A xis agents 
could probably obtain the vi( 
information from other soi ‘ '
It is not patriotic to hand them‘“ 
m ilitary data on a platter. 
One way to give the Postal 
(Pensors more time to detect 
more subtle information leaks 
is to delete data |rom  troop 
m ovem ents at source—here at 
home.

Last w eek just as Taylor re* 
ceived a proof of the W olf ad-r 
vertisem ent which was to appear 
in that issue of The Plym outh  
Mail, he received two truck 
loads of beef, totalling 3,023 
pounds.

Satisfied that he had plenty of 
beef for all customers, he w ith­
drew w hat he previously had 
intended to advertise, and instead  
m erely said “We have plenty of 
beef.”

B y Saturday noon, all of the 
beef was gone, which is the rea­
son he has changed his mind 
about what constitutes “plenty 
of beef.”

But Taylor is convinced that 
ready sale of all of the beef had 
a good effect on the morale of j 
the people. They are now con­
v in c e  that though there is nof! 
as m uch beef a s ' was form erly ' 
supplied, there is no reason for 
panic buying. . '

May Lengthen 
Deer Seasons

j A 30-day deer hunting season, 
i 30-day upland bird hunting seai- 
I son, and conservation department 
I Authority to handle local deer 
! herd problenrs through antlerless 
I hunting are three proposals head­

lining the state conservation  
I comm ission’s recommendations 
; on conservation affairs for the 

1943 legislature.
Extension of the present 16- 

day deer seasork and 2 1- or 22- 
day bird season would give w eek­
end hunters a break and allow  
war workers to stagger their va­
cation tim e saved for hunting. 
A month-long* deer season begin-^ 
ning Novem ber 15 would allow  
considerable choice of weather.

Under the recommended sched­
ule an archer, if unsuccessful un­
til the last day, could hunt deet' 
60 days from October 15, obtain­
ing a gun license Novem ber 15 
w hen his first license was xmfill- 
ed. SucirSeason extensions would  
not, it is said, increase the game 
kill, as lighter hunting pressure 
is anticipated during wartime.

Simplification of the perma­
nent duck blind law and liberal­
ization of dog training regula­
tions to permit night traihing of 
’coon dogs also are being rec­
o m m en d ^  to the legislators’ at­
tention.

For sport fishermen the com­
m ission recommends extension of 
the rod license to Great Lakes 
waters, opening of additional 
lakes to fa ll rainbow trout fish­
ing, and giving the institute for 
fisheries research com plete con­
trol of fishing on the few  inland 
lakes on which it is m aking in­
tensive investigations.

The commission e n d o r s e d  
changes in the commercial fish­
ing law  to permit spearing w all- 
eyes^ through the ice of Saginaw  
bay during the closed season, for 
personal use, and to extend by 10 
days the closed season on lake 
trout in Lake Michigan.

Mrs. Lucy A. Leggett, of 
Farmingtpn, Michigan, w h o, was 
equally instrum ental in raising 
the educational standards of w o­
men, founded ,the first school of 
journalism in Washington. She 
wrote a book on the constitution 
which is w idely used today.

Dr. Caroline B. Crane, preacher 
and newspaper woman in Mich­
igan, in her war on the m eat

packing industry, caused the 
present pure food law’s to be en- 
acted>

Emma A. Fox, of Detroit, na­
tionally famous parliamentarian 
who is 95 years of age is still 
an inspiration in a score of ed­
ucational organizations.

Mrs. Bagley, cvho organized 
the  DDetrort Woman’s club, con-1 
ceived the idea o f Belle Isle as 
a beautiful park and pushed it 
to completion.

Mrs. Jphn D. Sherman, Chi­
cago, able parliamentarian, teach­
er in law school, through the 
medium of the General Federa­
tion of W omen’s clubs, made the 
United States conscious of the ad­
vantage of national parks and 
pushed to completion the first 
one, “The National Rocky Moun­
tain Park.”

To add to the misery, the low-1 
est temperatures of the winter] 
were recorded Tuesday night and | 
W edne^ay morning. The tem p -1 
erature at the official govern -1 
m ent bureau station in Detroit j 
was five degrees below zero 
W ednesday morning at 10 a .m .! 
A slight rise was recorded in the 
succeeding hours, but continued 
cold w as forecast. Som e ther­
mometers in Plsrmouth registered 
as low as 15 below.

The storm was.spread through­
out the m iddle w ^ ,  w ith tem p­
eratures as low as 51? degrees 
below zero recorded in Minn­
esota. Lowest in Michigan was 
in the Upper Peninsula.

Heavy snows were prevalent 
throughout the state, but in 
many respects the conditions 
in Detroit and vicinity were 
worse than elsewhere. There 
wer^ two reasons. First, this 
section of the state is not 
equipped either with machinery 
or manpower to handle ex­
peditiously such a snowfall. And 
in addition, there is more traffic

A ll men in Plym outh and the 

rest of the state between the ages 
of 18 and 38, who have been sub- 

' ject to Selective Service regis- 
' tration for as long as six  months 

and who do not have their classi­
fication cards, were advised today 
by State Selective Service Head­
quarters to communicate with 
their local boards at once. On and 
after February 1 , any man in 
this age group who does not have 
in his personal possession his 
Classification Card (Form 57) as 
w ell as his Certificate of R egis­
tration is liable to fine or impri- 

-aonment, or both.
The recent order of the Selec­

tive Service Bureau of the Wat 
M anpower Commission,.- setting  
the February 1 deadline for pos­
session of Classification Cards by 
men of m ilitary ages, has met

with prpmpt response in M ichi­
gan, it was reported. Many reg­
istrants are reporting to their lo­
cal boards, requesting classifi­
cation or asking that lost Classi­
fication cards be duplicated. 
However, it is believed there are 
still a few  who have failed to get 
in touch with their b oar^  be­
cause of carelessness or -negli­
gence.

Registrants in the 45-to-65> 
year-old group are not affected 

- by the order. There are rel­
atively few men in the stale 
who can be consider^ as delin­
quent. according to Selective 
Service regulations, for failure 
to keep in touch with their 
local boards. Nevertheless, in 
the present emergency no man 
will be allowed! to avoid mili­

When there is suspected delin­
quency, the case is referred to the 
appropriate United States District 
Attorney.

Violators of the Act, or its 
regulations, are liable under 
the law to a maximum fine of 
$10,000, or five years in prison, 
or both.
So that each registrant in Mich­

igan will comply wifh the order 
requiring possession of Classifica­
tion cards as well as registration 
certificate, State Headquarters 
issued the following guide:

(1) If he is subject he should 
be registered and have his regis­
tration certificate (Form 2) in his 
possession.

(2) If he belongs to an age 
group required to register as long 
as six months ago. exclusive of 
the 45-to-65-year-old group, he 
should have his classification  
card (Form 57) as well as his 
regi.stration card in his possession, 
not later than February 1.

Those subject to the new  re­
quirement who are not in com ­
pliance with it or not certain 
whether they are in compliance 
should;

(1) Register at the nearest lo ­
cal board if they have not regi.s- 
tered, and obtain their registra­
tion certificate (Form 2).

(2 )  ^Go to or write to their lo­
cal board if they have not re­
ceived  their classification card 
(Form 57) and be certain that 
their local board kno\YS their 
proper address where mail will 
reach them at all times.

(3) If they have received a 
classification card (Form 57) and 
have lost it they shouid so notify  
their local boards, requesting a 
duplicate.

.A,ny man who is not certain of 
the address of his local board 
should go to the nearest local 
board and ask that a cbmmunica- 
tion from him be referred to the 
board having jurisdiction over the 
area which he described as-=-his- 
place of residence at the time he 
registered.

Michigan’s beans have gone to 

war, literally. The record crop of 
1942 also serves this w eek as the 
Victory Food Special o f wartime 
economy for civilian m eals all 
over the United States.

For the main dish to help  
stretch the m eat supply and put 
a dent in rising food costs, the 
selection is lauded by home ec­
onomics specialists at Michigan 
State college. Beans grown in 
Michigan last year filled 6,406,000 
hundred pound bags. The m ost of 
these were the popular w hite pea 
or navy bean type.

There are other types of beans, 
the home economics specialists 
point out, but inside the various­
ly colored skins the beans are 
all about the same in food value.

Dry beans are rated a compact 
source of energy. Body-building 
protein contained in *ean s per­
mits them to pass favorably as a 
meat substitute. Thrf protein d if­
fers somewhat in /q u a lity  from  
that contained in m eats but rates 
passably as a wartim e protein 
food.

Iron, riboflavin and thiamin,— 
other elem ents which give meat 
its high rating as a food, also are 
contained in the beans.

Any bean dish starts out the 
same way. Cooks recommend I 
picking over dry beans, |
washing the ones to be cook ed ; 
and soaking six  hours or over- i 
night. In cooking a slow heat is: 
recommended over an extended  
period. Soda should not be added, 
as this destroys part of the v ita­
min content.

high school is also the night 
school instructor.

When you walk into the m a­
chine shop, you are given the im ­
pression that you are walking  
into a high class clock shop.

There is no dirt on the floor or 
on the machines. Therefore, one 
of the first things you learn is the 
proper care of the machines upon 
which you are working, for in the 
instance of the night school stu ­
dents most of them  already have 
had some little  experience w ith  
machines of one kind and an­
other.

So, cleanliness comes first.
Then, if you can’t read a blue 

print, you are taught how to do 
that. For, almost everything done 
on a machine is done from draw ­
ings.

But, assume that you know how  
to read the blue prints. You may 
even be able to pull the levers 
which operates the machine which  
do the work to which you are as­
signed.

Most anyone, including a tiny, 
girl, could do that. But, could 
you get that machine ready to do 
the work you want it to do ’ No? 
You can’t sot up a machine.

Well, neither can this reporter, 
but yo uand the reporter could 
both learn to set up the machine 
at the "^ight school. And after 
you’ve learned to set up the m a­
chine, you have gained more 
money for yourself in the m a­
chine shops outside.

There are any number of am­
bitious men, em ployed at K elsey- 
Hayes, who are taking instruction 
in the machine shop in order that 
they may improve them selves in 
their work.

Some of these men have been 
sent to the school by the firm. 
Others come of their own vo li­
tion. Some learn quickly. "Others 
will never learn.

When they are ready to begin  
work on the machines, they are 
assigned either to a lathe, a m il­
ling machine, a shaper, a tool 
grinder or a surface grinder. 
These are the basic m achines for 
all machine shops. The m achines 
them selves may vary, even from  
modern shop to modern shop. But 
the underlying principal is -the 
same. Thus if  the student learns 
how to operate a m illing m a­
chine at the school, no matter 
what the brand, type or size of a 
m illing machine in a factory, the 
student can still operate it.

Apprentices • who enter the 
school training course invariably 
get wage boosts when they have 
completed their training.

A representative of the Edison 
Institute at Greenfield "Village 
recently visited the school, and 
said the machine tool prospects 
displayed in the school show case, 
are .examples of as excellent a 
work as he’s seen.

Oh, there is no intention of 
teaching machine shop work in 
the newspaper.

The w hole story has been just 
to acquaint you with the idea  
that if you want education, even  
in night school, you’ve got to go 
and get that education.

Ttoo young Brooklyn b o ys in 'zo o t suits, Joseph  
A nnunzia ta  and N eil Sim ohelli, never did like  
the ir  old m ath teacher anyhow. So one day two  
ffionths ago they  w en t hack to their high school 
and sm oked in  a washroom, ju st to be annoying. 
W hen the teacher reprim anded them  and sent 
themr packing, they  got sore. Presently they re ­
turned  to the school w ith  a revolver and shot 
the  m ath  teacher in the back. He died in his. blood 
on the  floor of the school corridor. On such ev i­
dence the .two boys, no longer in  zoot suits, were 
tost w eek sen t to  Sing Sing for 50 years.

This incident is only  d clim ax in a reign 
O f terror for^ N ew  Y ork  C ity teachers. Recently  
teachers have had their eyes blackened by students, 
been hit by rocks, pelted w ith  blackboard erasers. 
O ne girl has struck at least nine teachers, who  
are jorbidefen to lift a finger (though a male teach­
er recently risked his job to trounce a boy who  
had insulted  a wom an teacher). In  a single day 
in a B ronx jun ior high school tw o teachers loere 
beaten, another's automobile was smashed.

This terrorization of teachers in some N ew  Y ork  
C ity schools is no sudden tpartime phenomenon. 
The  basic trouble, says Director Caroline Zachry 
a f N ew  Y o rk  C ity’s Bureau of Child Guidance, is 
not in the schools but in the children’s insecure 
homes. M any children no longer have any respect 
fo r either their parents’ authority or that of their  
foster parents, the teachers.

“Insubordination began to get bad about ten  
Ifears ago w hen relief came in,” observed a Bronx  
truant officer last w eek. “The parents have come 
to lean on the Federal G overnm ent, on the city, 
bn the schools and social w orkers—th e y ’ve lost 
their own feeling of responsibility and th in k  it’s 
Other people’s job to look a fter them  and’ their  
hinds. B u t you can only teach respect for author­
ity  in the home. More teachers, smaller classes, 
tupervised  recreation and all that' aren’t  the  real 
answer  . . . ”

Well, who educated the country to the be­
lief that the government owed everybody a 
living, whether they worked or not? Answer 
that and you can answer the responsibility for 
most of the troubles that have taken place in 
tocent years.

Harrison Merrill of Kalamazoo is dead. 

F robab^  not one person in this part of Mich­
igan, outside of the writer, ever knew or heard 
of him, but to readers of The Kalamazoo Ga­
zette, his memory will live for long years to 
come.

Harrison was a newspaper writer, the orig-
