Ration Book No. 2, -without
which you may not buy canned
fruits and vegetables, frozen
vegetables or “ed fruits after
March 1, will be issued next
week at all school buildings
throughout the nation.

In Plymouth, the rationing
-will be under the direction of
Superintendent of Schools
George Smith. Ration books
will be issued at each of the
three schools Monday, Tues-
day, Wednesday and Thursday
from 1 p.m. until 9 p.m.

During the first four days of
the week, the schools will
operate on a half-time sched-
ule to permit the teachers to
work at the business of issuing
ration cards.

Mr. Smith has set up a

simple, but nonetheless com-
plete rationing program, design-
ed to facilitate the work of ration-
ing and eliminate all of the delay
possible
program.

Mr. Smith said that all parents
with children of school age should
register at the scheol where th e
son or daughter is enrolled. At
the same time, he said that there
would be less delay for all con-
cerned if they will register on the
day designated by the initial of
their family name.

All persons wliftse names begin
with the letters A,B,C,D and E,
should register on Monday. Per-
sons whose last names begin with
F,.G,H,I,J and K should register
on Tuesday. Persons whose last
names begin with L,M ,N,0,P,Q
and R should register on Wednes-

day, and those with S, T,UV,W,
X,Y and Z should register on
Thursday.

While seiting up this sched-
ule lo help b<” the rationing
boards and the consumers, Mr.
Smtih made it clear that all
those who are unable to register
on those days, may register on
any other day. Those faiHng to
register on any of the four
days, will have to register later
with the local rationing board.
William Wood, chairman of the
local rationing board said that
board employes already are
overwoak” and that with a
continuing sVort staff, register-
ing at the boards will be dif-
ficult.

When consumers go to the
board they should either take
with them a signed declaration
showing how many cans of fruits
and vegetables are now on hand.
Each persjSn is entitled to five
cans. For more than five cans per
person, ration points will be de-
ducted from the book when it is
given to the consumer. The con-
sumer also should be prepared to
declare the number of pounds of
coffee he had on hand, on Nov-
ember 28, after deducting one
pound é)er person for each person

“Mr. Donald Nelson
of the War Production Board has
not asked the Office of Price Ad-
ministration to even think about
rationing apparel.”

The OPA said there are several
hundred million-more pounds of
wool now on har«i than when the
Japs attacked Pearl Harbor.

The ration iSoard said that if
people will buy clothes only when
needed, take care of the clothes
they have and avoid rumors, there
is little likelihood that clothing
will be rationed at all.

Detroit VVote Settles
Question for
Plymouth Vicinity

Plymouth will stay on war
time.

Previous to last Monday’s
election in Detroit, the Plym-
outh city commission voted to
follow whatever Detroit might
do with respect to the time
muddle.

Detroit electors voted 5 to 2
to continue on eastern war
time, regardless of what the

state legislature might have
done, and the Detroit city
council immediately voted to

continue war time which was or-
dered in a city ordinance.

Thus Plymouth residents
literally between two fires.

Ann Arbor is operating on

fast time, but Washtenaw coun-

ty is operating on the slower
eastern standard time. But all
of Wayne county and most of
the metropolitan area will con-
tinue on war time which was
ordered by the congress of the
United States as a war measure!;.

Attorney General Herbert J.
Rushton told the state legislature
before the law was passed that
he thought the measure illegal
because it superimposed the
power of the legislature over that
of the congress.

Despite this official opinion by
the attorney general, the legis-
lature pass”™ the law, and Gov-
ernor Kelly signed the bill. Only
saving grace was the amendment
to the original bill, which provid-
ed that individual communities
might select their own time.

The Plymouth Price and
Rationing board has received
a ruling from the Cleveland
office, which indicates that
children will not be denied
shoes, under the shoe rationing
program.

Ray Bacheldor, executive
secretary of the board, receiv-
ed notification that there is no
intention to work a hardship
on children who normally wear
out more than three pairs of
shoes a year.

It was pointed out that
fathers seldom will use up all
of the allotted ration of shoes,
and that these can be applied
to the purchase of children’s
shoes. At the same time, it was
pointed out that after all Shoe
ration stamps have been utilized
that if'children are still in need
of shoes, an application for a sup-
plemental allowance can be made
to the rationing board.

Another ruling introduced to
the shoe ration program is that
.sneakers, or tennis shoes are def-
initely to be rationed.

Mr. Bacheldor -said that the
Iruling with respect to all other
footwear, now rationed, remains
Ithe same—it requires a special
lorder from the ration Board to
get them.

No More 24-Hour
Parking in City

New Traffic Rul®
Are Approved

New rules for the control of
traffic have been promulgated
by Chief of Police Chkrles
Thumme and approved by the
city commission. All but one of
the new rules have been placed
in effect. The other will be
made effective as soon as ap-
propriate signs can be hung.

The new rules:

Parking on the streets of the
city for more than 24 hours is
prohibited. City Manager Clar?
ence Elliott said that the police
had found eight automobiles
recently which had been left
standing for four and five days.
This, he said, tended to obstruct

efforts of the city to keep the
streets clean.

Parking is prohibited for a dis-
tance of 30 feet east of Main
street on the north side of Penn-
iman avenue. This permits a per-
manent parking space for a taxi
cab.

All street intersections on
Farmer and Union streets, and
all streets entering upon those
two streets, are “stop” streets.
The intersection of Hamilton and
Roe streets is a “stop” intersec-
tion. >

Angle parking is prohibited on
the rlworth side of West Ann Arbor
Trail.

Parking is prohibited on Main
street from Fralick street to the
Pere Marquette tracks. Parking
already is prohibited on the west
side of Mgin street.

It is learned authoritatively
that there is some agitation to
eliminate angle parking on the
south side of Penniman avenue
in the downtown eirea, because it
has been found to be a traffic
hazard.

Powell.

In "announcing the survey,
Mrs, Horace Thatcher, chair-
'man of the victory garden
committee, said the urgency of

everyone growing a vegetable
garden this summer in order.to
augment the food supply, made it
necessary lo conduct the survey.

A public appeal for owners of
lots which might be used for
gardening, failed to elicit the an-
ticipated response.

The women who make the
survey will ask only if gardens
are to be grown, and whether
any extra space, or any lots
are available. It will be necee-'
sary to list the_I(” numiber and
its location. ,The coinmittee
asked that everyone be; prepar-
ed with the information when
the canvassers call in order to
save time.

All persons who do not have
garden space but anticipate grow-
ing a garden are requested not
to ask for more space than they
will actually use. A 25x50-foot
back yard garden should require
no more than a half hour a day
attention, and should yield 506 to
700 pounds of vegetables, not in-
cluding potatoes.

Seven dollars spent for seeds,
fertilizer, and tools should pro-
duce a return of about $80 worth
of vegetables.

The necessity for home gardens
is being impressed on everyone.
Already government leaders are
talking about the shortage of
food to be expected this summer
as the result of poor transporta-
tion facilities and the lack of
labor to harvest the crops.

And the victory gardhn com-
mittee points out that anyone
can have a garden. Anyone
having an area of 10 by 20 feet
can have a supply of vegetables
for a family of four.

But the committee points out
that a garden poorly maintained
is a waste of seeds, fertilizer and
effort.

It has also been pointed out
that for the thousands of persons
who plan to garden this year for
the first time, government pamph-
lets detailing how to plant and
care for a garden are available
by writing to Michigan State
college. A postcard will do. The
pamphlets also give instructions
gp how to combat insect pests.

in the household 14 years old or
oli~rr. For each pound over the
allotted amount, a coffee ration
stamp will be deducted from war
ration book one.

No ration books will be issued
unless the consumer has with him
his war ration book No. 1

In declaring the alnount of
canned goods now pn hand, dec-
Taration should not incltKie cans
of olives, canned meat and fish;

pickles, relish; jellies, jams and
preserves; spaghetti, jnacaroni
and noodles, or home-canned

foods. But the declaration should
include the number of cans of
eight ounces, or more, commerc-
ially canned, of fruits (including
spiced); canned vegetables, can-
ned fruit and vegetable juices,

canned soups, chili sauce and
catsup. It should be noted that
cans of less than eight ounces

need not be reported.

One person may obtain the ra-
tion books for the entire house-
hold.

Every possible pre-
caution is taken to make certain
the donor’s metabolism, blood
pressure, temperature, pulse, sus-
ceptibility to colds, and recent
illness or operations do not in
any way affect the donor’s abil-
ity to give blood.

This plasma is extremely im-
portant in the war as it is shipped
to all of our fighting fronts for
transfusions for wounded men.
All of the plasma is used and the
Red Cross can not get enough.
Only a little over one million out
of one hundred forty million
people in the United States have
given blood.

*wSecretary of Agriculture Wickard has
wired the Governor of Michigan asking him to
open up the deer season so that the deer of this
tate be used to replenish to some extent
the meat shortage of the country.

This very day, this very minute, farmers in
this part of Michigan, as well as all over the
country, arc being paid a bounty by the gov-
ermnent because they DID NOT grow impor-
tant food crops last year—crops that play an
important part in the feeding of livestock.

Now it is proposed by Washington New
Dealers to come into Michigan and kill off the

deer herd that the state has been nursing along
for the last 20 years or more.

We fully realize that there is an exceeding-
ly grave food shortage in this country, that
some in a position to know fear there might
even be food riots in this land of plenty before
the end of another summer.

Our suggestiou is that we wait until we
know just how serious the situation might de-
velop before going ahead and killing off thou-
sands and thousands of our deer to provide
meat for a period that might not be as serious
as it may become in another year or two.

Drew Pearson, famed- Washington radio
commentator, Sunday night asked whether
you who are working in munition factories are
defense workers or “pretense” workers. It was
a new term directly applicable to a condition
prevailing in some of the war industries of
Michigan and the nation that has created great
concern in recent months. ,

The Detroit Automotive News, close to
what is going on inside of the war plants in
Detroit, recently said that if workers were paid
for what they produced instead of for the time
killed by stalling around, there wouldn’t be any
such a thing as a manpower shortage.

We are glad, indeed, to report that no such
a condition prevails in the factories about here.
A very large number of men and women work-
ing in the war plants about here are parents of
sons fighting in the army and navy.

These parents and most of the other work-
ers are REAL defense workers. There are few,
indeed, if any “pretense” workers in or around
Plymouth or Northville, where every man,
woman and child fully realizes the seriousness
of the situation that lies ahead of our country.

It is,.indeed, unfortunate, however, that
there are some who will spend the rest of their
lives known s “pretense” workers. Happily
we can say they are not residents of this lo-
cality.

KNOW HOW' VERSUS THEORY

Judging from news releases, Washington is
tackling our manpower shortage problem from
every angle except that of investigating what can
be done to increase production by and with the
workers now employed in our war plants and
with the machine tools now in operation.

Automotive News, further probing into* the in-
creased production that could be gained by a re-
turn to the incentive plan of paying industrial
workers, finds that the estimates of assured in-
creases in production given us by those who still
retain the incentive plan in their shops, is in-
variably higher than those given ils by those who
gave up the plan for the straight hour rate.

Those manufacturers, who retain the incentive
plan, almost universally report that their ex-
perience under present production conditions
proves to them that they would lose at least 50
percent effectiveness if they were on the straight
hour rate. These manufacturers also report an
average lower absenteeism in their plants.

Isn't the experience and years of “know how
of these men who set the standard of high pay for
the automotive industry worth listening to in
this country’s hour of great manpower need? Or
must the advice of men with the “know how” al-
ways be disregarded until the theorists and “pres-
sure groups” have muddled the issue beyond cor-
rection,—Automotive News, V)

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Bahson Says—

People Do Not Yet '
Realize We Are At War

Babson Park, Mass., Feb. 19—
In this Global War we in Amer-
ica are fighting for the non-essen-
tial and inefficient businesses as
much as we are striving to build
up businesses essential to the war
effort. We want to continue cer-
tain of our recreations, our rights
of free speech and other factors
which make up our American
way of living. However, tempor-
arily, we must now be prepared
to give up many things which we
have long felt constitute our in-
alienable rights,

I venture to say that by far the
bulk of our people still do not
realize we are at war. People are
either having one last fling or
are totally unconscious of what is
going on in the world. Many peo-
ple justify their usual'way of liv-
ing today by saying that it is
what the boys in the armed serv-
ices expect. They say that the
country clubs, amusement places
and general hilarious way of liv-
ing must be kept going for the
boys to enjoy when they are on
leave or when they return after
finishing their job.

I do not begrudge anyone a good
time. Moreover, | do not believe
that good times can be or should
be legislated out of our lives.
Whatever we can do and can en-
joy without effect upon the war
effort should be continued as a
part of the familiar American
scene.

But 1945 should be our re-
adjustment year. It may be our
hardiest year of the War or it
may be just a preliminary to a
harder one to come. At any
rate, some real sacrifices are
now in order to back up to the
fullest extent our armed serv-
ices.

If every civilian were to ask
himself, “What have | done to

help the war effort?” perhaps
only, one-third of them would be
able to state a clear case. Many
of these are registered for enlist-
ment, while over 60,000 parents
have had a*boy killed, wounded
or captured. Certainly, these
have contributed their share.
Millions of people are actuailly
engaged in war work and even
though highly paid they feel, and
rightly so, that they are doing
their part. Many millions more
have bought war bonds which,
while commendable, is only, a
passive form of contribution.

The only way the majority! of
us have felt the war is through
a slight readjustment in our nor-
mal way of living. This has re-
sulted from rationing, restric-
tions, priorities, lack of residen-
tial building, limited use of auto-
mobiles and the cumulative ef-
fect of wartime upon our nerv-
ous systems. The rank and file; of
our people have continued their
lives in accustomed ruts. They
feel that things are getting bet-
ter and leave the worrying to the
military.
