All Canned Goods 
Now Pimdiased on 
The Point System
Here is the story of ration­

ing of canned goods, dried 
fruits and vegetables and fro­
zen foods.

It is a story which does not 
make good reading in Plym­
outh because, based on the 
ration point values of foods as 
announced by the offi9e of 
price administration, there al­
ready is a terrific shortage of 
canned goods, chief source of 
vegetables and fruits in this 
country.

On the surface, it would ap­
pear impossible that the fresh 
fruits and vegetables available 
and growing will be able to 
satisfy the demands of the en­
tire nation, suddenly cut more 
than half in the normal supply 
of .the canned variety.

At' present there are no price 
ceilings on many fruits and 
vegetables. W hether this w ill cre­
ate a sky rocketing price remains 
to  be seen when the dem and be­
com es greater.

. Principal answer, apparently, 
is to force m illions of persons to 
garden for their food this - sum­
mer. Even those w ho have gar­
dened before w ill be forced to do 
more of it this summer than ever  
before.

Particularly in urban centers, 
it appears that there w ill not be 
sufficient vacant land on which  
to  grow the amount of vegetables 
n e ^ e d .

Roger Babson, world famous 
econom ic w riier, predided  
three w eeks ago that there w ill 
be fam ine conditions before ' 
the new  crops can be harvested.
Thousands o f ration books were 

issued in Plym outh and other 
W estern W ayne county areas

The custom er w hen he makes 
his first purchase, w ill sign a slip, 
which w in  be retained at the 
liquor store.

The 
blue stam ps are to be iised for 
the canned, dried andl firosen 
fruits and vegetables. During  
the~ m onth of March, the blue  
stam ps labeled A, B and C wUl 
be cashable. Each stam p is  
given  a point value of 1, 2, 5 
or 8 .
When the housewife goes to a 

market to do her shopping, she 
will find posted in every  grocery, 
a complete list of the available 
merchandise with its equivalent 
point val\ie. She must shop with 
this point value in mind as well 
as the money price of the article.

Each person will be entitled to 
purchase 48 points of merchan­
dise in March. An entire family 
may pool their ration points, but 
the total will be the same in the 
end.

It gives answers to such questions as: 
When do I plant this or that? How deep do 
I put the seeds in the earth and how far apeirt 
in the rows? How much seed ghotild I use 
and how soon may I expect my harvest?

In most cases the directions are those of 
the Pennsylvania State College School of 
Agriculture Extension Division, although  
several other authoriTies have been con­
sulted, in addition. Attem pt has been made 
to have the information conform with the

clim ate and general conditions of southeastern Pennsylvania, 
and also the lim ited space and time of the Victory Gardener.'

The inexperienced gardener should note that certain vege­
tables and greens—such as tomatoes, cabbage, onions, eggplant, 
cauliflow er—ordinarily are not started from seed by the back-’ 
lot “ farmer” but are put into the ground as “sets" or small 
plants. These are purchased from greenhouses or retailers, but 
they may be grown in*seed boxes, cold frames or hotbeds by 
the Victory Gardener if he wants to try the whole growing 
himself.

No citizen, unless he has a very large lot and plenty of time 
on his hands w ill want to raise all the vegetables and greens 
listed below, But tastes and individual needs differ. And cer­
tain, greens, e a ^ y  grown, might well invite the attention of the 
home' food-grower this year even though he was not interested 
in .Auch edibles in the past. They contain rich vitamins and 
minerals.

Prices of tomatoes, peas, snap 

beans, and sw eet corn are not 
likely to be higher this year than 
last, because of the U. S. Dept, of 
Agriculture’s program of pride 
support. 'Growers of these four 
major canning crops w ill get 
prices substantially above those 
of last year, through Governm ent 
price support, but these prices 
w ill not be passed on to the cus» 
tomer.

Million Turkey 
Crop Can Be 
Raised Hiis Year

Plymouth Turkey 
Grower Says Goal Is 
Not Impossible
Can Michigan produce a mil­

lion turkeys this year? That’s 
just about double the number 
produced in 1942.

The Extension Department 
of th^ Michigan State College 
says it can be done—and 
should be done because of the 
food shortage t h e  country 
faces.

What does a well known 
turkey grower think about it?

A. B. Hersh of West Joy 
road says he will double the 
size of this year’s flock, provid­

ed he can secure the turkey: 
poults, the feed and the fuel oil 
to keep them warm.

“From what I hear about the 
feed situation, it doesn’t look 
any too good. It will be no 
problem to grow a thousand 
turkeys instead of 400 or 500 if , 
one can get the feed, the turks'' 
and the fuel oil needed to keep 
them alive_when they are sm all,’’ | 
said Mr. Hersh. i

C. G. Card, head of the poultry t 
husbandry of Michigan State ’ 
college, agrees with P lym ou th , 
turkey growers that Michigan 
can produce a million turkeys 
this year.

Demand for that number of 
the meat birds is obvious from ' 
the population concentration in 
and near to Michigan, says Pro­
fessor Card. Michigan has an es -1 
timated 5,256,000 population in­
cluding more than two m illion in I 
Detroit, In addition there are five ; 
m illion htore persons within the , 
Michigan marketing radius. !

"In wartim e, at least, the 
turkey is more than a holiday 
bird,’' according to' Professor 
Card. "At lecist the marketing

'could be expanded into three 
seasons, such as the September 
and October period. Thanks­
giving, and the Christmas and 
N ew  Year holidays."

In 1942 the state’s turkey 
growers m arketed more than a 
half m illion birds. Labor was not 
too plentiful, 'feed prices increas­
ed, yet the ,demand w as great 
enough to make the turkey busi­
ness profitable for those who 
know how, the poultry authority 
points out.

To get more eggs for hatching, 
breeders are encouraged to f e ^  
their breeding flocks a propr diet 
in plenty. Next point in wartime 
e.xpansion is to stretch out the 
hatching season. Poult (young 
turkey) buyers need not get 'the 
earliest birds, but can plan on 
reaching the m arket at a later 
season after the early birds have 
been fattened.

Not Dependents

Induction Board Fixes 
Line as Sept. 14. 1942

According to information just 
provided members of the P lym ­
outh , induuction board by the 
Lansii;jg ‘office in charge of the 
national selective service in Mich- 
gan, babies born after September 
14, 1942 w ill not be regarded by 
the board as dependent children.

In view  of this policy, regis­
trants reporting the birth of their 
first child after September 14, 
1942, w ill still be considered as 
category 3 cases and their class­
ification will be reopened and re­
considered in order number, se­
quence w ith all other category 
3 cases, state members of the 
Plymouth board.

This new ruling, if it stands, 
therefore considers a registrant 
who is father of a child born af­
ter September 14 as a person who 
has a wife, but no children.

Cotton is another w ar-tim e es­
sential.

He uses 
long-staple cotton in soldier's 
rubberized rain-coats, and short- 
staple cotton in tents, tarpaulii^s 
and coveralls.

The list of war uses of cotton 
is a long one. It includes in fla t­
able life rafts, barrage balloons, 
aircraft pontoons, some types of 
parachutes, the fabric belts that 
feed am munition into machine 
guns—even Flying Fortresses.

To make sm okeless powder, cot­
ton linters are soaked in nitric 
acid. Cottonseed oil is going all ■ 
out as a substitute for the oil.s 
form erly imported from tho Far 
East.

City to Prepare 
Meat Ordinance

Problem Develops 
From "Black Market"

At the request of City Health 
Director Luther Pock, the city 
commission has instructed City 
Manager Clarence B. Elliott to 
prepare an ordinance to be intro­
duced at th em ex t regular m eet­
ing providing for city inspection 
of meats.

Dr. Peck requested the ordi­
nance because the city now has no 
control over meats sold here. 
Most meat sold in Plymouth has 
been inspected by state or fed ­
eral department of agriculture 
authorities but that portion which 
is slipping into the city from so- 
called black markets, offers the 
prospect of disease unless it is 
curbed.

Elliott said he already had re­
ceived copies of ordinances now  
in effect in other cities, and would 
have the necc.ssary legislation  
ready by the next meeting.

However, he pointed out that it 
would be at least five weeks a f­
ter the ordinance is introduced 
before it can take effect.

Tire Retreading 
Open For All

No Longer Restricted , 
To War Workers

' Midst all the rationing talk,
; here is om' good piece of news for 
1 motorists.
I Effective im m ediately, it w ill 
j not be necessary for motorists to 

obtain approval from the ration­
ing board to obtain retreads for 
passenger car tires.

This was announced by the 
. Plym outh Price . and rationing 
’ board on the basis of information 

received from the state offices in 
Detroit.

The order points out that any 
motorist, w ith a r^treadable *,ire 
carcass, may take the carcass to 
his dealer and order the retread 
out of material known as Grade 
F, camelback.

Grade F camelback is made of 
90 per cent reclaimed rubber and 
10 per cent crude rubber. It is 
the type which has been used in 
the past for retreading, and is 
the material from which the \'ic- 

i tory tire is made.
' Under the rules laid down by 

the rationing board, however, a 
motorist is not permitted to e x ­
change his tiies  for tires already 
retreaded. To make this exchange, 
it will be necessary to have an 

j order from the board, as in the 
past.

OP.A. officials estim ate that a 
camelback retread will be good 
for between 10,000 and 15,000 
miles.

For several years w e have subscribed for the 
course of lectures delivered before the Chicago 
Executives’ club, because before this club come 
people from aii over the worid and from all walks 
of life, and what they have to say is generally in­
teresting or inform ative, or both. A reCtent lecture 
there by Maurice R. Franks,- a labor organizer, 
certainly surprised us because of his attack upon 
the Wagner labor act, a law which was passed at 
the instigation of our President and which has been  
so largely responsible for forcing those who work  
in defense plants to pay tribute to the labor unions 
before they could engage in this work for their 
country. He said: -

“Most of our industrial strife can be charged 
to the system  under which we operate— a s y s te ^  
w hich must be changed if we are to have  Peace 
and harmony in industry. The National Labor R e­
lations Act (W agner A ct) came in to  being for the 
purpose of ridding industry of its crooks by setting  
up a code of ethics as a foundation towards this, 
objective. Well, I don’t know who was whispering  
into Senator W agner’s ear w hen he drafted th\s 
law. It seems to me that in place of prosecuting 
the crooks of industry, it plays a major role in 
persecuting th e  very people it was supposed to 
help.”

Mr. Franks said the title of the Wagner Act 
sets forth its purposes as follows:
"an A ct to dim inish the causes of labor disputes 
burdening or obstructing interstate and foreign  
commerce,'’
and then he said that “since the enactm ent of 
thiis law we have had more industrial unrest than 
was ever experienced in the history of this nation. 
And why? Sim ply because the Labor Act functions 
on the assumption that most em ployers are crooked 
and all labor leaders honest.” Mr. Franks pointed 
out that em ployers are forbidden to interfere with, 
restrain or coerce em ployes in the matter of or­
ganization and collective bargaining, and then are 
forced by the sam e law to coerce and compel 
every em ploye within his establishm ent to join a 
union in order to work, even though that union 
may not be the worker’s choice. And this law pro­
hibits the em ployer from “contributing financial 
or other support to unions,” and yet under the 
"check off” system  forced upon him  the em ployer 
is com pelled to aid the unions financially, for w ith­
out the check, off system  m^iny unions could not 
ejyst. Many inequities in the Wagner Act were 
pointed out by this labor leader who sees in th e  
act an opportunity for the operation of labor rack­
eteers, and he paid his respects to those racketeers. 
It was an address so fair to both em ployer and  
em ploye that it excited our admiration, and we 
wonder now, as we have wondered before, why  
the powers that be in W ashington can’t see the 
em ployer-labor picture in its true light.

NO ACCURATE MAPS

We have found considerable interest in the 
subject of opening old railroad grades used by  
the lumbermen of Michigan so that they can be­
come roads, fire lanes or trails into ■ the larger 
areas of w ild country and give access to m any 
streams and lakes.

Names long forgotten by a ll but a few  old 
tim ers^ p pear to have been attached to some of 
these grades and one way to preserve them would  
be to cii^tinue their use. Another thing which is 
lacking IS accurate maps of such grades. In some 
counties. Luce for exam ple, many of the grades 
are shown on county maps. In Midland county 
we have been unable to find any map to show  
these old roadbeds, althpugR m any such lines 
were buift here.

One of the famous lumber firm -railroad build­
ers was Wright & Ketcham and we are told they  
had A considerable network in the northeast part 
of the county. These grades it is said w ere num­
bered by spurs from one to tw elve. King,Hubbard 
& Heald had a line off toward Hubbard; Murphy 
8c Dorr a track running north and east of Cole­
man; R. G. Peters one toward Ppseyville, etc.

Up in Luce coUnty p n e of the famous grades 
was the Culhane line which ran from the Little 
Two Hearted River out- to Whitefi^h bay. There  
are dozens more in Gladwin county and in fact in 
practically all northern counties of the state.

We would lik e  to see the Conservation depart­
ment chart all these grades now w hile the inform a­
tion about them is still available; nam e them  ac­
cording to the builders, .and then after the war, 
start a program to make,'use of them  as rapidly 
as pdssible as trails, roads, fire lanes or whatever  
is believed best. This program would salvage an 
important asset and be a w&rthwhile contribution 
to all types of Michigan outdoor recreation.—Phil 
Rich in the Midland News.

THERE IS A DIFFERENCE

Captain Eddie Rickenbacker, after returning 
from his gruelling experience in the South Seas 
and his inspection of fighting fronts,, is the only 
man who has said what the American people need­
ed to hear in connection with production problems. 
In the newspapers and in the news, reels he said 
that if the soldiers could be transferred from the 
hell holes they occupy on the battlefronts, to our 
factories, and if the em ployes in the factories could 
be transferred to the battlefronts, production in 
this country would double in 30 days.

By the tone of his voice and his expression, you  
could see that he was disgusted with the Polly- 
anna talk about workers at home being classed as 
filling “battle stations.”

'Captain Rickenbacker emphasized that nothing 
the people in this country can do w ill in any m eas­
ure equal what the boys on the battle lines are do­
ing. They don't get overtime pay and they work 
d^v and night if necessary.

‘ The people agree w ith Captain Rickenbacker. 
Just because some of us wear “tin hats”- at home, 
we don’t want to become sw elled up with the idea 
that we are filling “battle stations”—we are not. 
Battle stations are where the bullets fly and m en  
are dying: where men work as long as there is 
something to do; where orders are obeyed: where 
overtime, pay and profits are hot an issue; and 
where the perpetuation of liberty and freedom for 
individuals are the guiding stars.—Charles Seed  
(Democrat) in The Rochester Clarion.

End of War Will i 
End Labor Racketeering

For som e years, I have felt 
that the so-called “union secur­
ity” clause.w ould  inevitably fol-: 
low  i-'collective bargaining.” I say  
this because the “closed shop” 
has some justification how ever- 
much em ployers naturally resent 
it. •

Stockholders already have a 
“closed shop.” that is, one'stock­
holder cannot act apart from  
the others except once a year at 
a stpckholders’ m eeting. If a 
stockholder does not like the pol­
icy of the company, he can sell his 
stock and get out. 'The sam e priv­
ilege is granted to all members 
of a closed shop labor union: If 
they don’t like their job, they can 
resign and wprjc elsew here.

Stockholders alw ays have been  
represented by th e ir . president 
who exclusively  speaks.for them, 
which is what the labor uniorts 
have had to fight for. Both groups 
should equally have the right to 
em ploy outside counsel. Hence, 
w hen looked at im partially, the 
labor union niembers-arem ot ask­
ing for any more privileges than 
stockholders, now have. The big 
question is w hether or not the 
labor union officials are as wise, 
fair and frank as the company 
officials.

My real purpose this week is 
to show readers that this “closed  
shop” or “union security” clause, 
for which labor leaders are now  
fighting, may be a blessing in 
disguise to em ployers and inves­
tors. This I say because the War 
Labor Board is now askipg that 
unions, to which it grants this 
“security clause,” must .comply 
with certain rules and make re­
ports the same as is required of 
the employers. It also believes 
that strike votes should be by se ­
cret ballot of the entire m em ber­
ship involved.

"The General Chemical deci­
sion of the War Labor Board w'as 
very hopeful. Here an A.F.L. un­
ion was denied any form of un­
ion security or closed shop be­
cause the union called a strike in 
violation of the national no­
strike agreement. The opinion, of 
Dean W ayne L, Morse of the W. 
L.B. in this case should put heart 
into discouraged em ployers and 
investors.

The case of the Western Cart­
ridge Company at East Alton, Il­
linois was even ■ more hopeful. 
Here the W.L.B., in a unanimous 
decision, took away an already 
existing closed shop clause be­
cause the union did not play fair. 
After six  months of good behavior 

■ the union may apply for a return 
of this security clause. In the case 
of the Pontiac Plant of the Y el­
low Truck and Coach Mfg. Com­
pany, the closed shop was granted 
with the understanding that it 
w ill be revoked unless strikes are 
eliminated.

Of course, labor is now having 
a honeymoon. However, this does 
not worry me as all honeymoons 
come to an end. This w ill espec­
ially be true after the War is 
over w’hen there w ill be an over­
supply of all kinds o f  labor, in ­
stead of a shortage. The^laws of 
action and reaction and” of de- 
rfiand and supply apply to wages 
the same as to prices.

If the m ilitary—instead of the 
politicians—make the peace terms 
which I hope they will, they also 
may then put an end tq -^^cke- 
teering labor leaders. In fact, the 
chances are 50-50 that the army 
and navy, after the War, w ill con- 
tinue active operation of certain 
factories, shipyards and food sup­
plies as long as necessary to give  
work to returning soldiers and 
sailors. Frankly, ,I would rather 
see the m ilitary in charge of un­
em ploym ent and relief than to 
have half-baked N ew  Dealers. 
These latter, however, I think are 
already on the way out.

I am not writing in the inter­
ests of em ployers or union la ^ r ;  
but rather so lely  in the interest 
of the people of the United States 
and Canada. A s far as the closed  
shop may result in greater justice, 
w ell and good; but when it is 
a b u s ^  so as to handicap any en ­
tire industry or community, then  
it becomes treason. This explains 
w hy the anti-racketeering bill, 
approved by the House Judiciary 
Committee last yea r  but side­

tracked by the Rules Committee, 
has been re-introduced. T̂ liis 
would make the work of labor 
racketeers “robbery and' extor­
tion in inter-state comm erce” 
and hence a federal offense.

A fter the War, the “good old 
days” w ill be gone for both un­
ion labor and profiteering e m ­
ployers. If any group then in ­
terferes w ith what is best for the 
nation as a whole, that group w ill 
be swept aside. Otherwise, we w ill 
lose the peace, after we- win the 
War, * ' ,

Readers must not be fooled by 
talk about, this War necessarily- 
“ending all wars and bringing 
peace for everinore.” This is im ­
possible as long as present easy 
living continues in America. Fur­
therm ore,'to  let down the tariff 
bars w ith our present w asteful 
pleasure-loving and seci,irity- 
seeking ways would necessitate 
lower wages and longer hours. 
Hence, after the W af wne w ill oe 
faced by a rhost serious dilem ma 
which w ill compel em ployers and 
w age workers to bury the hatchet 
a n d . cooperate.

■ The Solution' of post-'wlir busi- 
'ness problems w ill corne .only by

union labor, private capital; farm  
owners and all other groups fo l­
lowing Jesus’ teachings and work­
ing for the good of all. W e-m ust 
either work longer and harder, or 
else! Just now, during this War, 
w e can fool ourselves that two  
plus two equals five or more; but 
after the War, two plus tw'o v/ill 
again equal only four!
