With this in mind, most gro-
cery managers appealed to the
public to do as much of their
shopping as possible early in
the week. One manager fore-
saw long lines on week-ends.

This particular manager
said that a checking register
usually handled about $1,000

worth of business on Saturday.
He said he hoped the same reg-
ister would be able to handle
$700 under rationing. He said he
did not plan on increasing his

Highlights of recent significant
economic stabilization orders in-
clude— (a) President-Roosevelt’s
order that the 48™hour work-
week be generally adopted, (b)
Economic stabilization Director
James F. Byrnes program stipu-
lating that there shall be no in-
crease in wages except to recti-
fy “gross inequities” and “sub-
standard” wages. Mr. Byrnes also
said that changing the parity
formula would affect farmers ad-
versely in the long run; that farm
and dairy workers, who had gone
into industry, should be urged to
return to agriculture, and that
recalcitrants should be deprived
of their deferred draft status. All
Americans were urged to obey
price controls and rationing regu-
lations as part of their contri-
bution to winning the war. High
taxes, Mr. Byrnes said, are abso-
lutely necessary, but he believes
firmly in limiting profits to pre-
vent exorbitant costs to consum-
ers and government alike.

Of Tnist Charges

Indictments Are
Quashed by Court

Indictment of thp Great Atlantic
& Pacific Tea company and its
produce-buyi” affiliate, the At-
lantic Commission company, for
alleged violations of the Sher-
man anli-tru&t laws, collapsed
during the past- week as the re-
sult of two federal court decisions.

In Dallas, Texas, last Satur-
day, Judge W. H. Atwell sus-
tained demurrers entered by both
organizations, as well as other
A & P executives and subsidiai 'es.
against Department of Justice in-
dictments charging attempts to
foster a monopoly. Three davs
'later in Wilson, N. C., Judge C.
C. Wyche handed down a directed
verdict in favor of the Atian’ic
Commission company and other
defendants in a similar Anti-
Trust Division action charging
conspiracy to monopolize part of
the potato market.

This is the third time m a year
that federal judges have thrown
out of court indictments against
A & P on the grounds there was
insufficient evidmee to justify
the cases going to the jury. The
previous case was a directed ver-
dict of not guilty in a Washing-
ton, D.C. trial of A & P and oth-
er defendants charged with fixing
bread prices. In the case of both
directed verdicts, the prosecution
did not present snftieient evidence
to w'arrant the judge requiring
A & P to prea‘nt;any defense.

In the Dallas decision. Judge
mAtwell took strong exception to
the cmphasis place'd by the prose-
cution on the size' of the defen-
dants.

“l must say at the outset that
I know of no American rule, and
I wish | had the power to under-
score the word e<American,’” whicn
permits us to try 'a man because
of his size,”™*'Jxrdge Atwell said.
“The law does pot so diagram any
offense of whrt’h I know. It mere-
ly says ’any per”n' or ‘any con-
tract made by any person'
big or little, and the size is w'holly
inconsequential. Commercial suc-
cess or failure, greatness or in-

feriority, do not determine guilt
or innocence. ]

Judge Atwell pointed out; that
"all of the defendarits save' one
live or have their domiciles re-
mote from Texas. The only one
who lives in Texas is holding an
inferior position.” He further
held that the indictment con-
tained "inflammatory statements
that the court would not permit to
be given to a trial jury because
they have no place here.”

At Wilson. N. C.. in directing a
verdict of innocence for the At-
lantic Commission company. The
Farmers Cooperative Exchange,
and 1 fertilizer and potato»-buy-
ing companies. Federal Judge C.
C. Wyche said "you cannot make
bricks without straw and ecu
can't make a case without facts.”

Pointing out that the defen-
dants had cooperated with the
Department of Agriculture in its
efforts to aid the farmer, the
judge ruled: "No testimony was
brought from which it can bi' rea-
sonably inferred that the def.m-
dants entered into a conspiracy
to depre.ss and lower the price of
potatoes It is evident that'
the low prices were caused by
economic conditions.”

In directing a verdict of not
guilty in the Washington. D.C.
bread case last March. Judge Alan
T. Goldsborough said: "If you
were to show this record to any
experienced trial lawyer in the
world, he would tell you, that
there was not any evidence at all.
Honestly. |1 have never in all my
40 years experience seen a case
tried that was as absolutely de-
void of evidence as this.”

citement in the air; you feel it
Iwjien you are with adults, and
you sense the danger too but

you are a little young to feel the
weight of it. You're restive and it
seems you have to be doing some-
Ithing every minute. There is no
cairn any more and you don't
caie: what you want is action!

Your mother and father feel the
same way. Everybody does. And
everybody does something about
it. Your dad now has a war job
and works long hours. Perhaps
;your mother has one also, or, if
not. she making bandages or
| working on a defense committee.
Your si.ster is a WAAC or woiks
in a government office. Your big
;brother enlisted. Every adult is
I foveri.sh with the urge IO make
, the war as short as possible. You
' probably aren't conscious of this
"angle—remember, you’re just
fourteen—but the excitement is
there: all the tension and flag-
waving is in your blood and you
are looking for an outlet too. And
you find one many. But
where'.’

This is the big question. Where
and how you find an outlet for
all this enthusiasm is at the bot-
tom of any trouble you might
find. At your age you always want
to be with the "gang.” Any group
of more than two is a gang and
"always has a leader with ideas; he
.sets tbe pace. and. if his ideas
happen to be a little off-color,
someone gets into trouble. You
are aware of something else now
too. A.long with all this excite-
ment there is an anything-gocs
atmosphere ... a sort of letting-
down-of-lhe-bars that can also
be blamed on the w'ar. Its easy lo
get away with a lot of things that
didn’t go before.

Adding to the confusion, you
hear adult remarks like these;
I“This younger generation is no
;worse' than mine. Why, 1 could
tell you some stories about what
kids did in my day that would
curl your hair . . . leave them
alone. They're of good sound
stock: they'll come out alright.”
This is ail very generous and
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flattering. You think you’Xe a
pretty good sort of person too but
this kind of talk seems like a
dare; you're no sissy and you set
out to prove it

Do you begin to see what makes
us tick? Do you have a clearer
picture of how it feels lo po a
part of the “youth problem? If
so, please step back into your role
of adult and let me tell you what
I think it all adds up to.

Apparently you adults are con-
cerned about what kind of men
and women we will be. You are
worried because Plymouth is get-
ting a “bad name.” You think
“such goings-on are disgraceful.”
| agree. Believe it or not, | too
think about these things some-
times and so does every Ameri-
can boy and girl. We arc vitally
interested in the future . . . and
with good reason . .. the future
is ours! But, just as the past
means little to us. anything but
the immediate future is honestly
pretty vague. Most of our
thoughts are taken up with today
and what we can do during the
next hour. It's action we want

. . something interesting to take-
up our time .. .something we can
get our teeth into ... an outlet.
If you will think-about the juve-
nile problem in terms of giving
us a break instead of giving us
what is “good for us,” | think
you will understand what I mean.

der this ordinance. Appeals may
_bée taken by any person aggriev-
ied.

Section 2. Such api®als may be
taken within such time as may
jbe prescribed by the board of
lappeals, by genefal rule, by the
Ifiling with the officer from whom

ordinance shall be observed,
public safety secured and sub-
sUntial justice done, and the de-
cision of such board shall be final
so far as it involves discretion
or the finding of facts.

PENALTIES.

Section 1. Any firm, corpora-
tion or person who violates any
of the provisions of this ordi-
nance shall be fined not less than
twenty-five dollars nor more than
one hundred dollars for such of-
fense, or shall be punished by im-
prisonment in the county jail for
a period not to exceed ninety
days for each offense, or may be
both fined and imprisoned as
provided herein. Any building
which Is erected, altered or con-
verted. or any use of land which
is begun or changed subsequent
to the time of passage of this
ordinance and in violation of any
of the provisions thereof, is here-

by dcclart'd a nuisance per se.
The township clerk, any township
official, or any person to whom
such authority is delegated by
the township board, or the board
of appeals, or any court having
jurisdiction  shall order such
nuisance abated, and tlie owner
or agent in charge of sueh build-
ing or land shall be' adjudged
guilty of maintaining a nuisance
per se. Each day that @ yiolation
iIs permitted to exist :“hail con-
stitute a separate oflcpse. The
rights and remedies provided
herein are cumulative apd in ad-
dition to all other remedies jiro-
vided by law.

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MORE ABOUT THE SNEAKING JAPS.

The following letter written by the youth-
ful Rev. Verle J. Carson, pastor of the New-
burg Methodist church, has been sent to the
editor of The Plymouth Mail in protest to a
recent editorial published in this paper in
which we strenuously objected to the plan to
relocate a colony of Pacific coast Japs in Mich-
igan to work on our farms:

wDear Editor:

“Your editorial of Thursday, February 4 "Keep
Them Out” was a distinct shock to me. It is, in-
deed, distressing that so much of the Nazi idea of
race and national superiority, as' reflected in your
editorial, has reached our shores. The color of the
skin and the nation from which one*springs is not
a true indication of one’s moral status. Birth in the
white race does not make a man pure, nor does
birth in the yellow race make a man a coward.

>Americans of Japanese ancestry are neither “cheat-
ers, rodents, wild beasts or dirty Japs.” They are
American citizens. As such, by our laws and by
ideals, they are entitled to decent respect and
treatment until they are proved disloyal. The ma-
jority of them have not been proved disloyal. The
Federal Bureau of Investigation is thoroughly in-
vestigating these American citizens before they are
relocated.

“We have American soldiers of Japanese an-
cestry in our army. Blake Clark tells their story in
the Baltimore Sun in “U.S. Soldiers with Japanese
Faces.” This story was reprinted in the February
iasue of the Reader’s Digest. The people of Wis-
consin are showing their appreciation of the 100th
Infantry which is composed of soldiers of Japanese
ancestry. The officers of this regiment have a real
confidence in their men. This unit will probably
be used to advantage by our military leaders.
These American doughboys have a right to expect
that we shall give their people the same oppor-
tunities that they are fighting to give us.

“Many of our leaders recognize that we face a
serious race problem in America—a problem
fr&ught with terrible possibilities. Your editorial
cun only strengthen the suspicions of sonie mem-
bers of other races that the white race is interest-
e4 simply in its own freedom and rights. Such a
suspicign will bring a day of reckoning. God help
us if we do not recognize that races and peoples
other than the white race or the American people
shall have freedom in the new world order w'hich
is to be after this holocaust.

“No nation can long endure without funda-
mental Christian ideals of justice and righteous-
ness. And surely there is neither justice or right-
eousness in the destruction of a race of people in
our land whose only sin is that their ancestors
came from Japan. Japan has also given us Hrdeyo
Noguchi, conqueror of the yellow fever. The great-
est Christian of our time is Kagawa. another of her
sons. Remember that God chose to make the su-
preme revelation of Himself through an Oriental

Jesus Christ

“The national authorities are making an effort
to jprovide a new OEportunity for these loyal
American citizens. Such an effort is in keeping
with American ideals of fair play and justice. 'The
authorities deserve our support and help to give
these fellow Americans a new chance. May Mich-
migan prove that she iS the first ~st%ae of the union
in ideals as well as in industry.”

In the first place, we fully recognize the
right of Rev. Carson to differ with, our opin-
ions. We applaud the Christian spirit which is
manifest in his letter.

But we utterly disagree with him about the
sneaking Japs and we reaffirm our declaration
that there is no place on the soil of this con-
tinent for any Jap. We do not recognize them
as human beings, and therefore there is no
race issue involved, as the Newburg pastor
suggests.

Japanese history provides sufficient proof
of the fact that the Jap is a beast in human
form, that death by violence ib a glorious Jap-
anese attainment and that the blood of human
beings is something to be smeared over the
surface of the earth.

How can any man, especially one clothed in
the garments of the pulpit, defend a vicious,
sneaking, killing mass of beasts that would ex-
terminate from the face of the earth the Amer-
ican nation—the ONE nation that has offered
religious and personal freedom to all people?
Such a thing just does not make sense.

No, we do not Kke war any more than does
the pastor of the Newburg Methodist church,
but we thoroughly detest the enemies of
America who seek to destroy us, and until they
have been crushed from the face of the earth,
every penny and every energy we can com-
mand, is going into the fight to exterminate
these sneaking, cunning yellow beasts.

Any well versed church pastor must know
that Japan has planned the destruction of
America for more than a quarter of a century.
They invaded our country more than 30 years
ago and attempted to colonize our entire Pa-
cific coast line. The good people of California
rGse up in their might and put forth a determ-
ined effort to stop colonization of the Jap pyg-
mies by passing the Japanese exclusion act.

But the cunning Japs got around the intent
of that law by breeding Japs in America and
placing title to American property in the names
pf the Japs born in the America they sought to
destroy.

By their trickery, and through bribery and
other dastardly means, the production of nearly
all foodstuffs on the Pacific coast fell into their
possession and because the Japs live like
Other bedsts, no American could compete with
them.

It might interest the Newburg pastor to
know that within the present month the San
piego, California, Chamber of Commerce has
fiocured information which reveals the fact that
the Japanese government, provided FINAN-
CIAL assistance to the AMERICAN bom
Jops in California which enabled them to ma-
nipulate the vegetable market in that state to
such an extent that the American farmer was
~ven from the soil on which he sought to
make a living for himself and family.

And it might interest him to know that
Dean Palmer, the county agricultural agent of
SanrDiego recently reported that the American

farmers in California had "benefited immeasur-
ably by the evacuation of Japanese farmers.”

“Their low labor standards made it difficult
for other farmers to remain in production,”
says Mr. Palmer of San Piego.

And do we want to permit the colonization
of these cunning tricksters on Michigan farms?

NO ! Not ONE of them!

We commend the Michigan legislature for
passing by unanimous vote a resolution which
protests against this proposed colonization of
Japs in Michigan.

The California legislature right now is be-
ing asked to pass legislation which will for-
ever prevent the return to that state of the Jap-
anese who were evacuated because our govern-
ment knew that they intended to blow up our
Pacific coast defenses, destroy our property
and KILL Americatis if they had not been con-
fined in concentration camps.

Might we ask the Rev. Carson why we
should take unto our bosom any one directly
or indirectly related to the skulking, cunning,
blood-thirsty killers who have stabbed thou-
sands of American boys in the back, who blew
up Pearl Harbor at the very hour they were
talking of lasting peace with our government
and who have persecuted and tortured our civ-
ilians just because they happened to be Amer-
icans?

If they could speak, we wonder if the help-
less, peace-loving mothers, children and babes
of China who have been slaughtered by the
hundreds of thousands by the Japs, would ex-
press the same sentiments about “justice and
righteousness” for the Japs as does the Rev.
Cars*bn of Newburg? Again we say there is no
such a thing as “justice or righteousness” in
dealing with the vermin that spawns only hate,
death, destruction and sorrow over the world.

We have but one wish in our heart—and
that is to see the enemies of OUR COUNTRY
so thoroughly crushed to earth that they can
never again force a war upon humanity. If it is
necessary to KILL every Jap and every enemy
we have, to accomplish this purpose,” then let
them be KILLED! '

The good pastor and all others should re-
member that in the total war that has been
forced upon us, if we do not KILL our ene-
mies, they will KILL US. There is no other
choice, as brutal as it may seem—"and our
CHOICE is to KALL THEM as fast as we
can, to which cause we pledge EVERY-
THING we possess.

And if the Newburg pastor desires to pre-
serve the religious freedom he now so thor-
oughly enjoys, he had better begin right now
to preach something about self-preservation,
and Hell damnation for those who do evil, or
the Japs he so highly praises might land in
Newburg some day and do some of the kind of
Human butchering they have inflicted upon our
boys out on Pacific ocean islands and upon the
defenseless and helpless women and children
of peaceful China.

DESECRATING WASHINGTON’S

Last Friday evening down in Detroit,
Michigan new dealers held one of their notor-
ious shake-down banquets in order to raise
funds with which to buy up votes in the na-
tional election campaign two years hence.

In the meantime the Germans
may be using the same sun-
shine, water, air and minerals
to make, synthetically, a sim-
ilar concentrate which tastes

So it goes.

Yet. look through the grad-
uate list of any Agricultural col-
lege and you find that not more
than 20 percent are honest dirt
farmers; while look through thi-
graduate list of any Engineering
college and you’ll find that 80
percent are now following their
professions. Something is" wrong!
When | was a boy working on a
farm in Massachusetts. 1 had
never heard of fi'riilizers that
came in bags. The only kind that
I knew came from horses, mules
and cows. Yet the land adjoining
that farmhouse has beim planted
continually for over 100 years and
today is raising big crops.

My grandfather, who
the farm, never saw the inside
of an agricultural college. The

farm consistc'd of only a few
acres. . plus wild pasture and
woodlots. On it he raised siwvcn
able children and died at 76
without owing a penny but leav-
ing a good estate in government
and other bonds. Moreover, he
never received any government
aid nor advice from county
agents. | believe we must either
go back to nature’s method of
farming or else use more synthe-
tic foods. ]

Today, loo many of our fruil *
growers and farmers have
switched from livestock to
tractors and trucks. Instead of'
raising their' “power' In the
form Of hay and oats, they buy
it as gasoline. Then they buy
nitrates, potash and" phoSphor-
ous instead of getting these in
natural manuré the™ same as
God intended them to do. | am
not appealing either for syn-
thetic food or for self-perpéetu-
ating and self-contained farms;
but 1 ask if we should not aim
for one or the other.

God intended that most of us
should live on the land, and all
should spend some time working
the land. The cycle was to raise
the food for both man and beast
from sunshine, water, air and the

owned

minerals of the ground. Then
these minerals would return
back to the land in a natural

way: while all of us would do
some work with our hands. (Read
I. Thessalonians 4: 11)

Today we are not only buying
the minerals in bags, but we are
shipping our foods which contain
these minerals to cities. Then
when the food is eaten, the refuse
containing these precious min-
erals goes down the sewers for
the fish to use in making vit-
amins! This destruction is in ad-
dition to the corrosion of, the soil
due to mechanical farming and
destroying forests. This policy
continued wdll ultimately ruin
our nation. .

We ~all - win War Il; but
shall we win the peace after-
wards?

People in cities will continue
to be fed from great private and
cooperative farms. These will be-
come larger, operating both in
the North and the South moving
their help and machinery back
and forth as the birds fly. I now
see little hope for the small farm-
er whose farm is his only source
of income.

When, however, chemists oper-
ate the Department of Agricul-
ture, | see a bright future for the
families who are combining a
small subsistence farm with
some trade or profession.

~atoms. The field of fermentation
I.also offers huge opportunities.

It is very possible that—within

a few years—a family may, with

little effort, raise its own food

and far better food than can now
be bought.
