Earthquake Gives 
City a Shake

The Plymouth Board of Ed­
ucation at its meeting Monday 
night decided that because of 
crowded conditions in the high 
school that freshihan students 
from four schools in the dis­
tricts outside of Plymouth 
could not be accepted begin- 
nhig with the next school year.

The schools, whose fresh­
man students will not be ac­
cepted next fall are the Pear­
son school Seven Mile road, 
the Wilcox school at Six Mile 
and Middle Belt roads, the 
Cooper school at Middle Belt 
road and Ann Arbor Trail and 
the Fisher school just south of 
Plyajnouth road and east of ’Tele­
graph road.

The board estimated that re­
fusal of these freshman students 
would result in 75 few er high  
school pupils next year.

Letters have been written to 
the boards of education of these 
schools explaining that the 
Plym outh high school is over­
crowded, and that the best school 
work is not possible under this 
overcrowded condition.

The board feels that its first 
duty is to the resident pupils. 
Students already enrolled in  
the Plymouth high school from  

j these four schools w ill be per-

Workers Keep Good 
Nature in Spite 
Of Many Troubles

This is th ,̂ story of the 
1, Plymouth Pifice and Rationing 

board, which maintains head­
quarters in the city hall, but 
which spreads to all of Plym­
outh and Livoiiia- township.

Board hea’di^uarters presided 
over by Ray Bacheldor is a 
mad house most of the time. 
That the nine employes are 
able to retalilrifcteir sanity is a 
marvel.

From moriikx-g until night, 
there is a cohslant stream of 
people who want to know ev-

wnu Lumv lu uitr vjiiiv.tr uii-vuŝ vciiivi
in line and await tneir turn\for  
service from the employes of'*the 
board.

These people come to ask ad­
vice about everything that is ra­
tioned. Tliey come to make their 
transfers of books and cards in­
cident to the sale of an auto­
mobile.

About 20 persons a w eek re­
port that they have lost their 
ration books. One of the girls 
must go through the files in the 
office and certify a d'uplicate. 
And about half of those report­
ed lost are found a day or so 
later.

‘ In February alone, there were 
more than 1.200 applications for 
tires received, and orders fur 
their purchase issued. This has 
been relieved som ewhat by new  
regulations which make it pos- 
siblor for anyone to have tires I'e- 
treadc'd without an order.

Now is a particularly busy 
time at the board offices because 
it is the time for renewal of sup­
plem ental rations of gasoline ana 
rations for fuel oil to be used 
for cooking and other household

services. There were between 2,- ' 
OOO and 3.000 applications for re­
newal of supplem ental gasoline 
rations alone. These all must be 
processed according to formula, 
the ration books written out and 
mailed to the owners.

Then there are applications 
received for bicycles, type­
writers, stoves and rubber 
goods. Already questions have 
been received concerning the 
point rationing program which  
just started this week.

Many persons report their tire 
in.spection Records have been lost, 
not realizing that it is illegal to 
drive without them.

And to top it all off, there are 
1.5 folders-full of regulations, all 
of which have to be read, their 
contents digested and memorized, 
and then filed in the proper fold­
er. And there are new regulations 
received every day.

The office staff opens and
answers more than 200 letters a 
day. all of which must be answer­
ed in .suine form or other.

to, to send The Mail to me. You 
can be sure I look forward every  
week when it is due. It seem s 
sw ell to read the news, w hile  
you’re away from home.

“Like most of the service men,
I enjoy especially the page you  
devote to letters from fellow s 
who have gone into the service. 
It seems like most of m y buddies 
and friends have left home to 
fight fbr the same cause and pur­
pose of mind that I have. No m at­
ter what branch of the service 
we stand together in that one 
thing; whether we are isailors, 
marines or soldiers. W hile at 
boot camp at Great Lakes I often  
heard about the differences be­
tween the navy and the marines. 
But here at St. Louis, marines 
and sailors live together and get 
along swell.

“While at Great Lakes we were 
given several aptitude tests to 
determ ine what gating  w e could 
best serve in. I was the fourth 
highest in my company and chose 
machinist’s mate. A fter five days 
in O.G.U. (outgoing units) I was 
sent here to St. Louis for school­
ing. I have been here more than 
two months now, and I think that 
the service school here rates 
about the best. Our first four 
weeks here were spent in a 
bench m achinist’s course. We had 
to work with hand tools only. 
Since then w*e have been engag­
ed in machine shop practice, 
working on lathes, mills, shapers, 
etc. Wc still have innumerable 
things to learn. We have courses 
in welding, internal combustion 
motors, valves and diesel and 
marine engineering yet to take. 
After wc have finished we will 
be eligible for Vating as a fire­
man’s first class or a second class 
petty officer rating. Our instruc­
tors are civilians and all the fe l­
lows here take to their lessons 
quickly so as to master the the­
ory in the short time we have 
here.

"I would like to tell you a lit­
tle about St. Louis. It is a sw ell 
place to be stationed and the best 
LIBERTY town I’ve been in. The 
people here treat you sw ell and 
will do practically everything for 
you. There are several large 
USO clubs here where w e can 
find amusement, rest or company. 
Every week-end hundreds of 
people send out invitations to 
service men for dinners, parties, 
and , many other social events.
I think the USO and Y.M.C.A. 
clubs here are the finest and most 
extensive I have seen. And I 
think if more people were aware 
of the things the USO are doing 
for us boys, that there would be 
much more of an increase in do­
nations, and more publicity for i 
one of the finest organizations in 
existence.

“I would appreciate any letters 
from my friends back home and 
be glad to answer them. Thanksj 
again for The M ail.”

From Gerald Louis Shoemaker, 
a Plymouth lad now in training 
for services in the navy, comes 
this most interesting letter, in 
which he says the boys are get­
ting m ighty anxious to get a crack 
at the Japs:

“Hi Everybody:
“Thought I would drop you a 

line or two to tell you what I am 
now doing.

I am at the University of Great 
Lakes, near Chicago, studying to 

, be a hospital corpsman.
My studies are anatomy and 

psychology, hygiene and sanita- 
: tion. Meteria Medico, bandaging 
' and splints, minor surgery, and I 

hate to say this, but it is neces­
sary, nursing also.

1 I am now giving shots to all of 
! the patients with colds, and the 

new recruits coming in. Also, we 
have four nurses, who are teach­
ing us the fundam entals of giving  
bed baths, making out clinical 
charts, etc. This is a very intcr- 

I esting part of the service, and I 
really enjoy it to the fullest ex ­
tent.

I graduated from boots, Jan­
uary 20, and went home on a 
nine-day leave. Boy the old town 
is sure dead isn’t it? I guess it can 
be expected though in war.

I I am in a class of 137 men, from 
Brooklyn, Texas, Michigan. Iowa, 
California, Ohio, South Carolina, 
Long Island, New Hampshire,

Washington, apd many other dis­
tant places.

In the Navy, the routine is 
very strict.

I w ill graduate from service 
school March 19, and where I go 
is beyond m y knowledge. I know  
it w ill be duty on the west coast.

I am getting tired of being a 
dry-land sailor, I hope I go 
straight to sea from here. Most 
of the fellow s are waiting to get 
a crack at those Japs, and I am  
one of them, one hundred percent.

I really like this life, as it is 
one of the cleanest branches of 
the service. Ray Kearney wrote 
to you and said that any one who 
wishes to enter the service, 
should choose the navy. That’s 
true. Why? Because any young 
fellow  who enters the Navy, is 
sure to [get a ’ crack at the axis 
soon, and can bet that they w ill 
sec lots of service and I’m sure 
that is what a young fellow  
wants. Also the best of eats and 
recrcatioh facilities.

I ran across a fellow, here from  
Plymouth ,and he just got ship­
ped to the East. His name is Ed­
ward Laphams. Edward and I 
really had a sw ell visit together. 
(He was on K.P. at the time.)

Yesterday, I heard that Ed 
Mulry was here at the Lakes in 
the hospital w ith mumps. I v isit­
ed him. and he told me that he 
was studying the airplane from 
stem to jstern. I guess you know  
that it feels good to run across 
a buddy from your home town 
and talk about the old times. 

I Well. Ed and I really had a sw*ell

visit. He is feeling a lot better.
' M y averages on all tests are 95 
percent, second highest in the 
class, if  you don’t study, you get 
your liberty restricted, and yopr 
average has to be above 70 per­
cent.

This part of the service is one 
of the most important ones. A 
pharmacist mate has to fight, and 
after the fighting is all done, he 
has to give first aid to all the 
wounded. In order to do this task, 
we are drilled and given two 
hours of calesthentics daily. It is 
really building me up. Tm sure 
that Tony Matulis (Plymouth 
high coach) is doing a sw ell job 
in getting all the students in 
shape to go to war after grad- 

' uation. as it is really necessary.
I  I have gained five pounds since 
I  February 2.
I The boys in the barracks read 
The Plymouth MaiJ that I get ev­
ery week, and they .<ay it is a 
wonderful paper.

When I receive it. I can hardly 
w’ait to open it and read about 
“home.” It is really g n a t. And I 

I know that all of the fellows from 
town who are in the Sui’vicc agree 
with me.

Last week, our barracks donat- 
i ed $15 for the “Red Cross Drive." 
I They deserve it. I'll clo.se now, as 
I have to wash some clothing and 
do some Old Maid sewing (Ha! 
Ha!). Never thought I wnuld be 
a nurse.

Babson Says—
Shafer, co-author of a resolution calling for 

an investigation of all efforts to throttle the 
free press, announced he was preparing a sec­
ond all-inclusive resolution for a searching 
inquiry into Weiner, his program, his back­
ground and his associates. Shafer said:

“If America m ust go hungry this year—or the 
next—Joseph L. Weiner is to, blame. It was Weiner, 
Russian-born Wall Street lawyer, who slashed 
farm machinery production 70 percent, without 
rhyme, reason or authority.

“If the free press of Am erica,is in danger—and 
it is—it is Weiner who is to blame. It is Weiner 
who advocates an 80 percent slash in the new s­
print available to the American press—a slash 
that would kill every free newspaper in the nation.

“It is Joseph Weiner who, at this time when 
realistic education is a vital necessity to Am er­
icans, advocates the reduction of books by more 
than 70 percent!

Shafer continued:
“Weiner is the front man for tlie insidious, d is­

credited, radical ideals of the earl.y brain trusters, 
dehind Weiner stand such figures as Ben Cohen, 
m e of the most ardent exponents of the l^ankfur- 
ter school."

In scatching terms he referred to W einer’s pro­
posals'for the "bedrock” civilian needs of the 
country—proposals which would cut radios to 12 
percent but hold lipstick up to 70 percent of the 
1940 consumption. He said:

"The man Weiner must be called before Con­
gress. He must be exarri'ined on what his program 
is: who his backers are. He must be asked on what 
basis he presumes to prescribe for all the coun­
try's needs.

“His bedrock report would mean ruin to this 
nation. And such a report—and its sponsors—cry 
out for a thorough probe.”

Weiner and Cohen, he said, are remnants of the 
Rexford-Guy Tugwell philosophy. He continued:

“Tugwell tried his radical ideas out in Puerto 
Rlco_as a testing ground, and he brought that 
bountiful island to the edge of starvation.

“Now that Tugwell has tried them out down  
there, they apparently w’ant to repeat the exper­
iment in the United States on a grand scale.

Shafer did-not discount the congressional furore 
against Manpower Director Paul V. McNutt, the 
congressional grilling of such figures as Gen. Lewis 
B. Hershey, head of the Selective Service, and 
Claud R. Wickard. secretary of agriculture. But he 
said:

“Even though you should give McNutt, W ick­
ard and Hershey credit for doing the best iob in 
the world, their efforts would be futile with W ei­
ner throwing a monke.y wrench into the works.

“Wickard can’t expect to stim ulate farm pro­
duction, when the farmers can’t get the tools of 
production. McNutt’s manpower problem, and 
Hershey’s would be simplified if Weiner had per­
mitted tools to replace m en on the farms.”

But the key to W einer’s whole program, Shafer 
charged, is control of the press. He said:

"The Constitutional guarantees of a free press 
have been tossed out of the window in his phil­
osophy.

"A free press must mean freedom to distribute 
the news as well as to print it. Yet Weiner would 
so cripple the press as to destroy it.

“It was Weiner who wanted an immediate slash 
of 40 percent in newsprint, and, as his table of bed­
rock civilian requirements shows, had in mind an 
ultimate 80 percent cut.

"It took the combined weight of congressional 
anger, led b'’ Fred Bradley of Michigan.
Charles Halleck of Indiana, and others, including 
m.yself. to block Weiner on newsprint.

“The facts were available to Weiner, if he had 
chosen to look for them. Apparently, he prefers 
to sit in an ivory tower and dictate America’s ec­
onomic life, not on the basis of facts, but in line 
with his pet theories!

"It’s tim e the Congress found out who he gets 
his orders from! .

"The experience I gained in fighting Weiner s 
newsprint proposals has made it abundantly clear 
to me that the m.atter o f his whole civilian pro­
gram must be checked.

"And unless,w e check it now it may be too late.
"We may wake up to find the free press re­

placed by government propaganda handouts, free 
industry replaced by government monopolies and 
the people dependent upon a government dole for 
their very meals.

“In my estimation. Weiner and the group he 
represents are by far the most sinister forces in 
our life today.’’

make of conditions today - it is 
this: There is too much iighting 
on the home front and too little 
on the battle front. That alone is 
a good exam ple of bad factional­
ism. However, we all realize that 
military campaigns take an enor­
mous amount of planning and 
time to become effective. We have 
every reason to be proud of our 
m ilitary leaders. With faith and 
patience, vve can leave the final 
battle results in their hands.

Business and labor lead ^ s, 
administration head.s and c in -

grqi^men, farmers and w ork­
ers, politiciaits and patriots, 
manufacturers and merchants 
should' stop iighting. Any such 
who confuse issues, disrupt 
business, use war-tim e neces­
sities for personal profit or 
power should be ferreted out 
and hamstrung for the duration.

In this connection the problem  
of absuDtecism should be impar­
tially studied by every plant to 
ascertain what percentage is duo 
to liquor. 1 fear it is very great. 
To avoid serious consequences on 
our liome front wc, everywhere, 
now need courageous non-parti­
san leadership and the self-d is­
cipline evident in our armed 
forces.

If the President and the 
Chairman of the Board of a 
corporation are in disagree­
ment, they can usually through 
some third party be made to 
bury the hatchet for the good 
of the company. Probably if 
only two or three individuals 
were responsible for the adm in­
istration of our war effort, we 
would be much further along the 
road to a solution of our busi­
ness problems and to the winning 
of the war. But it is character­
istic of a democracy such as oujs 
that factional competition exists.

Hence, we have labor ana can- 
ital, farmers and wage workers, 
a two-party political system, 
stockholders a n d  managenu nt 
and a host of other competing 
groups at each other’s throats.

A serious exam ple of fac­
tionalism at the moment is the 
New Dealers vjs. Businessmen  
in W ashington. Another is Con­
gress vs. Administration Lead­
ers also, of course, in W ashing­
ton.

It is interesting to note, as il­
lustrative of the change in world 
affairs, that we no longer hear 
talk of the importance of London 
as a business or financial center. 
N ew  York City is destined to be­
come the most important city of 
the world. This is one reason why 
I am bullish on certain New York 
City bank stocks and real estate.

■We shall not know until the 
end of the War how many of our 
plane crashes, industrial fires, 
train wrecks, absentees and de­
clines in production are due to 
sabotage. Thanks to IVlr. Hoover 
and his F.B.I. I believe such acj.s 
arc being kept to a minimum., I 
wish all government agencies in 
proportion to their size and cost 
were as efficiently operated as the 
F.B.I. If • all Bureaus produced 
such good results, we would 
have little fear for our war effdrt 
and for our economic future.’’ ■

In spite of discouraging days 
and news I am optimistic for 
business. Certainly, out of the 
War and our domestic struggleis 
much good w ill come. I woul4> 
however, be more enthusiastic 
over the immediate outlook if 
il were not for the great sabo­
tage of effort, much of it per­
haps unconscious. ^  some of 
our national groups and figures. 
For instance, w e have Congress 
spending more tim e chasing 
Administration b u r e a u  crats 
than in passing constructive 
legislation to sim plify and speed 
up manpower, wage,, tax, price 
and other vital matters.

Orders for certain types of vyar 
goods have been quietly cancelled 
for some weeks past in favor of 
increased production in what are 
now more important lines. Pos­
sibly, the placement of war Or­
ders has reached a peak. Som e­
where in the armament fieild.
