MEN IN UNIFORM
GIVE ALL—SHAME US WHO'
REMAIN SECyRE AT HOME

One of the most forceful letters 
received from any, of the boys in  
service, came yesterday from  
}\obcrt Blundell, son of Mr. and 
.Mrs. W illiam Simpson of Bur­
roughs avenue, who is now in 
the navy and stationed _ tempor­
arily in the Brooklyn navy yard. 
It has so much common sense, 
editorial appeal that it^ is pub­
lished in fu ll as follows:

‘•I was just reading The P lym ­
outh Mail and got to thinking of 
you, so I thought I would drop 
you a few  lines. Tonight was the 
firel chance I had to read the 
paper, after receiving it a couple 
of days ago.

'T suppose the main reason for 
ine writing this letter was caused 
by the article on the front page 
by "Bud” Schrader. There is no 
question about Bud’s plea, for the 
American Red Cross. But after 
seeing what a few  sailors on our 
own station, here in Brooklyn, 
donated to  the Red Cross last 
Tuesday, March 23, I hardly be- 
lieye the goal set by the Red 
Cross of Plym outh is such an 
outstanding one.

‘T don’t want you to think that 
I am criticizing the Red Cross of 
Plymouth or bragging about the 
navy. But I w ill g ive  you a couple 
of e.xamples of what the men on 
our statipn have done in contrib­
uting to the Red Cross.
- “Last Tuesday w e had a Red 
Cross Rally on the station. Jimmy 
Dorsey and his band were here 
with Martin Block, one of New  
York’s leading radio announcers. 
The program started at 1:00 p.m. 
and w'as over with by 2:15. In that 
time, Jim m y Dorsey and his band 
put on a wonderful show while  
the nurses from the Red Cross 
m ingled around the main deck  
of our building,,where there were 
approxim ately 600 to 700 sailors 
sitting watching the show by the 
band. In that one hour and 15 
m inutes, there was exactly  $1160 
contributed to the R ed Cross by 
this group of men, who the m a­
jority of them were seamen, sec­
ond class, and making only $54 
a month.

"Not only that but during the 
last few  weeks there has been 
about 500 pints of blood plasma 
given by the men from this sta­
tion for the American Red Cross.

“One other incident to show  
you that the men in the service 
are doing something besides fight­
ing, was at the time of the pres­
ident's birthday when the drive  
was on for funds for infantile  
paralysis. The men here at this 

, station contributed a little over 
$500 for a worthy cause.

They can really climb the high 
trees with the ease of a monkey 
—and we all run out to watch 
them. They go in for bright colors 
—if a person had a bolt of red 
gingham - here—he would have 
friends for life. Yesterday we 
saw’ an albino native with his 
yellow  bushy hair and white, skin 
—he looks like a Jean Harlow  
from a distance. They are quite 
rare so w e may never see an­
other one.

“The weather here is very trop­
ical—we are prepared to m eet it 
though. Every man has been is­
sued a complete m edical kit. At- 
abrine, a substitute for quinine 
is a popular article; which we 
.take regularly.
' “Tojo livens things up occa­
sionally, but no one seems to pay 
much attention.

It is no longer just a vict9 ry 
garden to be planted arid cared 
for this summer. It is a garden 
for self-presqrvation.

Eddie Rickenbacker said last 
Sunday night in an address at 
Atlanta, Georgia, that the 
greatest bottleneck in our war 
program is the smug, self-com­
placency of the American peo­
ple who can’t seem to realize 
that we can lose this war. •

This in effect applies to the 
gardeners. America can’t pro­
duce munitions unless Amer­
ica is healthy. America can’t be 
healthy unless there is sufficient 
food, and unless there are victory 
gardens aplenty, there won’t be 
sufficient food.

The Plym outh Garden club 
feels that if  it can just get this 
message to everyone, if it can just 
convince them that this is not a 
time to waste seeds or ground or 
time, but a time to be busy 
working for victory, its efforts in 
behalf of victory gardens w ill 
not have been in vain.

But now is the time to get to 
work. Now is the time to begin 
plowing or spading of gardens. 
There are hundreds of gardens 
to be plowed in the city, and it 
is i>ossible that with a compar­
atively small crew working, it 
may some time before all of the 
gardens are prepared for plant­
ing.

Mrs. Horace Thatcher, chair­
man of the victory garden com­
mittee of the garden club, de­
clares that experienced garden­
ers, who have kept secret their 
methods of success, are now  
ready to help the amateurs who 
ma.y be starting this year for the 
first time. Persons desiring this 
advice should get in touch with  
Mrs. Leo Crane (1287-'W).

The garden club also is advis­
ing amateurs to get all the infor­
mation on gardens the.y' can. 
Pam phlets arc available both 
from the departm ent-of agricul­
ture in 'Washington and Michigan 
State college at East Lansing.

Women should begin now to 
plan for their canning of the pro­
duce grown in the gardens. 
There are several methods of 
preserving the food fgr winter 
use. food which w ill save ration 
points and help win the war.

Pamphlets on preserving the 
food also are available in 'Wash­
ington and East Lansing.

Reports from the garden club 
and seed stores indicate that 
more gardens w ill be planted this 
year than ever before, but it was 
pointed out that planting alone 
i.s not sufficient. Gardens require 
considerable care, both in culti­
vation and in protection against 
imsect pests.

health djepartment.

This cjommittee w ill later m eet 
with a Detroit com m ittee and 
will send a report to the county 
board of supervisors.

Letters to the m en’s  and w o­
m en’s organizations throughout 
the couhty were sent out some 
time ag6 urging each club to 
have one m eeting on the health  
situation in W ayne county and 
also to appoint a representative 
to attend a m eeting to be held 
later. To date onl.y a few  replies 
have been received by Mrs. Mo­
yer.

It is hoped that e v e ^  organ­
ization in the county w ill send a 
representative to the April 6 
meeting. If any organization has 
received no such communication j 
from the health guild please con- j 
tact either Miss Emma DuBord, 
telephone W ayne 2475 or Mrs. ■

club is needed. |

W ayne count.v is far behind | 
other counties in health organ-' 
ization. The need for a county I 
health unit is great. There a r e ; 
around 30 separate local h e a lth : 
departments now functioning in 
the county which need to be co­
ordinated into a county health 
office with a definite health pro- i 
gram. Dr. E. V. Thiehoff of the ' 
Michigan Department of Health 
and director of local health d e­
partments and Dr. John Porter-1 
field of the United States Public j 
Health Service have spoken of j 
the need for a health unit at r e - ! 
cent m eetings of the health guild. 
Dr. Porterfield is the venereal-i 
disease control officer for Wayne ! 
county and has been loaned to 
the state by the United States 
Public Health Service.

New Hospital 
Nay Be Built 
In Near Future

Go'vemment Looks 
With Favor 
Upon The Project
There is a possibility that 

the long-anticipated city hos­
pital may be constructed in 
the near future because of the 
war, rather than in spite of it.

City Manager Clarence H. 
Elliott revealed this week that 
acting on instructions from the 
city commission he had in­
quired of the Federal Works 
Agency whether or not con­
struction of the hospital would 
be feasible at this time.

The letter to the agency 
pointed to the proxinuty of 
im p ortan t war manufacturing 
plants adjacent to the city 
and the lack of facilities in this 
area for adequately caring for in­
juries which m ight come from  
these plants.

The Federal Works agency re­
ferred the city m anager to the 
Federal Security Agency. The 
city  manag’er then wrote to this 
bureau requesting a survey of the  
city and its need for hospital fa­
cilities w ith a view  to im m ed­
iate action.

W hether or not the security 
agency has begun the survey has 
not been announced. Mr. Elliott 
said that he did not know  w heth­
er the survey had been started.

If the security bureau recom ­
m ends imm ediate construction of 
the hospital, the city  w ill make

application for an allocation of 
funds for part, and possibly all, 
of the construction costs.

There are several methods by 
which the governm ent finances 
such construction. The govern­
ment m ay pay the total cost of 
constructing the building, w ith  
the city furnishing the site for it, 
after which the city would pay 
$1 a year rental on the property. 
The governm ent m ight allocate 
a portion of the cost of the hos­
pital as an outright g ift to the 
city, or it  m ay loan the city a 
jwrtion of the cost of construc­
tion.
■ Should the construction be ap­
proved as a war measure, it was 
anticipated by the city officials 
that w hile it would follow  d ie

architectural desim ^ approved by 
the hospital comijniSMon, the ex ­
terior probably would be only 
partially completed until after 
the-close <rf the war.

H owever, t h e  construction 
would be such, that when m ater­
ials becom e available that the ex ­
terior m ay be beauti^ed.

It is anticipated that if the 
hospital is constructed it w ill be 
at the intersections of Joy road 
w ith P ine and Hanuftton, a site 
which, has received some criti­
cism. This site  was approved by 
the hospital commissiont Objec­
tion to it lies in the fact that it 
is near the noise of factories and 
the railroad, but officials believe 
it is sufficiently removed so that 
the noise w ill be unnoticeable.

City Manager Clarence Elliott 
has com pleted the first draft of 
the 1943-44 budget for the city 
of Plymouth, and it w ill be pre­
sented fo the city commission for 
action next Tuesday night.

The m eeting of the comimission, 
scheduled for next Monday night 
is being postponed until Tuesday 
because of the general election.

•Mr. Ellkrtt said his tentative  
draft of the budget showed an 
actual increase in calculated ex ­
penditures for the year of about 
$3,909. At the same time, it was 
anticipated that there would be a 
decrease in the amount of assess­
ed valuation in the city. The city  
budget w ill total about $111,000.

Most of the increase is attribut­
ed by the city m anager to in­
creases in salaries of city em ­
ployes. There also have been' in­
creases in other city funds, in ­
cluding that for the recreation 
commission.

Reduction in city revenues is 
traceable to sm aller inventories 
in various businesses and to re­
duction in the value of govern­
ment iwoperty within the taxable 
area.

City Assessor Arno Thompson 
already has begUn assessing 
property in the city,, but it is not 
ewpected that the assessment 
rolls will be ready for the public 
before May 1.

In announcing an -increase in 
the budget, despite a decrease in 
assessed valuations, the city j 
manager, said that most of the 
increase would be taken care o f ! 
thrmtgb a decrease in the bonded
indebtedness of the city.

To advance to second class 
scout, he must paiss certain tests 
and still more tests, steadily  
grow'ing more difficult to advance 
to first class, star class and eagle  
scout.

Beyond the rank of first class 
scout, advancem ent is by special 
learning in a variety of subjects. 
Eagle rank is the highest rank 
and very difficult to obtain. The 
army gives special consideration 
to all boys who have advanced 
to eagle scout rank.

The scout also receives valu­
able. citizenship training in his 
troop activities. As a member of 
a patrol, he learns close associa­
tion with other boys. When he 
becomes a patrol leader, he 
learns to handk other boys.

Then as his abilities warrant 
he may advance to senior patrol 
leader,- assistant scoutmaster and 
scoutmaster.

MOTHERS COMPLETE 
TRAINING COURSE

Nine mothers in the Plymouth  
Stark area have completed the 
training course given for women 
who sponsor dens of boys starl­
ing in the Boy Scout program.

The training course was start­
ed in January for the eleven  
motiiers who could be interested  
at th’at lim e in 'the Cub Scout 
movement.

These mothers represent the 
supervising of 75 registered cubs 
who meet w eekly at the respec­
tive homes for instructive train­
ing. The following is a list of the 
aims of the course just com plet­
ed:

Sim ple Cub Handicrafts; To 
make sim ple Cubbing Handi­
crafts.

The Den Mothers are perform­
ing a service not only to the 
comm unity but for the boys un­
der their supervision, for in the 
dens the boys learn the rudi­
m ents of the better life which 
elim inate juvenile delinquency.

A great many more mothers 
are neieded in the cubbing pro­
gram if it is to be a success, 
er ranks.
BOYS MUST WORK TO 
WIN SCOUT PROMOTION

A boy who has earned and 
worked for his tenderfoot Boy 
Scout badge is a full-fledged 
scout. A boy who has his tender­
foot btidge should be counted as 
any other rank of scout. For in­

stance. if an “eagle'’ scout is siz- 
ec' up w it lw  tenderfoot, the eagle 
is farther ^ v a n c e d  but i.-? no bet­
ter than a tenderfoot scout.

A tenderfoot scout is never to 
be left out in any of liis troop’s 
affairs. He should bo accounted 
for as much as a scoutmaster, or 
Eagle Scout or any i-ank of scout.

The tendedfoot is the first rank 
in scouting, as soon as you are a 
tenderfoot you have just as much 
fun as any one else.

The tenderfoot is the first rank 
with the older scouts. It is here 
that he learns m ujh which will

end in his advancem ent to high-
Tenderfout scouts learn how to 

.sit up a lent, build a fire without 
paper. But most of all, it teaches 
a boy how to take and give  
orders.
SCOUTS HELP TO 
COLLECT SCRAP

Scrap collection has been the 
principal work of the Cub Scouts 
in Den 8 during the winter season 
just closed, it was reVealed by 
Mrs. Myrtle Gage, the Den 
mother.

While Mrs. Gage reported only 
for the cubs in her den. all dens 
are operated on much the same 
basis in the cubbing p^rogram in 
Plymouth. It is really in the cub 
scouts that the real Boy Scout 
program begins.

The seven boys who belong to 
Den 8 meet at the den m other’s 
home for an hour and a half on 
Tuesday evenings. Other dens 
in the city m eet at different

times. After the opening cere­
monies, the cubs study the cub 
laws and ideals. After the formal 
meeting, the cubs are then free to 
play games and work on their 
projects for cub achievement 
badges. The badges are awarded 
at Pack meetings held once each 
month.

Fathers, mothers, cub master, 
friends and cubs meet once each 
month for an evening together 
and to make the awar^ for cub 
achievement.

A “theme" is chosen for each 
month and each den is required 
to dramatize its conception of 
that theme.

For the month of April ‘‘Unit­
ed Nations’’ was the central 
theme. Each den chose one of the 
United Nations to dramatize at 
the pack meeting. To carry out 
this theme, the dens are making 
flags and maps which will be 
placed on exhibition at the pack 
meeting.

Parents of Five Sons 
Lost In Jap Fight Visit 
Kelsey - Hayes

supplies, as fast as hum anly pos­
sible.

It is impossible to believe that 
a great cfow d of workers, com­
posed largely of people who have 
never before toiled in a great 
factory, could listen as attentive­
ly and applaud arid shed tears, as 
most of them did, w ithout pos­
sessing the same kind of Am er­
ican spirit that sent the five only 
sons of the Sullivans to their 
death in the Pacific.

The great United States navy 
has believed it advisable to have 
the parents of these five brothers 
who gave their lives so that we 
might live, visit some of the great 
munition factories of the country 
and plead ■ with the workers to 
keep at their jobs, to end absen­
teeism, to produce to their ut­
m ost the guns and munitions so 
badly needed by the army and 
navy.

W hile the K clsey-H ayes plant 
has not been bothered as some 
other munition plants have been 
by absenteeism, it was felt that 
a visit to the plant by the sorrow­
ing but proud parents, would pro­
vide a bit more inspiration for 
the men and women manning the 
machines of Plym outh’s v^st m a­
chine gun factory.

Mr. and Mrs. Sullivan were ac­
companied by Lieutenant K. I. 
Taylor of the United States navy.

“The Sullivan boys, liked to 
live just as you and I like to 
live. But when the Japs blew up 
Pearl Harbor they talked it over 
among them selves and decided  
to join the navy. They asked to 
be allowed to serve on the same 
boat, so they m ight fight together, 
and' die together, if necessary. 
But when the Japs killed the five 
Sullivan boys, they did not kill 
the American spirit of the Sulli­
van fam ily,” said Lieut. Taylor.

It was early one November 
morning when the navy officials 
went to the Sullivan home and 
notified the fam ily of the death 
of their five sons.

The father, who is a freight 
conductor on the Illinois Central, 
had not yet left for his work.

"But did the father absent 
him self from his job in hauling 
guns and m unitions he knew  
would be on his run. because 
all of his five boys had been  
killed at one time? No, not 
Conductor Sullivan. He report­
ed for duty as usual and car­
ried on his work just as his 
sons had done," said the navy  
official.

“We’ve all got to work harder, 
sacrifice more and do more so our

boys who are fighting for us can 
have what they need to defeat 
our enemies. This is our war. We 
are in it up to qur necks,” said  
Mr. Sullivan.

trie Japs Cem break through  
our first lines 'out in the Pacific, 
they w ill be right here where 
you are, doing .th eir  fighting. 
W e’ve got to see to it that they  
do 'not break through and that 
we confine our fighting out in the 
Pacific. The loss of our boys is 
not m y only one. I have lost a 
brother somewhere out there in 
the Pacific. I plead with you not 
to lose any time, but to keep  
things rolling,” declared Mr. Su l­
livan.

f toth the mother and the sister 
the missing sailors made just 

as emphatic appeals lu the K el- 
sey-H ayes workers as did the 
father.

In a final plea to the em ployes, 
Lieut. Taylor declared that he 
was sure not one person in the  
big machine gun factory wanted  
the responsibility of burying one 
single fighting American soldier 
or sailor because he lacked the  
guns and munitions with which  
to protect himself from his ene­
mies.

“Don’t, let the kids come home 
from the battlcfronts and ask you  
a lot of sharp question.^ you can­
not answer,” added the navy  
officer.

If the receptive attitude of the 
workers is any indication of their 
patriotic spirit, theie is no ques­
tion as to what the employes of 
the K elsey-H ayes macliine gun  
factory will do in the hard days 
yet to come.

In those terrific raids by the 
Germans, for w hich they are re­
ceiving now  their fu ll m easure 
of repayment, dead m en and w o­
men and children were buried 
without identification.

Well, this m ay happen here— 
the bbm bing, that is. But the 
identification o f every  child w ill 
be made'**cerfain through a sys­
tem of fingeiprm ting in the pub­
lic schools.

For tW  seventh straight year, 
the polic^departm ent w ill finger­
print every child who has not 
been fingerprinted previously, 
whenever the parents request 
such identification.

The police departm ent w ill be­
gin this fingerprinting next Tues­
day. It is the seventh straight 
year that the departm ent has un­
dertaken this important work. No 
fingerprints w ill be taken except

at the request and consent of 
parents.

Each child w ill be provided 
with identification fingerprint 
cards to lac carried on their per­
son. Copies w ill be sent to the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation  
in W ashington and -to the state 
police at I^nsing. No copies will 
be kept here.

Both the school system* and the 
police department point out that 
the fingerprints are purely a 
means of identification, and have

Turkey Survey 
Shows Increase

State to Raise More 
Than Year Ago

Michigan turkey producers had 
55.000 bens on hand January 1, 
1943, the same as a year ago .If 
present plans are carried out, 
thete w ill be 519,000 turkeys rais­
ed in the state this year, an in ­
crease of 10 percent over the 1942 
production. It had been hoped that 
the state would raise a million 
turkeys. _____

Turkey growers plan to raise 
about C7 million turkeys this year, 
according to February returns 
from over 5,000 farmers through­
out the United States. This would 
be the largest crop of turkeys ever 
produced in this country— 12 per­
cent larger than' the 1942 crop. 
Turkey producers in the West 
North Central States, who pro­
duced 33 percent of the turkeys 
raised in 1942, plan an increase 
of 11 percent this year. The larg­
est percentage increase is 19 per­
cent in the North Atlantic States, 
where only 7 percent of the 1942 
crop was produced. A sharp in­
crease in expected poults is 
shown this year in flocks with 
le.ss than 100 turkeys last year. 
For these flocks there is reported 
only a moderate increase in poults 
to be hom e-hatched but a large 
increase in intended purchases of 
hatchery poults, especially in the ; 
North Atlantic, North Central and ' 

I Western States.
I Some difference between Feb- 
j ruary indications and actual per­

formance is to be expected, the 
difference depending on the sup­
ply and price of hatching eggs,

; poult prices, the availability and 
cost of high protein feeds and the 

I w illingness of growers to accept 
late hatched poults.

Although there are fewer 
breeder hens by 1 percent than 
last year, poult hatchings began 
earlier and in greater volum e this 
year. Hatcheries report excep- 

: tionally large early orders for 
poults and many hatcheries have 

I contracted their entire capacity 
for the season. Hatching eggs are 
in strong demand at prices higher 
than usual. In order to m eet Feb­
ruary 1 expectations growers will 
have to greatly increase the num­
ber of home hatched poults and 
buy more late hatched poults than 
last year.

About 30 percent of the nation’s 
breeder hens are located in the 
west North Central States and 25 
percent in the Western States. 
Texas with 609,000 has the larg­
est number of breeder hens, fo l­
lowed by California with 492,000. 
■However, because of a larger egg 
production per hen—33.4 eggs, 
California produced about 16 m il­
lion eggs in 1942 compared with 
13 million in Texas.

The average weight per bird 
sold alive in 1942 was 16.3 pounds 
—0.4 pounds heavier than in 1941 
and 1.2 pounds heavier than in 
1940. The average weight has in­
creased gradually since 1930. The 
average turkey hen sold in the 
United States in 1942 weighed 13.0 
pounds live and 11.6 pounds 
dressed and the average tom 

; weighed 19.6 pounds live and 17.6 
I pounds dressed.

,1942 v.^s the largest in 6 years.
I It was 28.8 percent of the num ­

ber bougljt and home-hatched  
compared -with 27.8 percent in 

I 1941 and 26.6 percent, the 5-year 
I (1937-41) average.

South Central and Western, the 
loss of poults was larger than in 
1941. The heaviest loss is usually  
in the South Central States where 
there is a larger production of 
small flocks than elsew here in tlie 
United States. Breeding stock 
losses during 1942 averaged 11.1 
percent compared with 10.1 per­
cent in 1941 and 10.5 percent, the 
5-year average. They were the 
heaviest in the last 5 years. Breed­
er losses were larger in 1942 than 
in 1941 in all parts of the country 
except the West North Central 
and Western States where they 
were equal to or lighter than in 
1941.

Good red meat was more d iffi­
cult to obtain in Plym outh this 
week than it was before the ad­
vent of meat rationing last Mon­
day. •
^ M an y  stores were com pletely  
.mthout supplies on Tuesday. At 
one store, the butchers’ aprons 
were piled neatly on the empty 
show cases.

Some of the stores had small 
supplies, and some of the steaks 
offered for sale were beautiful to 

I .see, but expensive in ration 
I point values to buy.
j There appeared to be a rather 
I plentiful supply of cold and 
packaged meat.

! Lockers were reported to be 
i full of meal purchased before 
i rationing. Especially was this true 
; of the farm fam ilies, who w ill

be permitted to butcher their 
own m eat all of the time.

However, it was pointed out 
that the farmers who butcher w ill 
not be permitted to offer their 
produce for sale without a per- j 
mit from the OPA. j

One meat dealer went so far as j 
to suggest that farmers who but­
cher their own meat should turn 
in their ration stamps when they 
are unused.

Butchers universally pointed 
out that one cause of the cur­
rent shortage of meat is traceable 
to the OPA allowable slaughter­
ing by the packers.-.These packers 
are placed on a quota for three 
months periods. They now have 
reached the end of the three 
months period and have used up 
all of the quota. Thus no addi­
tional meat can be slaughteied  

i until the start of the new quota 
I period, today.

New Ways to Cook 
Little Wigglers

Plym outh “sm elters” who year 
after year have driven to north­
ern Michigan to dip their usual 
portions of these sm all, but de­
licious fish, are right now w ond­
ering if they w ill be able to even  
do a little  “practice” dipping in 
Tonquish creek, so short is the 
supply of gas for their gas-bug- 
gics.

A t any rate m aybe they w ill be 
able to buy a few  snaelt later on 
at the stores— and if they can 
spare enough of their ration 
cards, here’s how to cook them  
in w ays they have never before 
heard about:

Besides pan-frying of sm elt, the 
federal Fish and W ildlife service 
recom m ends broding and baking 
of the little  fish that are soon to 
be on the m arket in quantity, as 
follows:

BROILING: Clean sm elt (3 to

j 5 per person) and wipe dry. Salt 
I thoroughly on both sides and let 
r stand 5 minutes. Place in hot, 
i w ell-greased broiler and cook un­
der flam e at moderate heat (375 
degrees F.) 10 to 15 minutes.
Skin surface should be covered  
with brown bubbles when done. 
Turn and cook other side. Slip  
broiled fish carefully onto hot 
platter, pour on drippings, garnish 
with eress or parsley and sliced  
lemon and serve at once.

BAKING: Wipe fish dry (2 lb.) 
salt both sides, let stand 5 m in­
utes. To 2 tablespoons m elted fat 
add 2 tablespoons lemon juice, 1 
teaspoon minced onion and 1 
tablespoon salt. Dip each fish in 
this m ixture and place in greased 
shallow  baking dish, pour sur­
plus fat over the fish. Bake in 
m oderately hot oven (350 to 375 
degrees F.) about 15 minutes. If 
not sufficiently browned, put un­
der flam e of broiling oven. 
Sprinkle with parsley and serve 
from baking dish.

An untold wealth of weeds 
stands ready this spring to take 
some of the edge from food ra­
tioning for persons who are w ill­
ing to tramp the woods and idle 
fields and gather the crisp tops 
before the weeds grow rank, 
Plym outh residents are advised.

At least nine such weeds get a 
recommendation from Dr. H. T. 
Darlington, botany professor at 
Michigan State college. There’s as 
much or more pleasure in the 
gathering as there is in the eat­
ing, he says.

Leading the list is thfe w ell-  
known dandelion, gathered like 
the rest when young and tender, 
but usually available right in  the 
front lawn. For a crisp salad, the 
dandelion can bo blanched by 
loosely covering with several 
layers, of paper weighted at the 
edges.

Common in .Michigan is the 
curly dock or yellow  lock. This 
should be gathered young and 
tender, before it gets a foot 
high, and. cooked as a pot; herb. 
As for dandelions, for those who 
fail to appreciate the bitter taste, 
the cooking’ water should be 
changed several tim es during the 
brief cooking period.

A cousin of spinach is in '.he 
group.” This is lamb’s quarters, 
usually found in cultivated fields. 
Cutting for the table should be 
when plants are six  to lO inches 
high, cooked as spinach for^ bout  
20 minutes. The marsh marigold  
or American cowslip is another 
edible plant from which leaves 
and stem s are boiled and serygd as 
spinach is served. i .

The true water cress is familiar, 
to many. In Michigan it ik com ­
mon in hilly areas, found as a 
brookside growth floating in  the 
clear, cold water. Leaves and 
tender shoots are used for salad.

Wild chicory can be treated 
like the dandelion. Boiling helps 
to rid the dish of the natural bit­
ter taste. Poke or skoke is not as 
common as the others but is w ell 
known in eastern states. Common 
chickweed, another lawn pest, r e ­
sem bles spinach in treatment and 
taste.

Purslane is in this edible weed  
group but is more of a farm  
weather crop and w ill not be 
common until Victory gardens 
likely are offering a more natural 
wealth of table greens, vitam ins 
and minerals.

Roads Bad, Urges 
Careful Driving |

Chairman Jolliiie |
Warns of Conditions

D rivci^carefu lly  during the 
spring(breakup to conserve your 
car and protect the roads, advises 
Robert Jolliffe, Plymouth admin­
istrator of war transportation. 
Careless driving on bad roads 
may co serious damage to cars 
and trucks and especially to tires, i 
he warns. ,

“The spring breakup may start 
anytim e,” said Mr. Jolliffe and 
when it arrives w e may expect 
bad road conditions for a period 
of weeks. Rough and rutted roads 
may damage both tires and ve­
hicles, and getting mired and 
spinning your wheels' in gravel­
ly mud is even worse.

“If you plan a trip that will 
take you over dirt roads, it is 
advisable to find out about road 
conditions and to avoid bad roads 
if possible. If you have a choice 
of routes, take the one in the best 
condition even if it is a trifle 
longer. If load limits are posted, 
observe, them, because to attempt 
to get through with a heavier 
load may do irreparable dam age, 
to .your car and to the roads, ■ 
which also must last for the dur­
ation. If you must drive on bad 
roads, drive carefull.y. By driving , 
slowly, you can pick your way | 
over the belter portions of the j 
road and avoid the worst ruts 
and chuck holes.

“Just keep in mind that no now 
cars or trucks are being made 
and that ' your rationing board 
w ill not listen to your picas for 
new tires if .your old ones show  
signs of neglect.”

Check Possible 
Diphtheria Epidemic

By the alert action of physicians 
and Dr. L. M. Hotchkiss, health 
officer of Livonia township, what 
was fear m ight become a diph­
theria epidemic, has been averted 
in that locality.

But 
the Livonia health officer urges 
that parents im m ediately consult 
their fam ily physician if they de­
tect the slightest sore throat 
among their ciiildren. This ac­
tion w ill help the health officer 
and physicians in preventing an 
outbreak of any new caises that 
might be developing. They feel 
greatly cncouragedj however, be­
cause no new cases'h |ive been re­
ported in the last Tcw*xlays.

U nderstand  B om b -Explosion Effect?

Earth shock, one of the n>ost dan­
gerous and least understood effects 
of bomb explosions, endangers large 
and small buildings of nearly every 
type of construction and foundation 
in an area under attack. With the 
exception of all-steel or concrete 
frame buildings, all structures: are 
affected to some degree by the vi­
brational effect, or earth shock, pro­
duced by a bomb explosion below the 
surface of the earth, an effect which 
is similar to that of a local earth­
quake, except that earthquake 
movements may be said tb be slow­
er.

Washington bureaucrats seem to be having a lot of trouble 

in finding out what is the difficulty with production over at the 
Ford Bomber plant. Now it is proposed that the President send 
some senate office holder to Michigan to try and ferret out 
something or other about the slow production.

The prediclion I made in my 
Annual Forecast that there 
would 'be confinued pressure to 
pierce price ceilings has ma- 
terializeiid. There has been al­
most a complete disregard of 
retail price ceilings.- Inflation­
ary forces are set for a good 
ride and pressure on wholesale 
priceir. which have been quiet­
ly gelling up steam, may blow 
up the whole price control pro­
gram. Inflation of prices may 
be slbwed down, but will not 
slop. Hence, wholesale prices 
will undoubtedly work higher.
