“They treat us just as though 
we were their own sons,” wrote 
Kenneth to The P lym outh Mail 
ihe other day.

His letter g ives a pretty clear 
picture of the life of a soldier 
m an army training camp. It fol­
lows: ■

“I want only to say I am very 
well and in the best of health, as 
are all the other boys at this 
camp. I am enjoying army life  
very much and think it is a 
grand place for any young man of 
today in such tim es as these.

“For m yself and the other boys 
of Camp Sibert, Alabama, I am 
sure 1 can say we are having a 
most wonderful life. We are t i r ­
ing only to do our part and best 
to help our country in her 
trouble.

“The boys and I have been on 
several hikes, pitching tents, and 
learning how to gain on the en­
emy. We have duK fox  holes and 
trenches and placed machine 
guns. The hikes have been done  
in mud up to our ankles and 
w lter  to our hips.

the morning w e arise at 
5;:W and lights go out at 9 o ’clock. 
After we get up in the morning 
we m ake our beds, and clean up 
the hut, then we have breakfast. 
By this time it begins to get 
light and our day has w ell begun.

‘•T find m y officers very pleas­
ant and are doing their best to 

^give us boys the best of training. 
Our classes consist of drilling, 
exercise, gas mask drilling, first 
aid, chem ical gases and rifle 
praq

lere in Alabama, w e have  
v e ty  odd weather. It rains about 
ajiveek. Then, hot three to seven  
'ly s , and very cool in the eye­
ing.

“The people of Alabam a are 
very nice and courteous. They  
treat us like one of their own  
boys.

“I am cooking, which I like  
very much. I cook for about 2Q0 
men. I work one day and l ^ e  
one day off. This is one of m y  
main interests of army life.

“This is just a new camp, which  
has not been completed yet. But 
every boy does his part to help  
in his own little  way.

“I m ay say the food is very  
good and plenty of it for every­
one. We boys realize that you  
folks have given up a lot, such 
as food. May I assure you that 
we are not w asting it.

“On Sunday the boys have  
the day off. They either go to 
church, call home, or play in 
some sport in which they are in. 
The sports are football, basket­
ball .baseball or boxing.

“Talking about food, I have  
gained about ten pounds since I 
first came to camp, as have sev ­
eral of the other boys.

“The most impMartant thing to 
some of the boys seem s to be 
m ail call. N ow  if you don’t get 
any m ail, it  sure gives the fellow  
a funny feeling. But as for m e, 
m y father, m other and all m y 
friends have not forgotten me.

“As we all know, this is one 
of the biggest jobs in the world. 
The boys feel as I do that when  
w e finish the en em y this time 
it w ill be for good. Here, all the 
boys pull together,

“We have a bowling team and 
a glee club, and a day room  
where we spend some time. 
There is a m ovie on the grounds, 
which we attend during the week. 
On Saturday and Sunday most 
of the boys visit the town near 
by.

“Our biggest day is Saturday, 
when we have inspection. The 
beds m ust not have a wrinkle in 
them. A ll clothing m ust be hung 
'up and "clean and pressed, the 
shoes in a straight line under the 
bed and highly polished. We, our­
selves, m ust be clean, hair comb­
ed. shaved and so on.

“W ell, again I want to thank 
you, m y friend, and /'folks at 
home. May I wish every one the  
best of health and enjoym ent of 
life.”

David Nichol 
Gives News Review 
On World Program

It was a thrilling two m inutes 
that Rev. and Mrs. Walter Nichol 
enjoyed Monday morning when  
they heard their son David, make 
a news broadcast from Moscow, 
Russia, where he was sent last, 
jEall by The Chicago News, for,: 
which he is correspondent.

The famed .young writer gave  
one of the few reports that comes, 
from Russia pertaining to prog- 
ress of the world war.

It Was an unusual circumstance 
too. that the first letter they have 
received from their son since his 
arrival in Moscow early in D ec­
ember, should reach P lym outh  
on the same day they heard his 
broadcast from that far-away 
city.

The letter, apparently most 
carefully written to comply with  
strict Russian censorsship, stated  
that there is no English reading 
matter of any kind in Russia, ex ­
cept books translating Commup- 
istic propaganda into the English  
language. About the only books 
in Rushan libraries deal with  
the Socialized state and the bene­
fits of Communism. He writes 
that he has taken up the study  
of the Russian Janguage, but 
m isses nothing quite so much as 
he does something to read in the 
English language.

A lightweight and rugged hull,

Why Crime 
Does Nol Pay

Keep Boys Busy 
At Beneficial 
Recreation, Is Advised

Warden A. B. Gillies, of the 
Detroit House of Correction, sat 
m his office, talking with his v is ­
itor about the em oloym ent of a 
fu ll-tim e recreation director in 
Plym outh.

And w hile the subject wasHin- 
dpr discussion, one of the in ­
m ates, who might be named Joe 
— but isn ’t— walked in to make a 
delivery  to the warden.

“Joe,” said Warden Gillies, 
“how did you get started in a life 
of crim e?”

“I th ink.” said Joe, “that it was

when I arrived in Detroit from  
Louisiana.

“I‘d been here only a day or 
two, and' was only eight years 
old. and I saw a fellow  shot 
down and killed right in front 
of me. I ran away at the tim3' 
and got lost and pretty soon 
the police found me and took 
m e down to the station house, 
and seem s like I been there or 
here, or someplace most ever 
since.

“But look here now, if I’d been 
living in Detroit now instead of 
then, that wouldn’t have hap­
pened— being in police stations 
most of the tim e since then.”

“Why, what is different?” ask­
ed the warden.

"Well," said Joe, “here’s how  
it is. Now, a kid don’t need to get 
in trouble. He can have too much 
fun just playin’ with the other 
kids.

"But back in those days, about 
the . only fun there was was 
shootin’ craps on the school 
grounds, and runnin’ around 
with the bunch of kids. The

police called us a gang, and I 
reckon maybe we''was juSt that.

“I suppose what really started 
me out. and ended me up here 
in the House of Correction, was 
my folks. You see I was the only 
kid and they liked me pretty well. 
They ketpl me in good clothes and 
gave me all the m oney I wanted, 
and more than I n e ^ e d . Well, 
first thing I knew, I, was down  
on my knees shootin’ craps with 
the boys-.

"And-finally, then, one of the 
boys says we should go out and 
ao something. I forget now just 
what it  was, but it must have 
been wfong, for along come the 
police started rounding us
up. I d(|n’t know w hat happened 
but r  fought with the policemein 
and I landed up in jaiL-

'T w as eleven  y«ar]i old 
then, trhe next morning they  
turned! m e over to tha juvenile  
authorities and c b a i^ ^  me 
w ith ^ in g  a juvenile delin- 
(pient. W ell, it w as the first 
tim e I'd ever been in any ser­
ious trouble, and* so they put 
me on| probation. I had to re­
port t i  them  every w eek.

That Iwasn’t so b îd, because I 
was still out and runnin’ around 
with thle same bunch of kids. 
Come to think of it, I don’t recall 
a single one of the kies that I 
used to go to school with that 
didn’t wind up in jail somehow  
or other.

“Anyway, I was out. and I kept 
runnin’ around with the kids. I’d 
stay out late at ni^ht and shoot 
craps, and we broke some w in­
dows and we made a lot o f^ o ise . 
W henever I got home from one 
of those trips, my dad would turn 
me over his knee. He’d  also pad­
dle me when my grades in̂  school 
weren’t just first class,

“But som ehow that didn’t 
seem to_ matter. When you’re 
runnin’ around with a gang, and 
one of the gang wants to do 
something, you just gotta do it, 
or they’ll call you yellow.

“That’s the way it was the first 
time I really got into trouble. One 
of the boys said w e ought to hold 
up some fellow  and get his 
money. I couldn’t back out. You 
know how those things are, so I 
went along. I’d always liked guns 
since I saw that fellow  killed the 
first day we got into Detroit. So 
I had a gun (Joe wouldn’t say 
where he got the gun) and we 
held up the fellow  and w e got 
caught and I was sent away for 
sure that time.

“Well when I got out, I went 
home of course, and first thing 
I knew I was right back with m y 
old gang again, and it wasn’t 
very lopg before we .were into 
more trouble. I was picked up 
for investigation a half dozen 
times, but it wasn’t until this time 
that they caught me again, and 
could prove it. I got eight to 15 
years this tim e.”

Joe is due for a parole real 
soon, and since he has been in 
prison has become a  first class 
tailor. Warden G illies sa.ys there 
is no reason w hy he should get 
into trouble again, for he has a 
likeable.personality, and is a first 
class workman. "With that com­
bination he should earn big 
money when he gets back to D e­
troit.

f But Joe is sure that he would  
never have been in trouble a i 
all. except that there w as noth­
ing to occupy his lim e. Nobody 
gave him a second thought. N o­
body planned' a program for 
him. Nobody taught him  bow  
to play baseball amd football 
and ping pong until he got in ­
to prison. Now he has so much 
fun at these gam es that he

Proper Ways to 
Water Garden

Growing plans must have w at- 
i er. 'There are . ‘’dry spells" al­
most every year when supple­
mental irrigation is very desir­
able. Many plants* w ilt somewhat 
on hot dry days even though the 
soil is not deficient in moisture. 
If how ever they do not com pletely  
recover during the night they  
need water.

The gardener should learn at

This 
sort of watering washes the soil, 
spreads m ildew and encourages 
plant roots to grow’ near the sur­
face where they are sure to be 
damaged by cultivation or dry 
weather.

The gardener who sows seed in 
hot dry weather m ay have to 
hand-sprinkle the surface soil 
several tim es daily in order to 
insure germination and give the 
seedlings a good start. Hand­

sprinkling at other tim es a lm o st! 
invariably does more harm than j 
good.

Water may be applied by an 
automatic sprinkler or by re­
moving the nozzle and allowing ; 
the water to run from the hose i 
onto a flat board or stone, thus ■ 
preventing soil washing. Shal- i 
low furrows runnings along the | 
plant rows will carry the water i 
for some distance and thus help 

i to cover largo areas at one sei-  
, ling.
I When water is applied, the soil 
. should be thoroughly soaked to a 
' depth of 5 or 6 inches. The 
i ground should not dry out after 
! such a wetting for at least a 

week. When it does g ive it an- 
I other thorough soakin.g. 
j Rain or artificial irrigati''m 
I should be followed, as soon as the 

soil is dry enough to work, l.*y 
cultivation. Stirring the soil w ill 
kill the weeds that would other- | 
wise start after the application of’i 
water. Cultivation also prevents j 
baking and assists in the form a- i 
lion of a dust mulch that helps , 
conserve moisture.

State's Second 
Biggest Producer

Record Water 
Flow Comes From- 
Underground River
The city of Plymouth now 

has the second largest produc­
ing water well in the state of 
Michigan.

A preliminary test of the new 
well, located at the booster sta­
tion on Starkweather avenue 
at the city limits, was made 
last week at which time the 
pumps on the well produced 

) 4,000 gallons of water a minute 
over a three-hour period and 
didn’t decrease the permanent 
level of the well in that time.

Not only is the well a huge 
producer of water for the city, 
but chemical analysis by the 
state , board of health shows 
that the water from this under­

ground river is a high quality
water for human consumption, 

i- A final eight-hour test of the 
w ell is to be made some time 
next week, but little change is 
expected over the preliminary 

' te s t
Test of the w ell is the last step

before the final m achinery is add­
ed which w ill pump the water in­
to the city’s m ains in sufficient 
quantity to assure an adequate 
water supply for a city twice the 
size of Plymouth.

Only a single Michigan w ell 
in the city of Coldwater pro­
duces more water than the new  
well.

The w ell was drilled by the 
Layne - Northern company, of 
Mishawaka, Indiana, under a i 
contract for the city which pro­
vided for paym ent of $6,600 only ! 
when the company produced a 
minimum of 350 gallons a minute 

' over a one-year perifcd. Addi­
tional pay is nrovided for the 
company for additional gallonage 
over the guaranteed minimum.

City officials and representa-

company admit that selection of 
the site at the booster station 
was a matter of luck.

survey of the city. A t that time, 
he said that he believed water 
could be reached at almost any 
point in the Plymouth area, but 
that he believed it to be a cer­
tainty that the morain under the  
north edge of the city in the 
vicinity of River Rouge was such 
that a plentiful supply of water 
should be availab le ,at all times.

The city wished to drill on city 
property, and began the drilling 
in the vicinity of the high school 
building, but found oply a small 
amount of water. The second 
test w ell w^s drilled near the 
intersection of Mill and Caster 
streets and was found dry.

The Layne Northern company 
drilled near the booster plant, 
and in a test, found a large sup­
ply of water. |

With the test w ell showing 
water, the drilling company pro­
ceeded to sink a real well. 'This 
was done by sinking a 50-inch 
temporary casing. This was 
driven into the ground a distance 
of 32 feet and the earth inside 
removed.

With this as a background., j 
the Layne-Northern drillers then 
sank a 42-inch casing inside the 
original 50-inch casing. The" 42- 
inch casing was sunk to a depth  
of 50 feet, and this was used as ' 
the background for the perma- i 
nent 38-inch casing, which is the 
present w ell for a depth of 861 
feet. Down still farther is a 26-! 
inch casing, at the base of which ' 
is 25 feet of intake screen or a 
total depth of 116 feet. Surround­
ing the permanent casing for the 
entire depth is a layer of silica 
gravel, shipped to Plymouth  
from Ohio.

The silica gravel, which is im ­
pervious to any known chemical 
in the water, servos.as a clean­
er for the water which is taken 
into the well.

In effect, the 38-inch casing, is 
a cistern from which the water 
is pumped.

Original tests of the well drop­
ped the water level in the casing 
only a few  feet. After the orig­
inal fall in the water level, i t '

Scout Leader 
Is Speaker Here

John C. Caton, director of the 
Chrysler Institute of Engineering 
told an audience of Boy Scout 
leadiers and expectant scout 
leaders last Friday nigiit that the 
war must not interfere any more 
than possible w ith the education 
of American youth.

He made his point in discussing 
the Boy Scout program and the 
need for it in America.

“■We here in America,” he said,

over, w e’ll pick up that work right 
where we left it.

“But in eduucation t'nat is nut 
true. When the young men and 
wornen drop their education and 
go away to war, many of them  
are children. When they return 
they are adults, grown men and 
women. They w ill not be able to 
pick up the loose strings of edu­
cation where they dropped them.

He pointed to this circumstance 
as .one of the reasons why the 
Boy Scout m ovem ent should Lc 
featured in a war torn world, as 
one reason why the youth of the 
nation should be given all of the  
knowledge it can assimilate.

of city officials and the Layne- 
Northern company, that the water 
i s , taken from a subterranean 
stream, the source of which is 
not known.

However, from the chemical 
tests of the water, it seem s cer­
tain that it is probably spring 
fed water. There is 3.48 parts of 
hardness in each million parts of 
the w^ater, and it has beep de­
termined that there is five tenths 
of a part of fluorine to each m il­
lion parts of water.

The health department com­
mented that the fluorine in this 
water is a deterrent to the decay 
of bones and teeth. Dental tests 
have shown that fluorine in water 
in the proper proportion has pre­
vented all tooth decay.

City Manager Elliott said that 
he doubted if there is any one 
in the city of Plym outh com pe­
tent to judge the amount of 
water which should be taken 
from the new w ell for the city, 
but that it certainly would be the 
principal producer of the city’s 
water supply.

The old wells, located on Beck  
road between the S ix and Seven  
Mile roads, w ill be used only to 
supply water to the customers 
along the old main.

At the present time, the old 
w ells are producing about 500 
gallons of water a minute, but 
w ill be operated at only about 
1,200 gallons- a minute. This speed  
m ay be increased at any time by 
installation of a larger pump and 
motor.

The greatest amount o f -water 
ever pumped in Plymouth in one 
day was about. 1,200,000. The new  
well will have a capacity o f al­
most 6,000,000 gallons a day.

“Of course we w ill not pump 
at that speed,” said Mr. Elliott, 
“but the main thing is that w e  
have the-supp ly of water avail­
able for any demand which the 
city m ay place on us, either for 
watering lawns, irrigating gar­
dens, or fighting any firq which  
the Nazis m ight drop on us.”

The city manager said that he 
contemplated asking the city  
commission for a consulting eng­
ineer to help direct the activities 
of the new  w ell for a short period 
of time until all o f the details 
are arranged.

The order 
applies to service m oves from one 

I location to another, as w ell as to 
new installations, it was stated.

In m any sections, the com­
pany pointed out,.̂  telephone lines, 
cables and central office appa­
ratus are in use to capacity, and 
no irfstallations can be made.

During recent months, service 
vyas provided only on a condi­
tional basis at several points 
throughout the state and in parts 
of Detroit and Grand Rapids. It 
applies state-w ide under the new  
order, which is designed further 
to conserve telephone facilities 
and critical materials required for 
essential war purposes.

The latest WPB order also pro­
hibits not only the installation of 
residence extension telephones',, 
but also their reconnection for 
now occupants, and further lim its  
the expansion of central office

‘*Ohe of the most noticeable, 
things about the N ew  York ex ­
hibit,” said Mr. Hough, “was the 
large number of toys which are 
being made out of card board.

“This is a trend w h iih  may be 
increased, although we are not 
equijDped to handle such m an­
ufacture at Daisy.

“Fewer toys are being made 
from wood, and few  if any out 
of the base m etals. The metals, 
of course, are going into war pro­
duction and are impossible to ob­
tain.

“Wood is more difficult to 'o b ­
tain every day. Right now, we 
have men out scouring the coun­
try for wood in carload lots to 
continue our business of making 
toys. ____

“But even w ith a volum e of 
wood, w e still would lack the 
number of em ployes w e would  
like to have. Right now we should 
have 350 workers. Actually, we  
have only seventy, and there’ll 
probably be less before there are 
more.

“As a matter of fact the same 
man who is trying to locate some 
wood also is attem pting to sub­
contract som e of the work w e  
have on hand and are unable to 
finish ourselves.”

It is unlikely, said Mr. Hough, 
that Daisy w ill go into any pro­
duction of toys m ade of paper.

MORE ABOUT THE JAPS.
Some weeks ago a local pastor severely condemned The 

Plymouth Mail because of things we'have said about the Jap- 
■nese. We had declared that as a race they are not fit to survive 
and that our job in this war is to see to it that the Japanese are 
for all time removed from any possible chance to again mingle 
with other people of the world. '

Two or three others have also taken issue with The Plym- 
mith Mail, l^lieving that our Japanese position ,does not con­
form with s'ome of the preachings of the Bible.

Well, what do you think of a race of people who^will pour 
kerosene on their helpless, living prisoners and burn them to 
death? Do you thmk we want any of them colonized in Mich-

to work on the farms in this state? Do you think any self- 
rtspecting, decent AMERICAN, wants to have anything to do 
with these Japanese beasts?

It was our good fortune a short time ago to hear a 0rief 
discussion of the Chinese-Japanese situation on the radio pro- 
n am  “We the People” sponsored over a national radio system 
By the Gulf Oil Corporation. Through the courtesy of this com­
pany, The Pl3rmouth Mail has been provided with a copy of the 
script of that discussion.

The person being interviewed over the air by Mr. Boulton 
of̂  the radio station, •î as George A. Fitch, American secretary 
of the Chinese YMCA who has just flown back to America 
from Chungking, China. ’

Because it provides in such concise form so much informa­
tion on the Japanese situation. The Plymouth Mail is publish- 
i|lg in full the radio script of the interview with Mr. Fitch. It 
follows:

Boulton—Ladies and gentlem en, five and a half long years the 
heoric people of the Chinese republic,' ill-clothed, ill-fed and ill- 
apned have stood in the path of Japan’s m echanized m ight and 
tought back. .H ^ e  with the latest authoritative report on the people 
M China is M r .^ eo rg e  A. Fitch, American secretary of the Chinese 
VMCA, who has fiown here from Chungking.

Fitch—I was bom in China just 60 years ago. I know the 
Chinese people. I’ve spent more than 35 years of my life with 
^ •m . I don’t believe that there is any nation on earth which 
Qpuld have taken what they have taken without cracking up. 
And I know something of what they have suffered for I’ve liv- 
•d through more than 250 air raids with them.

Boulton—What was the situation when you left China?
Fitch—The Chinese were eagerly awaiting more help and 

^ore materials from America. Only a small percent of Amer- 
tcnn lend-lease has been allocated to China, and not all of that 
reaches them. But I believe China can hold her present lines in- 
Oefinitely. $hortly before I left China, I talked to a young Chi­
nese soldier named Chang Yung Seng. He had just been wound- 
(id for the fourth time. His home, on the east coast of China was 
pne of the first places to be bombed. He hadriost his wife and 
child and every earthly possession. But he had begun to fight 
there, and keeping his face always towards the enemy, he and 
his fellows had fought though forced back eleven hundred miles. 
Think of i t ! Eleven hundr^  miles! That is as if an American 
Uvjhg in Boston or Philadelphia or Norfolk had fought all the 
way to the Mississippi River. For me Chang is a symbol of 
lighting China.

Boulton—Well, Mr. Fitch, how do they manage to keep on fight­
ing?

Fitch—The Chinese are an ancient, a philosophic, and an 
Ihgenious race. They are fighting the Japanese with a cosmic 
patience. And then they have added a touch of their own— 
guerrilla industries.

Boulton—Guerrilla industries— what’s that?
Fitch— Âs the Chinese armies retreated the people carried 

•̂ U of the gear of their small factories and foundries on their 
backs hundreds and hundreds of miles. Some of the people I 
talked to after I was made executive advisor to the Chinese In­
dustrial Cooperatives had to move their factories four or five 
times to escape Jap bombers. And of course some of these fac­
tories are continuing their production secretly behind the Jap­
anese lines.

Boulton—Did you ever visit one of these guerilla industries, Mr. 
Pitch?

Fitch—Oh yas, I’ve seen them in operation in many parts 
China. A typical cave is about thirty or forty feet long, fifteen 

tie t Wide and about eight feet high. I visited cooperatives where 
they were producing cotton textiles, machine tools, looms and 
many items for the Chinese Army. In a cave near Paochi, I talk- 
ad to a Chinese named Li-Kan-ho, who had come from a small 
village about 300 miles from north of Shanghai. He told me one 
day his children had run into the house yelling “Fei-chi, fei- 
chi!” Flying engines!” Bombs were dropped and houses col­
lapsed like paste board. After that everybody left the village. Li 
and his wife and four children started to work in a cooperative 
factory, alongside crippled Chinese soldiers and refugees expert-
a  turning out cotton textiles in a dark cave. They had moved 

e factory many times. They cared little if they had to move 
again.

Boulton-^From  your many years in the' Orient, Mr. Fitch, can 
you tell the American people what you learned about the Japanese?

Fitch—I was in Nanking when they raped, looted and burn- 
Od indiscriminately. I WAS THERE WHEN THEY POUR- 
i b  GASOLINE ON LIVING PRISONERS AND BURNED 
THEM TO DEATH. And I was first to bring word to Amer- 
Ifa of the rape as well as picture I’d smuggled out in the lining 
of my coat. But the brutality of the Japanese is not their worst 
future. That was revealed to me in taking to a Japanese cap­
tain one day. I asked him what would happen if the Japanese 
were defeated, AND HE SAID WE W ILL PREPARE FOR 
ilNOTHER WAR, and if we are defeated again WE WILL 
t h e n  p r e p a r e  f o r  s t i l l  ANOTHER WAR. He said 
if is Japanese destiny to rule the world and asked, what is a hun­
ched years and what are a hundred million lives in the face of 
•uch destiny? Mr. Boulton, we must invade Japan, destroy her 

' navy and liquidate her army. The people of China say we have 
but to arm THEM, and we will have armies of a size to amaze 
the world. The people of China say we have but to send THEM 
machinery and raw materials and their PRODUCTION will 
gmaxe the world. They say we have only to take advantage of 
^  obvious. Ahdthey remind us of this old Chinese saying— 
(ftwh yao hsich-chung sung t’an, Pre yas ching-shang t’ien lima: 
*Tt is better to stad your friend coal when it is snowing than to 
heap flowers on his grave.”
