“l can’t tell you all the work
that our battalion does, but I can
give you a vague idea. We in-
stall, maintain, and operate all
kinds of communications from
Corps to Division. As for myself
| do teletype maintenance and
other maintenance work which 1
cannot name.

“I'd like to say hello to all my
friends in the armed forces, and
wish them all* the luck in the
world.”

HAMBURGERS SKY
HIGH WAY OUT IN THE
FAR NORTHWEST.

If you think hafimburgers and
coffee are high priced about here,
better write to George N. Ken-
yon, who is with Uncle Sam’s
army out in Seattle, Washington
and hear what he has to say
about Seattle hamburgers.

“The food situation 1s so tough
that a hamburger and coffee costs
36 cents and it’s only large
enough for two bites. A steak is
'just about non-existent and the
price of few makes them out of
the reach of a soldier’s pocket-
book. In comparison to civilians
we soldiers are eating like kings,”
he wrote to The Mail.

His letter continues:

“Tonight is my long shift of
work and as business isn’t rush-
ing I'll take the time 1 should
have taken a long time ago to
write you. | was beginning to
wonder about my latest issue of
The Plymouth Mail but in today’s
mail two of them came, so I'm
all set for reading tonight.

“In the April 2nd edition | was
quite surprised to read that Bay-
liss Erdelyi is staying in the
same city as | am. On my next'
pass, I'm going to look him up.
Since my brother Bob left Fort
Lewis, | haven’t been able to talk
to anyone about the familiar
places at home. Bob and | were
very fortunate in being stationed
so close together that We were
able to get to see each other al-
most every other week-end and
just before he left we each got
a three-day leave and saw xjuite
a bit of the northwest. I haven’t
heard from him since he left, so
I don’t know where he is sta-
tioned.

“Seattle is quite a port of em-
barkation so soldiers and sailors
come and go quickly, so if any-
one from Plymouth should be
stationed here or go through here
I would like it very much if they
would get in cqntact with me. |
can quite easily be contacted
through battery A of the balloon
outfit stationed here.”

Celery, Geo. Robinson Tells of Past

Had Active Port
In Transition of
Village Into City

GEORGE ROBINSON

City Commissioner  George
Robinson, who has given 27 years
of his life to public service in
Plymouth, sat in the living room
of his comfortable home on Maple
street, and recalled some of the
incidents that have made those
27 years interesting.

Mr. Robinson was defeated in
the election April 5, but with him
there are no regrets, no wishing.
He smiled when he recalled those
27 years. He smiled when he re-
called the last election—the last
election

in which he will be a]
candidate.
“Ye.ss,” said Mr. Robinson,
was elected to the old village

~Commission back in 1914. And ex-
cept for 1927 and 1928, when |
declined to run for election, |
have been on the village council
or the city commission ever since.

“l live in the same house that
I lived in when | was first elect-
ed. | built this house myself—
and | mean | really built it, with
these two hands.”

Mr. Robinson held up his gnarl-
ed hands, and then went on:

“Plymouth was a pretty small

town back in 1914—only about
1200 or 1300 people. 1 had come
here to make a home for my fam-
ily. 1 was working for the tele-
phone company at that time as a
construction man, building the
toll lines that were really begin-
ning to spread across country at
that time. Plymouth was convei-
ient to all points in Michigan. |
aes bom out here in Nankin
township, and my wife was bom
in Canton township.
m “So | was elected to the village
commission. | remeitiber, Lou
Hillmer was president of the vil-
lage at that time. What is now
Starkweather avenue, was then
Oak street.

“Back in those days the only
fire depanment we had was hand
carts. There was one located in
what is now Kellogg park. We
had a shanty built there in the

that things seemed to work a lit-

tle better.
~ “The town hall was right where
it is now, except most of the

building was used as an opera

house then. There wasn’t much
opera, but we used to have road
shows come into town which
would rent the place. Then, w'hen

the movies came along, it serv-

ed as Plymouths only movie
theatre for a long time.

“Why, it wasn’t until we want-

ed to make a fire department in
the city hall that the theatre was
finally tom out. We certainly had
a scrap over that. Why, Will
Conner was so mad over that,

that he resigned from the com-

mission.

“But we thought we ought to
have some fire protection, so we
bought a truck and rather than
build a regular house for if, we
thought it would be better to put
it right in the city hall, for the
theatre part wasn’t being used at
that time anyway. But the city
was taking in about $1,400 a year
from Mrs. Allen who had a lease

on the opera house, and Will
didn’t think we ought to lose that
money.

“We had a one-man police de-
partment—actually he was a
marshal. He was George Springer,
who was on the police departr
ment here for thirty years. 'Then
of course as long as we were a
village we had the use of the
township constables, too.

“It wasn't until Plymouth be-
came a city in 1931 that we start-
ed building up the police depart-
ment. We never needed one.

“We didn’t have much trouble
of any kind back in those days.
The only real trouble that | can
recall that we had in the 27 years
that I was on the commission

lwas when we decided to sell the
«1 llight plant. There sure was some

objection to that.

“But when the council had put
in the water works, they had
bonded the city for $30,000, but
they made no provision for re-
tiring those bonds. When the
bonds became due, we didn’t have
the money to pay them, and that
was bad for any future city finan-
cing that might need to be done.

“It was just about that time

that the Detroit Edison began to

expand, and they came out here
and offered us $50,000 for our
light plant. I was all for the idea.
Some of the people objected, but
I led the fight to sell tlje plant.
We had meeting after rheeting,
and finally the council decided
to sell it, and we did. We got the
$50,000 for it.

“We retired $20,000 of the
water works debt, renewed the
bonds for the other $10,000 and
had $30,000 in the bank.

MAYOR CARL SHEAR

Elected ninth mayor of
Plymouth last Monday night,
Carl Shear has no illusions as
to the job ahead or his place in
it.

‘T want it distinctly under-
stood that although | have the
title of ‘mayor’ | have no more
authority than aqy of the other
members of the city commis-
sion,” said the mayor after he
had been elected.

Fifty-five years old, boAi in
Detroit, an automobile dealer
in Plymouth since 1920, and a
former member of the city
commission, the new mayor is
known throughout the city as
a strictly business man, but a
fellow with a big grin and a
large heart.

That perhaps is the reason
.his philosophy of city govern-

' ment is based on business pol-

icy — good government and

iimprovements within the ability
.| of the city to pay for them.

His business experiencer- goes
"back years before his arrival in
Plymouth to take over the BuiCk
automobile agency. He operated
a general store in Detroit for ten
years, and for four years was
employed by Lee & Cady, whole-
sale grocers.

Then came the opening in the
up and coming automobile busi-
ness and he grabbed his chance.
He’s been here ever since.

Early interested in city govern-
‘ment, he was elected to the com-
mission in 1927 and served one
term. That was in the hey-day
of easy money and plenty of it
Then came the break in the ec-
onomic life of not only Plymouth
but the nation and Shear devoted
his whole time to business.

“l favor econom.y and common
sense in government,” said the
mayor, “but | don’t see why we|
should go through this rlgama—
role of being ’interviewed. | have
no more authority on th|s com-
mission than any other member
of it.

“l think the city commission
will meet with the heads of the
various departments, soon, but |
do not anticipate that there will
be any changes of any sort in the
city government.

“l have no special ideas to
bring before the commission or
the people.”

The increase in the tax rate,

No "A" Books Issued
Without Inspection

Because of numerous calls at
the Plymouth Price and Ration-
ing board by automobile owners
without proper tire inspection
records, the board has announc-
ed the following rules and reg-
ulations:

Whenever a person purchases
a used, automobile, either from a
private’ owner, or from a used-
car dealer, he must obtain from
the previous owner the tire in-
spection record. No “A” gasoline
book will be issued to the new.
owner without the old tire in-
spection record.

When the automobile is pur-
chased -from a private owner,
that owner’s tire inspection reg-
istration must accompany the
sale, and is as much a part of the
automobile as the title itself.

When the car is purchased from
a used-car dealer, it must also
be accompanied by a tire in-
spection record from the original
owner, or if it has never been
certified to the war ration board
an affidavil to that effect, and
that the tires on the automobile

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ANOTHER CRACK-POT SPEAKS.

W e hate to think that so many of our professors are crack-
pots, but it begins to look very much as though a very good per-
centage of them are wild-eyed dreamers, without a sound
tho.ught in their heads. NoW comes Prof. John Richardsj asso-
ciated with an important government agency in Detroit, in
which he says that the victory garden campaign is all a farce
and a waste of effort.

Only a ninny would harbor such a thought in his mind, if
he has a mind. No loyal, patriotic citizen, able to comprehend,
would give expression to such ideas as contained in the recent
letter written by Prof. Richards in opposition to the planting of
vegetable gardens this year.

Those who remember the last world war will recall dis-
'tinctly how beneficial were the products of the victory gardens
of that period. Today we are faced with a far greater food short-
age than we were at that time—all due to the brainless politics
ii“cted upon the country in the last half dozen or more years
by W ashington crackpots. We paid farmers not to grow food
and we killed off our livestock to bring about a food scarcity in
America, right at a time when we knew we would be engulfed
in a world war more serious than was the last one.

Now comes along another crack-pot who says victory gar-
dens are of no value. Any person who makes such a statement
must be either a simpleton or an enemy of the country in which
he lives. The United States department of agriculture recently
issued a statement that home gardens in these United States in
\939 produced more than $200,000,000 worth of food for people
in America. That was in a year when no effort was being made
to induce people to grow much of their own food.

We predict that the value of the 1943 victory garden crop
will be worth more than $500,000,000, unless the people of this
country decide to follow the advice of such nit-wits as the De-
troit professor and plant no gardens at all. There is one thing
sure, a lot of people will go hungry next winter unless they do
produce a very large percentage of the food they expect to eat
between now and another spring.

Crash In Wages
Lies Ahead

Babson Park, Mass., April 23—
In 1929 when stocks were selling
eight times present prices | told
investors that these prices could
not possibly hold up and that a
price collapse was ahead. It
surely came with a bang. In a
few months prices dropped 80
percent and in two years all the
banks were closed with ten mil-
lion unemployed.

Today the situation is exactly
reversed. It is true that the stock
market has gone up a little since
1932. The averages, which then
stood at 27, now are about 80;
but this is far from the high of
265 in 1929. If, however, the
newspapers would publish the
wage averages” the same as they
publish the stock averages, what
would they show? [I’ll tell you
they would scare every munition
worker stiff.

Hence, now | want to talk to
members of the AFofL and the
C.LO. the same as | talked to
investors in 1929. You, munition
workers are today just where
your employers were in 1929
You are headed for just as
much of a licking as they got.
Your labor leaders are blincUng
you to the real facts now the
same as Wall Street bankers
blinded your employers four-
teen years ago this very month
and day.

Twenty million people are now
engaged in war work. Some day
this war will suddenly stop. Ad-
miral Halsey is reiwrted to have
said it will end this year; but I
don’t believe it will end until
after elections in November, 19-
44. Whenever it does end there
will be an awful crash in the
union labor market, the same as
there was in the stock market in
1929.

Millions of wunion; labor will
quickly be thrown out of work.
Those getting the highest wages
will be dropped first. There will
then be a job panic and a job
depression and all kinds of
troubles. Moreover, this labor
panic could take place with in-
creasing confunodity prices, great-
er real estate activity and even
higher stock prices.

Union war workerji are
now having a reckless, riotous
and crasy honfymoon.

Then think of this:—If the
government takes over factories
to make shoes, or textiles or
motor cars so as to give ex-war
workers jobs, how is the govern-
ment -going to, sell the shoes,
clothing, textiles or autos?

There is only one way and
that is by cutting prices below
what reg”ar manufacturers are
charging. This would mean
that these private manufactur-
ers would) need to shut down
and throw their employes o>it
of work.

How to save

There is no shortage of electricity in this area. But
electric power turns the wheels in thousands of war
plants, producing planes and tanks and guns. Horse-
power is WAR POWER—and should not he wasted.
Here are a few simple rules for saving electricity in
your own home:

If you have an electric range, use the waterless cooking
method wherever possible'. (Half-a-cup is ample for most
vegetables. Don’t waste electricity heating up large quan-
tities of water.) Plan thrifty oven mekls: Cooking a
whole meal at one time is economical and saves time.
Many of the new “meat-extender” recipes are tasty oven
dishes. Use LOW heat to finish most of your surface
cooking, after foods have reached the steaming point.

Practice the same care with your other electric appli-
ances. Don't leave them turned on and then go away and
forget them (your electric iron or toaster, for example).
Disconnect the plug when they are temporarily-not in
use. Keep your electric refrigerator at top efficiency.
(The better its condition, the less time it wiu mn!) De-
frost regularly, and locate it away from heat sources.

Get the most light from your lamps and fixtures by
keeping them free from dust. Wipe lamp bulbs fre*
gnently, also reflector bowls and ceiling fixtures. Dust
steals light and wastes as much as one-third of the elec-
tricity yon pay for. Avoid dark-colored lamp shades (they
soak up Rght). If yon must" use them, try fitting them
with white linings. The Detroit Ediaon Companijr.
