Local stores have for weeks
been running short of beef.
Some weeks there has been ab-
esolutely no Vicef meat and but
little of anything else.

The local committee members
declared they were asking for no
favors, but sought only to have
Plymouth get as much meat as
other places which have expe-
rienced as rapid growth during
recent years as has Plymouth.

"We are trying to feed many
hundreds of more people now
than lived in Plymouth two years
ago, and we arc getting less meat
to supply the additional de-
mands,” stated Mr. Galin. “All
we ask is that Plymouth’s in-
creased population be taken in-
to consideration.”

The anticipated production of

pounds produced. The armed
forces’” requirements are about
200 million pounds and our Allies
will receive about 8 million.

Lamb and mutton production
for the 12-month period is es-
timated at about 834 million
pounds. Of this amount civilians
have been allocated about 540
million pounds or 65 pounds out
of every 100. Military and war
services need about 154 million
pounds. About 135 million pounds
have been allocated to countries
receiving defense aid.

In announcing the new alloca-
tions, WPA officials explained
that since America’s entrance in-
to the war, farmers have been
expanding their production of
meat animals to levels far higher
than in pre-war times. Even so,
officials emphasized, war needs
for meat are increasing rapidly
and there is a physical limit to
the. amount of mneat the Nation
can produce. TI~refore the entire
supply must bjp allocated care-
fully to make sure that pressing
war needs are met.

Recommendations  concerning
the allocation of meats among
the various claimant groups, in-
cluding the armed forces, civi-
lians and Allied nations, arc
made to the War Food Admin-
listration by the Inter-Agency
jFood Allocations Committee. The
[Committee, representing all ma-
.jor. Government agencies con-
Icerned with food problems, re-
~views the requirements of the
Iclaimant groups and recommends
Ithe division of available sup-
iplies. The recommendations
mserve as the basis for final de-
Iterminations, made by the War
Food Admihistrator. in consulta-
tion with the Food Advisory
Committee.

Coming at the same time as
an OPA announcement from
Washington of new curtailments
on canned goods' rations, news
of the record crop of blueberries
in Michigan resulted in a deluge
of inquiries about the location of
the blueberry fields from house-
wives anxious to ’cooperate with
the OPA suggestion, urging ev-
ery one to can’as much fresh
fruit as possible. ’

Pl3&mouth and other Michigan
waterfowl hunters will get a
half-hour’s extra shooting in this
season, according to the season
rules laid down by the federal
Fish and Wildlife Service, and
nroclaimed for Michigan by thet
state conservation department.

Hunters will be permitted to
start shooting one-half hour be-
fore sunrise this year, instead of
having to watt for sunrise as
they %ave had to do for the last
several years.

This is one day earlier
than last year, but the sebson
also closes one day earlier—on
December 3. The nossession limit
on waterfowl was extended from
last year’s limit of 30 days after
the close of the season to 45 days
after December 3 for this season.

Calves’ Diet

Dairymen who are trying to add
to the amount of milk which can be
sold from the farm by reducing the
amount ~d to calves should remem-
ber that the calves on a limited milk
ration should get 20 per cent of pro-
tein in their grain feed, and should
receive calcium and phosphorus
from calcium carbonate, steamed
bone meal, or other sources. Salt
for Ohio calves should be iodized.

When Stains ‘Bleed Through’

Some varnish stains, when paint-
ed over with enamel or paint, “bleed
through” and discolor tire new coat-
ing., Such an undesirable result can
often be prevented by first sanding
the stained surface with 00 sand-
paper, applying a coat of sealer,
which can be obtained in any paint
store, letting it dry thoroughly, and
then applying the opaque coating.

Eight tons of manure per acre
applied as a top dressing on wheat
increased the yield of clover 1,929
pounds per acre.

When haying time approaches,
watch out for wild life.
