[did arrive, because they lacked
[permission from the army. Nor
were city officials permitted to
delay the “red” alert until the
Iplanes approached.
Actually, only five bombs were
[officially reported to the control
[center in the city hall. Several
[persons attempted to report the
[bombs, but in an actual air raid,
[such reports are to be made only
[by the air raid warden.

In many cases the air raid
wardens took care of the bombs
which were dropped without re-
porting them to the control head-
quarters.

One woman wrote to The
Plymouth Mail, and asked not to
be identified by name, suggestirig
that a better system for air raid
protection could be formed
through the wuse of women air
raid wardens. She pointed out
that during the practice alert
that some of the air raid wardens
were not on duty because they
were at work. 'The result was
[that children picked up the sim-
ulated bombs and they were not
reported to anyone.

In addition to the actual bomb-
ing reports, eight incidents were
pre-aiTanged by the civilian de-
fense officials.

Have refrigerator inspected periodically, and de-
frost regularly.

YOUR RANGE. Use the deepwell cooker often—
it's thrifty. Cook complete oven meals. Start your
surface cooking on HIGH, then switch to LOW heat
as soon as food comes to a full steam. Use very little
water for cooking.

The same thing is true of your toaster—discoimecf
it when temporarily not in use, then plug it in again
as needed. When baking or roasting in your electric
cooker, don't waste heat by lifting the cover to
peek at foods.

"Relic" of 1893

A 50 Years Ago
Advertising Stunt

Mrs. Norma Cassady has res-
urrected from her attic a relic.

Now as a general rule, relics
are relics and merit no more
than passing attention.

But this relic, which had been
saved by her parents, Mr. and
Mrs. Chauncey Baker, interested
Mrs. Cassady no end. and she
thought it aéo would be of spe-
cial interest to other business
people in the -~ty, especially
those who advertise their wares.

This relic was a single-sheet
paper, labelled the Plymouth En-
te'I'prise.

About the only thing enter-
prising about it,was the pub-
lisl-ier, who had created the 1893
version of special advertising
bulletins, or so-called news-
papers.
