— but w ha t  a difference from the 
school days of long ago, about 
which the song was written.

‘ There  are a lot of people who 
th ink  tha t  the  old time school 
was the best—and m aybe it was, 
bu t like every th ing  else there  j 
is progress. , I

About the only th ing  that is | 
the same today as it was w hen , 
the  song was w ritten, is th a t  
there  are school days and they 
are golden rule days.

The boys and girls who will go 
back to school Tuesday at 12:30 
are not much d ifferen t from the 
boys and girls who w ent to a 
School years  ago. T here  was a 
lot of talk  about how' the kids 
have changed, and  how  t h e y , 
act d ifferently , but the arm y and 
the navy has a d ifferen t story 
to tell. They say tha t  the  boys 
who arc fighting the w ar  today 

■’are the best soldiers and sailors 
they have ever had.

And the kids who will go to 
school nex t Tuesday are  just 
like those who already have gone 
into the arm y and navy.

Readin’ and  w ri t in ’ and ’rith - 
metic. are still the basic e lem ents 
nf today's schools, bu t  they  are  
The basic elements. Nothing 
more. Back in the  old days, 
there  wasn 't  m uch else. Of 
course, they had a little geogra­
phy  and a little  history, bu t it 
was a little. Today, read ing  is 
useful only for w hat it gives 'the 
students. W riting is essential, 
►blit not emphasized as it was in 
Yne d ay  of the Spencerian  w r i t ­
ers. A fter  all, there  are  type- 
'Writers today which are faster, 
cleaner, be tte r  in every  way. So 
the  schools teach typing. And 
arithm etic  is the  basis for most 
of the o ther subjects which are 
tau g h t  in the schools. Shop work, 
of all kinds-, the sciences, the 
h igher  branches of m athem atics  
These all use the basis of a r i th ­
metic. But it is still just a basis.

And today,, the  th ree  “R ’s” are 
not taugh t to the  tunc of the  
hickory stick. There are some 
old fashioned folks who th ink  
th a t  perhaps it should be, bu t 
th a t  isn’t necessary any more 
for school has becn^m ade so in ­
teresting. the teachers have been 
tra ined  in the correct w ay to 
p resen t the ir  subject, that  s tu ­
dents  don ’t have to be beaten  in ­
to learning.

Calico is practically unheard  of 
any more. Even if the  girls 
wanted  to wgar calico dresses, the 
chances are they couldn’t find 
the calico. They are dressed 
more simply, and more comfort­
ably. They have to be. The cold 
w ea ther  of texlay doesn’t m ean 
m uch in comparison with the 
cold w ea ther  of o ther  days. 
Buildings are be tte r  built. They 
have be tte r  heating plants. They 
are bette r  ventilated.

And boys just do n t’ go b a re ­
foot to school anymore. It just 
isn’t done. People arc more 
comfortable with shoes on their  
feet and they certainly look be t­
ter. People have m ore money 
to buy shoes, with the result 
tha t  almost everyone has them. 
Shoes themselves, are lower in 
cost than they used to be.

And although there  isn’t all of 
the  paper that we m ight wish 
for. it is ra th e r  plentiful, and 
slates are a bit passe.

And so. school will open next 
Tuesday, with a full complement 
of teachers. Superin tenden t of 
Schools George A. Sm ith  said he 
d id n ’t know how long he’d be 
able to keep some of his m en 
teachers because of the draft, 
bu t  he thought there  would be no 
doub t  about the P lym outh  schools 
continuing to get satisfactory 
teachers  th roughout the  school 
year.

Hill Factory

Residents Of The 
Community Elated 
Over His Interest

Reads American 
News In His Home Town 
Irish Newspaper

J. J . W ickens of the P lym outh  
Specialty  Feed company sat 
dow n the o ther night to read his 
old home town paper. The Bel­
fast. I r ^ a n d .  "Weekly Telegraph.

No. he d id n ’t read over the  pe r­
sonal columns to see w ha t  his 
boyhood friends were doing—he 
looked it all over to see w ha t  
news he could find abou t A m eri­
can boys over on the o ther  side 
of the  “big pond.”

The very  first th ing  he saw 
was an item about Bob Hope, 
fam ed A m erican  radio  and film 
star, who knocked the American 
sailor boys in Ire land “cold,” 
w hen he a ttem pted  to play the 
bag pipes.

An especially in teresting  a r ­
ticle in the  Irish p aper  told of 
th e  exceptional precautions taken  
by the A.nied a rm ies  to see to it 
th a t  the  waiter provided m en  in 
the  arm y is pure  and  p len t ifu l

This is one of the most am az­
ing of all arnazingly in teresting 
news stories.

It is a story not alone of coin­
cidence. although it p layed a 
most im portant part. I t '  is the  
story of a hobby by a wealthy 
man, but tha t  too is only a part  
of the story. It is the  s tory  of 
a small town with country  wavs, 
of country  k id .s^and  a w ealthy  
m an who could help them.

All of the  facts arc  not clear. 
Perhaps  they never will be, for 
in such m atters  H enry  Ford is a 
very  reticent man. It is difficult 
to obtain the facts, for Mr. Ford  
is not one to go about the  country  
side shouting of the  good works 
he has done.

The story  rea lly  begins when 
Mr. Ford  decided to erect a fac­
tory  in the  C herry  Hill ne igh ­
borhood where he owns consider­
able farm  land. W hy Mr. Ford  
should have taken a personal in ­
terest in the  erection of the plant, 
no one knows. It is not a large 
p lan t as Ford p lan ts  go. It is not 
even in operation yet.

But Mr. Ford did take  tha t  
personal interest, and the resi­
dents of C herry  Hill will vouch 
for the fact that  he made almost 
da ily  inspection trips to the 
plant.

No one knows yet w ha t  the 
plant is going to m anufacture. 
Some say it is parts. Some say 
it is something else. But no one 
knows, and for the purposes of 
this story, it doesn't m atter.

-In the  course of his inspection 
trips at the new plant, Mr. Ford 
was wont to converse with fhe 
voungsters who gathered  around 
to watch the building grow. That 
is a habit with Mr. Ford. He likes 
to talk  with youngsters.

.About six weeks ago. he got 
into earnest conversation with 
Lawrence Longwich, an eigluh 
grade student, and Gene McBride 
his boy friend.

Lawrence is not exactl.v sure 
about just the  exact words that 
were used in the conversation be­
tween him and Mr. Ford, but it 
werTt something like this:

"How’s the .school out here, 
sonny?" asked Mr. Ford.

.".\11 right." said Lawrence. 
"P re t ty  good teacher?"
“All right. I gue.ss. but the  one 

we had last year  is leaving.”
"Is that  so? Who was it?”

‘•'Mi.ss S tewart."
"Like her?"
"Sure, but we liked Sam W il­

liams. too."
"Who,” asked Mr. Ford, "is Sam 

W illiams?”
"Well, he taught here a couple 

of years  ago. He's the  principal 
now over at the  Corey School, 
south of W ayne.”

"Like to have him back would 
you?”

"We sure would.” Lawrence 
said.

And th a t’s bow it happened 
th a t  Mr. Ford sent for Sam W il­
liams, a youthful lad who p ro ­
bably will m ake his m ark  in the 
school world.

Sam is about 27 or 28. and m a r ­
ried. and he was under contract 
to the  Corey school.

The story from here  bn is 
largely hearsay, but inasmuch as 
it comes from three  or four 
sources, all of which are more or 
less authoritative, it seems b e ­
yond question.

Mr. Ford approached the C her­
ry Hill school board. How, he 
asked, would the school board 
like to have a m odern  school at 
the  corner of C herry  Hill and 
Ridge Roads, all at Mr. F o rd ’s 
expense.

“I (the reporter)  was p a rt icu ­
larly  impressed with the adep t­
ness of the fields and  the ir  ab il­
ity to run in and catch practically  
every  h ign bail, bu t I m ust con­
fess I WOUI4  not go out of m y 
way to w atch  m any  of these 
games.

“I liked the  w ay  the players 
tossed off the in  massive gloves 
when they changed over to ba t  
so they could be used by the ir  
opponents, and the tradition of 
‘the  seventh  innings s tre tch ’ 
w hen all spectators stood up, 
tu rned  about, and s tre tched  the ir  
limbs. “Why? J u s t  an old A m er­
ican custom.

“Um pire Lieut. B ert  "Wiley, 
who got a nasty  crack on his head 
by the ball bu t  carried  on, toW 
me th a t  the  ra te  of scoring was 
qu ite  com parable  w ith  th a t  of an 
o rd inary  game. The pitchers  
pitched very  fast arrd it w as pos­
sible to get a lot Of ‘cu rve’ even 
with the  underhand  pitching.

“If you wondered  w hy there  
w ere  spare  m en n e a r  f irs t  and 
th ird  bases I can tell you  the 
answer. They w ere there  to tell 
the m en on bases w hen to run .”

S tream  pollution investigators 
w ere expected la te r  in  the  week.

Mr. Elliott said th a t  the  city 
has no sew ers em pty ing  into the 
Rouge r ive r  no r th  of P lym outh  
road which could possibly con­
tain  a  poison th a t  would kill the 
fish. Inasm uch as the  r iv e r  flows 

I in a sou therly  direction a t tha t  
I point, he said, the  pollution m ust 
I come from some o ther  source.
I About a y ea r  ago, there  was 
: s im ilar fish deaths reported , and 
at th a t  time, the pollu tion was 
believed to have come from  the 
city.

“This would tend  to prove 
th a t  none of the  pollution ever 
came from  the city,” said Mr. 
Elliott.

The City M anager said that 
there  was no proof to w ha t  the 
poison m ight be. bu t  th a t  cyanide, 
used by factories in the  plating 
of metals, is believed to have 
been responsible.

To Taxpayers

Tells All About 
New System Of 
Paying Income Tax

Giles K avanagh, collector of 
in te rna l  revenue, announced to­
d ay  tha t  1,800,000 copies of the  
D eclaration of Estim ated Income 
for the  C alendar Y ear 1943, had 
been mailed out to taxpayers  in 
the  Michigan district. I t  is es­
tim ated  th a t  a large num ber  of 
taxpaye rs  in the distr ic t  will be 
requ ired  under the Curren t P a y ­
m en t Tax Act of 1943 to file the  
form, on or before Septem ber 15 
and m ake  paym en t of at least 
ha lf  the  am ount of the balance 
of 1943 tax  estimated to be due 
a t  th a t  time.

W hile most taxpayers  will no t 
’ be  required  to file the Decla- 
■ ration Collector K avanagh  said, 
because they are paying their  tax 
in  full th rough the withholding 
deductions m ade by the ir  em ­
ployers. he urged all taxpayers  
to read carefully the  instimction 
sheets which accompanied the 
forms to determ ine  w he ther  
they are  required  to m ake a dec­
laration, so as to avoid penalties 
for e ither  failure to file or for 
m aking  substantia l under  esti­
m ates of 1943 income.

Many persons do not realize. 
Collector K avanagh  said, th a t  
the  w ithholding tax  does not a u ­
tomatically m ake  all persons cu r­
ren t  on their  1943 incomes. G en­
era lly  speaking, single persons 
earning over $2,700 a y ea r  or 
m arried  persons earn ing  over 
$3,500 a year; those w ith  outside 
incomes such as from dividends, 
interest, rents, professional fees 
or business profits, and those 
classes not subject to w ithho ld ­
ings, such as persons in  the  
arm ed forces, clergymen, dom es­
t ic  se rvan ts  and farm  labor, will 
all be required  to file d ec la ra ­
tions in order to place all t a x ­
payers on an equal footing.

‘Tf there, is doub t in any one’s 
m ind  as to w h e th e r  he or she will 
have to file a declara tion ,” Col­
lector K avanagh  said, ‘‘I sug­
gest th a t  they  ' com m unicate 
w ith  this office a t the  earliest 
opportun ity  and we will be glad 
to help them .”

Collector K avanagh  urges every  
income tax p ay e r  to s tudy  care­
fully  the instructions recently  
received from him, w ith  a v iew  
to m aking  certain  w h e th e r  or not 
ho or she is obliged by the law 
to file this S ep tem ber 15th 
Declaration and m ake  an  income 
tax  paym ent a t tha t  time.

Two of Plym outh’s best known 
“old timers" turned the pages 
o f  local history back a half cen­
tury or more the other day when 
they stood on Main street watch­
ing contractors prepare Fralick 
avenue for a paved surface.

Edward C. Hough, who “grew  
up” on Main street on the bank 
of the creek that flo\l’ed down 
the “valley” where paving con­
tractors are now working, re­
minded Ernest Roe, that, “Up 
there a little ways stood an old 
barn. And down the creek on 
the other side of Main street 
near my home was Some of the 
finest water cress that ever griSw 
hereabouts. Along the banks 
there were patches of horse 
radish that pruvi'^cd the village 
with a good portion of its relish.”

Then dcciarea Mr. Roe; “Well, 
right tlicre. Ed. where the Ellis 
restaurant is now located, stood 
an old blacksmitii shop. Of course 
you remember tile too.t- bridges 
that cro.ssed the creek on each 
side of Main street. In the mid­
dle of the street was a bridge for 
buggy and wagon traffic. As I 
remember it, the foot bridges 
w ere som ething like four feet 
above the waUT. We used to 
stand on the bridges and watch  
the m innows swim up and down 
the creek. At tim es we used to 
have some real floods along 
here.

Then said Mr. Hough:
“And as the village grew,-how  

the creek did smell in summer 
time^ Everybody who lived up 
the creek over beyond ' Harvey 
and up towards Penn.iman woods 
where the creek started, dumped 
all waste in the creek. FLnally 
they began to fill the creek in.. 
There was a sort of path down  
along the side of the creek bed.

Hartford. Conn., Sept. 3 — No 
one who has examined U. S. pro­
duction records since Pearl Har­
bor needs to be sold on the busi­
ness and managerial abilities of 
American men. This goes for the 
executive group, the workers, the 
farmers and the sm all-tow n  
businessman. For downright abil­
ity and a knowledge of business 
practice, learned the hard way, 
this latter group is “tops.” Most 
heads of our leading corporations, 
industries and churches came 
from the sm aller cities and towns. 
Hartford, where I am today, is 
filled them. I have been
much iiw rested  in watching the 
tremendous crowds of all types as 
they leave their offices and fac­
tories at the end of the day. All 
are tied into the immediate out­
look for business.

Since our participation in the 
War the pioduction of raw m a­
terials and manufactured goods 
has centered in armaments and 
foodstuffs. The latest available 
monthly figures show $1,069,000,- 
000 in merchandise exported  
abroad. This is double the 
amount for the same month of 
last year. I-should not be sur­
prised to see even higher figures 
a year hence although the char­
acter of goods to be shipped 
may change. When Germany is 
brought to her knees, the reha­
bilitation of Europe, patterned 
after what is now going on in 
North Africa, should mean can- 
tinued industrial activity in the 
United States on a high level.

The outlook on steel, coal, oil 
and farm products may be w ell 
maintained. Gold production, now  
practically at a standstill, should 
rise sharply. The accumulated 
demand for civilian goods must 
be met. The general public is 
mostly out of debt and has at its 
command an extrem ely large 
volume of buying power. This is 
probably in excess of $50;000,- 
000,000. Thus, from foreign and 
domestic requirements, the out­
look for general industrial activ ­
ity seem s favorable.

President Roosevelt has already 
announced the Administration's 
plans for the care and em ploy­
ment of returning service men. 
These are in rough form new | 
and must finally be approved by 
Congress. However, the intent 
is plain. Through jobs, subsidies, i 
or schools, these men will have 
an opportunity to re-onent 
them selves to civilian life a n d , 
work. Employment has now

reached a peak of 62,406.000 per­
