Doc­
to rs  and nurses w ill be in ^at­
tendance to take the  p in t of 
blood, w hich in no w ay affects 
the  life of a no rm al hea lthy  p e r­
son, and su ffic ien t tests are  
m ade by the  doctors and nurses 
before {he blood is taken  to as­
sure the donor th a t he w ill Suf­
fer no ill effects

R egistra tions have been pnade 
by delegations from  the ithree 
nearby  p lan ts of the  Ford  M otor 
Co., and the K iw anis club. O ther 
delegations and ind iv iduals m ay 
reg iste r e ith e r a t the  C ity  H all 
or at B eyer Pharm acy.

The P lym outh  c h ap te r needs 
th ree  hundred  donors fo r the 
v isit of the  blood bank. T here  
should  be a thousand from  P ly ­
m outh  alone.

A fter the p roper tests have 
been m ade, the blood donor is 
given a glass of orange ju ice  to 
d r in k  before th e  blood is d raw n. 
A physician  in se rts  a need le  in to  
the donor’s arm  and the  p in t of 
blood is allow ed to d ra in  into 
the  p roper receptacle, a fte r  
w hich  the blood is p laced on ice 
fo r sh ipm en t to trie laborato ries 
w here it is m ade in to  p lasm a fo r 
sh ipm en t to the  battle fie ld , w here 
it  is used to save lives.

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Now under our “m anaged cur­
rency” system  the -suture tem ­
porarily is changed.

Because of the large current 
supply of m oney, rates for com­
mercial bank loans, for commer­
cial paper and the yields on 
short-term, high-grade bonds are 
absurdly low. Dollars are being 
m ultiplied very rapidly through 
the expansion of bank credits. 
But the rapid rise in the quan­
tity of dollars has been at the
expense G(f -|heir intrinsic value. 
If the Federal Reserve Authori­
ties should change their policy 
and tighten tbe supply of m oney, 
we could have sharply rising in­
terest rates. This m ay become 
necessary in  order to attract in ­
vestors’ funds to, governm ent 
bonds and notes in any. really  
substantial amount.

Econom ic,principles cannot al­
ways be depended upon to hold  
water consistently. Their course 
can be diverted to some extent 
by wars, legislation and perhaps 
by human nature. The old 
"quantity” theory of m oney is 
that increasing the amount of 
gold or silver m oney always 
causes higher commodity prices 
and/or lower interest rates. The 
new conception of the ‘“quantity” 
theory of m oney is as follows: 
Any increase in its quantity, 
however derived, w ill lower 
rates; also that all forms of new  
bank credits, although perhaps 
basically dangerous, can be a 
real source of capital. In other 
words, these quantitative profes­
sors believe that the m oney m ar­
ket m ay be m anipulated so it is 
no longer n ecessa iy  to wait for 
individuals ko> accumulate or 
save capitalj,[ 1

Both the, -pld and amended 
m oney theories assiune that the  
faith of the;.lenders w ill remain 
100% and cbfilstant. Loss of faith  
by the leildeiis w ill offset the ef­
fects M mp#e available m oney  
and credit, lenders com e to 
believe thSt^^the m oney which  
they  are to five  or ten years 
hence in paym ent of their loans 
w ill be poorer m oney and w ill 
have less purchasing power, then 
these lenders w ill demand a 
higher rate to compensate for 
this risk. Fearing this “loss of 
faith” factor is the reason w hy I 
expect higher interest rates after 
the governm ent takes off its con­
trol which some day it must do.

A ll of us have some capital. It 
m ay be represented by the  
clothes we wear or the stocks, 
bonds and real estate which w e  
own. Capital is primarily de­
rived from work or production.

It m ay consist of factory build­
ings, machinery, raw  materials, 
farm produce, bam s or invento­
ries. Exam ples are almost in­
exhaustible. The principal sources 
of capital are (1) consumers’ 
thrift; (2) direct capitalization of 
the product of labor; (3) govern­
m ental thrift or taxation for cap­
ita l purposes; and new  bank 
m oney or a deposit credit result­
ing from a loan.

The first tnree of above 
m entioned sources-, of capital are 
absolutely sound. I am not so 
sold on the fovuth which is noth­
ing more than borrowing. There 
is now too large an amount of 
borrow ing, or expanding bank 
credit against the purchase of 
governm ent securities. The size 
of this is far above the amount 
of brokers’ loans preceding the 
1929 stock market crash. And 
all this credit is being secured at 
a ridiculously low  interest rate. 
I wonder how  long the Federal 
Reserve System  can go on buy­
ing, for its memib'er banks, gov­
ernment securities to the extent 
it has been doing and letting the 
banks expand their credits for 
this purpose. •

As an inflation brake and to 
stop expanding bank credits, the 
Treasury Department is now en­
deavoring to get governm ent 
bonds into the hands of individ­
uals rather than into banks. But 
to do this they m ust ultim ately  
pay higher rates of interest on 
governm ent paper. If rates go 
up, investors’ bond portfolios w ill 
shrink in value and there w ill be 
a general switching to equity  
stocks. This is another reason 
why I am bullish on the stock 
m arket and do not like high- 
priced, low -yield  bonds.

Even a sm all rise in interest 
rates w ill help banks and their 
stockholders. Long-term, high- 
grade bonds held by banks w ill, 
of course, tnen slide off. H ow ­
ever, rates for imsecured and for 
collateral loans, together w ith  
loans on real estate, should rise 
to sw ell the banks’ gross income. 
Banks holding a large quantity  
of short-tim e investm ents in gov­
ernments, m unicipals and com­
m ercial paper w ill be in  the best 
position, Such banks can jump 
back into the corporate bond 
m arket later on and pick up some 
bargains in discount bonds. 
Banks holding large quantities of 
long-term  bonds m ay take a 
licking.
