Ration Book No. 4' which the
government has designed to It
i'or the duration of the war, will
be issued by the public school
system on Monday, Tuesday and

Wednesday, October 25, 26 and
27.

Every school in :ne United
States will give out the ration

books during that week.

Here in Plymouth, school will
be dismissed during the after-
noon while the teachers issue the
ration books.

All persons whose names be-
gin with letters A to G, inclu-
sive, will receive their books on
Monday. Those whose names
begin with letters from H to Q
inclusive, will  receive their

books on Tuesday, and the rS-
maindcr will get theirs on Wed-
nesda.y.

Superintendent  of Schools
George A. Smith, said that all
persons should go to the school
where their children are en-
rollerl, or to the school nearest
U them, and that they will fa-
cilitate the handling of the books,
if they will appear on the days
designated.

He said that while the system
would not be rigid, that persons
will save themselves long waits
in line if they will appear at the
proper time.

While every school in the
country will be issuing books at
the same time, and while all
persons should make an effort
to obtain their books at their
proper school district, books will
bo issued here in Plymouth to
thos*' persons who work here
and reside elsewhere.

It will be unnecessary for more
than one person in one family to
appear for the books, and any
responsible person may nbtain
them for the whole family.

No No. 4 books will be issued
except on presentation of the
No. 3 books.

Those persons without the No.

3 hooks may obtain them by
filling out an application and
mailing it to the Detroit OPA

City Workers Refused
5 Cent Pay Raise, Quit

Seven city employes walked off the job Tuesday after they had
been refused a general five cents an hour increase in pay.

While there was no noUficalion of strike, and the city is not rec-
ognizing their action as a strike, they remained off of the job on
Wednesday.

City Manager Clarence Elliott .said the trouble began when two
of the older men in the city's employ were given a merit increase in
pay from 85 cents an hour to 90 cents an hour.

This prompted the seven others to apply for a general increase
in pay, which Mr. Elliott denied on the ground that he lacked the
authority, and that only tlie city commission could grant such a”
increase.

The men did not return to their jobs. One was a meter reader,
t'wo were employed in the park, two employed in garbage and rub-
bish collection and two were employed on the street.

Of those who walked out. three were earning 85 cents an hour,
one was earning 75 cents an hour, two were earning 80 cents an hour
and one was earning 90 cents an hour.

o* understood that one of the men had defi-
nitely left the city employ, and that one of the men would return to
work. He said he anticipated that the men would take +heir plea to
the City Commission at its meeting next Monday night, and de-
clared further that following any action taken there, that if the men
do not return to work promptly, they will be considered out of city
employ and new men will be hired to replace them.

Prerented Electric Power Shortage
Five thousandths of an inch of
copper plating recently averted a |
threatened electric power shortage j
in the Bosotn war production area. |
A vertical steam turbine in a power
plant developed a bad “chatter”
and had to be shut down. Replace-1
ment of the worn 65-ton shaft meas-
uring two feet through and tower-
ing 30 feet would have meant costly
delay. An electro-deposition  of

;i copper on the shaft, varying in thick-

ness from two to five thousandths
of an inch, put it back in service
within 24 hours—the largest plating
undertaking ever attempted.

Urges Attention to Gutters

Federal Housing administration
cautions that leaky and corroded
gutters and downspouts often cause
serious building damage by result-
ing in ruined and unsightly walla
and ceilings, as well as considera-
ble deterioration of exterior materi-
als, some of which are practically
irreplaceable for the duration of the
war. Further deterioritution of met-
als which are subject to corrosion
may be retarded by the use of suit-
able paint, says FHA.

Flag Painted on Wall

The painting of the Flag of the
United States on a wall would not
be considered improper, provided no
word, figure or mark Is on the flag
and It is not connected in any way
with advertising, according to the
United States Flag association of-
ficials. They do not consider it im-
proper to fasten the flag by means
of small tacks or nails. It is advis-
able, however, to use no more nails
than are absolutely necessary to
hold the flag.

Forest products are tenth In the
“Big Ten” of farm crops. They are
ranked in value only by cotton,
wheat, truck crops, tobacco, fruits
and nuts, potatoes, corn and hay.

This is a story about the mys-
terious grave stones and the mys-
terious bones which were found
nearby.

The first of several grave stones
was turned up by a bulldozer
wnich was levelling Fralick ave-
nue, for the laying of a concrete
pavement.

Roy Crites, operator of a fill-
ing station at the comer of Fra-
lick and Main street and Melvin
Vickstrom an employe picked out
the stone and carried it to the
office of The Plymouth Mail.

The name was missing, but the
stone revealed that it had been
erected for a boy of eight years
and seven months.

Mr. Crites and Melvin dug
deeper in the vicinity and discov-
ered a half dozen or more bones.

City Health Officer Dr. Luther
PecK was called ana said one of
the bones was the thigh bone of
a dnld of about eight years.
Other bones were larger.

City Manager Clarence Elliott
was called and he in turn called
city workmen who dug deeper
and found another piece of tomb-

stone which had been erected for

a person of more than twenty
years.
T'uriher digging failed to re-

veal any additional evidence that
a body had, been buried at the
point, which was about thirty
icet off of Main street on the
north side of Fralick.

Mr. Elliott said
would be buried
cemetery.

Old residents recalled that
there formerly was a cemetery a
little more than a block away
where the Presbyterian church
now stanas, and they considered
It possible ' that the cemetery
mignt possibly have extended to
the intersectipn of Mam and Fra-
iK'k, but if so they did not re-
call it.

Others suspected that at some
lime in the past, fill dirt may
have been thrown into FraiicK
avenue, and that the bones and
tombstones may have been in-
cluded.

Gasoline Appeals

October 15th Set
As Time For Filing

The gasoline ration point
value on “B"™ and “C” cards has
been cut to two gallons each, but
the local ration boai”s under* the
new order are permitted to con-
sider appeals from motorists who
think they will undergo hardship
as a result thereof.

But no appeals can be con-
sidered before October 15, it was
announced this week by William
Woo-d, chairman of the local war
price and rationing board. The
local board is governed by rules

laid down in Detroit and Wash-
ington.
However, Mr. Wood said that

appeals may be sent in at this

time for consideration after to-
day.
There is no doubt, he said,

that all appeals and all new ap-
plications for supplemental ra-
tions will be given closer scru-
tiny than ever before.

“We might as well face the
fact that there is a war going
on,” said Mr. Wood, “and there
arc bound to be hardships. War
is not pleasant. But there are no
hardships here at home which
are even to be considered as
hardships in comparison with
what the men on the fronts are
undergoing.

“We know that™e armed serv-
ices must have tremendous
amount.s of gasoline , and we
know that that must come first.

“We know, too, that there is a
shortage of rubber, and we know
that there are not as many tires
available as we would like to
have. We’ve got to cut out a
ot of this running around. It’s
just got to be done. And for
that reason we will scrutinize
every application for “B” and
‘C” rations closer than ever be-
‘ore.”

The' fact that .the local board
has done a first class job in its
rationing of gasoline is attested
by the board, of travelling audi-
tors of the Detroit OPA office,
which inspected the records of
he local office,-and found them
‘ar above the average. And de-
spite this fact there has been
pomparatively little complaint
.rom motorists against the treat-
nent they have'received locally.

“Wo are glad,” said Mr. Wood,
‘that the auifetors found our
‘ecords in good condition. And
ve are going to-keep them that
vay.

“To do that, we need the co-
jpcration of the public. *Every
lerson who can possibly trade a
eide to get to their work'should
lo so. Every person who can
eide the public transportation
ystem should do so.

“We intend that there will be
is little hardship as possible, but
ve’ve got to remembgr that this
s war, and therefore, the local
alion board which is doing the
test it can to make equitable dis-
ribution of available supplies,
vill sincerely appreciate the ut-
nost of cooperation from all of
he people.”

Future Bright For

Air Travel

Washington, D. C., Oct. 15—
Anyone who has visited a large
modem airport or terminal such
as the one here in Washington
cannot help but be impressed
with the great progress being
made in aviation. Planes, air-

ports and terminal facilities are
all relatively new and clean. They
appeal greatly to the aesthetic
senses. The efficiency and the
courtesy of all ranks of employ-
ees, even when laboring with the
difficulties of war-time opera-
tions, is impressive. As a result
of the war, hundreds of thou-
sands of men and women have
been introduced to air transport.
Their enthusiasm for this entire
industry—still in its childhood-
forecasts an expansion which will
make the past age of railroading
look sick.

* | had much rather own the
stocks of the air transport com-
panies than those of the com-
panies which manufacture air-
planes. The basic reason for this
iIs that the air transport com-
panies are primarily distributors
and merchandisers of a highly
efficient and convenient form of
transportation. They are much
like the chain store, on which
| am also bullish, in that they
have no problems concerning
fixed charges, production con-
tracts or labor. The air trans-
port companies will be carrying
passengers and freight regard-
less of the ups and downs of the
airplane manufacturing com-
panies.

Of course, work will not stop
Abruptly at the end of the war in
the case of the manufacturing
companies. Larger and tougher
bombing planes and faster pur-

suit and flight planes will con-
tinue to be built. There will also
be some reconverting work in

changing over present bombers

to freight and passenger planes.
There has not yet been any can-
cellation of plane contracts such
as we have seen in the machine
tool indusiry. But these are
bound to come ultimately, al-
though an attempt will be made
to employ as many people in the
manufacturing companies as pos-
sible. Taxes are also a much
greater handicap to these con-
cerns than to the air transport
companies. On the other hand,
the low market price of these
manufacturing company  stocks
may have discounted much of this
grief.

Passengers oesiring to use com-
mercial air lines greatly now
exceed present capacity. If it
were not for lack of equipment,
passenger air mileage would how
be at least double that of a year
ago. On many lines, express and
air mall poundage have doubled;
but while the War lasts not much
growth can be expected in pas-
senger service. However, with
the War lid off, | expect to see
planes still booked to capacity
even though more equipment will
then be available. Equipment of
all kinds, however, as well as
mpilots and operating personnel,
will be plentiful. The availabil-
ity of these should help operatirjg
costs even though taxes remain
heavy.

The air lines have, perhaps, the
most progressive managements of
any industry. They are learning
much from war-time transporta-
tion problems. Incidentally, they
are contributing much to the suc-
cessful conduct of War. Of
the future positi<”™ in world
transport of our lines, there
can be no doubt! This is wit-
nessed by the inauguration of
daily transcontinental all-cargo
flights, and by the applications
on file for transatlantic routes. In
“lend lease” and
aid we may ulti-
mately secure permanent air
bases in the West Indies, the
Pacific and elsewhere. Ostensibly
these will be for our defense, but
actually they will be used for
commercial purposes on a rental

The hiory of transportation
shows that from its earliest stages
;cme "roadbecT had to be pro-
vided for besides equipment. For
example, barges require that
canals be dug; railroads require
Jeoadbeds and bridges; while au-
tomobiles require fine highways.
For air travel no such expensive
outlays are necessary. The con-
struction of airports and termi-
nals. aside from equipment, is
the only "use" expense to which
air lines are put. Usually they
oear only a portion of this cost.

Certainly, after the War, they
will secure the use of many
fields and terminal facilities

without much expense involved.

The airplane iias already given
us greater speed than any mode
of transportation that preceded
it. It is our most efficient unit
of travel: yet ils perfection mis
still in its infancy. Certainly, in
the near future, the convenience,
safety, comfort and flexibility of
air transport will improve great-
ly. The fan that planes move
in the free medium of the air is
a basiqg, economic advantage not
often considered. My bet is that
air transport will expand far
more rapidly than did the rail-
roads and the tractions and that
this will be accomplished at far
less proportional expense. While

steep market rise, there is little
question as lo their basic sound-
ness and future popularity.
Events are very favorable for the
entire air transport industry. |
advise hanging on to the stocsk
of the four largest companies
provided one properly diversi-
fies and distributes his invest-
ment among these four. These
few companies handle 81% of
the air transport business. To
get a similar large interest and
proper diversification in railroad
transportation an investor would
be obliged to purchase stock in
nearly one hundred separate
roads.
