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Hundreds Pay  
Tribute To 
J. Merle Bennett

Prominent Park And 
Forestry Authority 
Taken By Death

Plym outh was shocked this 
week with the sudden death of J. 
Merle Bennett who for tw enty  
years has been director of W ayne  
County parks and forestry, and 
who has worked and planned for 
the beauty of the city of P ly ­
mouth, which he called home.

Mr. Bennett '.led Sunday morn­
ing at 7 o’clocK at St. Josep h’s 
hospital in Ann Arbor following  
a w eek’s illness with a heart ail­
m ent, and probably as fine a tri­
bute as could be paid to him was 
voiced by Superintendent of 
Schools George A. Smith, who 
said “there were many years of 
brilliant usefulness left in the  
m an.”

And that seem ed to be true. 
Newspaper reporters seeking in­
formation on this and that fre­
quently ran in to “ask Merle B en­
nett,’’ and Mr. Bennett usually  
had the desired information.

He was bom  at Camden, Mich., 
May 29, 1896 and was g ra d u a te  
from Coldwater high school in 
1915 and from Michigan State 
college in 1919, where he had de­
voted the major portion of his 
time to forestry, landscaping and 
highway engineering. Following 
his graduation, he was employed 
by the state highw ay department, 
from which post, he was em ­
ployed by the W ayne county road 
commission, where he has been 
ever since «is director of parks 
and forestrv.

It was largely through his ef-, 
forts that the fine system  of 
parks in W ayne county was 
created. With the cooperation of 
the road commission, he dreamed, 
planned, designed and developed  
1,500 acres of W ayne county 
parks, principal among which is 
the Edward N. H ines parkway, 
extending from Northville to 
Newburg lake, and includes the 
famous Plymouth. Riverside and 
Cass Benton parks.

It is now the sixth largest park 
system  in the/U nited  States.

It was under Mr. Bennett’s di­
rection that W ayne county de­
veloped 600 m iles of roadside 
beautification and landscaping, 
and on less used county roads, 
trees and shrubbery have been  
planted. For eight years he had 
been intensely interested in the 
proposed Huron-Clinton park- 
jvay, which is just now reaching 
its culmination with appropria­
tions by the state and county.

His outstanding success in 
W ayne county led Mr. Bennett to 
tell other highway designers 
about the problems he had solved, 
and through numerous articles in 
the leading magazines, and two 
books, his ideas have achieved  
for him a national reputation. His 
two books were “Roadside D evel­
opm ent,” and “Roadsides, the 
Front Yard of a Nation.”

'His books and articles led to 
speaking engagements, and he 
was in constant demand as 
sh a k e r  for m eetings and conven­
tions of nurserymen, highway en­
gineers, landscapers and foresters.

Mr. Phillips and daughter, Mrs. 
William Petz, survive. Mr. Petz 
is a former resident of Plymouth.

Add Protective 
Clauses In  
New Franchise

City Commission 
Forces Consessions 
With Ctmsiuners

The city commission at its 
m eeting Monday night passed at 
first and second readings a new  
ordinance to grant to the Con­
sumers Power Company a new  
thirty year franchise for opera­
tion of a gas distribution system  
in the city. The old franchise e x ­
pired September 3.

The ordinance was passed in 
substantially the form in which 
it was submitted jointly by rep­
resentatives of the Utility and 
City Manager Clarence Elliott, 
who has been working on the 
franchise in conjunction with the 
utility for several w eeks._

Through the efforts of the city 
manager, three clauses in the 
new ordinance for the protection 
of the public were inserted into 
the ordinance.

The power company insisted on 
a thirty year franchise in order 
to properly conduct its I'inancing 
of operations, but readily agreed 
that a clause should be inserted 
that the gas rates charged to con­
sumers shall be submitted to re­
view  of the Michigan Public 
Service Commission at any time, 
cither by the city or the utility. 
This clause was changed from a 
review of the rates every five 
years. It was argued that a re­
view  every five years might re­
sult in unfairness cither to con­
sumers or to the company be­
cause of changing economic con­
ditions.

Another clause requires that 
the utility shall contain a permit 
from the cit.y before any new  
construction is undertaken. This 
clause was included in order to 
make certain that the installation 
of mains and other equipment 
shall be in such position and of 
such type that the public will be 

I protect^ .
The last, and perhaps the most 

important clause submitted by 
the city manager, gives the city 
commission the right to enact 
ordinances requiring the exten­
sion of mains whenever there 
shall be need for them. This is 
to assure all residents of the city 
that there w ill be gas for them  
if  needed.

The franchise is not exclusive  
to the Consumers Power Co.

Children's 
Underwear Still 
Scarce In  City

War Production 
Board Tries To Tell 
Reason For It
■Well, at long last, here is the 

real answer to the problem of 
children’s  underwear.

The subject was called to the 
attention of The Plymouth Mail 
more than a month ago. An in­
vestigation revealed that there 
was little children’s underwear 
available.

To find out why Sophie 
Trucks, manager of the Jack and 
Judy Shop on Penniman avenue, 
wrote to her wholesalers, which 
in turn referred the m atter to the 
War Production Board, which has 
written Mrs. Trucks direct.

On the surrace, at least, it ap­
pears a bit rionsensical, but per­
haps the man who wrote it would 
be a better infantryman than he 
is a W ashington supervisor of 
children's underwear. Anyway, 
here is the letter, for whatever  
it may be worth:
Dear Mrs. Trucks:

Your ielier or September 25 ad­
dressed to the Brown Durrell 
Company, Boston, has been 
passed on for our interest and 
comment.

We ^ully understand your con­
cern in regard to the supply of 
children’s underwear. Because 
we are charged with the respon­
sibility of providing the essential 
needs of our civilian population, 
we share this concern and wish  
to assure you that we are fully  
aware of the difficulties you face 
and have been attem pting for 
some time to solve these critical 
problems. -

It probably is unnecessary to 
elaborate on the difficu lties in ­
volved, because you are no doubt 
aware that the war effort has 
substantially reduced the supply 
of materials and m anpower 
available for the production of 
civilian needs.

In line with our responsibility 
as Claimant Agency for these 
needs and anticipating, some of 
the difficulties now in evidence, 
we initiated the latter part of 
June, a yarn allocations pro­
gram for children’s  under gar­
ments. This became effective  
through priority ratings to the 
spinners on August 2 and in view  
of the time required for such  
yarns to reach the m arket in the 
form of finished goods, we are 
only now beginning to see some 
of the effects of this action.

For your information, these 
ratings are continuing through 
January 31, next, on children’s 
underwear items and we are now  
in the process of determ ining a 
program for 1944 which w ill 
avoid a repetition of the current 
situation so far as the ssential 
underwear .for infants and chil­
dren is concerned.

In connection with current 
shortages, you are unquestion­
ably aware that it is going to be 
difficult and probably quite im ­
possible to meet the potential de­
mands for civilian goods. Pur­
chasing power is one factor to­
day which results in a demand 
quite o u t ^ f  line with available 
m aterial and manpower supply. 
W e  do intend, however, to make 
sure that at least the essentials 
for our children and infants are 
available, and we are hopeful 
that the st'eps already taken will 
shortly ease the most critical of 
these situations and provide 
against a sim ilar situation for 
1944.

Thank you very much for writ­
ing us and we wish to assure you 
our best efforts w ill be continued 
toward a solution of these d iffi­
culties.

“I’m terribly rrippled now. 

That’s all I can teli you now. How  
long I’ll be here, I do not know ,” 
was the telephone m essage re­
ceived late Tuesday evening by 
Mia. W illiam J. Squires of North 
Harvey street from Albert Drake, 
who was wounded last summer 
in jungle fighting on the island 
of N ew  Guinea in the South 
Pacific.

After wfeeks and weeks of sus­
pense and fear, the telephone 
m essage that came from the bed­
side of “A l” in the Foster CJen- 
eral Hospital in Jackson, Mis­
sissippi, brought som e relief to 
relatives and friends in this city, 
who had heard nothing from the 
soldier after his rescue from the 
N ew  Guinea jungle early in the 
summer.

It is known that A l took part 
in much severe fighting with the 
Japs and it w as known that he 
had been badly wounded. A p­
parently he has been in some 
army hospital out in the Pacific 
since last summer, until his re­
m oval early this week to a hos­
pital in the south. No letters 
have been received from him  for 
months. Mr. and Mrs. Drake 
had made a home for their n e­
phew since the death of his 
mother, when he was a youngster.

Hare are a given set of cir­

cumstances: «
A sick or wounded sailor, per­

haps from Plymouth, perhaps 
from some other town in these 
United States, arrives at a 
coastal hospital, either along the 
Atlantic or Pacific.

The lad has w illingly made 
sacrifices for everyone, either in 
Plymouth or somewhere else.

Now, as far as hospital care 
goes, he gets the best, tftit after 
a week or two, or perhaps a 
month or two, he begins to re­
cuperate. He is permitted to sit 
up in a wheel chair, or perhaps 
he can walk to a sun porch and 
sit in a regular straight chair. 

-W hen that time comes, he 
needs a bathrobe, or a knee  
cover, or a quilt.

The government doesn’t pro­
vide such things as that. They  
must come from towns like P ly­
mouth, and organizations like 
the Plymouth Navy Mothers.

Prevent Mold
Heat from an electric lamp kept 

burning in a clothes closet will often 
keep the air dry enough to prevent 
mold on clothes. Frequent airing 
with an electric fan is another help, 
and an open jar of calcium chloride 
standing in the closet will absorb 
moisture from the air and turn to 
liquid. This must be thrown out 
from time to time and replaced 
with new, solid chloride. In damp 
basements, crocks ĉ r jars half filled 
with lumps of unslaked lime will 
absorb moi-sture and help in the 
campaign against mildew.

Con­
sumers Power Company is insti­
tuting a new “Indormation Cen­
ter” service which w ill endeavor 
to put people in nec>d of equip­
ment in touch with others who 
have appliances on hand which 
they are not using and would be 
willing to sell.

“We are asking all our custom ­
ers to list with us any appliances 
they don’t really need and would 
be willing to s e l l / ’ said David L. 
Brown, division manager, in an­
nouncing the new service. “It’s 
the patriotic thing to do. It w ill 
provide some farnily with much 
needed equipm ent and at the 
same time will give you money 
you can invest in extra war 
bonds.”

Mr. Brown stated that the 
"Information Center” service w ill 
be available in all company of­
fices for those wishing to buy or 
sell appliances. He stressed that 
the service was designed to help 
a war-time shortage situation and 
that the company’s only function 
would be to bring individual 
buy ers and sellers together.

ROLLING AT NAVY YARD

Plymouth Mail Wont Ads Bring Results

Lt. Russell Daane is another 
"Yankee” down south — in 
Charleston, South Carolina, to be 
exact, where he is with the sup­
ply department of the U. S. Navy. 
Ho writes some of the interest­
ing facts about his work and th^ 
navy yard:

•‘This is quite a place here in 
the old south. We now have 
about 26.009 people employed 
here (civilians) and 53 officers in 
key positions acting for the U. S. 
Navy. Our job in the supply de­
partment is get the material by 
purchase, manufacture in the 
yard, or transfer from another 
activity, store it and then issue 
it to the ships or stations as it 
is needed. The yard is buil<hng 
destroyer and destroyer escort 
vessels. Two of them were 
launched this afternoon and it 
was a very impressive ceremony, 
both vessels having been named 
after men who had been killed  
m action.

"We have had a couple of trips 
at sea for a day at a time. No 
( xcitement encountered, but guns 
were tested and depth charges 
u ere dropped. Sure make a 
beautiful fountain when they go 
'WHAM', and I mean ‘WHAM’. 
It can be felt plenty. W hile it 
was very rough, I was lucky 
enough not to get seasick and 
enjoyed all of m y m eals.”

Lt. Daane describes interest­
ingly conditions in Charleston, a 
typical war city which has doubl­
ed its population, but not its fa­
cilities. He sends his regards to 
his many friends back home.

B('fore joining the navy. Lieu­
tenant Daane was vice president 
and cashier of the Plymouth  
Uhited Savings bank. He is now  
on leave of absence from the 
bank. His wife, who has been 
living on Garfield avenue, plans 
to join him soon for a brief visit.

"Later in the evening, a truck 
driver gave them a pair of dice. 
I guess singing isn’t all they 
’earned from Americans because 
they really knew how to ‘roll the 
bones.’ 'When four was their 
point, they'd say, ‘Come on, 
Little Joe,’ without knowing 
‘.chat the words meant. They 
■ l̂arttd shooting for cigarettes, 
but pretty soon one of them ran 
out .'̂ 0 he dropped a franc in the 
middle and then they all started 
to shoot for money. The game

CONGRATULATIONS!
We extend our right hand to the good citizens of Detroit for the 

display of outstanding judgem ent in  Tuesday’s elections. It would 
have been nothing less than a calamity for the election to have re­
sulted in any other way. Detroit can thank its three great new s­
papers for saving a situation that tw o w eeks ago looked dark indeed. 
Their victory in the local election is as important to all of Michigan 
as it is to Detroit. Again congratulations.

IS THE OPA A DICTATORSHIP?
Has every em ploye of the OPA a right to dictate the confiscation 

of personal property?
Is the owner of property w ithout the right of redress under the 

rules and regulations of the OPA unless he has funds to hire lawyers 
and pay civil court expenses to fight OPA decisions?

These questions have been answered by the Plymouth price 
panel. Any hireling of the OPA can not only direct the confiscation 
of one’s property, but in order to acco.mplish his purpose, he can use 
threats of serious OPA penalties to secure compliance w ith his orders.

These facts were revealed at a hearing of the “price panel’’ held 
Friday night at the city hall.

'Ih: 1 earing grew out of the sale of a washing machine early last 
July by (J:i:?rd Hartling, 569 North Harvey street ,to K. E. Ochcl- 
tree, 11406 Me-rsse, in R -scdale Gardens.

The “p„nel’’ at.er hearing details of the transaction, decided that 
it had no juris..icuon in \ iew of the fact that the complaint had been 
made direct to the Le roit OF.\. office, even  though the parties to the 
transaction are both r_s -’ents within the Plym outh OPA district.

Briefly the facts revea ... at the so-called “hearing” were as pre­
viously related in The Plymouth I'fail The H artlings decided to offer 
the fam ily washing machine for sale after their daughter had come 
to live with them. It was decided that the price of $75, less than 
half of the original purchase price, was about the right amount to 
ask for it.

The buyer paid the $75 without question. At the hearing, he 
said that a “friend” who works for the Detroit OPA had later called 
at his home and he had told him of the washing machine purchase. 
It was the OPA “friend” who advised him that he! had paid more 
than the ceiling price. *

The ceiling price, said the ‘ friend”, should be $18. It was then ' 
that the buyer im m ediately de-manaed of Mr. Hartling the return of I 
$57. If he didn’t pay back this difference “the OPA would sec to it : 
that he would pay back three tim es what he had charged.” j

Mr. Hartling stated that he offered to  pay back the $75 and take | 
his machine back, if the buyer was dissatisfied with it. This the 
buyer refused to do. The offer, renewed at the hearing, was again 
rejected, the “ceiling panel” stating that it had no authority to act.

W hile the ceiling price of $18 for this m achine was arbitrarily set 
by “a friend” wbo works at the OPA, the OPA Bulletin for retailers 
pertaining to washing machine sal^s, fixes the ceiling price on guar­
anteed used washing machines at a price ranging from $35.75 to 
$147.50.

Although the “panel” made no effort to bring out the facts per­
taining to prices of used washing machines, a casual check of their 
Bulletin indicates that probably Mr. Hartling sold his machine for a 
less price than he had a right to charge for it.

Mrs. F, R. Hoheisel, salaried clerk of th,e panel, ruled that there 
was no action that could be taken, unless Mr. Hartling wanted tc 
start action in civil court. It was also the clerk of the board who de­
clared that most objections to matters pertaining to the OPA were 
made by Republicans.

W hile the case is trifling in a way, it is of vast public impor­
tance, however, when the public fu lly  realizes the fact that the 
owuer-seller is without a right of appeal of any kind under any de­
cision made by any em ploye of the OPA, unless he has sufficient 
funds to pay the high costs of fighting governm ent attorneys in a 
civil court.

The OPA has set up an office force to check all “for sale” ads 
appearing in Detroit newspapers,. stated Mrs. Hoheisel, for the pur­
poses of ferreting out any possible violations of ceiling prices by 
people offering various articles for sale. The OPA, however, has not 
yet set up a division to police “for sale” advertisem ents appearing in 
The Plymouth Mail, she stated.

It w ill be recalled that Gerald Hartling, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Heurtling, who enlisted before Pearl Harbor in the Navy, was on the

Japs as he struggled witli'other American boys to reach safety. He 
was later a.ssigned to a cruiser that took part in the engagem ent in 
which the Japs sunk the N avy’s big aircraft carrier Lexington in the 
Coral sea battle. His ship was able to rescue hundreds of the L ex­
ington’s crew.

The fam ily had an extra washing m achine for sale because their 
daughter's husband had also entered m ilitary services and she had 
offered the use of her machine to the parents until after the war.

There is a .serious question involved in this case. Is every hire­
ling of the OPA a law within him self And can he dictate the terms 
of a business transaction, even though what appears to be the inflic­
tion of a serious injustice upon a respected and patriotic citizen of 
Plymouth, may result from his absurd ruling? And what right has 
the OPA to set up a secret Gestapo to check the “for sale” adverti.se- 
ments appearing in newsoapers in an effort to penalize seme “little 
fellow ” who might, through ignorance, violate some one of the thou­
sands of unknown rules and regulations of the OPA?

If so, then the good people of America are in a m ighty sierious 
plight. But we do not believe high W ashington officials are crazy 
enough to inflict any such a condition upon the citizens of this 
countiy.

The government needs 1,000,000 
pounds of nut shells and fruit 
stones daily for manufacturing 
gas mask charcoal, and at pres­
ent, is unable to purchase one- 
third that quanliiy. This and the- 
failure of the public to cooperate' 
fully by saving and sending in 
this form of waste from the k it­
chen have made it necessary for 
the local branch of the Red Cross 
here to renew its appeal.

Plym outh clocks, or at least 
the great majority of them were 
not turned back an hour last 
Saturday at midnight to resume 
the old time effective before the 
“more daylight” plan was 
adopted. Monday morning, there 
was more or less confusion when  
th.e factory whistles blew on 
Eastern Standard time as usual. 
Many supposed that the govern- 
mcnl's edict for Central Standard 
time would prevail.

At a m eeting of the Board of 
Education held Monday evening, 
it was deemed advisable to close 
the public schools, commencing 
Tuesday morning, for the balance 
of the week.

It is ex ­
pected that they w ill be opened 
again next Monday and that 
work will be resumed as usual.

Sergeant M axwell Moon, who 
has been stationed in the Signal 
Corps Science and Research work 
at Cape May, New Jersey, for 
the past few  months, has been 
transferred to Selfridge Field  
where he w ill start an approving 
station.

In the casualty list as pub­
lished Wednesday appears the 
name of Frank Morris Smith. 
R. F. D. No. 4, Plymouth, as 
slightly wounded. Jay Smith, 
father of the young soldier, re­
ceived a letter from him recently 
saying he was wounded and 
gassed on September 6th, and 
was in a hospital.

Word has been received from 
Walter J. Ebert that' he had ar­
rived safely overseas.
